The Hochi publishes, the experience 
of a high Japanese official who visit­
ed a place near Vancouver, where 
Japanese are engaged in salmon fish­
ing. He went in company with the 
Japanese consul and men who had in­
terests there, and states that the Jap­
anese laborers fairly insulted the par­
ty, saying: “You have no business 
here. Bun away or receive our fists."

The paper quotes this Japanese offi­
cial as saying that the Japanese there 
were the roughest and rudest he had 
ever seen. They were totally ignor­
ant of common politeness and he did 
not wonder they had become objects 
of hatred. They are ready to insult 
their consul when in good health, but 
when taken sick they appear at the 
consulate for assistance, as if claim­
ing it by right. The presence of such 
characters only arouse the enmity of 
their neighbor.

Japan's Good Taste.,
London, Sept. 13.—(C. A. P.)—The

statement that Japan will voluntarily 
limit immigration to Canada, that in 
thus refraining from demanding her 
pound of flesh Japan is showing her 
good will in a more convincing way 
than another power which, exploit­
ing the friendship of a kindred na- 
tion, habitually claims two pounds 
for every pound guaranteed by treaty.

FLOWERS IN SICKROOMS.‘

Never Send All White Flowers to an 
Invalid.

In sending flowers to an invalid 
greet discrimination must be practiced. 
In the first place, be careful not to 
cause any extra work to the already 
overburdened family.

For this reason growing plants are 
undesirable, and, besides, while the 
old idea that they harmed the sick 
one by remaining in the room over- 
night to only a superstition, it to true 
that the invalid may easily harm them, 
especially if they are much handled.

In the second place, do not send 
flowers having a very pronounced or 
sickening odor. Tuberoses are thus 
distinctly barred, as are other flowers 
of their class.

Thirdly, avoid violent color contrasts. 
The nervous system to always slightly 
deranged and the perceptions unduly 
sharpened in a serious Illness, and the 
contrast of vivid reds and pinks and 
yellows may be really harmful and 
will rarely be disagreeable to the pa- 
tient Choose instead delicate pinks, 
soft creams or light blues. On the 
other hand, do not, above all, send 
white roses unaccompanied by any oth­
er flower nor an abondance of unre- 
lieved white flowers of any kind. You 
might just as well order a floral pil- 
low marked "At Rest” far the effect 
it will have upon the recipient of year 
mistaken kindness.

The sick are often inclined to be 
morbid, and nothing but cheerful sug­
gestions should be presented to their 
imaginations. Finally, prefer the un­
usual flowers. You may be pretty sure 
that many besides yourself will send 
roses and carnations and violets. The

The cord by which you are to fly 
the kite should be attached where the 
strings cross each other; do this with 
a loose knot inclosing all the strings. 
For the tail, use a strip of muslin 
about one inch in width and fifteen 
feet in length and attach ten bobs 
made of paper rolled up. It the kite 
should dive, add more tall until it 
sails steadily.

Use fine, but strong, cord for the 
flying, and don’t attempt it in a high 
wind. Kites always fly better in a 
moderate wind.

The doors that had been 
torn from their hinges were brought 
back and propped up in their places, 
and these, with the drawn window- 
blinds, afforded some protection from 
the night air.

| Driven Into the Street.
When on the last day the house-

Mrs. Somers and 
four children wandered about Mort­
lake all the morning looking for a 
house, and not being able to find one.

FLY ON THE CEILING.

Explanation of This Insect’s Ability to 
Walk Upside Down.

The ability of the fly to walk along 
the celling or up and down a pane of 
glass to a matter that to constantly 
puzzling boys and girls, and older 
people, too, and a simple explanation 
of it here might be of interest.

As insignificant a creature as the 
fly is, this power has made it the sub­
ject of scientific study for years. The 
scientists at first thought its feet were 
furnished with suction pumps, so to 
speak, little valves that clung to the 
celling on the same principle as that 
of the wet leather disk that boys lift 
bricks with. When they found that 
this was an error they thought that 
the fly’s, feet were supplied with a 
kind of sticky oil that enabled it to 
hold on.

