MORE PROTESTUANT FAILURES.

THE INDIA MISSI° NARIFS MEET WITH NO
BUCCESS,

It scems that the Church of Scotland
Miselcn in India has been a complete
fallure. Thie we learn from a brochure
entitled “A Few Facts About our Foreign
Missione,” published by the Rev. W, A.
Liston, a retired chaplain of her Majosty’s
Ecclestastical  Estsblishment, Madras,
The chief point to which Mr, L'ston
directs atteatlon 1s the educational
methods pursued by the Mission at the
three Presidency towns, sni he admits
that after fifiy years of the bigher educa-
tional campaign against beatnenlsm, the
Chuarch of Scotlard could number only
343 members and adherents in ajl
Southern India

The reason he gives for ‘his failure is
that the miesion has devoted its energies
toMbe educatlon rather thaa to the evan-
gellzstion of the heathen, and  that,
“while it bas been successfally addiug
numerous graduates to the Madras and
other univereities,” it bas “signally failed
to add converts to the C1urch of Christ,”
He adds: “as to the missdonary charaster
of these institutions (Church of Scotland
Mieslon Colleges), if this is not a m!s-
nomer, they are certainly practical fallures
In tbis relationship. During the whole
of my twenty years’ service futhe Madras
Presidency I am not aware of a single
direct convert who has heen galned to the
cause of Chrlst, or the Church of Scotland,
from all our labors fu the {nstitutions.”

“Yet the “Bible hour’ {s never missed
In these institutivns by the missionary ;
but with what resu!t? Here is M-,
Liston’s answer: “The students attend
our calleges to etudy and pass for a de-
gree, not to read the Bible. And when
the ‘Bible hrur’ comes on, these Hindus
get up the facts of the Bible very much
la the tnme fashlon: that Christians, in
our echool days, got up our Romaa An-
tiquitles or our Greclan Mythology.
These Hindus can tell you to a nicety
how many concubines S lomon had ; they
can tell you the exact date of the deluge
according to Ulher's Chronoli gy, and
they have the facts of the Bible at their
fingers’ end; bat, to my mind, they are
uo uearer Christ by this method thau are
those students who attend what we
Iud‘mpu call ‘puck v’ government colleges.”

Catholics could now associate, ard in
the most public manuer, for mutual
benefit. So early as 1785 a burial society
called “st. Andrew’s Catholic society”
was formed in the congregations of
Edinburgh, It was sofar successful that
in November, 1789, its statutes, laws and
regulations were made public in order to
atiract attention to it, and, in copse
quence, rendered it more efficient. Oaly
Catholics of good moral character and
sound constitution and whote sge was
not over thirty-six years could be admit
ted as members. A member, after five
years of membership, was entitled to re-
ceive five shillings weekly, in the event
of bis becoming indigent. The expense
of funerals was provided for from
the funds of the society, The society
wes mapasged by &  president,
six directors, a treasurer snd a clerk
who were elected apnuelly, There
were also three arbiters for eettling such
disputes as might srise between mem-
bers. From their decieion no appeal was
permitted to any court of law. Parties
who gave dopnations became bonorary
members, This society continued in
full operation for many yeare. It was
finally wound up, from thirty to forty
years ago, ard ite capital divided among
the members.
As appearances indicated severe
weather at Scalap, it was thought best to
appoint that tbe holy oils ekould be
bleseed at Edinburgh.

