OOKING over the general orders of the 3oth July, published to-day
we find a net gain of five officers, there being fourteen promotions,
seventeen losses from various causes, and twenty-two were appointments,
three of these being qualified, two having professional qualifications, and
the remainder being appointed provisionally. ‘There are very few
changes amongst the field officers but Capt. Raney, the popular and
efficient commander of the Prescott troop of cavalry gets brevet rank as
major, and Capt. Raney, of the 74th, succeeds to a majority. A couple
of weeks ago we had a surgeon taking command of a company, now we
have Capt. Desjardins made surgeon of the 61st. Dr. Hervieux also
becomes surgeon of the 76th instead of Dr. Salvage. The Eighth have
At last adopted promotion according to seniority, which should tend to

increase the efficiency of that corps.

\/VOUL]) it not be well to omit altogether the ceremony of presenting
the prizes at the D.R.A. meetings. For the past two years at least it
has been but a scramble, with the statistical officers hurried, many of the
matches unfinished, and a large proportion of the principal prize winners
absent, shooting either in the skirmishing or long range matches.
Besides the unfairness to these last, no very satisfactory arrangements
can be made for the accommodation of either competitors or spectators
on a field open to all comers. Next year we hope that there will either
be no presentation, or that the prnincipal prize winners will be bound to
wait until the evening following the matches, when a well organized
ceremony could be conducted in some suitable hall,

N this number we give full scores of all the matches in the Dominion
meeting, with some account of the general progress of the matches,
and we would draw attention to the fact that our list is the first correct one
published, many errors having crept into all previous lists, even those
officially issued by the association, whereby some prize winners were
omitted and other competitors were allotted prizes to which they were
not entitled, or higher places than they should have held.

IF Sir Frederick Roberts gets his own way the British army will soon

have gone completely to the devil, in the eyes of all the good old
school of martinets. First he issues a general order directing that young
soldiers shall be considered human beings, and allowance be made for
the thoughtlessness of boys in adjudging punishments; wheregs we all
know that the only way to keep up a proper state of discipline is to
entirely ignore individual characteristics and keep every man, recruit or
not, up to the strictest letter of the law. And now he has further
degraded the service by joining in a trivial riffie match with his subordi-
nates, proving himself a capital shot to boot, and to cap the climax has
promulgated the heresy that in choosing corps for active service he
would be guided by their shooting capacities, as demonstrated by target
practice. In that case, of what avail would be all the time heretofore
expended on a proper polishing of buttons, and on a due capacity for
wheeling like a gate and marching past like a wall. We colonials might
be satisfied to conform to Sir Frederick’s low standards, but to propose

to bring #%e service down to such a pitch is nothing less than prospective
anarchy.

HE United Service Gazette, which has lately embodied in its title
“Organ of Imperial federation” announces that

“ A detachment of Royal Engineers are now busily engaged in prepar-
ing on the spot plans for the defence of British Columbia, and it is
believed that the works will be commenced before next spring.
Besides the men belonging to the Imperial service, it is proposed that

the Dominion shall augment its permanent militia force to garrison the
place.”

This augmentation probably refers to the enrolment of C battery of artil-
lery, which has not yet been effected. If at any time it proves neces-
sary to do this it will be found that a special rate of pay will be exacted,
for recruits could neither be got nor retained at such figures as A and B
batteries receive. Money over there is not worth as much as here; it is
more easily earned, and its purchasing power is much less,

OLONEL O'BRIEN must be thoroughly enjoying his work on the
British Columbia coast, for it seems to have been made especially

for the delectation of engineer officers. Esquimalt harbor on Van-
couver Island and Burrard Inlet on the mainland are so situated as to
lend themselves with great facility to defence either by torpedo and
mine service or by land fortifications against attacks from seaward, and
the last named point possesses great strategical importance, as being
the terminus of the railway. Many other harbors we are informed are

naturally quite as strong as either of these, but have not up to this been
much used.
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Common Sense on Parade, or Drill Without Stays.

ELL then, if this be so, it is not too much to say that to give men
their steady training with touch, instead of in an order with in-
tervals, is unphilosophical and absurd. It is only defended by the
argument that you must first make men steady, and that this you cannot
do without touch drill. This statement is mere assertion. Why should
rubbing elbows tend any more to steadiness than an order with inter-
vals? The truth is that this idea is prevalent, not because there is any
natural relation between unsteadiness and drill with intervals, but be-
cause steadiness has not been exacted in what is called extended order.
Steady drill has been dissociated from an order without touch. This is
the mistake—a grievous, a fatal mistake.

