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Now that the electoral battle has been
fought to a finlsh, and the time for re-
flection baving arrived, a few of our
citizens, we doubt not, will conclude that
they have much reason to feel not a small
degree of shame because of the intemper-
ate and unmanly part they played in the
stump oratory department of the work.
Mr. Richard Bayley, P. Q , allowed him-
self to say that “a vote for Mowat was a
vote for the Pope,” and he was generally
very bitter as well as unjust in bls refer-
ence to the Catholice and to thelr schools.
The excuse we know will be advanced
that euch and such & gentleman
is an estimable citizan, that his heart is
in the right place, and that he would
not ordinarily do any injustice to a
fellow-citizen of a diffsrent creed, but
that in the heat of an electoral contest,
filled with a desperate desire that his
chief should ¢‘get there,” as the expres-
gion goes, he may be pardoned for in-
discretions which at other times would
deserve rebuke, This excuse, however,
will not, we fancy, hold good with the
thoughtful and intelligent population of
the city of London, and Mr. Richard
Bayley and his associates will have tc
take rank as bigots and vendors of
religious strife.

Tue conduct of Principal Woods, of
the High School, is still more outrageous
and indefensible, The taxes of Catho.
lics go into the treasury from which his
galary is drawn ; and Catholics, there-
fore, will look upon his meddling in
the contest—in Ballykilbeg fashion,
too—as most outrageous, So far as
Catholics are concerned, his useful-
ness as Principal of the High School is
well nigh destroyed. It might here be
mentioned that it would be well were
Mr, Woods, Mr. Hughes, and some other
educationists, to bear in mind the fact
that their conduct forms a very strong
reason in the minds of Catholics why the
Separate school system should be con-
tinued.

peril millions of dollars worth of Presby-
terian Church property, in the way of
seminary and Church endowments, and
it was this consideration chiefly which
influenced the Assembly to resolve that
no doctrinal change be made in the

obroxious clauses of the Confession.
The most determined revisionists were

considered better to sacrifice Christian
truth than real estate. But the matter
is oertainly only delayed. The Revision
movement is too powerful to be entirely
suppressed by the money consideration,
Dr. Vandyke said : “You can no more
stop it than you can keep back the
spring by piling up last winter's ice.”
It was not to be expected that the
Assembly would adjourn without some
resolution being adopted insulting to
Catholics, Accordingly the following re-
solution was passed in reference to the
decision of the Supreme Court of Wis
compin, which declared the reading of the
Protestant Bible in the schools to be an
act of sectarianism, which was not to be
enforced upoun Catholic children :

“Whereas & recent decision of the
Supreme (Court of one of our States has
affirmed the bible to be asectarian book,
we see in this no mere local matter such
as aflects the people of a single State,
but the culmination of an effort being
made by a relentless foreign hierarchy to
overthrow the system of Public schools
throughout the land,”

It appears, therefore, that it s the desire
of the Presbyterian divines to force the
mutilated version of the bible, as lssued by
the Blble Society, upon Catholic children,
and the schoole are still to be called “non-
sectarian,” We would have slmilar “‘non-
sectarian” schools 1n Ontarlo if the polit!.
cal parsonecould only galn the sway which
they stlll continue to bope for in this Pro-
vince. But what a clamor would be ralsed
it we hope to force the Douay verslon of
the Bible on Protestant ckildren! We
may readily imsglne thelr indlgnation

Mowat was represented as the ally of
the Pope and the complaisant tool of
Archbishops and Bishops, In some
places people were asked to choose
between Pope Leo and Queen Victoria,
Pastoral letters or private instructions
of prelates to their flacks were handed
round and circulated widely to embitter
Protestant feeling and excite hatred
and abhorence of ecclegiastical authority,
In the back townships Mowat was re.

mendacious bigotry as the above was
employed by the leaders of the
Opposition at public meetings al.
most everywhere, To what depths

lead men who, in every other walk of
life gentlemanly and honorable, are
willing to stoop to such infamous
methods when striving for a little brief
authority! We have not read or heard
of any such unbecoming tactics on the
part of Mr, Mowat and his followere,
They were satisfied with explaining their
policy, and refuting the many slanders
and calumnies heaped on their adminis.
tration, In the disposal and sale of
public lands they exhibited facts and
figures that could not be gainsaid, which
reflected honor on their integrity and
obtained credit for their singlencss of
interest In the public weal, In
their dealings with the I'rench-
Canadian population they gave proof
of masterly direction and consummate
prudence, Without any attempt at
coercion they induced thoee faithful and
valued eubjects of French origin to
adopt English as the language of the
echools, In regard to Catholic edu-
cation Mr, Mowat and his Ministers were
like Ulysses and his companions while
navigating between Scylla and Charyb-
dis, They had Catholic sensitiveness
and Catholic rights as by law cousti-
tuted on one eide and they had to face
ignorant bigotry and fanatical no-Popery
on the other side. Although in the
matter of prima facic support of Separate
schools they yielded before the storm
which Mr., Meredith raiced around their
ears, yet they made a very
bold and determined stand for
the rights of Catholics to enjoy every
privilege accorded them by the consti-
tution as provided in the Dritish North
America Act., For this manliness on
their part they were entitled to a gener-
ous and unanimous support from the
Catholic electorate, and we firmly believe
they obtained that support at every
polling booth in Ontario on the 5th of
June, It would have bsen most das.

