THE RESURRECTION.

But now is Christ risen from the dead, and
beeome the first fruits of them that slept

The fifteenth chapter of the first epistle
to the Corinthians contains St. Paul’s mas-
terly argument in support of the resurrec-
tion of the human body, aund his inspired
teachings respecting the glorious resurrec-
tion of the redeemed, as based upon the fact
of the resurrection of the Redeemer.

On many occasions during his ministry,
the Lord Jesus announced that He would
be delivered into the hauds of wicked men,
be crucified and put to death; that He
would give His life a rapsom for many ;
that His blood would be slied for the remis
sion of sins; that as Moses lifted up -the
serpent in the wilderness, even so must the
Son of man be lifted up. But He quite as
distinctly and positively declared, that on the
third day He would rise again.

His death was entirely a volumtary act.
¢ Ne man,” said He, ¢ taketh my life from
me; but Ilay it down of myself. I have
power 10 lay it down, and I have power to
take it again.” His death was associated
with an unfathomable depth of suffering,
thereby bringing the conflict to a speedier
termination than would otherwise have been
the case. It is true that the value of His
sacrifice consisted largely in the pure acd
perfect character of the offering, as of a
lamb without blemish and without spot ;
aud in the precioussess of His blood be(;a}lse
of the union of His humanity with divinity,
as God manifest in the flesh. Yet infinite
wisdom and goodness saw it necessary that
the beloved Son of Ged should endure a
great iuofliction of woe, aud that in His
amazing sorrows there should be givea be-
fore men and angels an evidence of the great
evil of sin as requiring such an atonement,
in demonstration of the glorious holiness of
Deity and of the righteousness of the divine
government. The Blessed Jesus, therefore,
drank the bitter cup ; was nailed to the ac-
cursed tree ; gave His soul an offering for
sin ; endured the hidings of His Father’s
face ; and died, with the triumpbant excla-
mation, * It is finished !” as much as to say,
the untold anguish is over, the types and
prophecies are fulfilled, the expiation for sin

has been fully made! But soon the chains
of death are broken; on the third day the
Surety is liberated, and Redemption’s work
is declared to be complete.

The resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead was attested by evidences the most con~

ble proofs, before numerous witnesses, and
on various occasions during forty days. Had
His disciples been credulous persons, er
bad they shown great readiness to believe
that He had risen, or had they really ex-
pected that He would rise again, the evi-
dence of this great fact could have been
much less than it now is. But we find them
quite indisposed to credit the testimony of

this fact filled them with the greatest sur-
prise, and that nothing less than the very
fullest proof could displace their ufibelief,
and afford them satisfaction. Yet by evi-
dences palpable to their senses, every de-
mand, even cf unreasonable incredulity,
was fully met, chasingaway every lingering
doubt, so that their unbelieving hearts be-
came filled with faith in their risen Lord,
and they were inspired with marvellous
courage in declaring, even in Jerusalem,
the doctrine of the resurrection of Jesus.
The occurrences of the day of Pentecost,
ten days after the ascension of our Lord,
based as these were upon the resurrection,
were strongly corroborative of that great
fact. With overwhelming power did the
Apostles, newly baptized with the Holy
Spirit, as promised by their ascended
Saviour, and endowed with the miraculous
gifts of that Spirit, address the thousands
who came together, so that Jews of various
countries, previously the subjects of deeply-
rooted prejudice, heard in their various lan-
guages and dialects the wonderful works of
God; and when the guilt of having been the
murderers of the Son ot God was charged
home upen their consciences, as confirmed
by His resurrection from the dead, and by
His shedding forth the gift of the Holy
Ghost, they were filled with alarm, anxious-
ly inquired the way of safety, yielded to
conviction, consented to the terms pro-
posed by the Apostles, and, receiving in
their hearts the grace of Jesus, became
themselves witnesses of the resurrection.
Another confirmation of the doctrine of
the resurrection of Christ, is the establish-
ment of the first day of the week as the
Lord’s day, in commemoration of this great
event. The Apostles as instructed by their
Lord, and taught by the Holy Spirit, en-
forced upon all Christians the obligation of
observing the first day of the week as the
day of holy rest and of religious worship.
The seventh day had been appointed as the
Sabbath in Eden, as a sign ot the comple-
tion of creation, when God did rest the
seventh day from all His works. But
Jesus, as the Lord of the Sabbath, exercis-
ed His prerogative in changing the Sabbath
from the seventh to the first day of the
week, as a remembrance to the end of time
that a greater work than that of creation
had been achieved by the death of the Son
of God, and by His resurrection from the
dead,—the greater work of redemption fora
lost world.

