Patrick said that he had
frequently of late written to his father,
advising him to sell out and leave the
township, as he would never have peace
while he lived there. Ile also wrote to
his sister at St. Thomas, urging her to
use her influence in this direction.
When Patrick was home a few months
ago, he discussed the question of removal,
but the old man could not be persuaded
togo. He did not like the idea of leav-
ing the homestead at his time of life,
and his wife agreed with Lim. Patrick
was disappointed, and says that on his
return home he wrote back that some-
thing would happen _if they did not
leave. Ile deeply regrets that his pro-
pheay has been so horribly fulfilled.

After the tragedy in William's house,
the waddings used in loading the shot
gun were found. They consisted of two
Iarge pieces of paper, torn from a Catho-
lic Record, and the two together were
about the size of half the sheet.

TWO MORE PRISONERS.

(Chief Williams, of London, and a part
of his staff returned from the city to the
village this esening, aad since their ar-
rival $wo more prisonersiwere brought in,
named Michael Heenan and John Pur-
tell, the first namod arrested by Detective
Murphy and the latter by Harry Phair.
Heenan is & young man about 30 years
of age, unmarried, and makes his home
at his father's residence on the 9th con-
cession of Biddulph, a shert distance
south of the Cedar swamp school house.
He expressed himself in unmistakeable
terms upon the propriety of lynch law,
and said if he knew anything about the
agair he would be d d if he would
squeal. The man Purtell, probably
about the same age, is a laboring man,
and is at present servant man to Jas.
McGrath, a farmer living on the same
concession as the ene on which the mur-
der took place. Upon being arrested he
displayed the most abject cowardice.
Ile bellowad and roared like a calf, said
he was innocent and said good-bye to
the spectators when he went aboard the
‘bus, on the road to the station, to pro-
ceed to London,

BLOODMARKS FOUND.

At the same time that the arrest of
Heenan took place, some wearing ap-
parel was found at the residence of Ken-
nedy (who was arrested yesterday), upon
which there is every appearance of
bloodmarks. These garments are in the
safe keeping of Chief Williams, and will
be submitted to the proper tests in due
season.

INTERVIEW WITH THE SURVIVOR,

Johnny Connors is a®stout little boy of

1 yoars of age, who lives with his mother
in ‘the eastern portion of Lucan. At
first sight he would not be credited with
precocity, but after winning his confi-
dence and the air of strangeness is gone,
lic speaks with a good deal of freedom
and sense. 1lis story is one of the most
wonderful in the annals of crime, and is
appended just as he told it in his
mother's house : 1 am eleven years of
age. I went out to Donnelly's about
four o'clock yesterday evening, and John
Donnelly, Bridget Donnelly, the old man
and the old woman, and Tom Donnelly
was there. Jack and Tom put in the
horse, and we all went in to get warm.
After that Jack went into the barn and
put the harness over the neck of the
pony and went to Will's, where he want-
ed fo get the cutter to go to Granton to-
day (Thursday.) Then we sat down and
ate a few apples, had our supper and
went to bed. I'slept with the old man
in the front bed-room, and the old wo-
man and Bridget slept in the middle-
room—next to us. Tom slept in the
kitchen. Between twelve and two
o'clock some men cama in and pretend-
ed they arrested the old man and Tom,
Tom lit the candle, and then they put
hand-cuffs on Lim, but I don't kmow
whether they hand cuffed the old man.
Tom asked them to read the warrant,
and while they were standing there a lot
of men jumped into the house and coin
menced to beat Tom with sticks. I
heard the row and jumped oat of bed,
crawled underneath, and hid behind &
clothes basket. ‘Tom ran out of the
front door, and I heard them hammer
him with sticks, and then carry him back
into the house again. One fellow said
¢hit that fellow with a shovel and break
his head open. Then one of the men
ran up and struck him three or four
blows on the head with a shovel.
heard him yell and fall. Bridget Don-
nelly ran up-stairs. The old woman
was at the kitchen door, and I hea:d
themn striking her on the head with

prisoners presented a rough exterior. If
they really are the guilty parties and
Chiet Williams says he can produce dam-
aging evidence against them, little hope
can Le entertained of any of them split-
ting.

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OFF TO 1.OXDON.

About eight o'clock the men were tak-
en from the cells and handeuffed prepar-
atory to their departure for Loudon.
Six of them,well guarded, were driven to
(‘landeboye station, on the London,
Huron aud Bruce railway, about four
or five miles from this place, where they
took the train for London. Vheremain-
ing three, under Chief Williams, Detec-
tive Phair, and a county constable, drove
throngh in cutters to London, a distance
of 16 miles, The nine prisoners will be
brought before Police Magistfate Law-
rason, of London, to-morrow morning,
when they will be called on to plead ‘to
a charge ot murder, under which charge
thoy were arrested. No evidence, how-
ever, will be taken, and an adjournment
will be asked for until the corone:’s in-
quest is concluded.

