"Companies Act, 1897."Strange to say the met report of the 
liquidators of the London A Globe Fin­
ance Corporation was presented on the 
same day as the; meeting of the British 
America Corporation.

As was generally expected, the re­
port shows some rather startling facta 
The liquidators state that when they 
took over the affairs of the Corpora­
tion, they found practically the whole 
of the securities were pledged as se­
curity for advances made by various 
parties, which amounted to nearly 
£600,000. Since taking charge the liqui­
dators have reduced these loans by, 
roughly, £175,000, leaving still £425,000 
out-standteg.

In the Baker Street and Waterloo 
railway, the corporation has ai sum of 
£700,000 locked up. Negotations are in 
progress for the sale of this interest, 
but, so far,have not been concluded. 
Work is, meanwhile, Being carried on, 
the money for paying the contractors 
being provided out of funds in the 
railway company’s possession.

In Le Rol No 2, the corporation held 
48,242 shares but these were pledged for 
advances made. Some have been sold 
at satisfactory prices, and the balance 
(with the exception of 3,500), have been 
redeemed.

In the Nickel Corporation the hold­
ing was 63,000 shares, which were 
also pledged, but have since been re­
deemed. The shares in these two com­
panies, the liquidators consider to be 
valuable assets.

Other shareholdings were 44,000 Cale­
donia Copper, whose value at pres­
ent is uncertain, and which are still 
pledged, and 100,000 Shares in the Brit­
ish America corporation. Of the last 
named 20,000 shares have been sold at 
prices of between 45 and 55s each. 
Shares are also held in the Standard 
Exploration company and the London 
Valley Goldfields.

The London offices of the corporation 
have been sold by auction # for £31.300, 
but out of this sum a mortgage of £25,600 
had to be paid.

The corporation claims £50,000 from 
the British America corporation and 
£46,000 from the Standard Exploration 
company. Various legal actions for 
the recovery of money due are also 
pending.

On the othei; ekle there are unsecured 
creditors to the amount of considerably 
over £1,000,000, the majority of whom 
are members of the Stock Exchange.

It wilf be noticed that from the li­
quidators’ -report the Globe corporation 
at the time of its collapse, did not own 
a single Le Roi share.

Mark Manley, manager of the Iron 

Horse mine on Ten Mile creek in the 
Slocan City district, was jn the city 
over night en route home from the 
coast. While at Victoria he was in at­
tendance at the sittings of the full 
court when the case of Manley vs, Col- 
lom was being heard. This was an ap­
peal against a decision by Mr. Justice 
Walkem at Nelson last year declaring 
that the Native Silver fractional min­
eral claim, was a vaud and subsisting 
location. Mr. Manley had acquired the 
ground by purchase, and his title was 
contested by J. Frank Collom of the 
Arlington company. While the action 
was pending the Arlington company 
had done considerable work on 
property and when the adverse judg­
ment was announced they took an ap­
peal. Argument on the appeal has been 
concluded and a decision is expected al­
most daily.

At the Iron. Horse, which is just be­
low the Enterprise on Ten Mile, work 
has been in progress for several months 
by a company which has the claims un­
der bond. A payment of $19,500 on the 
property falls due on Saturday and 
Mr. Manley states that the company 
will make this payment as agreed. The 
work accomplished up to the present 
time consists of a 7-foot shaft on the 
lead. Near the surface eight inches 
of solid ore was encountered, and this 
showing has increased to twelve inches 
in the shaft. In addition to this amount 
of clean shipping ore the vein carries 
a considerable! quantity of concentrating 
ore and another vein on the property 
has a large body of concentrating ore 
yet to be explored. The company is ar­
ranging to put in machinery and other­
wise to place the Iron Horse on a pro­
ducing basis as rapidly as possible.

Mr. Manley states that the concen­
trator at the Enterprise is almost com­
pleted and that the plant will be ready 
for operating; within a few weeks. The 
Enterprise people have put in a mod­
ern plant and will have the moat com­
plete property on the creek.

Over on the Springer creek side of the 
diride work is being carried on in a num 
her of places, and the Slocan City camp 
is quite active when compared with 
other sections of the Slocan, where the 
slump in lead has affected conditions 
more seriously.

