NOW, LOOK AT THIS! ,....#that will either abolish or reform 
the Upper House. Anyway, its 
power to destroy legislation that 
passes the Lower House, must be 
taken from it, as soon as a new 
government comes into cower. It 
is thought that a provision in the 
Constitution debarring the Upper 
House the right to reject any Bill 
that passes the Lower House two 
sessions in succession might suf­
ficiently protect the people’s wish­
es regarding legislation.

It is certain that the Country 
will rfbt longer permit the fooling 
with Bills sent up by the Lower 
House for the approval of the Up­
per .House.

During the past^ three years 
there has been no end to the hair­
splitting propensities of some 
members of the Dumping Cham­
ber, and all to no effect, as regards 
protecting , the public interests. 
Every effort has been made to 
make ineffective the will of the 
People’s Representatives. The 
Sealing Bill will pass, shorn of its 
chief proposals, to benefit the 
Country’s best interests.

Another instance of the brazen 
impudence of the Upper House is 
that of sending back a unanim­
ous note, refusing to listen to the 
unanimous decision of the Loweç 
House, regarding the age limit for 
C.H.E. examinations, the further 
consideration of which the Joint 
Committee yesterday agreed, 
should be deferred until next ses­
sion. The whole matter is the 
thinskinnedness and dictational 
make up of two or three members 
of the Upper House, who would as 
easily be elected for the Lower 
House, as a camel wouM pass 
through the eye of a neecne, and 
who were never in sympathy with 
democratic ideas. '

Another instance of this spirit 
of defiance is that in reference to 
measuring pit props, where the 
Upper House defied the unanimous 
wish of the Lower House, and re­
fused, for the second time, to ac­
cept the Lower House decisions. 
The Lower House wished to make 
the measuring of pit props by 
lumber surveyors, other than the 
purchasers, compulsory, while the 
Upper House said, “No; leave it 
optional”; and a Joint Select Com­
mittee had to be appointed to ap­
pease the whims of two or three 
hair-splitters in the Upper House.

This sort of treatment of the 
People’s Representatives cannot 
be longer tolerated. The People’s 
wishes must prevail, and if such 
cannot be attained, except by 
abolishing the Upper House, then 
by all means let it be abolished.

Last year the Upper House 
amended the Loggers’ Bill out of 
shape to suit the whims of a 
couple of companies, who demand­
ed that their business should not 
be interferred with. The result is 
we have a Loggers’ Bill that can- 
not produce satisfactory results 
and is ineffective, because the 
main springs of the Bill were re­
moved by the- interested interests 
in the Upper House-

Another very useful Bill mur­
dered by the Upper House, last 
year, was the Price of Labrador 
Fish Bill, which was cast out be­
cause the' Lower House would not 
allow it to become a plaything to 
suit interested interests in the 
Upper House.

To-day the Pit Prop Bill will 
again come before the Lower 
House for concurrence in an 
amendment by the Lords, which 
cut down the price of unrinded 
pit props on the bank, from $5.00 
to $4.50 ; some members endeav­
ored to make the figure $4.00, but, 
thanks to Mr. Gibbs, $4.50 was ac­
cepted, which figure the Lower 
House will likely accept; but for 
Mr. Gibbs’ assistance, it is likely 
$4.00 would have been accepted 
by the Upper House, and another 
Joint Select Committee would 
have been necessary to settle 
something to save the Bill from 
Total destruction.

The people will not longer tol­
erate such interference by an irre­
sponsible Chamber, which has 
equal powers with the House of 
Assembly, except in financial mea­
sures. The Upper House is a use­
less ornament, and its usefulness 
—if it ever existed—has long since 
passed away. It must either be 
abolished or reformed; it is a dan­
gerous menace to the public Inter­
ests of the people, as it is at pre­
sent constituted/, The time has 
come for ending it or breaking its 
power to do harm, or to override 
the People’s wishes, as expressed 
through the People’s House.

THIS session has seen two Joint 
1 Select Committees appointed 
to consider the Sealing Bill, and 
while the Lower House went back 
on the first recommendations and, 
allowed the Florizel to engage in 
the fishery by one vote, the Upper 
House went back on much of the 
reported Bill and entirely cut out 
Clause 13, which was intended to 

' prohibit the large steel ships from 
engaging in the seal fishery. The 
Upper House has amended the 
Bill, permitting the same condi­
tions as prevailed in 1915, and al­
lowed any steel ship to prosecute 
the fishery.

This action of the busy-bodies 
in the Legislative Council means 
the death knell of the wooden 
ships, as soon as the steel ships 
sold can be repurchased by local 
interests, and makes a return to 
motor vessels an impossibility. 
The F.P.U. will now be compelled 
to make the prohibition of steel 
ships over 450 tons a plank in its 
platform for next year’s elections.

The Upper House bas also done 
away with the proposal to deny 
the right of property in seals 24 
hours after killing, as reepmmend^ 
ed by the Sealing Commission, and 
strongly supported by the Opposi­
tion Party. The steel ships can, as 
usual, clean up the patch at plea­
sure, and give only the crumbs to 
the wooden shins, as happened in 
.1911, 1912, 1913, and 1914.

It is hopeless for the fishermen 
to expect any legislation to pass 
the Upper Hopsç that springs 
from the F.P.U., as it has waged 
open war agàinst Union proposal? 
since the Union members took 
seats in the House.
