-Col, Mc-
Mullen, K.C., conducting the de-
fence. Mrs. Beemer, who is a rather
attractive looking woman of about
thirty, has eight children, - who
since her arrest have been in the
custody of the Children’s Aid Society
in this city. The oldest ‘s at work on
a farm, while the other even are in
the Shelter here. The woman married
Fred Beemer, who was her father’s
brother when she was sixteen years
old. he being many years her senior,
and in their fourteen years of married
life on their farm in Blenheim near
Drumbo, they apparently did not meet
with a very large degree of happiness.

Beemer was escorted into the court
room at 11 o'clock by County Con-
stable Hobson and took a chair, im
iront of the magistrate, not bheing
put in the prisoner’s dock.

the wisest course ‘was to hasten slow-
ly, that there were no short cuts to
church unity, and that unity would
be purchased too dearly if the price
was to sacrifice truths, were some of

the outsanding features of the re-
marks of his Lordship Bishop Wil
liams upon the .question of church
union in his charge before the Synod
of Huron this afternoon.

Deprecated Dividing Church.

His Lordship said the .objection of
the Bishops to the recent circular was
that they deplored the issuing of spe-
cific proposidls that would tend to di-
vide the Church. A union that meant
cutting away from the committnion  in
the rest of the world would be a Can-
adian hybrid, diverse from all and
owned by none. The Church in Cdn-
ada was in communioh ~with the
Church throughout the world. Two
fundamentals were the histpfic epis-
copate and conﬁrmatxoh and to saé-
rifice either would be @& breach of
faith, Any scheme worthy of the
name of unity would have to take il
the Latin and Greek Church, and,
as the Presbyterian afd Methodxst
Churches refused to negotidte with
them 'they left out three-fourths of
the Christian world,

No Short Cut to Union

Moreover, there would never be
church unity until the people were
of a more charitable mind and teach-
able spirit. Divisions caused.by years
could not be healed in;a day, and
there was no short cut to church uni-
on.

To Remove Mildew.

Mildew is very difficult to remove.
One method is to rub the spots with
lemon-juice and then with silt.

‘this time when breeds and strains
of poultry have been brought to’a
very high #$tage. of -perfection, therc
are many ~poultry raisers who -still
cling devoutedly' to the idea that they
secure ‘the = best  results in their
poultry” keeéping by ecrossing breeds;
or raisings‘mongtel 'chickens. They
will make“$tatemeénts of very decid®
ed character in support-of their pos-
ition—to the-effect that they secure
hardier stock or that they get more
eggs, or oftenest of all, that it is ne-
cessary to change the blood every
year to keep up the vigor of the
flock, ang to them changing the
blood usually means changing the
breed of .the parent male. This fal-
lacy is always most difficult ‘to ex-
plode. To inculcate theiidea of oper-
ating with a .pure breed and of work-
ing along definite lines of develop-
ment, is a»Asfp‘w process. Let us how-
ever briefly argue the advantages of
the pure bred as opposed to the
mongrel] stock above mentioned.

To begin then, if we keep one
breed well defined and pure, we in-
sure uniformity of appearance and of
product. If eggs be the product de-
sired then we get eggs, uniform in
size, and even in color, a desidera-
tum surely. If dressed poultry isthe
product we require, we secure that
uniformity of guality.and appearance
which makes for speedy sales. How
often has the careful buyer hesitated
about purchasing'a. pair of chickens
because she feared that the ‘size 5f
the farger bird didn’t quite make up
for the weediness of the other:

. The third.and last argument is this,
[f it is desirable to develop a strain
of fowls that will -excell along ons
or more lines, this is possible only
by using a solid foundation of purity
of breed. This !is' demonstrated by
consideration of the fowl that have
been developed to satisfy special de-
mands. The flesh breeds in England,
the ~Dorkirig and the Brahma in
France, the ‘Hotidan, and the Fava-
rolle. The egg producers, the egg
laying contests of :England and Am-
erica have been won' every time by

pure bred hens. The highest type of
general ‘purpose fowl yet raised for
either English or American markets
are pure bred Wyandottes, Rocks,
Orpingtons and Reds, etc.

To - encourage the production of
uniformity, poultry stock having weil
-established characteristics and good
qualities, is: then, the office of every
self-respecting. poultry association.

To "make it possible for beginners
and others to secure foundation}
stock, Having-in purity the qualitias
demanded, is the duty of such associ-
ations, “and blest is the community,
which has an honest, active organi-
zation of this kind.

In Brant County we have one uf
the most progressive of Poultry As-
sociations, a list of the officers be-
ing published in a recent issue of this
paper.
