Civilization Must Rise and
Appeal for Preservation
of Liberty

SPEECH OF BALFOUR

Delivered in New York City
Moves Audience to
Cheers

SCIENCE EMPLOYED

By Enemy ;o—ﬁ‘—{pand Ways

New York, May 12.—1In his speech
at the banquet here last night Mr.
Balfour moved his hearers to high
enthusiasm when he said:

‘“We have not come here as in-
structors of the American republic,
kut it is important for me to pro-
claim unalterable conviction that we
have reached a erisis when the whol®
of civilizaticn® saust rise up and
.voice its appeal for the preservation
of human liberty.

“What has brought us together?
he asked. ‘“What is the meaning to
be found in the crowding of your
streets in welcome to us?”

The answers lay in the fact, he
said, that America has felt the men-
ace of German autocracy, which he
characteried as an “imminent andd
overmastering peril.”

‘“What is that peril?” Mr. Balfour
continued. “I will tell you. It is
the calculating and remorseless use
of every civilized weapon to carry
out the ends of pure barbarism.
“The Germans have co-ordinated

every means of science, not to better
their own people, but to dominate
others. The world has been too full
of unscrupulous ambitions for us not
to recognize it in the present case.
'This is not an instance of an indivi-
i dual genius, another Napolean, seel:-
ing to overcome the world, but
'something far different, far more
sinister-—an attempt to use every
means of science to put the world
under foot.

“Science has enormously expanded
the ways and means of destruction,
but always it has been believed and
hoped that this would be controlled
by considerations of humanity. W=
have meen taught however, a dilfer-
ent lesson by the ruling force of
Germany; we have been taught that
war has been made more heinous
than ever. There is not a difference
in any part of the world that Ger-
man diplomacy has not tried to in-
crease, that German money has not
tried to aggravate.

“That is the danger we all have to
meet. If we have seen the world
wet with blood from Armenia to the
strait of Dover, if we have seen
horror heaped upon horror, we can

'Shall we, who know what freedom is,
ibe the humble and obsequious ser-
vants of such a caste? The free men
of earth cannot do so, and if any
proof were necessary, this great
gathering of the three great demo—.
cracies, unique in all the history of
the world, would give that power.
Unless all we who love liberty unite,
we will all be destroyed piecemeal.
This is the great thought I oﬁer. to
you to-night, not from a foreign
! country from across the seas, but
from a land of your friends and
I brothers.”

- Paris, May 12.—President Poin-
care has signed a decree defining the
status of the new p(')st of chief of

the general staff to which General
Petain has been appointed. General
Petain is the delegate of the minis-
ter of war for the study of all tech-
nical advice on first, the general
conduct of the war and the co-oper-
ation of the allied army; second, on
the general plans of operation drawn
up by the generals in chief, whose
duty it will be to carry them out;
third, on the programmes for the
construction of war material (artil-
lery, aviation, railroads, etc.);
fourth, on the distribution of the re-
sources of the countiry in effectives
and materials between the difierent
theatres of operations; fifth, on the
use of the means of transportation
in France as regards the move-
ments of troops and material, and
in general, on all questions sub-
mitted to him by the minister of
war.

“He will centralize the questions
of staff and general officers and will
have authority over the military
missions and military attaches
abroad. TForeign military missions
in France will have representatives
attached to the chief of the general
staff.”

Status After War Will be
Even Lower Than at
Present Time

New York, May 12.—Lord Cun-
liffe, governor of the Bank of Eng-
Jand, and a member of the British
Commission, expressed his opinion
here regarding financial conditions
after the war. He stated his judg-
ment that Germany’s financial status
would be worse after peace had
come than it is believed to be at
present.

Great Britain meanwhile would
continue to export, gold to this
country, he said, because of the nec-
essity of stabilizing exchange here
and neutral countries.

