As
there were suspicions of foul play at
the time, the Provincial Government
sent up a detective, who thoroughly in-
ted the matter, but was not sa-
tisfied as to the cause of the fire.

Coroner Beck held an inguest, and,
after thorough inveutlsmtlun, the opinion
was that a crime had been committed,
but the xuilt{ parties, if any, could not
be discovered. It transpires now that
one Oliver Frevost, who was living in
town at the time with a woman suspect-
ed to be named Rosannah Prevost, and
who was recently living in I’em‘u'oke
under the name, it is alleged, of Gah-
thier, are reported to have quarrelled,
and have made very serious statements.

The story upon the streets, which,
as far as can be substantiated, is that
the two Frenchmen were first poisoned
by some person or persons and then car-
ried to the piggcrund put in the build-
inﬁ‘ which was t set on fire,

he supposed guilty parties are sal
to be in jail in Pembroke, and will llhl!

The names of those suspected of actu-
ally committing the offence are not yet
divulged.

The men called on Pervost Feb, 10 last
to trade some pigs, and they remained
for supper. revost says the woman
(Gauthier) put Xoison in the tea for the
men, but would not fiVe him any tea,
Both men left the table before the meal
was finished.

One dropped dead in the house, the
other immediatly on entering the door.

Realizing they would be arrested for
murder, and to screen themselves, they
placed the bodies on ‘a sleigh, took them
{o their shanty, laid them on their bed
after stretching them, and taking what
money they found, thei; set the place
afire and cremated the bodies,

DELIBERATE MURDER.

One of the Most Dastardly and Blood-
thirsty Crimes Stands Revealed in
Its Appalling Horror,

Montreal, Nov. 27.—Ot all the blood-
thirsty and deliberately contrived crimes
recorded in this province, yesterday's de-
velopments around the Poirier murder
case at St, Canute, give it the first
place. The facts are these: Poirier, the
victim, was an easy-going man, & car-
penter by trade, and his only fault ap-
pears to have been an appetite for strong
drink.

Canute, but
as the woman’s husband at all times
extended Sam a warm welcome to
house, nothing of a very criminal na-

On Sunday morning, however, the
whole country was startled by the dis-
covery of Poirier's dead body lying across

d, his throat cut from ear fo
ear, and a bloody knife near at hand.
The first thought was suicide, although
the people of the village shook their
heads and mentally connected both Par-
slow and the widow with the awful
crime.

At the coromer's inquest both the sus-
pects were heard, and they deposed
that Poirier had often threatened to take
his life, as his business was not going
well. However, when Detective McCas-
kill arrived on the scene he carefully
looked over the situation and clapped
madame and her lover in jail in very
short order, Then the officers began
the same tactics that worked se well
in the Tom Nulty case over in Rawdon,
and with the same success, In a short
time the detective had the full confesion
from their lips.

Sam Prevost declared that he was
passionately in love with Mrs. Poeirier,
and that she bad time and again wish-
ed him to kill her husband, Some six
months ago he bought a wevolver in
Montreal to do the deadly job, but the
woman said that the report would be

MOER DUURLE NORDER

Port Arthur Piggery Case Solived
After Nine Months.

Oliver Prevost, Alias Gauthier, Sentenced
to Penitentiary for Seven Years for
Theft, Tells How He aikd His Mistress
Polsoned Rene Dabin and Fred Cor-
riere Last February at Port Arthur
and Burned Their Bodies.

Port Arthur, Ont., Nov. 26.—On the
morning of the 11th of February last
there was great excitement caused in
the town when it was_discovered that
two Frenchmen named Rena Dabin and
Fred Corriere, had been burned to death
in a piggery which they had been build-
ing on the outskirts of the town. As
there were suspicions of foul play at
the time, the Provincial Government
sent up a detective, who thoroughly in-
vestigated the matter, but was not sa-
tisfied as to the cause of the fire.

Coroner Beck held an inquest, and,
after thorough investigation, the opinion
was that a crime had been committed,
but the guilty parties, if any, could not
be discovered. It transpires now that
one Oliver Prevost, who was living in
town at the time with a woman suspect-
ed to be named Rosannah Prevost, and
who was recently living in Pembroke
under the name, it is alleged, of Gan-
thier, are reported to have quarrelled,
and have made very serious statements.

The story upon the streets, which,
as far as can be substantiated, is that
the two Frenchmen were first poisoned
by some person or persons and then car-
ried to the piggery and put in the build-
ing, which was then set on fire.

