Darr Mine Tragedy.

Jacobs Creek, Pa., Dec. 24.—Searching
parties at the Darr mine to-day reached
entry No. 27, where they found 74 bodies
in a heap. With the 46 bodies which

have aiready been brought to the surface |

the total number recovered to-day is 120.

The bodies found in No. 27 entry are so

badly wutilated as some of the bodies
previously recovered.

Today was funeral day at the mine.
Twelve identified bodies were taken from
the temporary morgue and placed in a
line along the tracks of the Pittsburg &
Lake Erie Railroad. The last sad cere-
monies were conducted in the open with
hundreds of friends, relatives and sight-
geers as apectator. The resultant scenes
were extremely pathetic. Following the
services the bodies were placed on a train
and taken to Connellsville, Pa., for burial.

JAKE SUNFIELD TOLD THAT
HE MUST GO TO GALLOWS.

Took the Information

Very Much Surprised.

Coolly---His Counsel Is

At noon to-day Jake Tamillo, alias
Sunfield, who is under sentence of death
for the murder of Andrew Radzyk last
July, was -2vrmed by his untiring soli-
citor, Mr. J. L. Counsell, that the Minis-
ter of Justice had declined to grant a
new trial, and that the Cabinet had de-
cided to permit the law to take its
course, and that, unless something very
unexgected happens within the next two
days, he will be hanged on Friday morn-
ing. The prisoner received the informa-
tion very coolly and proceeded to dis-
cuss the case with his legal adviser.

Mr. J. L. Counsell is much disappoint-
ed, to put it mildly, at the refusal of
the Attorney-General to order a new
trial. To-day he made known the con-
tents of five affidavits that were made
by officials at the International Harves.
ter works, and which were filed with
the Minister of Justice. He says that
the information in some of them was
given voluntarily to Sheriff Middleton
the day affer the trial, when they read
of the evidence of Wm. Walsh, who
swore at the trial that Radzyk just be-
fore he died said that “Jake” shot, and
that there was no use going for a doc-
tor. Mr. Walsh also made a statement
to the effect that Sunfield told the offi-
cers to take him, that he was the man
they wanted. In the affidavits filed,
both these statements are contradicted.

In his affidavit, Mr. Andrew Johnston,

tendent of the Harvester Co,

swears that he was present when Walsh
shook the dyingman,and that“Radzyk
made a sort of gurgling noise as though
he was choked up with blood, and counld
not speak. He made no audible remark
that I could hear, and I am sure that if
he had said anything I would have heard
it if it had been above a whisper, but [
am firmly of the belief that Radzyk did
not make any articulate statement that
could be understood and that he was un. |
able to do so.”

Mr. Geo. W. Cook, a foreman in the
stock department of the same company,
swears that “Radzyk made no reply. He
was not able to articulate any words
that could be understood.”

Messrs. Joseph Matthews, Geo. Brad-
shaw and Clarence Munger, other em-
ployees, swear that they were present
at the time that Sunfield was arrested
and that he did not make the statement
attributed to him by the witness at the
rial.

Some of these men stated that they
were not interested in the welfare of
Sunfield, but simply wanted to see
that he got a fair trial. While a good
many employees at the Harvester
Works, where both Radzyk and Sun-
field had been employed, believe that
Walsh was in error in the witness box,
there is no doubt in the minds of most
of them that Sunfield is the guilty man.
While some have a sentimental sym-
pathy for the murderer, many think
that the extreme penalty of the law
should be imposed, as a warning to the

Chicago, Dec. 24—“One thousand
saloons will have locked their doors
and gone out of business in this city
by May 1 next,” said Adam Ort-
seifen, President of the McAvoy Brew-
ery Co., during a talk last night on
the scarcety of barley, which is ser-
iously crippling the large breweries
and the malt houses and may mean
a probable raise in the price per bar-
rel of beer within a few weeks.

Poth breweries and malsters for
several weeks have been bidding al-
most to the point of wiping out the
margin of profit in order to get a few
carloads of barley that arrive in this
market each day.

New York, Dec. —That the Christ-
mas business this year will be smaller

than it was last year is admitted by
most dealers in New York. The crowds
are larger than the oldest dealer has
ever seen, but the people are spending |
less money. Cheaper articles are being
purchased, and the push cart men in
the down town streets are doing the
greatest business they have ever done.
Very expensive articles are not being
bought in large quantities. Diamond
merchants say that trade has fallen to
less than half what it was last year, and
dealers in furs, who look upon Christ-
mas as the great harvest season of the
year, state that there is practically no
business in their line. In the big depart-
ment stores it is said that the stock of
fancy articles are being passed by, and
that by far the greater part of the
Christmas buying runs to things that
are mostly “useful presents.”

1t is said that the call for Christmas
cards is much more than double that of
last year, a fact which is said by the
dealers to show that people are not
spending as much money for presents as
they did last year.

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MEN KIDNAPPED.
ACT OF A UNITED STATES SECRET
SERVICE OFFICER.

He Forced Two Emerson Citizens Over
the Line—They Now Propose to
Extradite the Officer—An Interna-

tional Question.

Winnipeg, Dec. 23.—An - information
was laid this afternoon in the Attorney-
General’s Department against George
Foulke, an officer of the Secret Service
Department of the United States Trea-
sury, on the charge of kidnapping Isaaac
Casson and Albert Tolton, two citizens
of Emerson, The alleged crime was com-
mitted on Dec. 3rd. It appears that the
two men who were kidnapped \\"Pre driv-
ing east along the international avenue
I?Flnwscm‘ng\'hich is very close to the
boundary line between the United States
and Canada. Just across the railway
track a stranger rushed out of the
watch house and seized their horse by
the bridle. In reply to the stranger’s
questions they told them their names.

The stranger was Fouike, and he at
once informed them that he was an offi-
cer of the Secret Service Department at
Washington, and that ke \\'nnto.d lht'-m
to get out of the rig and go with him
across the line to Noyes. Both rof_usml
to go, saying they were British subjects
and declined to consider themselves un-
der arrest. They wanted to drive their
horse ahead, but Foulke threatened to
shoot the animal if they did so. He then
appointed Robert Rossal, a signal man
on the railway, a special constable, and
ordered him to assist in the arrest. In
rather strong language Rossal refused,
on the ground that he was a British sub-
ject. and that the officer had no power
on this side of the line.

Foulke declared that he was on neu
tral ground, and a struggle occurred be-
tween the men. but neither of them
could be induced to leave the rig. Foulke
then backed the horse, and by a quick
move secured the reins, and, striking the
horse a smart blow, he-had the rig
across the international boundary in an ‘