But a careful experimenter discover­
ed that while the feet exude a fluid it 
is not sticky, and so that theory bad 
to be given up. Finally this same ex­
perimenter hit on the truth. He found 
that the feet of the fly are covered 
with minute hairs—each fly has about 
1,200 of them—and that the fluid that 
comes from them enables the fly to 
walk, head down, on even the smooth- 
est surface, by capillary attraction- 
that is to say, the fluid on the fly’s feet 
forms a port of connection between the 
feet and the surface the fly walks on, 
and the attraction thereby established 
to strong, enough to sustain several 
times the weight of the fly.

Casablanca, Sept. 13.—The allied 
Franco-Spanish army on Wednesday 
made a sudden and successful move 
on Taddert, where the Moors were 
massed in force.

The camp of the latter was destroy­
ed by bombardment, and the enemy 
was put to flight, leaving many dead 
on the field. The French lost one 
man killed and six men wounded.

The attack was carefully planned, 
and was based largely on the obser- 
vations of the Moors' position made 
from a military balloon.

The allied army, which was divided 
into two columns, left the camp at 6 
o'clock in the morning, leaving sev­
eral companies of infantry to defend 
the base at Casablanca.

The first column was composed of 
four companies of regular infantry, 
several companies of sharpshooters, a 
battery of artillery and all the cav--

The second consisted of six com­
panies of infantry and a battery of 
artillery. The march was skillfully 
carried out under the cover of a fog 
until within half way to Taddert, 
when the fog lifted and disclosed sev­
eral large bands of the enemy.

The allies then charged several 
large bands of the enemy at the point 
of the bayonet, and although the 
Moors resisted with their old-time 
courage they were finally compelled 
to retreat in the face of a superior 
force, and both of the columns of al­
lied troops advanced on Taddert.

After the bombardment of that place 
by the French artillery, as well as by 
the guns of the French cruiser Gloire, 
which fired 76 shells, the allied infan­
try advanced on the Moors’ camp, 
where the enemy was making a last, 
desperate stand. A short engagement 
followed, and the Moors fled in wild 
disorder, pursued for several miles by 
the irregular Algerian cavalry in the 
French service. The Moorish camp 
was destroyed. The exact loss of the 
Moors is not known, as they carried 
away many of their dead.

The allied army later returned, to 
Casablanca.

MODEL TREATY DRAFTED.

Italy and Argentina Will Submit to 
Three Arbitrators.

The Hague, Sept. 18.—Special care 
was taken in drafting the general ar­
bitration treaty just concluded, in be­
half of their respective Governments, 
by the Italian and Argentine dele­
gates to the Peace Conference, in or­
der that it may serve as a model for 
other treaties of like nature which 
Italy and Argentina expect to con­
clude with other countries.

By the terms of this treaty, the two 
countries interested agree to submit 
to arbitration all the differences which 
may arise between them, with the ex­
ception.of those affecting provisions 
of the constitution or questions of na- 
tionality. In case of a conflict of 
views, each country will appoint an 
arbitrator, and they will appoint a 
third. In the event of the two coun­
tries being unable to agree on the ap­
pointment of a third arbitrator, the 
appointment will be made by the 
Queen of the Netherlands.

REVOLUTION FIGURES.

Number of Victims of "Dramatic Per­
iod" Fixed at 47,020.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 13.—The Slovo 
yesterday published statistics regard­
ing the revolutionary movement, pre­
pared by the noted Russian statisti­
cian, Dr. Zankoff, whereby the total 
number of victims of the "dramatic 
epidemic" is placed at 47,020, of which 
19,144 were killed.

It is further shown that 2,381 sen­
tences of death were carried out, that 
1,360 prisoners committed suicide, and 
that 21,405 persons were wounded. 
The largest loss of life, 12,953, resulted 
from encounters with the soldiers or 
police.

The anti-Jewish riots numbered 
7,962, and there were 4,540 anti-Ar- 
menian riots and 2,193 mutinies. The 
agrarian disorders were comparatively 
insignificant, only 533.

The revolutionists assassinated 83 
generals or governors, 61 prefects and 
8,079 officials of various ranks.