THE POPE'S TEMPORAL POWER,

It fe very commonly assumed by the
non-Catholic prees that Italisn unity as it
exlsts at present is a fact so fixed that the
re-acquisition of temporal power by the
Pope s altogether hopeless. An article
in a late issue of the Globe not only takes
the view that the restoration of the Pope
to his temporal dominlons will never take
place, but malntaine that it ls not even
deairable for the Pope himself, or for the
Catholic Church, that such a restoration
should be accomplished. We are not dis-
posed to deny the falr Intentions of our
contemporary towards Catholles and
the Catholic Church, for the Globe bas
frequently made manifeit its desire for
equal justice to Cathollcs and Protestants,
buton the question of the Pope’s temporal
rights we must say that our contemporary
fs not In a poritlon to form & correct
judgment, We do not deny that it is
very natural that a Protestant journal
should look at the Catholic Church just
as it looks at any of the sects iuto
which Protestantlem fs divided. From
this point cf view our contemporary very
gravely draws the concluslon that Pope
Leo X1II. no more needs temporal domin-
fon than does “Bishop Carmsn” or **Bishop
Willlams” for the work of saperin-
tending the Methodist Church. When
It is remembered that the number of
Methodists, by the last census, was not
540,000 in Oatarlo and the North West,
counting together the Methodist Church
of Canada and the Episcops] Methodists,
who, we belleve, are united under the
superintendence of Rev, Mcssrs, Carman
and Willlame, the ladicrousness of the
comparison will be seen, The Metho-
dists, Presbyterians, and other Protestant
dencminations are confesedly merely
local imstitutions, Even the Natlonal
Protestant churches are but local, What
Lord Macauley sald in 1840 is equally
true to-day :

“The reformed churches were mere
national churches. The Church of Eog-
land existed for England alome, It was
an inetitution as purely local as the
Court of Common pleas, and was utterly
without any machinery for forelgn opera-
tions. The Church of Scotland, in the
fame mauner, exlated for Scotland alone.
The operationa of 1he Cathollc Church, on
the other hand, took in the whole world,
Nobody at Lsmbeth or at Edinburgh
troubled himself about what was doingqn
Poland or Bavaria, But Cracow and
Munich were, at Rome, objects of as much

Interest as the purllens of 8t. John
Lateran.”

It s true that Oanadian Methodiem has
come few misslonaries in Japan, but it will
not be said that this constitutes it a uni.
versal Church, The Cathclic Oburch, on
the other hand, extende her influence into
every natlon. If the Oanadian Methodist
Confererce were to pronounce that smok-
ing is & sin, as it 1s avy day not at all un-
likely to do, what lufluence would the
deciston have on the habits of the people
of Ameterdam or Berlin ? Rat the decrees
of the Pope are accepted and obeyed In
every cllme and country., Even when
Victor Emmanuel entered Rome, he
declared that the poeition of the Pope was
not merely an Italian question, He said :
*‘The Government of the king will protect
the interest which the whole Catholic
world possesses in the entire independence
of the Pope.,” There is surely no such
universal interest in the absolute inde-
pendence of Superindents Carman and
Willams: (We believe these gentlemen
do not clalm the title of Bleshop, which is

given to them by the Globe:) It is, theres

fore, ecarcely correct to pat their case and
that of the Sovereign Pontiff on one level.
There is some difference, surely, between
Toranto, the Methodlet capltal of Oatarlo,
srd—save the merk—of Japen, and Rome,
the eccleeiastical caplial of the world,
It is therefore, difficult to* concelve that
the followizg could have been serlously
penned by the Globe's editor :

“Why it shou!d be thought neceseary
that the Pope, in order to become a great
spiritual potentate, should beecme once
more & petty Itallan ruler, is what we
bave never been able to urderstand, It
would mnot help Bishops, Carman and
Williams one bit in thelr work s superin.
tendents of the Metbodist Church to have
each & town to himself, which ha could
maunsge or miemanage at his sovereign
pleasure. We rather think such a sup
posed privilege would be s distizct and
positive hindrance. Wh{ then should it
be different with Leo XIII, who, as far
as the outside world either knows or cares,
bas exclusively a spiritual function, juet
such as {s that of Methodlst Bishops or
Presbyterian Moderators 1”