“Soldiers ought to be quite as steady when in extended order as when
in close order, and I am persuaded this is a great point to insist upon.”
( Colonel Sir Lumley Grakam.) “There is nothing that requires more
careful drill than the attack formation, in which it is of the utmost im-
portance that the men should keep their direction and distances.”
( Colonel Davies.)

The great desideratunmr is, whatever the formation used may be, that
men should be taught it most strictly for training and steadiness at one
time, and at another most thoroughly and practically exercised in it in
circumstances resembling war, and instructed how to apply it, not merely
formally but intelligently, using the formation as a help to orderly action,
and an aid to recovery from the unavoidable irregularities of the actual

- field. But the-formation and mode of movement in the parade drill and
in the action exercise should be the same. The parade and the field
should be working out one thing, the former training in the valuable
power of accuracy of detail, the other training in that higher education
which can keep the good of detail, so as not to be bound by it as a slave,
but rather to be "always able to use it as a help. A great deal is said
about “steady” drill and “loose” drill. There should be no such dis-
tinction. ‘““All dnill ought to be steady.” (Colone! Sir Lumley Grakam.)
A “loose” order—that is an order in which the men are not placed
tightly together—is not a thing which implies “loose” work. Ther
should be no loose work. ‘Thorough steady training in movement wit
intervals is not loose work. Thorough subsequent exercise in applica-
tion of that training, by work in which intentional deviation from the
mathematical accuracy of form is permitted in order to enable all to gain
instruction in the business of fighting—the practical use of formations to
help orderly conduct of the combat, and rapid recovery from any un-
avoidable loss of form or advisable departure from form—such work is
in no sense loose work. They are two, rigid drill and action exercise.
Each is the complement of the other and absolutely necessary. ‘The first
without the other is form without spirit—a dead thing; the latter without
the former is spirit without substance, life without power of concentra-
tion, conservation and recovery or order and of energy.

“Let the battalion commander guard himself from over-valuing and
from undervaluing forms. = He undervalues them when he considers
himself set free from taking the most thorough knowledge of them. He
undervalues them when he does not learn to act most strictly within
them. Only thus does he gain for himself the right to hold them as
something inferior, and with knowledge and perspicacity to pass beyond
them. He overvalues forms when he considers he has completed his
work by the most brilliant battalion drill exhibition, when he does not
remain conscious within himself that all his school exercises on the flat
parade are only an elementary preparation for the leading and duties of
a battalion.” ( Von Tellenbach.)

Most pregnant words; but words which are wholly misapplied, when
the “forms” dre understood to mean for ns inconsistent with the practical
field work. The former should by every possible means be made to lead
up to the latter. - "The latter can never be used as freely as it should be,
obtaining the utmost out of the intelligent handling of troops, unless by
the steady training of the former the commander can have thorough
confidence of being able to keep them truly in hand, with the power to
rally them into orderly form rapidly and certainly. But it is the
character of the real. work to be done, that should be the one con-
sideration in the choice of forms. Surely no one will maintain that field
work and drill work should be inconsistent. Surely without some par-
amount reason to’ justify such a course, the ‘mode of the onz should not
be made to teach*$omething which must be abandoned in the other.

Let then troops be always exercised with an inte:val, that to
move correctly with ‘an interval, which is what they must come

to for all practical movements in the field, may become to them
a second nature. Abandon the mechanical “feel for touch,” and
make retention of accuracy of interval, and its recovery when lost,
the basis of all steady training. Train in this vigorously and persistently.,
For the words “soldiers must be carefully instructed in ‘The Touch,’ as.
it is the principal guide in marching,” (Field Exercise) substitute
“soldiers must be carefully instructed in moving with correct intervals,
as this is the thing needful in all movements.”—Colburn’s Magazine.

Annual Gun Practice of Field Batteries for 1886.

IEUT.-COL. D. T. IRWIN, Inspector of Artillery, has just issued

the following memorandum of arrangements made in accordance

with G. O. (11), 28.5.86, for the annual gun practice of field batteries

in Ontario and Quebec. . The firing will not only be recognized by the

Department of Militia and Defence, but will count for the prizes offered
by the D. A. A.

The gun practice in Ontario will be held at Port Hope and Port
Colborne, and will commence at the former on the 28th September.
That at Quebec will be held at the Island of Orleans on such dates as
may be arranged by the Commandant, R.S.A., Quebec.

Transport will be paid for two officers and sixteen n.c. officers or
men from each battery to.the range and return; and an allowance of 75
cents for each for such days as necessarily absent from battery head-
quarters. T'ransport arrangements for batteries in Ontario will be made
by Lieut.-Col. A. H. Macdonald, Guelph, who will furnish officers com-
manding batteries with the required number of tickets.

Tents and blankets will be providéd on the ground; and officers
commanding batteries or detachments will make their own arrangements.
for messing, in correspondence with the executive officer of each locality..