POPE.”
Kate Vannah in Globe Quarterly Review.

The editor of the North American Review
for February, 1890, announced *a viva.
clous paper—from a woman's point of view
—on ‘Italy and the Pope,’ by Gall Hamil.
ton” (otherwise known as Miss Abigail
Dodge). I have read the paper with
interest, a little surprise and some amuse.
ment,

Aus to its “vivacity,” it 1s marked by a
certaln vivacity of inception, apathy of

rogress, and prematureness of decay.

he above italics will explaln its incoher-
ence of matter, startling suppositions
without proofs—*the cause concealed, the
effect notorious”—all of which will pass
for strong reason with nnthinking minds,
ever ready to condemn what they do not
understand,

Miss Dodge, like many otber writers
not of the Roman Catholic faith, comes to
us preposseseed by the high authority of
the secular press and bigoted hlstoriane.
Hence 1t 1s not strange that she regards

everything Catholic with a preconceived | b

neutrallty, or with the eyes of prejudice.

It 1s at once evident to the Catholic
reader that whatever helghts ehe may
have attalned in political polemics, Miss
Dodge comes to ues not by any means
crammed for ecclesiastical dlecuesion,

It fs with certain qualitles as with cer-
taln eenses: those who are entlrely
deprived of them can neither appreciate
nor comprehend them.

It 1s only natoral that & writer who
confines himself to historles mulcted of
justice and truth should fall utterly—and
ofientimes lndlcroullg—to comprehend
the splirit of the Church,

“As difficult aa llttlnF on the moon
To guess the earth,’

The author of the paper in question s
“like & child, which, Insensible to the
glowing siguificance of & Greek statue,
only touches the marble and— complaine
of cold !” The most clement apology to
be made for her I have found in a paper
from her own pen, entitled “Catholiclsm
and Public Schools,” In the North Ameri-
can Review of November, 1888, She pre.
faces her sketch thus:
= I am speaking entirely from a point of
sight of a Protestant—a Protestant not
only by every trait and tinctare of hered.
Ity, but by every conviction of reason—
& Protestant to whom some of the assump
tions of the Roman Church seem not only
unwarrantable but well nigh Intolerable,”

Now, then. “Italy and the Pope”
opens with a coup de theatre. The curtaln
rises upon two striking fizures—the King
of the entire Oatholic world and the King
of Italy, Miss Dodge accords precedence
to the latter. I trust that ehe will pardon
me for reversing the order. Humbert
stands at the helm, watchful, graclous,
constant, calm,”

“Leo 1s borne along juet as inevitably
a3 Humbert, and just as rapldly, but
struggling, plunging, fllnglog (7) agatnst
the current with valn and vociferons vlo-
lence.” Tho alliteration of this statement
admits of no question, whatever misglv-
ings we may have about facts, or the Holy
Father’s proficiency in swimming.

“Leo XIIL is a spolled child, hurling
down his toys with petulant willfulness
because fate will not re Instate him in the
Thirteenth Century.,” The secret of his
wish to retrograde is not glven.

The second scene s even more Impres.
slve. The Pope s to celebrate Mass in
St. Peter’s for the first time in elghteen
years, Wo like to see Mass spelled with a
capital, en passant, slnce Mass {s a repewal
of the Sacrifice of Oalvary,

Mies Dodge 1s there, impatlently walt.
ing, greatly annoyed by the delay of the
Erlncely celebrant, After a long while,

owever, ‘‘the great bronze doors opened
wide, ard, far, approaching, thrilled a
straln of* muale, enchanting to sach a
degree” as to cause the writer to forget
certaln notable decoratlons of St, Peter's,
Among these wera “the yard-high mosatea
in which the words of Ohrlet have been

k]

nted for eternity, and only painted
gl‘:lht. read always wrong” (which afpllu.
ad unguem, to the Protestant read g of
Cathoile truths), She forgets also *the
Papal Peter and his keys, standing ever
ready to Jock God glven reason and un-
lock & man-made heaven.”

This is bardly . surprise. Since the
memorable day on which a frlend told me
that Dr. Peter was a Protestant, nothing, at
least of this sort, has much surprised me.