The New_‘Festament records, the testi-
mony of early Christian writers, and of con-
temporary writers who were not Christiaus,

ordinance among Christians, universally ob-
served, to keep the first day of the week as
the Lord’s day, in commemoration of the
resurrection. It is fitting that a work vast-
ly more glorious than that of speaking into
existence a world from mothing,—the won-
drous work of redemption—and the declara-
tion of its completion and of the triumph of
the Son of God over sin and death and hell
by His resurrection from the dead, should
be perpetually declared by the sacred obser-
vance of the holy day of the Lord, and that
His people blending into ome the world’s
creation and man’s redemption should cele-
brate both en the Christian Sabbath. The
religious observance of the Lord’s day, was
among primitive Christians a badge of the
Christian profession, hence says Ignatius,
‘“ All who love the Lord love the Lord’s
Day as the queen and chief of all days.”
The importance which the Apostles at-
tached to the doctrine of the resurrection,
may be seen in their very frequent referen-
ces to it. In all their discourses they held
it forth as the great Christian fact. They
preached Jesus and the resurrection. They
established thereby His claims to Messiah-
ship. They showed Him to be the Son of
God and the Saviour of the world. Though
the doctrine of His death was to the Jews
a stumbling-block and to the Greeks fool-
ishness ; yet to those who received the tes-
timony of the resurrection, it was the power
of God and the wisdom of God. The
Apostles felt and tanght that the beliet of
the resurrection of Jesus was of the very
greatest importance, that the doctrine was
really the key-stone in the royal arch of
gospel truth, vitally connected with every
cherished hope of the people of God. If
Christ were not raised, the Christian faith
were vain. Baut on this point we have the
fullest assurance, and rejoice to know that
“now is Christ risen from the dead,” that
Jesus our Lord, who was made of the seed
of David according to the flesh, was declared
to be the Sen of God with power, according
to the spirit of holiness, by His resurrection
from the dead, and that He is worthy of the
fullest reliance of faith as the complete Sav-
iour of His people.

Other thoughts are suggested in this con-
nection in relation to the glorious hopes of
the Lord’s redeemed, as resting upon His
resurrection from the dead; but we must
defer these for another article. -

The has-
ty, unwarranted, and shifting inferences drawn
from scientific phenomena have often been at
war with Christianity ; but trom the ascertained
tacts and settled principles of science we have
nothing to fear, and much to hope.

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AN EXCITING QUESTION
TO NORTHERN AMERICAN METHODISM.

The readers of the Provincial Wesleyan
know that our sister communion in the
United States, the Methodist Episcopal
Church, has a plurality ¢f Church Presid-
ing officers, chosen for life and called Bish-
ops. These are elected as the necessities
of the Church may seem to :ﬁuire by the

General Conference of the Body. The

General Conference assembles in the spring

of every fourth year. The pext meeting

of that Conference will be held a few weeks
hence in Brooklyn, New York. That meet-
ing will be a memorable one on several ac-
counts. But perhaps the most exciting
question which will come up for discussion
before the General Conterence during the
session approaching will be the (uestion,
now much argued in Methodist circles
across the boundary line, as to the necessity
and expediency of adding a black member
to the Episcopal Bench. Opinions are
much divided on this subject, and are likely
long to continue so, among the more influ-
ential classes in the Methodist Episcopal

Church. The strougest advocates of the

measure urge that there exists a twofold

necessity for its adoption at the earliest
practicable moment. They argue that the
election and ordination of one or more

~ black men to the Episcopate is necessary

" to break down the unchristian prejudices
on the question of color still prevailing
throughout large sections of the Church, and
also pecessary to enable the Church to do
its duty efficiently toward the African
population of the country. With the name
of a black man on the roll of its Bishops,
they assert the Methodist Episcopal Church
would be able to accomplish a union with
the African Methodist Episcopal denomina-
tion, and be in a position to push its work
with needful vigor among the black people
of the Southern States.