The prisoners were lodged in jail this
morning by a posse of constables, being
follosved thereto by an immense eon-
course of people. They were shortly
afterwards interviewed by Mr. Macma.
hon, their counsel.

Luean, Feb. 6.—This afternoon there
was a large crowd of people about the
streets anxious to hear the latest news,
but matters were comparatively flat
until the arrival of the police from Lon-
don. Chief Williams and his men were
detained in the city this morning to at-
tend the police court, where the men
arrested yesterday were formally arraign-
ed, and remanded till next Thursday, no
idence being heard against them. It
is anticipated by that time the prosecu-
tion will be ready to proceed.

1
went down to Donnelly’s to stay there
while the old man went down to
Granton."
PUNKRAL OF THE VICTIMS.

The funeral procession left the Connors’
residence at 11 o'clock. The body of
John Donnelly was conveyed in the
village hearse, followed by the remains
of the four other victims in a double
sleigh. The chief mourners were Wm.
Donnelly and wife, Mrs. Curry, the
daughter and her husband, Patrick and
Robert, the other two sons who are un-
married. These and the relatives of
Mrs. Wm. Donnelly eonstituted the
mourners. The procession reached over
half a mike, and contained sixty-five or
seventy teams, carrying five hundred
people. The melancholy cortege arrived
at St. Patrick’s church and the coffins
were deposited in the aisle. At twelve
o'clock, precisely, mass was celebrated
by the Rev. Father Connolly, which
occupied his time three guarters of an
hour. The reverend gentlemen then
undertook to address the congregation
with which the church was crowded to
suffocation. At the first attempt his
reverence completely broke down, being
completely evercome by the intensity of
his feelings. He rallied, however, after
a short time, and delivered an address
of nearly an hour's duration. I he follow-
ing in the main takes in the purport of
his remarks.

At this stage the holy man
broke completely down, and wept aloud
with his head leaning on the altar. He
turned around at the expiration of a
minute or two, and with tears streaming
from his eyes, he said, 1 can say no more.
He was retracing his steps towards the
altar, when Patrick Donnelly rose up in
the congregation and said, Father Con-
nelly, I wish you to give a more detailed
account. Then followed a lengthy ex-
planation of his personal grievances with
the Donnelly family, during the recital
of which sobs and crying was heard in
all parts of the church. It was half past
one when he concluded his address.
MORE ARRESTS,
Lucan, Saturday, 7:20 p. m.—Chief
Williams and his staff have just returned
from the scene of the murder and sur-
rounding vicinity. They succeeded in
making two more arrests, one Thomas
Ryder, a brother of the elder Patrick.
Ryder now in custody. He is inap-

ance, and a thick, heavy set man for his
age.

We think that this is a class
of gentry which the town could very well
afford to dispense with. Were there no
greater reason, the annoyance of having
the sidewalks so blocked that passers—
and more particularly ladies—are obliged
to take the road, should be sufficient to
warrant the authorities in putting a stop
to the nuisunce. Perhaps the most
effective way of disposmg of these un-
limited lunged gentry would be to charge
a license which would be tantamount to
prohibition. At any rate, if the nuisance
must be tolerated, make them contribute
heavily towards the revenue of the town.

Livery BusiNess.—Owing to “ cirecum-
stances over which he had no control,”
our town constable, after having done
faithful service for something better than
a decade of years, has been compellad to
change his vocation.

No drink of any
kind whatever is sllpyey at meals by hygien-
ists or in less than two hpu¢s pftey meals,
Masticate well and lorg enough to insure
proper flow of the ealiva.

The Zulus were commanded by a blood-
thirsty tyrant named Dingaan, who treacher-
ously murdered a I party of Boers. To
avenge this cold-bl cded massacre a fight en-
sued, in which from 3,000 to 5,000 of Dingaan's
warriors were slain. We have only the
Boerish version of this affair, yet it is suffi.
cient for the purpuse of comparizon. They
state their loss to have been six. The
vast superiority which the posseseion of horses
and guns imparts is thus sufficiently obvious.
The mode of fighting is the following:—The
Boers approach the Zulus to within three
hyodred or four lhundred yards, then fire
and gallop off to a considerable distance and
then relond their guns. The Zulus, pursuing
bave by this time come sufficently near to re-
ceive another discharge from the Boers, who
again retire as before. This process soon
tires out the fleetest warriors, and except
through the accident of the stumbling of a
horse or its rider's drunkenness, no Boer ever
stands a chance of falling into their handas.
The Boers report of themselves that they be-
haved with great bravery on the occasion. The
Zulu warriors advanced in close columns, and
their enemigs were thus enabled to kill mere
than one with a single bullet. Such being the
case, the Zulus were advancing in the face
of almost certain destrdetion, without the
poseibility of engaging any except the six
whom accident threw into their power.