A few slavish supporters of the pres­

ent incompetent government ere alleg­
ing through the newspapers which they 
conduct in the interests of stagnation 
that the mining laws of the country 
are all right, that the resources of the 
country are all right and that the only 
thing which is wrong at all is the in­
capacity of the representatives of the 
British capitalists who have been In­
duced to invest their money in the 
country. The same writers at the same 
time allege that Americans are success­
ful in their mining operations in this 
province. If such special pleaders were 
not purposely blind to the facts and 
purposely deaf to all reasonable argu­
ment we would like to put a few ques­
tions to them. We would like to ask 
them, for instance, why—If the re­
sources of the country are all right and 
the mining laws all right—American 
and Canadian capitalists—or, in other 
words, capitalists other than British— 
are so diffident about putting their 
money Into mining enterprises in this 
province ? That is a question which 
they would probably find it difficult te 
answer to their own satisfaction. The 
truth of the matter is that the province 
of British Columbia stinks in the nos­
trils of the outside investor at the pres­
ent time. Why ? Because the legisla­
tion affecting the mining industry has 
been tinkered with and fooled with 
often that they have no confidence in 
the country. This is all there is about 
It. Ask men who have recently return­
ed from Eastern Canada, points in the 
United States and Great Britain, where 
they attempted to interest investors in 
our mines, and they will tell you that 
when British Columbia was mention­
ed the Invariable response was a shake 
of the head and the remark: “We have 
no confidence in British Columbia as 
things are at present. There is no as­
surance of permanency. We do mot 
know what your government will be up 
to next.” That is the exact position 
of the outside investor, and no one with 
a knowledge of the facts can deny it.

The Rossland Miner believes that a 
reform is necessary and that the best 
way to obtain that reform is to air our 
grievance. We may be told—we have 
been told already by government apolo­
gists—that it is unwise to denounce the 
mining laws and the adverse condi­
tions, as that will drive away capital ! 
The simple and natural answer to that 
is that capital has already been driven 
away, so far away that it Isi almost be­
yond recall. It is the height of absurd­
ity to suppose that the outside investor 
does not know all about conditions in 
this province. He does; and his sym­

This is said 
of the Colusa-Parrot company, which 
operates at Butte: “Last year it mined 
236,635 tons of ore, of the average value 
ef $8.27 per ton. The cost of mining the 
ore was $3.61 and transporting it to the 
smelter 27 1-2 cents per ton. Smelting 
charges were $3.35. Total charges for 
mining, transportation and smelting 
$7.23 1-2, which leaves $1.08 1-2 a ton as 
profit. These figures show that over in 
Montana, at one of the greatest mining 
camps in the world, ore that is worth 
only $8.27 per ton is mined and smelted 
at a profit/’ Now, according to the data 
furnished by the Tribune, the tax paid 
by this concern in Montana is' tihree per 
cent cn its net profits of $244,912, which 
amounts to $7,347. If it were operating 
in the same way in British Columbia it 
would pay two per cent on $1,098,169, or 
a tax of $21,963. That would be about 
three times tihe Montana tax, or nearly

THE QUBLPART MASSACRE. WHITAKER WR16HTConverts Started the Fight and Got 
the Worst of It.

A LONDON JOURNAL OFFERS AR­

GUMENTS IN HIS DE­

FENCE.

VICTORIA, June 26.—The six thous­
and ton steamer Kamakura Maru, 
which has been added to the Japanese 
line, with two other vessels, thus 
doubling the service, arrived tonight, 
brings details of the massacre of over 
300 French converts at Quelpart, Corea. 
It seems, according to the governor's 
report, that when a meeting of natives 
was being held, two French mission­
aries appeared with 399 converts armed 
with rifles, and they opened fire upon 
the natives, wounding one and carry­
ing off six. They then invaded Saiehifu 
and carried off flags and ammunition. 
The natives, when their force was 
larger, returned and the converts being 
outnumbered, fled, the two priests tak­
ing refuge in the governor’s house. 
Fifty converts were killed. A day or 
two afterwards 250 converts who were 
found hiding in different villages were 
massacred. One of the survivors man­
aged to escape and reaching a telgraph 
station he notified the French minister 
at Seoul, and the French and Japanese 
warships together with Corean troops 
were sent, who put down the rising.

RULE D.—When men are to ride, the 
caution signal (three bells) must be 
given before they enter cage, which 
must not be moved until the hoist or 
lower signal is given, and then only 
after a, double pause (15 seconds) when 
cage must be started very gradually.