Asked whether extension of new
loans by European countries would
make it impossible for those gov-
ernments to redeem their bank not2s
in gold after the war, Lord Cunlifie
said he could not speak for France,
as that government so far as he
knew had not committed itself un-
reservedly to the exchange of gold
for notes. As for England, he hoped
it would, he said, continue to pay
gold for currency.

Lord Cunliffe asserted that the
British Government would not ex-
pect the federal reserve bank to pay
interest on Bank of England de-
posits in the former institution. The
Bank of England, he said, would
not pay interest on deposit in tha
interdhange of mneutral relations
through accounts it is now opening
with other banks.

Petrograd, via London, May 12—
An earnest plea for the continuation

of the war until German, militarism
is overthrown, was made by Feodor
I Roditcheff, governor-general of

Finland, at an extraordinary session
of the Duma. M. Roditcheff said:

_“The alliance of free peoples is
directed against the oppression of im-
perialism and militarism. We must
therefore be stoically faithful to it.
We have been told that peace would
come from Democracy and no one
has a greater desire for peace than
myself, but when the enemy tramples
our country under foot the duty of
democracy and of everyone who de-
sires peace is to struggle against the
snemy and drive him from our ter-
ritory. :

“Victory is necessary in order to
establish social and internal peace.
The greater victory over the enemy
the more complete wills be the victory
of the Democracy of peasants, for if
German militarism i§ not ¢
all the work of future
will have to be dévoted to armaments.
Our friends, allies and enemies must
know that Russia adopted freedom in
order to overthrow despotism and
drive the enemy from our borders as
well as from those of our allies.”

Turning towards the members of
the provisional government, M. Rod-
itcheff said:

“All honest hearts among the Rus-
sian people are with you even the
hearts of those of your opponents,
who speak against you. You are right
to demand great sacrifices from the
people and to demand superhuman
efforts from us all, for we see the
efforts and sacrifices which you
make. Do not weaken and your
name will be blessed as long as the
Russian language is spoken.”

Shows Everything
to be inFirstClass
Condition

Great Improve-
ments Introduced
by Major Janies
New Principal

—

The many and the marked im-
brovements which have taken place
at the School for the Blind, since
the new Principal, Major James, be-
came appointed, were brought for-
c'1h1y home to a Courier representa-
tive when he paid 2a visit one after-
noon this week to that institution.

A minute inspection was made of
e_ach department and in every direc-
tion, even to the smallest detail,
there was the evidence of most care-
ful and thorough oversight, and a
broad-minded policy with regard to
the_ welfare, comfort and intelligent
training of the pupils.

The spacious grounds have never
presented a more attractive appear-
ance or been more thoroughly clear-
ed of obstructions. The buildings are
clean and neat to the last crevice,
and the whole air of the place tells
of systematic control

Farm Improvements

In following out the scheme of
reorganization, many new features
have been added, and others will
shortly be inaugurated. Take the
matter of the “outside” equipment
as an illustration. In September last
there were but two cows, and a
large portion of the milk had to be
purchased. There is now a herd of
seven fine grade Holstein cows. and
this number will be increased to
l\f'el\'e as soon as the necessary ad-
dition to the stables is provided. A
new dairy building is also to be
erected this year at a cost.of $5.000,
aqd this will still further enable the
milk supply to be handled to advan-
tage. With a view to teaching the
\'a.lu.able industry of poultry
raising two up-to-date poultry houses
have been erected, each capable of
housing 150 hens. Three Prairie
State incubators have also been se-
cured each fitted for 340 eggs, and
one feeder capable of holding 240
eggs. Also tem hovers or artificial
mqthers have been provided. This is
quite a change from six or seven
hens as formerly. When the scribe
visited the hatchery he saw dozens of
young chicks who seemed just as
happy as if mother wings were of
ready access. In order to enlarge the
garden space three acres of splendid
land are being reclaimed, formerly
overgrown with scrub willow. This
will make a valuable addition to the
hounse gardens sand permit the in-
troduction of vegetable growing in-
to the curriculum. The entire pro-
perty, it may be here remarked, in-
cluding park land, comprises some
97 acres. Mr. S. A. Bergey, a gra-
duate of the Guelph Agricultural
College, has charge of the farm and
is fulfilling his obligations in a most
satisfactory manner.