The supposed guilty parties are said
to be in jail in Pembroke, and will like:{
be brought here and an inquiry reopened.
The names of those suspected of actu-
ally committing the offence are not yet
divulged.

The Sequel at Pembroke.

Pembroke, Ont., Nov. 27.—Oliver Pre-
vost, alias Gauthier, sentenced by Judge
Armour to seven years for stealing pork
and furs at Renfréw, has made a terrible
confession to Crown Attorney Metcalfe
Lere. Some time ago he left his wife
and went off with a Mrs, Gaathier from
Valleyfield, Que. Assuming Gauthier's
name, they went to Port Arthur, and
started hotel-keeping.

T'wo men named Rena Dabin and Fred
Corricre lived in a shanty near the hotel.
The men called on Pervost Ieb. 10 last
to trade some pigs, and they remained
for supper. Prevost says the woman
(Gauthicr) put poison in the tea for the
men, but would not give him any tea.
Both men left the table before the meal
was-finished:

On¢ dropped dead in the house, the
other immediatly on entering the door.

Realizing they would be arrested for
murder, and to screen themselves, they
placed the bodies on a sleigh, took them
o their shanty, laid them on their bed,
after stretching .them, and taking what
money they found, they set the place
afire and cremated the bodies.

DELIBERATE MURDER.

One of the Most Dastardly and Blood-
thirsty Crimes Stands Revealed in
Its Appalling Horsor.

Montreal, Nov. 27.—Of all the blood-
thirsty and deliberately cont ived erimes
recorded in this proviuce, y erday’s de-
velopments around the Poirier murder
case at St. Canute, give it the first
place. The ts are these:  Poirier, the
victim, was un easy-going mau, a car-
penter by trade, and his only fault ap-
pears to have been an appetite for strong
drink. He was about 68 years of age
and his wife some eight yocars younger,
and, although she was considered some-
what frivolous, Mrs. Poirier was suppos-
ed to be a fairly good woman, and this
opinion of her seems to have been shared
by the parish pricst of S8t. Canute, as
she had been engaged for some time past
as organist of the village church,

It has been common gossip amongst
the villagers that Madame Poirier had
an intimate friend in the person of Sam
Parslow, who resided at 8t. Canute, but
as the woman's husband at all times
extended Sam a warm welcome to the
house, nothing of a very criminal na-
ture was expected,

On Sunday morning, however, the
whole country was startled by the dis-
covery of Poirier’s dead body lying across
the ‘bed, his throat cut from ear to
ear, and a bloody knife near at hand.

T'he first thought was suicide, although
the people of the village shook their
heads and mentally connected both Par-
slow and the widow with the awful
crime.

At the coroner’s inquest both the sus-
pects  were heard, and they deposed
that Poirier had often threatened to take
his life, as his business was not going
well. However, when Detective McCas-
kill arrived om the scene he carefully
Jooked over the situation and clapped
madame and her lover in jail in very
ghort order. Then the officers began
{he same tactics that worked so well
in the Tom Nulty case over in Rawdon,
and with the same success, - In a short
time the detective had the full confesion
from their lips.

Sam Prevost declared that he was
passionately in love with Mrs. Poirier,
and that she bad time and again wish-
ed him to kill her husband. Some. six
months ago he bought a wevolver in
Montreal to do the deadly job, but %:e
woman said that the report would ‘bhe
Leard and that they would be caught
in the act, He said that he sharpened
a butcher knife, and that when Poirier
was asleep on the bed Saturday night,
his wife held her husband down while
he (Parslow) cut tliie man’s throat.

Danger of Roving Expeditions.

London, Nov. 28.—In spite of the
cheery optimism of the Colonial Oflices

The reasons for
disbelieving the reports are far from
convincing. Since the initiation of the
F;lwy of sending armed bands from
ynhomey and  Lagos, Jed by officers,
to assert the authority ©f their reapec-
tive nations and grab anything in signt
which might stil be unoccupied, it has
been obvious that a collision was bound
to occur sooner or later.

VICTORIA JUBILEE BRIDGE.

Chief Engineer Hobson Expects It to be
Ready for Trafiic Next August—

Montreal, Nov. 26.—“We are working
to have it completely finished by Au-
gust,” was the information given out by
Chief Engineer Hobson of the Grand
Trunk system when asked about the
{\rugn-u of the new Victoria Jubilee
yridge. . Thirteen of the 24 piers have
been completed; and work is proceeding
on the fourteenth. All this has been
done, Mr.- Hobson said, without an acci-
dent, not as much as a finger being
jammed since the beginning of the work.

“Will you continue the stonework dur-
ing the winter?’ he was asked.