It is not & question of the largeness of
the State of which the Pope shall be
soverelgn, but the question is, sball the
Pope, who, a3 Supreme Head of the Uni-
versal Church, must direct the consclerces
of kings and princes everywhere, as well
as of thelr subjcctsy be free to
do so? Or shall he be eubj:ct to
the ceprices and Interference of
a monarch and & Government who ere
just as likely to be hostile to the general
interests of the Church as to be favorable?
Indeed at the present time the hostility of
the Government to the Church acd its
Head 1s & fact too notorious to need de-
monstration. It s requisite that the
Head of the Univezreal Church should be
petfeetly free from the control of even a
Prince favorably disposed towards him, in
order that his decrees, whether disciplin-
ary, moral, or dogmatic, may not even be
suspected of being infl nenced by the politi.
cal exigencies of the state in which he
may reside. The welfare of the whole
Church depends upon the freedom of its
Supreme Head from the Interference of
sny Government, ‘Where would have
been that freedom, if the Pope had bsen
the subjest of Henry the Eighth when that
monsrch wished his divorce from Queen
Catbarine ? Where would the Pope’s
freedom have been in bringing Heury the
Second to repentance when he murdered
St, Thomas a Becket? Where would it
bave been if he had been a subject of
France when Napoleon wished to estab-
lish & French Church as completely under
his control as the Church of Eng.
land is under control of the British
Pailiament, or the Rumisn Church
under control of the Czar? Where would
have been the liberty of the Coureh when
Napoleon demanded a divorce from tke
injured Josephine? It is needless to eay
that his liberty would be as lllusory ae
that of the Servian Bishops who only a
few months ago were obliged to acknowl.
edge King Milan’s right t> tamper with
and dispenge himeelf from the observarce
of the laws of Gud. He s kirg, forsooth,
and therefore not bound by any legal re-
striction imposed by God or man !

Itisto be hoped that, placed in such
clrcumstances, the Head of the Catholic
Church would show more independence
than did the echismatical Servian prelates.
History tells us that most powerful
influences have been in valn brought to
bear in the past to obtaln from the Popes
an aesent to the inqulities of kiage; but
make him the subject of any mundane
Sovereign, and bis equitable decleions
would be the s'gnal for the most violent
outreges upon his person,

Here we may remark that it is not neces
sary for us to dwell upon the Globe’s
Mark Twaln style of belittling the Pope’s
suthority by eaying how little “the out-
slde world” knows or cares about the
Pope’s spiritual functions, There are not
two worlds on this domain of Christen:
dom, The inside world is the Catholic
Church itselt, The “outslde world” of
which the Globe speaks s but an agglom-
eratlon of limited locallsms. But the
Pope’s Jubilee, which bas only lately ter-
mioated, shows that even that “outslde
world” bas been forced to acknowledge its
respectful regard for such sn authority as
that of the Pope. That authority bas
recelved respectful consideration, not only
from the Protestant rulers, William of
Germany, Victoria of Epgland, President
Cleveland of the United Statee, Oscar of
Sweden, and the rest, but also from the
Czar of Ruosle, the Mikado of Japan, the
Sultan of Turkey, the Shah of Persia, and
others whom we nced nmot enumerate.
Could we concelve of such testimonies of
respect offered to “Bishops Carman and
Wililams,” or tothe Moderator of Presby.
terlanism, elther in Canada or elsewhere ?
Bat we are told that as a matter of fact
tke Popels really free to-day. The Globe
bts it :

“Was the Pope ever more Independent,
In the true sense of that term, than he
is mow! The people and Government
of Italy respect his Independence
to the fullest possible extent. They
have no wish to interfere with i,
and if they had they would be of all fools
the greateat if they ever made the attempt.
The epiritual head of two hundred milllons
of people tould not be really coerced or
confined with impunity, The first attempt
in this direction would ralse such a general
forment and call forth such a general pro-
test as would make the Italian Govern.
ment feel what & mistake it had made,”

actually been made, and it has called forth
a general protest from the bishops of every
country. We do feel coxfident that the
Itelfan Government will be made to feel
the force of th's univeresl protest, and that
the result wili yet be the Pope's restora-
ion to temporal independence,