The following batteries will perform their practice, as follows:—

At Port Hope.—Ottawa and Toronto, 29th September.

“ —Kingston and Gananoque, 3oth September.
“ —Durham, 1st October.
At Port Colborne.—Hamilton and Welland Canal, 4th October.
“ —Guelph, Nos. 1 and 2 batteries, 5th October.
“ —Loodon, 6th October.

Gun practice will commence each day at g a.m. Dinner, 1 to 2 p.m.
Practice from 2 p.m. The batteries will fire alternately during the fore-
noon, at the preliminary practice; and the subsequent competitive prac-
tice will be continued by alternate competitors in the afternoon.

Officers commanding batteries will make the necessary requisitions
for practice ammunition to be delivered at their practice locality without
delay. ‘T'he guns will be furnished by local batteries.

The uniform to be worn by officers and men will be drill order,
with cloaks or great coats.

Lieut.-Col. Cotton, Assistant Inspector of Artillery, will act as
umpire and camp commandant at each locality in Ontario; Major W,
Mclean, executive officer at Port Hope; Major King, executive officer
at Port Colborne; Capt. J. B. Donaldson, Register Keeper; Lieut. L. H.
Irving, T. G. B., range officer; Capt. W. Clarke, 1st Prov. Brigade, camp.
quarter-master, at Port Colborne; 1 n.c. officer and 6 men, 1 trumpeter;
R.S. A. Kingston; 1 n.c. officer and 2 men, 1 trumpeter, local battery,

The local batteries will provide medical officer.

" The range officer and quarter-master will report to the executive
officer iu sufficient time before the practice, to lay out range, receive
stores, &c.

The rules for competitive gun practice, as published by the 1. A. A.
will be strictly adhered to. Any No. g firing a gun before the command
JSire is given by his No. 1, will be disqualified so far as the score which
he may make may entitle him to any individual prize. The Umpire’s
decision to be final.

A Torpedo Corps at Halifax.

NTERESTING torpedo experiments have lately been made at the
entrance of Halifax harbor.  Last spring Capt. Rawson, R.E., came

out from England for the purpose of forming a body of men chosen from
the citizens of Halifax 'who would undergo a thorough schooling in the
art of defending the harbor by means of submarine explosives, so that in
case of war they would be able to take part with the Imperial troops in
guarding the port against the foe. Advertisements were inserted in the
daily papers, and ovér one hundred applications were réceived. The
best of the lot were taken, particular attention being paid to their char-
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acter and standing in the community. Thirty eqtered at once intp
‘training, and exhibited a wonderful aptitude and desire to learn. Their
engagement was for one year, and during that time they will be in tke
pay of the Imperial government, receiving one t‘iollar.and one dollar and
‘a quarter a day according to their duties. They live at their homes,
two of them sleeping at night on board the government steamer Azxes.
The experiments were conducted by these men; and not a hitch
.occurred. A raft manned by dummy soldiers undertook to pass over a
submarine mine, being towed by a steam launch. It didn’t get over,
however, a terrible explosion sending it about one hundred feet up in
the air, and breaking it into splinters. The dummy soldiers were res-
cued from the water afterwards, but were in a pretty dilapidated state.

‘The second experiment showed how effectually the harbor could be
guarded in case of invasion by an.enemy. Two steam launches sailing
up the harbor entered the torpedo enclosures, when suddenly there
.appeared above the surface of. the water two mines, which, upon being
touched by any vessel, would instantly explode and blow her into frag-
ments. In case of actual war these mines would not come to the sur-
face, but would remain a few feet under the water. Yesterday they were
brought up in sight of the spectators, so as to give a better idea of how
the work was done. The third experiment, showing the manner in
which the safe channel through the mine field is marked out for friendly
vessels, was quite as interesting as the others, and was in every respect
a success. The buoys marking out the course came to the surface at
the word of command and disappeared again with the same despatch.

The explosion-of three twenty-five pound charges of gun cotton on
Ives Knoll concluded the programme. An enormous body of water
was sent high in the air, forming a rare and beautiful sight. The mines
were all operated from Point Pleasant by electricity. Charlottetown
harbor might be defended by similar means.—Halifax Chronicle.

The D. R. A. Prize Meeting.

HIRTY-THREE targets, of which twenty-five were for regular and
eight for extra series matches, rose into view on the Rideau range
upon the sound of the second signal gun, at a quarter to nine on the
morning of Monday the 3oth ult,, and without more ado or unnecessary
formality, the firing in the annual matches of the Dominion Rifle Asso-
ciation began.  Eight targets in the old butts by the bank of the Rideau
tiver, were utilized for the extra series matches, four for 500 yards and
four for 600 yards, in either the Snider or Martini series. They were
kept pretty constantly going until the close of the meeting, the usual
anxious crowds of riflemen constantly waiting about for their turns.
According to programme the regular targets were frequently, for short
periods, all thrown open for extra series firing, but still there were some

anxious to shoot who could not be accommodated.