Bitterly dlsappointed because, pending
a deliclous roﬂ:da of silver clarions from
the dome of St, Peter’s, she lnll{ expected
to bebold our Saviour Himself, “every
sacred association vanished on the instant
of bebolding” only the Vicar of OChrist
upon earth,

It {s consoling to learn that ‘‘the revo-
lution has been most generous to the
vanquishiog order. Italy could bave but
one head, and that head must be for the
taxable, tangible world, and mot for the
lotangible (she does not say intaxable),
spiritual world,”

She bas, after the custom of the prema-
ture newspaper reporter, alteady composed
the obituary of Leo XIII, and founded a
“new republic” as easily as the Brazilians,

After reminding us of certaln inestim-
able privileges accorded to the Papal Court
by the Law of Guarantees of ’71, she con-
tinues : ““I cannot see that the Pope is re-
strained from the exerclee of any important
fanctlon of the holy offize except that of
burning Brumo,”

Here we have the first symptoms of
bystera, and theattack continues through
the entire article,

“The Pope,” we learn, “ls not a prisoner
at all though he chooses to call himself o,
It s pure childishness, constructive dis-
bonesty and bad policy to style himself a

risoner when he can really go where he
{kes, and he remalns in the Vatlcan solely
because he {s fond of it,”

This is much the argument used by a
hyper-sensitive spinster who wishes it dls-
tiuctly understood henceforth and for.
ever thatshe is an unappropriated blesing
not from neceasity but from cholce. Bat
who belleves us when we make this bold
assertion ?

If, perchance the paper under dlscussion
should be read to Leo XIIL he will quote
at Mles Dodge the famous Meredithisn
couplet ;

‘‘Golden wires may annoy us as much as
steel bars
If they keep us behind prison-windows."

“I'he Pope,” we are told, “ls at once a
devoutand a professional Catholle. Qaeen
Margeret of Italy s a devout Catholle,
while Humbert is & moderate Catholic,”
What {e a moderate Catholle 1

It 1s a Catholic who just clears the law,
80 to speak,

When a moderate Catholic, be he prince
or pauper, has become so apathetlc that he
does not even clear the law, the portals of
the Caurch are flang wide : he s at per-
fect liberty to ecale the walls and practice
his moderate religlon al fresco, with others
of bis kind.

There 1s an old Breton proverb: “He
who does not answer to the rudder must
answer to the rocks,”

An Italian noble tells Miss Dodge that
“the men ia Italy do not go much to con-
fesslon, They bave no time, The king
Roes once a yearor 80.” ‘'Once s year” la
clearing the law.

* Oz 80” might tip the balance elther
way. I know not Into which side of the
scale the noble meant to drop 1t.

Victor Emanuel had “no time” also,
But It was rumored that, when death
approached, the ambassador dispatched by
bis old friend Pope Pius IX. was admitted,
albeit unatded by Cavour, and bis eervices
not desplsed by the dying king, who had
een & “moderate Cathollc.”

All moderate Cathollca hope for the
same chance, I heard the “bravery of the
unrepentant thlef” lauded the other day ;
yet even the moderate Cathollcs prefer to
Imitate the penitent thief, in extremes.

If Miss Dodge will read the article en-
titled “Brunolatry” in the Irih Ecclesias-
tical Record (June, 1889,) she will find
mauch to her own enlightenment, if not to
the glory of the above mentioned ‘'re.
former,” 8o called. It Is better sometimes
not to follow great reformers of abuses
beyond the threshold of their homes, a
certaln ‘Eagllsh author tells ug, Every.
thing that patlence and prudence could
suggest was done by the Church to wean
Bruno from lnsubordination and error,
Then the Church declded, “to a viclous
dog, a short chaln,” But as to his belng
burned, there 1s large doubt ; and, even 80
Protestant  historians bungle ~matters
sndly in dlacueslog the action of the
Charch and the action of the State.

should erect a statue to the traitor Bene-
djct Arnold, and. thirty thoussud ia line,
march past the White House,

Is it probable that the president would
enjoy such a demonstration—a direct insult
to him and to all loyal eltizens ?

It s safe to say that he would take a
run over to Lakewood instead of prostrat.
ing himeelf upon the carpet, to gnash his
teeth and rend his beard because Arnold
escaped to Eogland before he could lay
bands on bim, or because the dlstinetion
of belping Andre off with his traitorous
boots was denied him,

Then Miss Dodge worrles because Cath.

Only recently L-o XIIL, the Visible

Or does some nobler
understanding of the duty of power rest
with bim—eome clearer conelderation of
the divine right of kings to show human
ity the royal virtues of kindliness, of
generosity, of unselfishness 7 The dally
press has already glver us the answer,

“The Pope gave to the churches of
Rome whatever treasures were fitted to
add beauty to the service of God ; to the
museums Whatever could train to delight
and peifection the srtistlc semse of bi:
people ; and to the charitable institutions
throughout Italy the millions of money
which the milllons of his people bad pro-
vided for him.”