On the other hand, it is contended that
it is neither necessary nor expedient to take
such a step at the present time at all. It
is Dot necessary to elect a coloured Bishop
to remove the prejudice relative to colour
among the white members and adherents
of the Church for that that prejudice is
gradually subsiding. It is not necessary to
take this step to push the work among the
coloured people, tor the work ameung that
class is prospering remarkably now. The
opponents of the measure also urge in proof
of its inexpediency that the Church at the
present moment has not a single black min-
ister fitted by his learning, talent, expe-
rience and general weight of character to
occupy a place in its Episcopate, and that
if such a man could be found in its minis-
terial ranks it would be most unwise to
make a Bishop of him. The colored mem-
bership does not ask for the election of a
Black Bishop, and toward the-white min-
istry and the white membership, such a
Bishop could not profitably discharge the
functions of his office. Such a Bishop they
affirm could not exercise in the Church at
large rights and privileges equal to those
which would be conceded to his white col-
leagues, and the attempt to force him on
the acceptance of that portion of the Church
not prepared to receive him would result
disastrously.

The discussions in the General Cenfer-
ence on this subject will probably be hot
and earpest. To us it seems to be a ques-
tion in respect to which the Church should
make up its mind with great deliberation
and fullness of knowledge. It is pre-emi-
nently a case in which rash and ultra theo-
rists should not be allowed to dictate the
conclusions to be arrived at. It is a case
to be dealt with by men ot practical saga-
city whose aim is to accomplish the best
objects by the best possible methods.

THE UNCHANGEABLENESS OF MAN'S FUTURE
CONDITION.

The subject of man’s final condition is
not lightly to be passed over, as one of mere
speculation. It is true that the future is in
great part hid from us. In what particular
locality of the universe either the blessed or
the unhappy sball live hereafter, or what
shall be the circumstances of their exist-
ence, are questions which we canpot answer,
and upon which it were utterly vain, if oot
presumptuous, to offer an opinion. Possi-
bly we are wanting in the capacities for the
reception of this knowledge. Oune thing is
certain that He who alone can inform us as
to the position which shall be occupied by
the righteous or the wicked in the future
world, of their means of information, of
their communications with each other, of
the quality of their sensations, and of the
precise nature of their restful employments
or their unresting torments, has exhibited
His glory rather in eoncealing than in de-
claring this matter ; and therefore it behoves
us, by patient continuance in well doing, to
‘ wait for the manifestation of the sons of
God.”

But allowing all this, we must remember
that there is something definite revealed to
us in regard to the great future of our be-
ing. Welive now, and we, our very selves,
shall live then. We are capable of hap-
pinese and of misery in time, and are
conscious either of the one or of the
other in all the course and the changes of
our earthly pilgrimage. The same capa-
bilities aud the same consciousness will
doubtless remain with us in the future.
Another thing is unquestionable; man
makes or mars his own character, and in a
most important sense his character is him-
self. ‘ As a man thinketh in his heart, so
18 he.” The principles which we espouse,