RULE E.—The blasting or-“Ready to 
Shoot” signal (four bells) must be ack­
nowledged by engineer, as described, be­
fore it can be considered as accepted 
by him. Miners must not light fuse 
before the engineer aas so acknowledg­
ed and accepted their signal, as it may 
not be possible at that moment to 

hoist.
The engineer, before acknowledging 

the Blasting signal must stand ready 
to hoist immediately on required sig­
nal. Having acknowledged and accept­
ed such signal, the engineer most not 
quit his post , and must not allow any­
thing or anybody to interfere with his 
prompt obedience of the signal to 
“hoist away” from blast.

RULE F.—Timber, tools, etc., longer 
than the length of the bucket or skip, 
or placed within a cage, must be se­
curely lashed in place before being low­
ered or hoisted.

Printed copies of this Code of Signals 
shall be posted in engine-room in front 
of engineer, on gallows frame, at such 
working station in the mine, and else­
where as the Inspector may direct, and 
sould such copies become at all ille­
gible, they must be replaced promptly 
by fresh ones.

Sections 7 and 10 of the “Inspection 
of Metalliferous Mines Act Amendment- 
Act, 1899,” are hereby repealed.

The 
winze in the Bonanza was then down 
ten feet and the men were just begin­
ning to make good progress, the work 
in sinking having been hitherto much 
impeded by water. This difficulty has 
now been overcome and the rate of 
progress should be at least a foot per 
day from now on.

The Cascade, which adjoins the 
Bonanza on the same vein, is looking 
exceptionally well. The shaft is down 
fifty feet and is being sunk at the rate 
of a foot per day. The ledge is about 
five feet wide and the paystreak is 
fully two, feet in width. The last three 
samples taken by the foreman give re­
turns of over $60 per ten.

On the Amazon, which adjoins the 
Bonanza on the south, the owner, Mr. 
Miller, has been working with another 
man for the last six weeks, and has 
taken out several tons of shipping ore, 
which he is packing down to the rail­
road at Gladstone. He has exposed 
the vein on the surface for upwards of 
IOO feet, and has a shaft down about 
25 feet. In thd bottom of the shaft he 
has from a foot to 18 inches of very 
rich looking ore. A number of prospec­
tors are at work on claims in the vicin­
ity, and on two of these, one owned 
on Norway mountain by Mr. Griswold 
and another on Grenville mountain, 
owned by a number of Swedes, about 
1,500 feet from the Cascade, important 
strikes of good ore are announced.

THE HILL RAILWAY.

Route to be Followed From Marcus to 
Republic.

ST. PAUL, Minn., June 24.—Though 
the distance from Marcus, Wash., to Re­
public is less than 40 miles, the Great 
Nortifclirn will be obliged to build 83 miles 
of road to connect the mining country 
with the Spokane Falls & Northern.

The road will start from Marcus, 
crossing the Columbia and following tlhe 
Kettle river north for about 20 toiles at 
a distance <f from one-half to three 
miles. It will run direct 15 miles to 11 
point north of the international boun­
dary linte between Grand Forks and Car- 
son. It will tlhen describe a semicircle, 
again crossing the boundary line about 
10 miles, west of Nelson, Wash., again 
crossing t'hle Kettle river, keeping dose 
to Curlew creek and east of Lahe Kara- 
mip, or Curlew lake, crossing Klataoos 
creek and the Sans Poil river to Re­
public.

“It is an utter impossibility,” said 
Chief Engineer Stevens, “to get into the 
Republic country in any other way. It 
would be too expensive and the grade 
would be too heavy for hauling heavy 
trains. Again, by making a long detour 
to the north, we touchl other mining re­
gions wdiich will afford additional traffic.”

The rente outlined is approximately as 
it will be when completed, but the engi­
neers may change tflne line tor more feas­
ible routes as the work progresses. Mr. 
Stevens was over this route about two 
montihb ago. Some surveying has been 
done, enough to get a general map of 
the topography of the country, but Con­
tractor Peter Stems has never been in 
that part of tflne country and knows noth­
ing of it except what is shown by the 
preliminary maps.

Contractor Siems said today: “As near 
as I can make out tihlere will be about a 
dozen bridges to construct and a good 
deal of treatlework, but I cannot tell yet 
the length of either. We go into British 
Columbia for about 15 miles above the 
boundary because we can not get into 
the «Republic country in, any other way. 
Tomorrow I shall send out some men to 
take charge of the preliminaries to get 
ready for work.