Play Grounds and Gymnasium.

Principal James rightly considers
that it is absolutely necessary to pro-
vide for the physical as well as the
mental development of the pupils,
and in this respect new open play-
ground equipment has been installed
and in addition to the standard
swings, teeters, running courses and
so0 on, roller skates and auto kiddy
cars have been provided. The gym-
nasium has also been refitted with
new equipment and includes a
vaulting horse, parallel bars, climb-
ing rope, horizontal bar, wall ladders
travelling rings, Indian club, dumb
bells, mechanical chest machines,
rowing machine, hand muscle de-
velopers, single sticks with masks,
and uniform, boxing gloves, punch-
ing bag and a set of wrestling and
tumbling mats. It can thus readily
be sten that it is now one of the
most complete gymnasiums in the
province. Miss Young is the capable
directress, and the scribe had the

Fireman Did
Prompt Work

Firemen Take One

The prompt and energetic efforts
of the firemen last night shertly ai-
ter half past seven, prevented what
would probably have been the most
serious conflagration that has oe-
curred in the city in gome time.
Some rubbish accumulated in vacant
space under a stairway on Colborne
§lwwl. opposite Queen St., became
ignited through spontaneous eoin-
bustion, and soon the.stairs were en-
veloped in flames. Mr. S. Wolf, pro-
prietor of the British Photo Studio,
was in the dark room which is adja-
cent to the stairway leading up to
the flat above, and was disturbed in
his work of developing some nega-
tives, by a sound, which he supposed
to be caused by rats. He investiga-
ted and discovered the flames com-
ing through a crack. He immediate-
1y rushed over to the Fire Hall and
notified the firemen of the blaze.
The motor and ladder trucks were
taken over, and one line of hose laid.

By the time the fire fighters had
commenced operations, the flames
had crept up both front and rear
entrances to the second story, and
some women and children who were
in the rooms above were unable to
make an exit. Under the direction of
Captain Kingswell, the men soon ex-
tinguished the blaze.

The firemen this morning were of
the opinion that it was lucky indeed
that the -conflagration was checked
before it had assumed graver dimen-
sions, as the buildings adjacent to
that in which the trouble was lo-
cated, are mostly old, and would
yield quickly to fire.

THE SITUATION
The Allies continue to hold re-
cent gains on the west front. Bitter
counter attacks, with large reinforce-
ments have been made by the Ger-
mans, who are using liquid fire in
connection with their desperate ef-
forts, but all assaults have been suc-
cessfully beaten back with very
heavy losses to the foe. At one period
the Huns obtained temporary foot-
ing in a British position, but they
were speedily driven out again.
Hindenburg’'s men made a fierce
consaught upon a position near Lens
held by the Canadians, but in
this instance also they were ejected.
In Macedonia a sanguinary strug-
gle continues. The French troops
have carried a position south of Hu-
ma, and the Serbs took Bulgar
works, enemy bodies strewing the
ground and filling the trenches
The secret session of the British
House is regarded as having still
further strengthened Lloyd George.
Sir Edward Carson showed by fig-
ures that the British had secured a
big harvest of U-boats.
Russia is still very unsettled. As
2 possible way out of the difficulty,

it is said that a proposal will be
made for members of the extreme

elements to enter the ministry.

MR. COCKSHUTT'S SPEECH

In this issue The Courier gives
the full text of the speech recently
made in the Dominion House by the
member for Brantford, in connection
with the food question.

It will be seen that the summar-
jzed reports sent out from the Capi-
tal by the newspaper correspond-
ents, did not begin to do justice 70
the address which was alike lofty in
tone, and characterized by an un-
mistakable spirit of patriotism.