“No, I do not suppose much more will
be done on the piers this fall, although
Mr. Gibson, the contractor, would like
to complete two or three more, and the
superstructure, that is about all, made,
and we have as much of the 20,000 tons
of steel on the ground as we can find
room for. We are putting up one span
this fall, and getting everything ready
for rushing the great work to completion
as soon as the spring opens. We are
calculating on having a completed bridge
by August next.”

Mr. Hobson also stated that the con-
tractor was doing excellent work, and
being then asked as to the amount of
accommodation the immense structure
would offer, he replied that there would
be a double track for the railway and
a foot and carringe road on each side,

“\Will it be a free bridge?” Mr, Hob-
gson was then asked,

“Oh, 1 know nothing ahout the finan-
cinl part of it,” was his reply, “but it
seems to be understood & the Victoria
Jubilee Bridge will have no accommo-
dation for an electric tramway unless the
cars use the railway track, and this is
not probable.”

as organist of the village church.

It has been common gouiy amongst
the villagers that Madame Poirier had
an intimate friend in theg;crnou of Bam
Parslow, who resided at St. Canute, but
as the woman's husband at all times
extended Sam a warm welcome to the
house, nothing of a very criminal na-
ture was expected,

On Sunday morning, however, the
whole country was startled by the dis-
covery of Poirier's dead body lying across
the bed, his throat cut from ear fo
ear, and a bloody knife near at hand.

MOER DUURLE MIRDER.

Port Arthur Piggery Case Solved
After Nine Months.

Oliver Prevost, Alias Gauthier, Sentenced
to Penitentiary for Seven Years for
Theft, Tells How He and His Mistress
Polsoned Rene Dabin and Fred Cor-
riere Last February at Port Arthur
and Burned Their Bodies.

Port Arthur, Ont., Nov. 26.—On the
morning of the 11th of KFebruary last
there was great excitement caused in
the town when it was_discoye that
two Krenchmen named Rena Dabin and
Fred Corriere, had been burned to death
in a piggery which they had been build-
ing on the outskirts of the town. As
there were suspicions of foul play at
the time, the Provincial Government
sent up a detective, who thoroughly in-
but was not sa-
tisfied as to the cause of the fire.

Coroner Beck held an inquest, and,
after thorough investigation, the opinion
was that a crime had been committed,
but the guilty parties, if any, could not
be discovered. It transpires now that
one Oliver P’revost, who was living in
town at the time with a woman suspect-
ed to be named Rosannah Prevost, and
who was recently living in Pembroke
under the name, it is alleged, of Gah-
thier, are reported to have quarrelled,
and have made very serious statements.

The story upon the streets, which,
as far as can be substantiated, is that
the two Frenchmen were first oisoned
by some person or persons and then car-
ried to the piggery and put in the build-
ing, which was then set on fire.

The supposed guilly parties are said
to be in jail in Pembroke, and will likel
be brought here and an inquiry reopened.
The names of those suspected of actu-
ally committing the offence are not yet
divulged.

The Sequel at Pembroke.

Pembroke, Ont., Nov. 27.—Oliver Pre-
vost, alias Gauthier, sentenced by Judge
Armour to seven years for stealing pork
and furs at Renfrew, has made a terrible
confession to Crown Attorney Metcalfe
Lere. Some time ago he left his wife
and went off with a Mrs, Gauthier from
Valleyfield, Que. Assuming Gauthier's
name, they went to Port Arthur, and
started hotel-keeping.

Two men named Rena Dabin and Fred
Corriere lived in a shanty near the hotel.
The men called on Pervost I'eb. 10 last
to trade some pigs, and they remained
for supper. Prevost says the woman
(Gauthier) put poison in the tea for the
men, but would not give him any tea.
Both men left the table before the meal
was_finished.

One dropped dead in the house, the
other immediatly on entering the door.

Realizing they would be arrested for
murder, and to screen themselves, they
placed the bodies on a sleigh, took them
o their shanty, laid them on their bed,
after stretching them, and taking what
money they found, they set the place
afire and cremated the bodies.

DELIBERATE MURDER.

One of the Most Dastardly and Blood-
thirsty Crimes Stands Revealed in
Its Appalling Horror.