But our esteemed coxntemporary Is of
opinion that the Pope’s liberty hss not
been sssailed at ail. 1f the profeesions of
the Itallan Jaw «f gusrantees were true,
the Globe's statement would be correct
encugh, Bat they are mot tiue, The
first three articles of the Law declare the
positisn of the Pope to be as inviclsble es
that of the king. The secord article declares
that eny attack directed sgaiust the person
of the Soverelgn Pont!ff shall be “punish
able with the eame penalties as those
establlshed in the caee of an attack
directod againet the person of the king.”
Yet io practice, nct only are the jinfidel
newspapers allowed to vilifiy the |Pope
ard iosult him most groesly, but whenever
the canallle of the city think proper to
assemble about the Va'ican, axd to cry
out “Death to the Pope,” “Burn the Vatt-
cap,” they sre allowed to do so without
interference from the police. The ovly
occasion tince 1870 when a Papal proces:
elon passcd through the streets of Rome,
was when the remains of Pope Pius 1X.
were 1emoved from St, Petar's to be lald
at rest in San Lorerzo. This was on July
13:h, 1881, The Government refased the
royal houors so plentifully promised in
the Law «f Guaranteee ; bat this even
might be overlooked if they bad gianted
ordinsry protection egalcst the rabble;
and this the Government promieed, At
the eame time, to this extent the Govern-
meat nterfered with this eolemn 1ite,
which was peculiarly a rite of the Churck,
that it forbade the clergy of the city
to take a plece In the procession, About
100 000 devout Catholics spontaneously
awembled to show honor to the d:caaeed
Pontiff, aud were it ot for thoir presence,
tha two or three hundred Garibaldian
ruffiabs wbo sssemblcd also would have
been quite free to have carricd ont thelr
deeign which they openly proclaimed, to
throw the Pope’s corpsa into the river
Tiber. Witnout any fioterraption from
the police, these ruffisns followed the pro-
ceeslon, crying out “‘death to the Pope:
Long live the King : Long live Garibaldl.”
Such fs the lberty which the Holy Father
erjoys in his own city—the city which
is lawfully the Church’s patimony,

We might mention many other facts
which show the amount of liberty granted
to the Pope In his rule over the Church.
We will only call attention to one more
of these fac's at present, Rome, the
centre of Catholic unity, bas always been
the centre of Catholic learning, and surely
if the Pope be free to exerciss his sacred
functions, he should bs left in undisputed
pussersion of the means to keep up
the Roman institutions of ecclesiastical
learnirg, and he shorld be undisturbed in
the control of the magnificent libraries
which are neceesary for the education of
theologlans of the fiist rank, These
librarles have been sefzed and in
many ceses ecattered and eold by the
Italian Government, and the educational
institutione have been closed and confis-
cated in many casee, The Church has been
crippled in every way, the clergy have
been banished, and the seminaries broken
up, so that there sra not clergy enough
now to meet the necessities of the people,

In fact, so far is our contemporary from
baving proved that the Pope has no need

of temporal independerce, that he has
rather furnished arguments why the
temporal authority should be restored, It
acknowledges the justice of the Catholic
demand that the ‘‘spiritual head of two
hundred millions of people be not coerced
or confined,” (two hundred and fifty
milllors would be nearer the mark :) then
since without temporal authority, the
Holy Father is both coerced and confined,
the only remedy which can correct the
evil ought to be applied, that ls, the res.
toration of the temporal power.