Early on the morning of the opening day there had been a heavy
fall of rain. When the Nursey match opened, however, the sun was
shining brightly, though there was apparently more rain in store, but a
heavy and uncertain wind blew from the right and proved very trouble-
some, sudden gusts causing innumerable misses, so that the seventy-
s;e)venth of the 156 men competing scored only 12 points in his five
shots.

The 400 yards range of the Macdougall match was fired immedi-
ately upon the conclusion of the Nursey. The wind had become a little
more steady, and fair average scores were made. While the 600 yards
stage was going on in the afternoon, a sharp shower of rain fell, causing
the scores in this match to take a tumble also. A mist coming up,
firing had to be suspended for about ten minutes,.and even when it was
resumed there was still some difficulty in seeing the targets. The only
other match completed on Monday was the Manufacturers’, in which the
scoring was fair.

On Tuesday the light was better, and the wind had fallen a little,
though still very uncertain. It was not, howewer, nearly so bothersome
as on the preceding day. The three matches set down on the pro-
gramme—the Rideau, Minister of Militia, and Ouimet, were completed,
the last named somewhat behind time, so that the light to a certain
degree failed the concluding pairs.

~ On Wednesdoy the light was all that could be desired, the sun
shining brightly, though the heat was not excessive. The wind was still
a little troublesome, but not so much so as on the preceding days. The
Standing match was the first to be fired. The scoring in this was very
satisfactory, though none got very high, two thirty-ones heading the list,
yet the average was good, the last prize being taken with but one point
below inners. The Dominion of Canada match, the last in the grand
aggregate, occupied all the rest of the day. Low aggregates were known
to be general, but few were prepared for the announcement made on
Wednesday evening that 232 secured a place in the Governor-General’s

sixty. Last year, when the Standing match was not in the aggregate,
the lowest was 236. :

On Thursday morning the Provincial match, for the London
Merchants’ Cup was fired, being won by Quebec with the very low score
of 349, New Brunswick being a bad second with 328. Four men who
had made 232 each for the last three places in the sixty, shot off five
rounds at 600 yards, Lieut. Langstroth, 8th cavalry, and Capt. Kinnear,
75th, made 15 points .each, Staff-Sergt. Armstrong,. Guards, made 14,
and Capt. Corbin, 63rd, made but 7 points, and consequently failed to
secure a place. The Governor-General’s match was fired with the
Martini, and the scores presented a marked contrast to those made
with the Snider in the Merchants’ Cup match fired just previously
Sergt. Loggie, of the 73rd, performed the remarkable feat of, for the
sacond year in succession, winning the first prize, $250, which he
did with a score of g1 points; by his last shot, a bull’s eye, going ahead
of Staff-Sergt. Armstrong, Guards, who had finished just previously with
9o. In the afternoon the Military matches were fired, these being for
the Gzowski Challenge Cup, the British Challenge Shield, and for the
Marquis of Lorne’s special prizes for British Columbia competitors.
The extra series targets were closed at three o’clock. In addition to the
500 and 600 yards extra series targets, there were two first-class targéts
for the matches at 8oo and goo yards. The number of competitors in
these matches was comparatively small, and some, who after a trial in the
extra series, had come to the conclusion that they could do nothing at
long range shooting, were surprised to find their names in the prize list;
238 out of 70 came in in the extra series, fired with the Martini, but in
the regular match, in which any rifles were allowed, the lowest prize-
winning score was 55. This shows how limited is the number of those
at all proficient in long range shooting. In the Revolver match there
was keen competition amongst the few who took part, and the prize
winning scores were good. :

The distribution of prizes took place this year again, while the
Military matches were in progress, and as a consequence a great,many
who had won prizes could not be present to receive them from the dis-
tinguished ladies and gentlemen invited to make the presentations.
Amongst those were Sir John and l.ady Macdonald, Sir Fred. and Lady
Middleton, Mrs. Kirkpatrick, and Mrs. Powell.

The six extra series matches closing simultaneously on Thursday
afternoon, and the late hour at which the military matches were con-
cluded, made it impossible to have the prize lists prepared in time to
pay prizes in them that evening, and in consequence the treasurer was
in attendance at the range on Friday morning, when quite a number
received their prizes. Below will be found complete prize lists, which
show some changes from those posted on the range, mistakes having
occurred in the hurray of compilation:—