Miss Dodge affirms that “the Roman
world s lesrning to do very well without
a Pope It never sees.”

tatlstica prove that the American Cath
olic world bas flourlshed remarkably also,
snd It never sees the Pope,

If Miss DD ;dge will not consult Catholic
writers, past or present, Gafz>t and
Rauke, though oppouents of the Church,
could enlighten her upon the Papacy,
which subjact they have studied as an
historlc facs at least.

But these subtle questlons sre more
frtalligently trested by those wriiers who
have purchased knowledge by the coln of
experlence. An em!nent eccleslastic in a
Catholle perlodical of recent feeue saye :

That venal element of
the arlstocracy s not pecnliar to Italy,
however, as recent developments have
gshown, She allows readers of the un.
pleasing Polish epleode to Infor that she
approved rather than condemned the sen-
timente of the Pole, else why was it Intro
duced ?

A courteous and refined host was not
harmed by the ungrateful flings of a vul-
ger visitor who eadly needed a whetstone
for the sharpening of his wit. And now
we come to her meeting with the younz
monk of Chatreuse, “He was a brawny
six footer, broal.shouldered —a great,
placld ox of a creature,” etc, etc.

We have heard all sorts of adjectives,
complimentary and otherwlse — largely
otherwise—heaped upon the monks who
treat visltors with uunfaillog kindness and
hospitality ; but, If I may be permitted a
lttle classic pun, I thiok Miss Dodge has

Mies Dadge knows it all, and forthwith
glves us a spectmen of lucabratory erudi.
tion from the guide-book, very florid,
very lmullnq ; and “the great, placld ox
of a creature” stands by and hears it all
for the first time. Ab, my American
tourlst! do not for ome instant dream
that the young monk wasnot, in his turn,
noting your absence of certaln desirable
bumps—your absence of lines denoting
introspection of the right sort.

over Its beauty, someone smites the
grazlous silence with a refiaed criticlam
upon the uncleanliness of the Saint.

INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT HER NOT

FOUND IN HER AUTOBIOGRAPHY —

HOW BHE LIVED AND DIED A8 A

CATHOLIC,

Not long ago In the Catholic Review we
gave an «(x‘ended notico of Mary Howltte
sutoblograpty, and fouud fsult with the
meagreness ot Its account of her conver
slon, Mr. James Britten, a well known
Englishman, in a short article lately gave
an account which will satisfy Cathollc
interest, and which we condense for the
benefit of our readers. In 1872 the helrs
of a Cathollc convert, Overbeck, the noted
palnter, were desfzous that Mary Howitt's
daughter Margaret should bacome his
blographer, They gave to her all bis pri-
vate papers, smong which were numerous
letters on disputed polnts of doctrine and
Oburch history. Miss Howitt not only read
these, but every accesibla book to which
they referred as well. In the end she
became a Catholic In the year 1880,

Her mother assisted her occaelonally,
acquired a taste for Catholic literature,
snd read Faber's “All for Jesus.” The
chapter on Intercessory Prayer struck her
with astonishment and filled her with
delight. From that moment she devoted
herself tojthe reading of Oatholic works of
devotion, but could not bring herself to
accept the Cathollc faith, fearing that such
a step would be disrespectful to the mem-
ory of her hueband, now dead a few years.
She bad a desire to recelve baptism, and
thought it might be recelved anywhere,
Therefore she visited the Prince Bishop of
Brixen, during one of her periodical visits
to the Tyrol, and asked him to give her
baptism. She was Informed of the neces-
sary conditions and went away astonlshed
and grieved, To recelve she must become
s Catholle.

A dream—a vislon—or what seemed to
her a supernatural warning—Ileft her no
room for doubt, and led to her entrance
into the Church. One night in her eleep
she seemed to hear distinectly sounding
through the room the words: “The end e
come, and thou art not saved.” They
roused her from sleep, and made a deep
{mpreerion upon her, While still under
the Influence of the vislon a Dominican
monk pamed Father De R)blano pald her
a vieit, She disliked Dominicans because
of thelr connection with the inquisition.
But the sight of her visltor removed
all prejudice. When he entered theroom,
eald she, ‘‘a tall grand man in the beauti-
ful white robe of his Ocder, I looked up,
and such a strange feellng csme over me
—It might have been the figure of our
Lord.” Father Da Boblano recelved her
into the Church In May, 1882,

A Catholic frlend says of her: “After
the became a Catholic she used to speak of
herself as & baby in the faith, learning day
by day fresh truths and dlscoverlng new
beauties in the faith she had adopted.
Her whole countenance would become
suffused with the peace and joy she had
found in the ove true fold, and she used
to yearn after the souls she loved, who
were still outslde it. The Penny Cate-
chlemm was her constant companion, and

‘Iwelve months ago the pretended
Equal Rights party was organized by the
assembling of nearly nine hundred self-
dubbed delegates who loudly proclaimed
that they represented the sentiment of

THE SCHOOL QUESPION IN
WISCONSIN AND MASSA-
CHUSETTS.