the mastery over us. They [not only leave
their record in the memory of the acts by
which we made choice of them, but they
re-act upon our moral nature and make us
either the better or the worse—the more or
less able, the more or less inclined, to do
rightly or wrongly—as the priuciples them-
selves are either good or bad. This is in-
evitable. The conviction of it is wrought
into our inmost soul. We believe it of
otbers. We know it of ourselves. The
more a man does right, the more will he be
trusted. We lose confidence in a person,
that is, in his desire and ability to do well,
in proportion to the frequency with which
he has acted otherwise. This fact of our
being then shall doubtless remain when we
have done with time. Death or the resur-
rection, can no more change this part of our
moral constitution than it can change the
pature of geod and evil. It follows, there-
fore, that unless there be some resterative
power for the morally corrupt hereafter,
they must not only continue corrupt, but as
long as they have any being they must be
sinking deeper and deeper in spiritual degra-
dation and be increasingly incapable of a
return to virtue. And so with the right-
eous. Unless in the next woirld there be
some malevolent agency which may operate
upon their souls, their assimilation to the
ever blessed God will perpetually progress ;
and in consequence of this their tendency to
fall, their ability to-sin will continually be
diminished. Such are the dictates of sound
reason, enlightened by revealed truth, on
this very solemn subject. But this is net
all. Tu pertect harmony with these views
are the express statements of the inspired
volume, * Be not deceived,” said the in-
spired Apostle, *“ God is not mocked, for
whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also
reap ; for he that soweth to his flesh ahall
of the flesh reap corruptien, but he that
soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap
life everlasting.” On the very highest au-
thority we are informed that - except a
man be born again he cannot see,”” not he
shall not see, however true that may be,
but for essential unsuitability of nature, he
cannot see ** the kingdom of God.”

-But is there any evidence of a remedial
state, or of a condition of trial for humanity
in a future life? We may unhesitatingly
affirm, that the word of truth contains not
the least intimation of anything of the kind.
Even those who profess a belief in the re-
storation of ali the wicked, after their endu-
rance of purifying tortures, do not profess
to find this theory laid down in the Bible.
The most that they hope to secure from the
Scriptures is a consent to their peculiar
views, or at least such a counstruction of
formidable passages as will not contradict
their opinions. Butfif the teachings,of the
inspired volume are not positive, then they
are not teachings at all ; and the end which
it protesses to accomplish—** that the man
of Ged may be perfect, thoroughly furnish-
ed unto all good works”—can never be
effected. The Scriptures are not silent on
this theme. Setting forth as they do a
scheme of salvation which is adapted to all
men, everywhere, they yet limit its over-
tures and agencies to the present life.

MONTREAL LETTER.

Dear MR. Eprror.—At length the time
of Spring has again arrived, and with it has
come warm sunshine, so that the deep snow
in the streets has melted rapidly. This is
to our citizens most welcome, for the late
wiuter was one of exceptivnal severity
The mercury may have sunk as low in
other seasons, but the intense cold began
unusually early, and continued with scarce-
ly a break for four months. Hence the ice
is unusually thick, which increases the peril
of several vessels in the river, that could not
be carried to a safe harbour owing to the
early and sudden freezing in November
last. Since that time rain has fallen ounly
once, aad then it was not much. Hence
the water in the St. Lawrence is uncom-
mounly low, and, though it may seem incred
ible, water in many parts of the city has
been inconveniently scarce. The weather
has been much clearer than during the pre-
vious winter. Withal the health ofthe city
has been alarmingly bad. The death rate
has been double that of the unhealthy weeks
of summer. Smuall pox has been very pie-
valent. The Protestants have not wholly
escaped this dreadful disease, but its rava-
ges have chiefly been among the French
Canadians. It is believed they very gener-
ally neglect vaccination, hence the scourge
of small pox has had unobstructed, and fa-
tal course among their families. The fuel
market too has beeu inadequately supplied.
Notwithstanding hundreds of cords of wood
have beem brought into the city by the Cor-
poration, and by other generous men, the
price which in the autumn is from six to
seven dollars per cord, is uow from fourteen
to sixteen dollars per cord. Coal is equal-
ly scarce and dear. Should there be a
cold time before the river becomes naviga-
ble, the famine of fuel must produce much
suffering among the poorer and less provi-
dent of the people.