“Wednesday morning Chief Engineter 
Stevens and myself will start for Wash­
ington and will go over the proposed 
route. I shall know more of. what is be­
fore me when I get back.

“We shall commence grading frean 
Marcus at once. The country wtest of the 
mountains is much rougher and I am 
anxious-to push the work on t'hle eastern 
side so that we may if possible complete 
the road this ÿear. It l oks like a big un­
dertaking though. We shall lay track as 
fast as the grading is completed.”

The road will cross thfe Canadian Pa­
cific north of Nelson. Vice President #,Id­
ler said the traffic would be largely of 
ore and that ore cars have been ordered 
for delivery this fall. Six heavy locomo­
tives have also been ordered for this 
special work.

IN THE LONG LAKE CAMP.

C. S. Wallis has returned from a 
trip to the Long Lake section of the 
Boundary, where he has started work 
on his property, the Ethiopia. A crew 
of men is now at work stripi.tng the 
ledge, and these will he employed all 
summer. Later underground work will 
be commenced, but the amount of sur­
face water to be contended with at the 
present time makes it advisable to 
confine the immediate work in hand to 
the surface.

Mr. Wallis visited the Jewel mine, 
where a force of some 35 men is at 
work.

B. McAulay, managing director of the 
Cariboo mine, accompanied by Frank 
Mendenhall, manager of the Rossland 
branch of the Jenckes Machine company, 
is here arranging for the purchase of 40 
additional stamps for the mill. This will 
bring the capacity of the mill Up to 60 
stamps. Tomorrow they will visit Fair- 
view to inspect the Smuggler 20-stamp 
mill, which is owned by the Jenckes com­
pany. If the condition of the plant there 
Is satisfactory it will be brought here.

Before leaving the camp, it is under­
stood, Mr. McAulay will lay out plans 
for sinking a new four-compartment 
shaft, together witihi the letting of the 
contract for a new hoist, with a sink­
ing capacity of 1,500 feet.

The mine has a magnificent showing, 
with not less than 75,000 tons of 912 ore 
in sight. The vein to date has been prov­
ed for a distance of 1,500 fqet.

Vancouver, Jutië 30.—(Special.)—Rob­
ert Bruce McSwane, son of a justice of 
the peace and a prominent citizen of 
Chilliwack, was killed in a peculiar ac­
cident yesterday afternoon. A large 
crowd had turned out to witness horse 
races, young McSwane being one of the 
riders. He mounted in a trial heat 
and his horse bolted. The horse ran 
along in front of the crowd and col­
lided with a tree, the young rider being 
killed instantly from fracture of the 
skull.

Vancouver, June 23.—An atrocious 
series of murders occurred today at Lad­
ner, a village at the m uth of the Fraser 
river opposite Steves ton, about 20 miles 
from here. All the details that could be 
learned tonight were that a Chinaman 
bad entered a shack in which five other 
Chinamen were lying asleep. It appeals 
that without making any noise to awaken 
the sleeping men, the murderer attacked 
first one and then another with an ax 
The first Chinaman was killed before 
the others awakened. The cries ef the 
second which the bl odthirsty Chinaman 
attacked awakened two others and in 
the darkness they attempted to rescue 
him.

These three men were cut by the fel­
low in all parts of the body and so badly, 
injured that they will all die. The fifth 
succeeded in stopping the murderer be­
fore further damage had been done, al­
though the fifth man himself w-as seri­
ously injured. He finally laid out the mur- 
dered-crazed Chinaman by hitting him 
on the head with a board. Then the 
fifth man himself c llapsed and the whole 
six were found lying in polls of their own 
blood early this morning by other China­
men who happened to pass that way. 
The scene was a frightful one that met 
the gaze of the police officers who made 
the first investigation. There was blrod 
and torn clothing strewn from one end 

as a of the little room to the other. One 
Chinaman was quite dead and from their 
wounds surgeons believe that not one of 
the other three can recover. The details 
as given are related by the fifth man, 
who is in the hospital. Little is known 
so far of the cause of the terrible mur­
ders. There appears to have been a 
standing grievance between the murderer 
and the five men he sought to kill, the 
trouble having occurred over a Chinese 
woman who recently arrived there. The 
murderer recovered early today from the 
wound that prevented him from killing 
the fifth Chinaman, and this evening 
was brought up to Westminster jail. He 
maintained a stolid indifference as to the 
results of his crime. Other Chinese in 
Ladner say he has manifested crazy fits 
for several days.