The remarks of Mr. Cockshutt
came with all the greater cogency
because over iwo years ago he of-
fered a resolution to the House in
which he then affirmed that the cir-
cumstances arising out of the present
war were such that Government ac-
tion would be warranted in regula-
ting prices and in preventing the ex-
port of surplus food products to,
other than British and friendly na-
iiohs. After events have abundant-
ly shown that he had sensed with
keen insight the condition of affairs
which would arise.

It is impossiblé for anyone to read
the deliverance without realizing
that the very heart and soul of the
man was in what he said, without

in short they would find themselves
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in possession of the Germans, infor-
mation unknown even to their own
staff officers. For instance, the 43rd
Division, which had been an over-
long time in the trenches awaiting
relief, were first informed of their
approaching leave by notices stuck
on boards exposed from the German
trenches, giving the exact date when
the division would be relieved. When
the Russian officers made inquiries
of the divisional staff, they were told
to treat it as a joke. Yet on the very
date given by the Germans the divi-
sion received orders to retire. . The
divisional commander was so amazed
that he reported the whole affair t'o
Petrograd, and was told to mind his
own business. .

“Is it surprising that this ge_neral
was one of the first of the higher
command to join the Revolu_tion?
The whole division followed him.

“In Gen. Russky’s armies, .whlch
occupied the important position qf
holding the key to Petrograd, regi-
ments in the front trenches had fpr
weeks nothing but stones wherewith
to reply to the grenades flung by the
Germans. Soldiers with such exper-
jence were, naturally, not to be
counted on to defend the old regime.

“Every day every hour, spent in
the trenches revealed to the simple
soldier how he was being sold by the
authorities at home.”

Then the influence of the Monk
Rasputin, also pro-German was Very
great and it is alleged that the
Grand Duke Nicholas was removed
from the supreme army command
at his behest. Whether or no this
be true it is certain that he and at-
bers were helping to paralyze the
good right arm of the nation.

Almost over night a people sub-
jected to very extreme authority,
found themselves without any au-
thority at all except that of a self
constituted Provisional Government.
As before pointed out in these col-
umns it is human nature for those
freed from one yoke to be slow in
realizing that there must be some
form of directorship. The popular
feeling under such circumstances
is for mob rule and for each man to
think that matters must be managed
in his own way or not at all. As
matters stand now there is a great
deal of factional unrest with a large
number challenging the right of the
constitutional ministers to speak for
them without conference. Alto-
gether it begins to look as if there
would be internal bloodshed before
a new and recognized constitution
becomes inaugurated.

German agents are fomenting all
the discord of which their ingenuity
is capable and the fact has been re-
corded of Hun regiments fraterniz-
ing with Muscovite soldiers at the
front. No doubt many of the poor
dupes are listening to their urgings
to stop fighting, not realizing that
if the Hohenzollern outfit should
prove successful, the freedom gain-
ed by the revolution would speedily
become a thing of the past. That

in worse case than they were ever
before under a Czardom.

The whole situation is one cal-
culated to inspire not fear, but ap-
prehension in the allied camp. Any
lessening of Russian co-operation,
renders that many more troops
available for Hindenburg resistance
on the Western front, Inactive Rus-
sian forces on the Xastern {iront
would not involve by any means the
loss of the war, but_ the circum-
stance would undoubtedly render
the struggle even longer than at the
present moment seems likely,

WAR TAX ON
U.S. BASEBALL

One of Subjects Discussed
at Meeting of National
League of Clubs

By Courier Leased Wire.

New York, May 12.—At a special
meeting here to-day of the National
League of Professional Baseball
Clubs, various phases of the basebail
situation which have arisen since
the opening of the season were to
be considered.