Montreal, Nov. 27.—Of all the blood-
thirsty and deliberately contrived crimes
recorded in this provinee, erday's de-
velopments around the Poirier murder
case at St Canute, give it the first
place. The facts are these: Poirier, the
vietim, was an easy-going man, a car-
penter by trade, and his only fault ap-
pears to have been an appetite for strong
drink. He was about UGS years of age
and. his wife some eight ycars younger,
and, although she was considered some-
what frivolous, Mrs, Puirier was suppos-
ed to be a fairly good woman, and this
opinion of her seems to have been shared
by the parish pricst of St. Canute, as
she had been engaged for some time past
as organist of the village church,

It has been common gossip amongst
the villagers that Madame PPoirier had
an intimate friend in the person of Sam
Parslow, who resided at St. Canute, but
as the woman’s husband at all times
extended Sam a warm welcome to the
house, nothing of a very criminal na-
ture was expected.

On Sunday morning, however, the
whole country was startled by the dis-
covery of Poirier's dead body lying across
the bed, his throat cut from ear fo
ear, and a bloody knife near at hand.

T'he first thought was suicide, although
the people of the village shook their
heads and mentally connected both Par-
slow and the widow with the awful
crime.

At the coroner's inquest both the sus-
pects were heard, and they depose
that Poirier had often threatened to take
his life, as his business was not going
well. However, when Detective McCas-
kill arrived on the scene he carefully
looked over the situation and clapped
madame and her lover in' jail in very
short order. Then the officers bhegan
the same tactics that worked so well
in the Tom Nulty case over in Rawdon,
and with the same success, In a short
time the detective had the full confesion
from their lips.

Sam Prevost declared that he was
passionately in love with Mrs. Poirier,
and that she bad time and again wish-
ed him to kill her husband. Some six
months ago he bought a wevolver in
Montreal to do the deadly job, but the
woman said that the report would be
Leard and that they would be caught
in the act. He said that he sharpened
a butcher knife, and that when Poirier
was asleep on the bed Saturday night,
his wife held her husband down while
he (Parslow) cut the man’s throat.

Labor in Britain.
Nov. 20.—The

If this
js accomplished, it involves such vital
changes in the methods upon which in-
dustry has hitherto been conducted as
to menace every trades union in the
country. Indeed, the situation is re-
garded as being so critical that there is
talk of summoning a national conven-
tion of representatives of all organized
labor to discuss the matter.

VICTORIA JUBILEE BRIDGE.
—
Chief Engineer Hobson Expects It to be
Rendy for Trafiic Next August—

Montreal, Nov. 26.—“We are working
to have it completely finished by Au-
gust,” was the information given out by
Chicf Engincer Hobson of the Grand
Trunk system when asked about the
progress of the new Victorin Jubilee
Lrlnlgt-. Thirteen of the 24 piers have
been completed, and work is proceeding
on the fourteenth, _All this has been
done, Mr. Hobson said, without an acci-
dent, not as much as a finger being
jammed since the beginning of the work.

“Will you continue the stonework dur-
ing the winter?” he was asked.

“No, I do not suppose much more will
be done on the piers this fall, although
Mr. Gibson, the contractor, would like
to complete two or three more, and -the
superstructure, that is about all made,
and we have as much of the 20,000 tons
of steel on the ground as we can find
room for. We are putting up one span
this fall, and getting everything ready
for rushing the great work to completion
as soon as the spring opens. We are
caleulating on having a completed bridge
by August next.”

Mr. Hobson also stated that the con-
tractor was doing excellent work, .and
being then asked as to the amount of
accommodation the immense structure
would offer, he replied that there would
be a double track for the railway and
a foot and carringe road on ach side,

“Will it be a free bridge?” Mr, Hob-
son was then asked.

“QOh, 1 know nothing about the finan-
cial part of it,” was his reply, “but it
scoms to be understood & . the Victoria
Jubilee Bridge will have no acconnino-
dation for an electrie tramway unless the
cars use the railway track, and this is
pot probable.”

This morning, says the Kingston

The reception of poultry
in the British market is affecred by the
condition of the weather much less now
than formerly. Cold storage facilities
in the several cities in Great Britain
epable the handlers to guard against
deterioration from mild or soft weather
on the arrival of the birds. For the
Christwas - trade, birds of large size
command a relatively bigher price per
pound than small ones. Cock turkeys
of the largestsize should be marketed
before Christmas. The demand for
hen turkeys continues until March.
There is still some difference of opinion
amwong importers as to whether turkeys
should be plucked or sent in the
feather. Those who have received tur-
keys with feathers on, report that
where they have been - properly pre-
pared, cooled and packed, they have
been landed in excellent condition and
have fetched satisfuctory prices.
the other hand, the majority of import-
ers recomraend that turkeys should be
plucked and sent in cold storage cham-
bers, but not frozen. Particularly in
the London markets, as one dealer ex-
pressed it, “Turkeys with fegthers on
are things of the past.”