It s very true, as the Globe states, that
for hundreds cf years the Church had no
“temporal power or earthly patrimony ;"
but after the seat of imperial authorit:
was transferred from Romms to Constanti.
nople, the necessity of & supreme author.
ity in Rome placed the Romen
Pontiffs on the throne of the
city, and thus Providence provided
the Church with that independence which,
when she became actually spread through-
out all nations, was necessary for her
welfare, The selzure of Rome was a
robbery, so much the more outrageous as
it was at the same time a sacrilege. It
was not even accomplished by the wish of
the Roman people. The revolutionists
who sympathized with the robber king
were but a small fraction of the popula-
tlon. The Holy Father, then, properly
Ineists upon the restoration of his rights,
which are founded upon every principle
of justice ; and indeed the prosperlty of
Italy itself requires that the independent
position of the Pope should be re-estab.
lished and recognized,

Soclaliats aze 80 buey propagating thelr
doctrines among the workingmen of
Rome that the Governmert are serlously
alarmed. This is but the result which
might be expected from the persecution
to which the Church is subjected. The
State has not the authority to teach doc.
trine, and it cannot expect to have that
inflaence which will recommend its dcc
trinal views to the people. To leave
the Church her full lberty In her own
sphere would be the proper way to ensure
the promulgation of the correct doctrine
concerning the rights of property, and the
duties of citizens in regard to the State

Reach produced a copy of the conatitu
tion of the “B. C.”” or tlan Na Gael. It
provided for concerted action with the
Irish Brotherhood and kindred eocietles to
bring about & combinaticn of the Iish
revolationary movemente in all parts of
the world, to act decieively agsinst Eng
land, The witnese said that In 1878
Devoy and Millen were sent as delegates
to Trelaud, recelving $10,000 from the

IRELAND'S STRUGGLE.

LATEST NEWS FROM THE GREEN
ISLE.

Mr. Laboucherec suggests a way by which
the United States might intervene on be-
balf of Ireland. He saysthe United States
should follow our example and decline to
confirm the appointment of any Minlster
to this country so long as the Irlsh repre-
sentatives are treated as felons. The
Americans may rest eatlefied that every
Libersl in this country would approve
thelr astion.

The following is an extract from Mr.
John Morley’s able speech at Sheffield on
the political situation, Mr. Morley has
complete confidence in the early success of
Mcr.

warmed chamber, without even a doctor’s
certificate to give a plaucible excuse for
the change of treatment, is backing down.
Al this tells its own tale. Deprive Mr.
Balfour of his reputation for herolem and
firmness and I really do not know what
would be left cf him, It is quite obvioue,
however, that if he had not glven way In
this case, and if Mr. O'Brien had fallen

That is one of the
week's evente, and although you know
all about it, yet I desire to call your
attention to it again, because I think it is
destined to produce most important con-
sequences even yet, Undoubtedly many
Conservatives, who are dead against Mr.
Gladstone’s Home Rule policy, but who
are equally againet a policy of inflicting
harsh personsl indignities on men who
have been sentenced, mark you, under an
exceptional law, whose offences are not
offences at all under the ordinary law of
the land—from these Conservatives we
shall no doubt bear in the couree of time,
As for the Liboral-Unionists, they are
much more Tory than tha Tories them-
selves, and therefore they will doubtless
¢3 in for clothes stripp'ng, halr.catticg,
aad police regulations, pure and simple,

As a general rule the churches of early
days had no seats for the people to eit
on, a8 that position was not deemed in
keeping with the gravity becoming the
house of God, As the services, however,
were much longer than at present, those
who, through feebleness of health or
other causes, could not stand, were
allowed the use of staves to lean upon,
and in eome rare cases even of cushions
to st upon—a practice which is yet
quite common in the churches of Spain,
and in many of those of the rest of
Europe.

It was the rule to stand alwaye on
Sunday, in memory of Our Lord’s glor.
10us resurrection, and to kneel the rest
of the week, As kneeling is a sign of
humiliation, it was the rule to observe it
during the penitential sensons and on all
occasions of mourning. According to St,
Jerome, St. Basil the Great, Tertullian,
and others, these rules were derived
from the apostles themselves,