A case which fully justifies the oppo-
sition of Catholics In the Uaited States to
State Inspection of private schools
occurred recently In North Brookfield,
Massachusetts, A certificate was refused
by the School Committee to & boy of
fourteen, named Denis O'Brlen, & gradu-
ate of the SBacred Heart parochial sehool
of that town, though the law decrees that
such certificates should be granted at
that age provided the qualifications of the
candidate be up to what the law requires,
The boy was found to be a bright lad,
and well grounded in all the branches re-

There is no duty which human frailty
is more apt to overlook than that of
Thanksgiving, Out of the ten lepers
who were healed by our Blessed Lord
on His way to Jerusalem, after making a
visit to divers towns of Judes, only one
thought of returning to give thanks to
Him for the great favor conferred upon
him which restored him to the com.

been cut off owing to the ocontagious
disease from which he was suffering,
This thankful person was one who scarcely

In a letter to the Freeman's Journal
Archblshop Walsh says the Tenants’
Defence Fund now amounts to over
£060,000.  The Fund, the Archbishop
declares, represents an assertion of tha
most fundamental principles of Christian
morality, that is that the property of the
poorest tenant is as szcred as that of the
richest landlord,

The North American Review for June
has an article by Mr, Parnell on the Irish
Land Puarchase Bill of Mr. Balfour, He
says it 1s ineufficlent and dishonest, though
ostensibly borrowed from the plan which
he had lald down when in Amerles, It
Is Insufliclent, because it would only reach
one-fourth of the Irlsh tenants, and in
this favored minority there are many who
have not the right to be favored at the
expenre of the Sta‘e, It would take
£166,000,000 to enable all Irlsh tenants
to become owners, and British taxpayers
will not guarantee one fifth of that sum.
It neglects to exempt Improvements from
belng charged for rent—a most important
oversight, It glves ald to mon-
resldent tenants who  hold large
tracts  for grazlog  purposes, but
make no outlay on thelr holdlngs.
Ia this way three-fourths of Connaught,
one third of Manster and one-third of
Liolnster are held, It {s not to benefit
euch tenants as these that the Irlsh people
ask for redress, and that they shed their
blood at Mitshelstown. The large
absentee owners are favored by the Bill,
and the emall resldent owners are laft out.
Sach an arrangement cannot settle the
Irlsh questlon. ~ This Bill would glve to
four land owners £24 000,000 out of
the £40,000,000 wherewith the provistons
of the blll are to be carrled out. Sucha
plan as this cannot settle the Irish ques:
tlon, Qoerclon must be ended {f it be
desired to make a falr settlement, for under
the present regime the tenants are unable
t> make free contracts with thelr land-
lorda, This Bill, Mr. Parnell adds, would
create embarrassment when the questton
of Home Rule would come up, as 1t surely
wlll, on Mr, Gladetone’s return to oflice.
He would be glad to accept any effort of
the Government to settle the ditliculties of
the Irish Land question, but this Bill {s a
fallure. It proposes to jrt away fruft-
lessly millions of money, which would
never be available for the purpose again,
A proper settlement which would allow
tenants for thelr Improvements would
greatly lessen the amount required to be
guaranteed, but for this the Bill does not
provide.

This will
probably be agreed to, and the Conglorey
troubles will then be ended,

Not oply did be offer no
objection to her petition, but haappreved
the new month, with those benevolent
words which fell so naturally from his
Hps, “Wo wili institute it,” added he,
“for the conversion of tinners and the sal-
vation of France,”

You may judge for yourself how much
this last Intention increased their fervor.
Monsigneur de Qaelan, not content with
glvlng his approval of the month of the

asred Hoart, volunteered to regulate its
Enotlou. Angels was fall of Jo{ ; her
opes had been realized beyond her ex-
tations. The month of the Sacred
eart, as wo may well imagine, was cele-
brated with great devotion in this favored
convent, Such was the humble orgin of
this salutary practice of plety.

THE HORRORS OF THE MARCH, THE E7ER.
LABTING MARCH THROUGH AN AFRICAN
FOREST,

Thse following is an exiract from the
speech of H. M. Stanley at the reception
tendered by the Ewmin Relief Committee
in London, giving an account of his
terrible-journey torough the heart of a
tropical forest :