In such a season as this tragical events
often occur. The list of them is now too
long. The instance of one household shall
suffice. Intormation was brought to a po-
lice station, that in a house near by two
children were lying frozen to death, one was
an infant of three months the other was two
years old. Beth parents lay in a helpless
condition on the floor. One foot of the mo-
ther, and both legs of the wretched father
were badly frozen. The father died, if the
mother survive she will be maimed for her
life. It is scarcely necessaiy to add that
the abject poverty of this family was owing
to drunkenness. It is lamentable that all
the agencies of a Christian city cannot pre-
vent a horror like this. These infant vic-
tims, how fair they were! Their miserable
father once the hope of his own sire, their
low-fallen mother once the pride and joy of
her mother ! O drunkenness how cruel art
thou! Fatal to parents and children is the
poison ot thy luscious cup ! May the God of
purity and love make the temperance reform
successful every where. It brings health,
home-happiness aud elevation of character.
Much interest was excited here by the
recent census and its resulte. Disappoint-
ed with the report of the Dominion enume-
rators, the city council had the number of
inhabitants taken by its own officers, the ef-
fect was an apparent increase of the people
by some thousands. The population of the
city proper is rather more than one hundred
and seventeen thousand, of these the Roman
Catholics are more than seventy-two thou-
sand. Outside the city, and yet adjoining
it, are several thousands of people. There
is a very good feeling existing between
Catholics and Protestants, it is however evi-
demt to the most casual observer that the
residents of Montreal are made up of two
peoples. This is apparent in the educa-
tional institutions of the city, as well as in
its convents, churches and languages.

There are two Boards of Commissioners
of Education, one for the Protestants, the
other for the Roman Catholies, both are
carrying out themr respective schemes zeal-
ously and liberally. The new school houses

Education in Montreal has many liberal
patrons. A few facts in connection with
the progress of McGill University will
show this. Classes have lately been formed
in practical science, under tvo professors
of first-rate abilities and attainments. A
Geological chair has been set nup, to which
Principal Dawson has been appointed. The
countrymen of Sir Walter Scott celebrated
his birthday by founding a Bursary fund,
to be called by his name. All honour to
the intelligence and patriotism which bear
such fruit.

The convecation of the faculties of Law
and Medicine of McGill University, was
held on Thursday last, when the degree of
M.D was conferred on twenty-eight stu-
dents, and that of B. C. L. en six students.
The noble hall was crowded, and the pro-
ceedings, which began and ended by calling
upon God, were entertaining and impres-
sive.

The churches are very active. Let me
speak only of those of the Methodists.
Revival services have been held by all of
them, with variable degrees of spiritual
effects. These services, besides being an-
nounced from the pulpit, were advertised
in the newspaper. All persons were in-
vited to attend, and the meetings have been
often large. The Miuisters are in down-
right earnest. In labours they abound.
They bave had but little rest for the last
six weeks. Success, through God’s blessing,
is their sweet reward. This they have
already had in part—in part it may be yet
to come. The accessions to the classes will
not be correctly knowd until the returns
are compiled for the district meeting. It
was a grief and loss that the pastor of
Dorchester Street Church became ill whilst
the ¢ special services ” were being held in
it. Though convalescent, he has not yet
become strong enough to leave his dwell-
ing. Thus the God of all grace keeps his
servants in dependecce on himself. They
are taught by Providence as well as by iu-
spiration that the kingdom of God is ex-
tended, not by human might, nor by the
power of even good men, but by *the
Spirit of the Lord of Hosts.”

On the afternoon of Good Friday the
Methodists held a union lovefeast in the
spacious lecture-room of St. James Street
Church. It was filled to its utmost ca-
pacity. Rev. J. Potts ably presided. The
singing of so large a number of Christian
people was delightful, impressive, elevating.
Many testimonies for Christ were berne.
A few of the old disciples gratefully referred
to the preaching of the writer thirty-five
years ago.

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Nova Scomia LEGISLATURE.—During the
last week or ten days the House has, it ap-
pears, worked through a good amount of busi-
ness, so that it is supposed that the session will
be brovght to a close in a very few days. The
subject of greatest general interest and impor-
tance whict bas been under discussion, since
our last issue, is the Railway plan proposed by
the Government and submitted to the House by
the Provincial Secretary on Wednesday last, as
tollows :

Whereas the time has arrived when it has be.
come expedient and necessary that an effort,
alike creditable to the public spirit of the Legis-
lature and people of this Province, should be
made to extend our Railway system—west from
Annapolis to Yarmouth, eastwardly trom New
(ilasgow to Louisburg in the Island of Cape
Breton—and to encourage the construction of
additional lines of Railway required to develope
the Mineral traffic and other resources of the
country.