Among the subjects to be discuss-
ed by the club owners and league of-
ficials is the government tax on re-
ceipts, possible conscription of play-
ers for army service, reduction of
club rosters and reports of condi-
tions in the cities represented by
senior league teams.

President John K. Tener was ex-
pected to outline a plan whereby tbe

‘ten per cent. tax on admission char-

ges to ball parks would be assessed
on the purchasers of tickets. In a
general way it is proposed to levy
an additional charge beginning next
month upon all admission and seat
coupons equal to ten per cent of the
former or present price of tickets.
Under this plan a fifty cent ticket
will cost the fan fifty-five cents and
a $1.50 seat $1.65. Free admissions
will carry a flat tax of five cenis
each.

The proposed conscription of men
for the army, between the ages of
21 and 30 years of age is expected
to deprive the various clubs of the
services of some of their players,
and provision will have to be made
to replace such members of the
team by men drawn from either the
mijnors or other sources.

Annual Qonvéntion of Asso-
ciation Helpful for All
Concerned in Work

The third annual meeting of the
Association of Children’s Aid Socie-
ties of Ontario, held in the MéLean
building, Toronto, this week, was
the best in the history of the Associ-
ation and from start to finish was
full of interpst and instruction for
the large niumber of delegates repre-
senting all parts of the province.

Many. problems arise in the work,
often without precedent to guide the
local agent and his associates and
the advantages of such a conference
as these annual gatherings afford
were fully appreciated by the dele-
gates. Notes -were compared, leﬂ&
lation discussed and plans formula-
ted loeking to the more effective
earrying on of the ever-growing
work.

The important subject of inerease
of age from sixteen to eighteen for
children to be dealt with under the
Children’s Protection Act of the Pro-
vince was fully discussed, the matter
occupying the attention of the repre-
sentatives during the whole even-
ing of Wednesday and it was finally
decided to leave the act as it now
stands and memoralize the govern-
ment of Ontario to make special leg-
islation to deal with all adults be-
tween the ages of 16 and 21 years.

Other suggested changes in legis-
lation were approved and will be
laid before the government by a
‘committee appointed for the purpose.
One- commendable direction of this
important suggested legislation aims
to sgcure more effective co-operatien
with the school teachers and trustee
boards of the province. Wherever
this co-operation has been secured
much more effective work is done
and it is hoped this may be impress~
ed through the education departs
ment.

It is of interest to know that the
Western Provinces and several of the

the United States are looking to-
wards the Ontario Association as a
leader in the work or caring for Neg-
lected and Dependent children and
the correspondence read from. these
outside organizations was a tribute
to the splendid work which has been
accomplished in this province.

At the invitation of the Hon. W.
D. McPherson, the Provincial Secre-
tary, the members attending the As-
gociation were invited to luncheon at
the reception room in the Parlia-
ment Buildings. A hearty welcome
was extended to all by the Honorable
Provineial Secretary, and accom-
panying him was the premier, Sir
Wm. H. Hearst and the Minister of
Education, the Hon. Dr. Pyne. After
luncheon, the toast to the King was
duly . honored, and short addresses
imade hyJdhe Cabinet Ministers, each
one speaking of the work accom
plished by the Children’s Aid Soci-
ety, of the great benefit to the pro-
vince and Dominion, and especially
at the present period dealing with
the care and custodianship of all
young children, of the sacrificing
work that is being done hy many
who are associated in this work and
of the high appreciation of the gov-
ernment of Ontario in the work ac-
complished.

ly drawn up to the tops in sufficient quantities so that the growing
roots will not be exposeéd to the sunlight, which will cause them to
turn green and be of inferior guality. If an early variety has been
planted and a vigorous growth has resulted it is possible that some
may be fit to dig in August. By removing some of the‘éﬂrfrom
around a hill with the hand one can tell whether they are fit to
dig. If the potatoes are grown for winter use they do not need to be

dug until quite late in the fall. The

tops will die down at the first

frost, but it is not absolu‘tely neccessary that they be dug immedi-
ately. They should, however, be dug before there is any severe

frost.