“Day after day, week after week, from
dawn of morning to near eve, with a
noon Interval of rest we are urged omn
ucrestingly, Step by step we gain our
miles, and penetrate deecper and deeper
into that strange conservatory of nature,
the Inrner womb of a true tropical forest,
Tae warm vapors rise from it as from a
great fermentlng vat, untll e denee sre
the exhaiatlons 1o a few days that only
the flaming bolt can let in the sunlight
on that impervicus and endless
follage above our heads. After a
month's unbroken mazch we halt for
rest, aud for the fizst time attempt to
question natives who have hitherto art.
fully eluded onr efforts to galn intelll-
gence, We neked them If they knew of
any grass land lylog east, north, or south
of their dlstzrict, and they reply in the
uegative in a manner that seems to !m-
ply that we must be strange creatures to
suppose that it would be possible for any
world to exlst sava this iliimitable foreat
world, Taking a blade from the river
bank—for only a few straggling blades
can  be found—we hold it up to
view. ¢‘What, no field —no lmlted
stireich of land with comething
like this growlog? ‘No,’ they reply,
shaking their heads, compassionately
pitying our absurd questions, ‘All like
this,’ and thoy wave their hands sweep-
ingly to illustrato that all the world was
alike, nothing but ‘trees, trees, and
trees !’ Great treess rising as high as
arrows shot toward the sky, uniting their
crowns, interiacing their branches, press
ing and crowded one against the otner
uatil neither sunbeam nor shaft of light
may penetrate it.

“No sooner are these words heard by
our men than their imaginations con-
celve the forest undor the most oppressive
asd forbiddivg amspect. Hitherto it has
bezn a tract ot land of uncertaln extent,
growlug trees, which a fow week’'s maich
would enabie us t> plerce through, a mere
pleasant variatton in the expariences of
an Afcisan journey maker; but a month
had already elapsed, and they now heard
with théilr own ears that the forest was
without end. The Ilittle religion they
knew was nothing more than legendary
lore, and in thefr memories thers dimiy
flosted a story of a laad that grow
datker and darker as you traveled
towards the end of the world,
aad drew nmearer to the place
where a great serpent lay supine aund
coiled round the whole earth, Ab, then
the ancients muet have referred to tais,
where the ligat is so ghastly, where the
woods are endless, and are so still and
solemn and gray, to this oppressive
loneliness, amid so much life, waich is
80 chilling to the poor, distressed heart !
And the horror grows darker with their
fancies, the cold of early moraing, the
comfortless gray ot the dawn, the dead
white mist, the ever-dripping tears of
the dew, the deluging rains, tha appall-

ing thunder-burst and the rolling achoes
and the wonderful play of the dazling
lighting, And when the night comes—
with its thick palpable darkness, and
they lie cuddled in their little damp
huts, snd they hear the tempest over-
bead, the howling of the wild winds, the
grinding snd groaning of storm-tossed
trees, the dread sounds of falling giants,
and the shock of the trembling earth,
which sends their hearts with fitiul leaps
to their throats, and a roaring and a rush.
ing as of & mad, overwhelming sea—oh !
then the horror 1 intensified,

“It may be that the mext morning,
when they hear the shrill sounds of the
whistle and the officers’ voices ring out
in the dawn, and the blare of the trumpet
is heard, snd there is stir and tumult of
preparation, aud action, that the morbid,
thoughts of the night aud memories of
terrible dreams will be effaced for a
time ; but when the march has begun
once agsin, and the files are slowly mov.
ing through the woods ; they renew their
morbid broodings, and ssk themselves,
‘How long is this to last 7 Is the joy of
life to end thus? Must we jog on day
after day in this cheerless gloom and
this joylees duskivess, untll we stagges
and fall, and rot amoog the toads?
Then they dlssppear into the woods by
twos and threes and sixes, and after the
caravan has pasced return by tho trall,
soma to reach Yambuya and upset the
young officers by their tales of woe and
aod war, some to fall sobbing under a
spear-thrust, some to wander and stray
in the dark mazes of the woads hopelessly
lost, and some to be carved for the
cannibal femst. And those who remain,
compelled to it by fears of greater dangers,
1echanically march on, a prey to dread
and weakness, the scratch of a thorn, the
puncture of s pointed cane, the bite of
an ant, or the sting of & wasp, The
smallest thing serves to start an ulcer, which
presently becomas virulent and eats its
way to the bone, and the men dies.
These sores range like an epidemic, and
dozens are sufferers, Taen the reckles:-
nes with which the men eat up thelr
stores of provisions! What might bave
lastod ten days is eaten up in two or three,
and they starve the rest of the time, for
the spaces between the banans plantations
may be only & day’s mazrch, but they may
betwenty days.