1st, ftesolved,—That, with the view of aiding
in the construction of a railway from Annapo-
lis to Digby, Weymouth and Yarmouth, an al-
lotment of Crown Lands, not exceeding 160,000
acres, and an annual subsidy of 30,000 a year
for twenty years be granted to ihe ‘* Western
Railway Company,” or to any other Company
that may hereatter be incorporated that wi{l en-
gage to construct said road, under such condi-
tions as may be necessary to ensure the comple-
tion thercof within three years from this date.

2nd, Kesolved,—That 150,000 acres of Crown
L.and be granted to the ** New Glasgow and
Louisburg Railway Company,” or to any other
Company that may hereafter be incorporated,
that will construct within five years from this
date,a Railway from NewGlasgow to Louisburg
in the Island of Cape Rreton, togetber with an
aunual subsidy equal to one halt the royalty
vearly pavalle, under the existing law, into the
‘I'reasury of Nova Seotia, for all coal raised in
the Island ot Cape Bieton,—the said annual
subsidy 1o be paid to such Company ter forty
years, commenciog from the time of the com-
pletion of the said Railway. Provided always
that - the subsidy shall cease and determine
whenever itshall appear that the said Railway
pays six per cent on the capital employed in its
construction over and above working expenses.

Srd, Kesolved,—That with the view of attract-
ing capital to develope the valuable and appa-
rettly exhaustless Coal Measures of Spring Hill
]»h‘;kl‘ril'l. in the County of Cumberland a grant
ot Crown Lands, not exceeding 10,000 acres be
given 1o the ** Parrsboro, and Spring Hill Coal
and Railway Company,” or to any other Com-
pany that may hercalter be incorporated, that
will engage to construct a Railway from Spring
Hill to' Parrsboro,’ with suitable appliances at
that port adapted to a large Mineral traflic, to-
gether with a subsidy to such Company equal
to one balf of royalty chargeable under the
existing law, on all the Coal carried over said
Railway for 10 years trom the time of the pas-
sing of this resolution.

Liesolved,—That, in view of the great import-
ance of extending branch and other lines of
Railway, as soon as the means at the disposal
of the Government and Legislature of this Pro-
vince are adequate for that purpose, this House
will grans subsidies to such branch and other
lines ot Railway as may recommend themselves
to their judgment and approval.

The Hon. James McDonald at the close of a
speech in opposition to the Government plan,
moved an amendmwent to the following effect,
as reported by the Chronicle :

That the preamble aud the Spring Hill and
Parrsborough resolution be retained, but that
the remainder be siruck out and resolutions
substituted, providing a subsidy of §5,000 per

mile for the New Glasgow and Louisburg and

Annapolis and Yarmouth roads, on condition
that they be constructed with a gauge of not less
than two feet six inches, and with curves and
gradients not less favorable than those of the
present Provincfal railway.

The Bill to regulate the sale of intoxicating
liquors in Halitax city, passed the House by a
large majority ; but as it has not been endorsed
by the City Council, it is thought that it will not
pass in the Legislative Council so as to become
law.

New BrUNSWicK LEGISLATURE.—We learn

from the RiLicious INTELLIGENCER'S own

Correspondent, that, in the Committee of Sup-
ply in the House :

** Considerable talk took place on the item
ot §2,908,33 for denominational schools. ‘I'he
fiscal year ends 31st October, and this amount
is calculated for each school up to January 1st,
when the school act came into operation. Many
conteuded that as tormal notice ot discontinuing
grants had not been given to thse institutions,
and they made their arrangements, counting
on their still being received, 1t would be unfair
hot to conunue them for one year longer. T'he
Giovernwent, however, asked the House to ap-
propriate that sum named to carry out the last
year, and/ if in considering it more fully they
tbought #n injustice would be done by cutting
off' the/grants at first of the year, they might
atterward bring down a supplementary estimate
to give them the allowance until June or July
of the present year, but declared their determa-
nation to do away once and for all the future
with denowminational grants in the future.”