Starvation

THREATS OF GERMANY

May be Hollow, But Must be
Guarded Against

Montreal, Mav 12.—One of the
questions that is sometimes put to
members of the Central Belgian Re-
lief Committee here is whether ' if
the Belgian Relief Committee had
not come to the aid of the Belgian
people, the German government
would not in the end have been com-
pelled to see that they did not starve.

The reply, is given in the words of
a member of the Relief Commission
who reeently arrived here from Bel-
gium. He said; “We dare not gambic
with the hves of 7,000,000 people
when our only trump ‘eard _is the be-
lief that Germany will not descend
to the lowest depths of humanity.
We had to believe that Germany’s
threats were not a bluff— and the
lvgro;'ld has backed us up in that be-
ief.”

Meanwhile the most pathetic ap-
peals continue to come from the Re~
lief Commission workers in Belgium.
They declare that the children are
visibly fading away before the eyes
of their distracted parents, their
growing bodies being unable to with-
stand the continued privations of
the restricted rations which the Re-
lief Commission is distributing.

Feeding seven million Belgians, in
addition to 3,000,000 French people
in the cecupied portions of France,
is a task bevond the present finan-
cial means of the Relief Commission
except with the severest rationing to
which any nation has ever beéen call-
ed upon to submit.

To save the childréen before the
constitutions of the whole rising gen-
eration of Belgians—the hope of

the nation’s future—are ruined for-

ever, is the big task to which the
Commission is now deveoting itself,
and for this purpose more money is
desperately needed. One dollar per
month per child will do this. Who
will help? The collection of funds for
this purpose in Canada 'is in the
hands of the Central Belgian Re-
lief Committee, 59 St. Peter Street,
Montreal, to whom money should be
remitted, or it may be sent to any
local committee affiliated with this
central body.

AMATEUR GARDENERS
SHOULD GET ADVICE

“Tell me just when to. plant,”
says the amateur and when we tell
him that the day and the hour, at
least for the semi-tropicals, cannot
be fixed, he gives .us an indignant
look and turns tq"Professor Hur-
roo’s infallible almanac.. The fact
is that nature is inconsistent and
gives us warm weather earlier ~or
later than she should.

The best immediate plan for the
novice is to scout his neighborhood
for a truck grower or an experienced
home gardener and follow his ex-
ample. Don’t imitate another nov-
ice. Better ten days behind than
ahead of the season.

If you are anxjous to crowd
Ceres, select the warmest, most
sheltered corner: of the garden,
where the soil is light and well
drained, and plant a preliminary
row or two of corn and oeans. It
these fail it will not matter, and if
they win there will be some extra
early stuff on the table.

A coat of dark stable manure
spread on the surface of the early
plot will contribute needed warmth,
and a top dressing of nitrate of
soda at intervals of a fortnight af-
ter the plants are up will provide
nutriment sooner than the bacteria
in stable manure can elaborate 1t
in the cool ground.

The entire garden should be pre-
pvared about this time, whether for
immediate or later plantmg Plow
or spade well under a well-distri-
buted layer of stable manure. It
is practically impossible to use too
much. Tien spread lime, if requir-
cd, and harrow or rake !t in. Com-
niereial’ fertilizer may , e spread
broad cast and raked in, ‘and this
saves labor but it is more usual to
put it along the plant rows or hills.
Woed ashes may be applied like fer-
tilizer, broadecast or next to the
plants. ;

Harrowing or raking should be
done when the overturned soil is
fairly dry and breaks into erumbly
material like barely moistened corn
meal. Go up and down and eross-
ways until all lumps are broken. A
rake will give the smooth  finish
needed for the more delicate, crops.

controlled in ten minutes under the
operation of some such resoclution
as I have proposed. There is mno
doubt about that; prices have been
controlled in every other country in
the world, and they can be controll-
ed here. The United States, only a
month at war, is talking of confroll-
ing iprices immediately: why¥ not
Canada? Qreat Britain has done it,
France has done it, Germany and
Austria have done it. Belgium, Po-
land and Serbia, unfortunately have
not- any food to control, but every
other country that professes to have
@ Government at the head of affairs
is controlling its food to-day and se-
curing a falr distribution of it among
the people. This is one of the duties
of a government; if necessary, we
should even be put on rations. Ow-
ing to the high cost of living, I think
that that is a practical suggestion.