Then leglalation had been
trled by others who thought that by the
pansing of laws the liberty of individuals
snd of nations might be secured, but it
was found that leglalation left men exactly
as they were before, and that no man was
MADE MOBAL BY ACT OF] PARLIAMENT,
because no enactments of men could get
into the sanctuary of the immortal spirit,
and unless the inward spirit of man was
prepared for llberty the gift of it was
worse than useless to him, Let them
think what would be the effect upon
soclety of opening all the doors of the
risons In the land that night, and letting
oose upon us the men and women there
confived. No good would be dome to
those prisoners, and to let them loose
upon society would be only to send them
back to a state worse than that they
were in before, Therefore they
could see that leglslation could mot
free us, Agsain, others had tried
clvilization, and said let us free men by
clvilizing them, Unquestionably, civili-
zation had an immense effect upon men,
but that effect was chlefly In bringing the
intellect into prominence, and in produe
ing what was dlstinctly an arlstocracy of
the intellect. But civilization slone was
not only not an emancipator of mankind
but it was an engine of the greatest
cruelty and most utter slavery that it was
possible to concelve. Indeed, a movelist
of the day had in one instance spoken
o:ly the absolute truth when she stated
that
VICE WAS THE NECESSARY CONSEQUENCES
OF CIVILIZATION,
He might point out instances to justify
that assertion in the history of the aucient
world, The clvilization of our own times
was not nearly eo cultured as that of old
Athens or of pagan Rome, and yet there
were men {n the present day whose object
was to restore that old civilizitlon of the
heathens, one eide of which was too re.
ulddve and too horrible for words,
ecsuce of thelr clvillzation and thelr
culture those anclent peoples were sunk
in vice to a degree not to be told in decent
langusge. St. Panl had attempted to
describe thelr state in the first chapter of
his Eplstle to the Romans, There could
Le seen the results of
CIVILIZATION WITHOUT GOD,
and assuredly the principles of psgan
Greece and Rome would, if adopted in
our day, produce the eame crop of im-
morality that they did before. Clviliza-
tion could not free the world. Not in
those ways did Christ try to free the
world, He rose superior to all emancipa-
tors when He told men that they should
be made free by the truth. “You shall
know the trath as it is in Chrlet, and the
truth shall make you free.” ‘1'here was
the emancipation of the Individual man,
and thercfore the emancipation of human
soclety. If only men got to know the
truth then they would be slaves no more,
but ouly servants of the God of truth,
The one thicg which had emancipated the
Christian nations and meade them what
they are was the truth revealed by our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Ohrlst, He would
prove that to them by calling thelr atten-
tion to the intellectual and moral condl-
tion of the old world.
IGNORANCE WAS THE BOURCE OF EVERY
MISFORTUNE
under which man labored, and his first
necessity was truth, What was wanted
by the man haunted by some goblin terror
but to know the truth, to know that that
fear had no foundation? All that men
wanted for all thelr woes was truth,and if
ignorance was fatal to our happlness in
every department of human life surely
the ignorance of God was most fatal of all.
No man could llve his life to any advan-
tage without the knowledge of God.
Solomon was & wise man, and bad a wide
experience of buman affairs, and St. Paul
had travelled the whole world over, and,
like Ulysses, had seen the ways and man.
ners of many natlons, and each of those
men recorded his conviction that the woes
of his age were owing to men not knowing
God, In that old world in which they
koew not God they bent their knees be-
fore sticks and stones and worshipped the
elements, and the sun acd moon and
stars, They were an degraded in Intellect
as they were in morals, aud, notwithstand.-
ing & few enlightened pagans here and
there, the grest mass of the people were
sunk in the most absolute idolatry.
WHAT A PITEOUS PICTURE
was that drawn by Gibbon in his “Decline
and Fall of the Roman Emplire” of the
condition of religion in that old pagsn
world. Of the provllllng religlous sys-
tems at Rome, he sald, the philosophers
thought them all equally falee, the people
thought them all equally true, and the
maglstrates thought them all equally use-
ful. There were, he belleved, about a
hundred of those different systems of
glgln worship. That ignorance would
ave continued to the bitter end but for
the revelation of our Lord ard Saviour
Jeeus Christ. In that sge in Rome the
men who knew God could be counted
upon a man’s fingers, 'yet as soon as our
Lord came He struck off the fetter of
ignorance, and in a short time God In
that old world became
TBE ADORATION OF TEEMING MILLIONS,
In Eogland to-day we had an attempted
resuscitation of that old paganlsm, and
men were trylng to take us back, not to
the twilight of Judaism, but to the murky
darknees of the pagan world. Those men
would persuade us that there was no God,
no toul, and no fature life, and would re-
duce us to a condition compared with
which the fetichlsm of the South Sea
Islands was beautifal. He wounld put
before them eome of those portentious
follles of the nineteenth century. Oae of
those philosophers of the present day
would substitute for God and Chrlstianity
what he called
COSMIC EMOTION,
and would ask his fellow-men to con-
template the eternitles and immensities,
and to bare thelr breasts to the sun and
moon and stars, Let them just faucy a
man full of warring passions belng told
by Carlyle to bare hie breast to the sun
and moon and stars, Waathere ever any-
thing more contemptible and degraded in
the paganism of anclent Rome} Then there
were others who would have us wonhiF
the great aggregate of humanity, and fall
down before our father man, He was
quite at one with a modern scientist,
who said of that strangde object of adora.
tion that he oould as soon worship it as

“We hlv]o paased,’” they say, ‘‘solemn and

slow
We have ogl'unhlod away into dust,
With our sparklie and beauty and bright-

ness,
Consumed by the moth and the rust.

“And other bright hopes and aweet visions

TRUE FREEDOM ONLY
THROUGH CHRIST.