And from the Telegraph and Journal we
learn that, on Thursday atternoon:

** Wedderburn moved the House into Com-
mittee ou the bill sent to the Legislature from
St. John, by the Evangelical Alliance, Young
Men's Christian Association, and Temperance
Societies, to alter and amend the law relating
to the sale of spirituous liquors in the City and
County of St. John. There was quite a long
and interesting discussion on the subject.
Wedderburn stated the motives ot the projec-
tors in seeking lor a change in the law. Lhey
and others teel that it is necessary to restrict
the present large traflic and would wish the Le-
gislature to step in and out the places where
liquor is sold more under the surveillance of
the police.

Not even i vision did he dream of sufficien-
cy, abundance, affluence, and honors. The
chance of bettering in some degree his circum-
stances occupies his thoughts—the desision is
made—the Atlantic crossed, and be finds him-
self in Canada with scarcely means sutficient to
reach his intended locality. For a time be
works for others better off than himself, and
learns the ways and work of the country. At
length, having saved sufficient means to make
a payment on land, he commences for himself
and plods onward and upward, and ere long a
change in his coadition is reached beyond any-
thing he had dared to hope for. Undera good
and clear title he owns the ample acres around.
Well filled barns bespeak a fruitful soil and
diligence in its cultivation. The once solitary
cow has many companions, and the first two
sheep have become a flock. The patient ox,
servant of all work, evento go to mill and
meeting, may be wanting, but his place is oc-
cupied by the well-conditioned span of horses,
ready to be ycked to the plough, or to dash
slong the road, obedient to their master’s will.

Beneath surrounding sheds may be seen the
double sleigh and cutter tor the winter, and
the buggy and wagon for summer. Within hail
we behold the dwelling of stone, brick, or wood,
a maosion pleasing to the eye, standing out the
successor of the rough bark-covered shanty,
once the abode of this well-to-do farmer. In
his social condition he bas kept pace with his
material progress, and we find him a reeve, a
magistrate, and perhaps a member of Parlia-
ment. At least be is a man who takes am in-
terest in the moral, educational, municipal, po-
litical, and defensive interests of the country.

Yiewing this picture, the counterpart of
thousands in Canada, and no fancy sketch, who
will deny to bush-life triumphs worthy of re-
cord ? Still the picture is but balf-drawn. En-
ter the mansion and we find an inner kingdom
yet unexplored—a co-worker entitled to share
the honors of these triumphs—a help-meet in
procuring them. A farmer, lacking a far-
meress, is of all bachelors most miserable and
most inexcusable. The surroundings within
speak of comfort, even refinement, and how
comes to pass all that constitutes *‘ sweet
home ?"—magic has no part or parcel in the
creation. Ceaseless, persistent, unnoticed,
and too often unpraised, toil of women is the
source. How much is man indebted to her for
his happiness and honor in life !

While within the precincts of this domestic
abode, let us mark more misutely the lite rou-
tine of those who reside therein. Note the
two-iold dutjes performed as with one arm she
carries her babe, while with the other she at-
tends te some housedold duty; or the three-
fold empleyment, as she rocks the cradle with
ber foot, darns or sews with her hands, while
she sings with her voice a lullaby to soothe the
restleas objeet of her care. A scene thi# on
whieh an aagel might gaze with envy and de-
light. Then as these troublesome comforts
multiply, there is no ead to demands on the pa-
tience, contiivance and work of the mother.
But she is & wite as well, and her lord expects
that his house shall be in erder, notwithstand-
ing the tossimgs up and dewn of the juveniles
within. He expeets a smiling welcome as he
enters the threshold, and that his dinner will be
ready to the hour. She, too, must have a care
of herself, and appear in dress and person come-
ly and neat. Then there are the general cares
of the house to superintend, in the kitchen, the

dairy, and perchance the garden,  visits of
friendship to make and receive, and missions of
charity and bemevolence to pertorm. In a
word, her labors are endless, unseen, but in-
valuable, sustaining beyond cavil the dignity of
labor and the rights of a wife to share with her
busband the honers and triumphs of successful
bush life. All honer ta such wives and such
mothers. Their busbands cannot sufficiently
speak forth tleir praise. The woman who
bravely and worthily fights the battle of life in
the woods, and rears a family to honor and
usefulness, deserves well of her country and
merits renown as much as the hero who gains a
battle, or the explorer who enlarges the map of