Manufactured Articles Also

Mr. Mareil; What about controlling
éxports?

Mr. Cockshutt; That is exactly
what we have here; it is plainly set
forth in the resolution. I say that the
control of exports will result in the
control of the price of food, immedi-
ately and absolutely—and not only
food, but manufactured articles as
well, if you wish, I do not want to
be left out of this; let nobody make
& mistake about that. I am prepared
to submit to the same regulation
that I ask every citizén in Canada to
stibmit to. I do not propose any class
legislation, but I say that the con-
trol of all food exports would pro-
Speech Take Four
vide that after a certain maximum
price has been reached—fix it where
you will, but fix it where it is fair
and just—no more goods shall go
out until the price goes down. That
will fix it, and fix it quickly. We
may beat about the ‘bush; we may

* have investigations; we may curse

the middle-man and every one who
deals in food and every individual
citizen who is not our own self; we
may say that the other fellow is re-
sponsible, but when it comes to the
final analysis the responsibility lies
at the door of every citizen. We all
have to do our share; we all have
to give; we all have to practise self-
denial, if need be, in order that all
may live.
Suffered Much
The workingmen have sufferéd
much on acecount of the high cost of
living. I do not say that there is any
acute suffering at present, but they
have been obliged to deny themselves
many things that they would like to
have upon their tables. Their wages
cannot pay for these luxuries that
others are, perhaps, provided with.
You say that the farmer will cease
to produce if you begin to limit his
prices. I-do not-think thatsthat will
happen. I am sympathetic with the
farmer. In my own county I have
many farnier friends of a lifetime
whom 1 esteem as highly as I do
nny class in the community. I know
that they are rational; I know that’
they are human. I know that if a wo-
man or child knocks at the door of
@ farm house in the cougty of Brant
or any other county in the province
of Ontario, the farmer or the farm-
er’s wife will say; you shall not go
hungry from this door. It is the in-
stinct of humanity to help the suf-
fering. If in ordinary times $1.50
or $2 is a fair price for wheat; if
$1.50 or $2.00 is a fair price for a

1 would not do it unless
a strong sense of duty léd me to
the conclusion that, representing a
constituency such as I do, in a time
of war such as this, as a citizen of
Canada I should say what I think
upon this great question. The time
is near at hand, if this war contin-
es, when some such suggestions
as I have made will have to be put
into operation. And if they are put
into operation as I have suggested
them, I guarantee that they will be
eftectual What every other country
has done Canada can do. + We want
something of the heroism in our acts
at home that will, even if only in
a very feeble way, compare| with the
acts of our heroic sons across the
water. If our heroism at home was
half or quarter as great as that of
our- dear- boys "over «hé water, we
would not have to speak as we do
on this oceasion. We should be
ready to make sacrifices; we should
be ready to deny ourselves .in time
of war. The ordinary influences of
supply and demand are set aside by
the unusual conditions. In the face
of a world-wide; war, millions of
tons of food hate gone to the bot-
tom'of the Seas and we - shall be
months or years overtaking the loss
that' is ‘being  occasioned by the sub-
marines. If in the face of these con-
ditions we continue our wasteful,
methods, a sudden call of halt will

gone and we will have only our-,
selves to blame, simply because we,
have thrown away the lavish gifts
of nature' that are scattered broad-
cast over the Dominion.