MODERN PAGANISM A BLAVERY-
BERMON BY DR. BULLIVAN,

The Very Rev. Dr. Willlam Sullivan,
who is now delivering a conrse of sermons
at the Cburch of Oorpus Chrietl, Brixton
Rise, on Sundav evening took for bis text
the words of St. Paul to the Galatians,
‘The freedom whereby Christ hath made
you free.”” There were many places, he
sald, in the Apostclic writings where the
new dispensation was spoken of as one of
liberty. It was a favorite expression of
St. Paul, and there was a very strikin
astertion of the fact in the Eplatle r
that day at High Mass, in which St, James
spoke of the Gospel as the perfect law of
liberty., If they considered that expres-
slon—the law of liberty—Iit would strike
them at first sight as belng strange, because
the word law {implied restraint, whereas
Ilberty implied the absence of restraint.
How, then, could a men talk of the law of
liberty, which was surely a contradiction
in terms? The explanation of that eeem
ing contradiction was that the Gospel of
our Lord was of such transcendant perfec.
tion that, while itallowed man the utmost
liberty, it impoted at the same time ail
necessary and salutary restraint, No one
hed known how to strike the balance
between liberty snd restraint like our
Loid and Saviour Jeasus Christ, Thal
was
THE GREAT DIFFICULTY OF LEGISLATION
in the prezent day. Parliaments altting
in London and Parie and Vienua and the
whole world over found thelr great difli
culty to be to strike that balance, and
every father and mother experienced the
eame difficulty in thelr own homes, But
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, by
His Divine instinet, was able to lay down
a code of morality which should free the
world, and at the same time impose all
necessary restralnt, eo that St. Paul, who
surveyed its working with the eyee of a
cultivated man, eaid, “Here is teaching
which does impose restrailnt upon my
Iiberty, but which at the same time glves
me liberty that I never experlenced be
fore,” St. Paul was a man who could
sppreclate the freedom given by Christ
becauce his whole previous life hsd been
a servile bondage to rites and ceremonies.
But while St. Paul was a Jaw he never
felt these chalns, nor did he recognize
them as chalns until he become a Catholic.
It was with him as with

PROTESTANTS WHO WERE CONVERTED
in our day, who felt that they had escaped
from thraldom into liberty. Their hearts
went out to God for haviog brought them
out of error and bondsge into the full lite
of liberty and truth. He would give
them one striking example of that feeling
on the part of converts from Protestant-
fim. Inthe year 1860 a communication
appeared In the Globe newspaper, which
snnounced that Cardinal Newman wae
about to become a Protestant agaln, He
wrote a letter in answer to that communi-
caticn, in which he said, *“I should bea
consummate fool if, in my old age, I were
to leave the mother of sainta for the house
of bondsge and

THE CITY OF CONFUSION.”

He felt exactly as St. Paul did, that he
bad been delivered from error and bond-
age, and given a liberty cf which he had
never dresmed or concelved before he be-
came a Cathollc, A very wonderfal thlng
must be that Gcapel of Jesus Christ, an
far more wonderful still He who in three
years was able to lay down a eystem of
law so perfect that after nineteen hun.
dred years no one was able to suggest one
more perfect, It was impoesible, with all
the accumulated intellect of nineteen cen-
turles, to suggest & moral theory or code
of laws more gorlect than that given in
the pages of the Evangelists, He pro-
pou(f that night to polnt out the truth of
wkat he had said as to that freedom which
was brought into the world by Christ, In
the firat place there was no doubt that the
whele world was in bondage, and that from
time to time varlous attempts were made
to free the world from that bondage.
There were men that trled to strike the
fetters from the old world by force, and
thought that the force of arms would be
sufficlent to win liberty for men, The
effect of thoee attempts, however, was only
to rivet thelr chalns more closely upon
mankind, and the five great emplres of
which they read in prophecy—and whose
fate hiatory showed us fell out exactly os
the prophets had foretold—did not free
the world, but only enclosed it in an
armed girth, and, having lm[zh n by en-
slaving the nations of the earth, ended by
enslaving themsolves; Not libérty but
despotism was the result of those attempts
to free the world by force. The old
Roman emplre was depotiem incarnate.
Force could never give liberty apy more
than foree could drive s man into culture
or Intellectual progress, Liberty was a
flower of gentle growth, and must be
tended as carefully as the most delicate
bud in our gardens, That was why our
Blesced Lord, though He might have used
force, never did so. Never wae an age

than the sge In which He lived. He had
but to utter one syliable and the men of
that country would have riten in arms
and proclaimed Him thelr Kiog. Indeed,
Judea In the age of Christ was in a con-
dition very much like that of France in
the present day—sensitive to the last
degree. What had the Boulanger agita-
tion shown but that the whole nation was
sepeltive to the quick, and was_resdy to
fling itself Into thearms of any adventurer
simply becanse he represented somethin
different from that which they suffere
