RILEY DEPORTED.
MAN IS ALLEGED TO HAVE 

DROWNED CHINESE.

Regarded as an Old Smuggler of 
Chinese—Will be Tried for Man­
slaughter at Buffalo—Desperate 
Attempt to Escape.

Niagara Falls, March 2. —William 
Riley whose last smuggling trip is al­
leged to have resulted in the death of 
seven Celestials, was deported from Fort 
Erie this afternon as an undesirable ci­
tizen. Riley made a bold attempt at es­
cape. He was placed on a ferry boat at 

! Fort Erie and on arrival at Buffalo 
j was immediately arrested by Lnitcd 
j States Marshal Conklin, who had a 
; warrant against him for manslaughter.
I Chief Mains, accompanied by Immigra­
tion Inspector Willox, arrested Riley 
this afternoi: at Fort Erie, where he 
was working at the erection of a Chin­
ese laundry. Riley was conducted to a 
waiting ferry boat, but before the boat 
left he made a rush past the guarding 
officer to the shore.

He was quickly captured by officers 
! Key and Chief Mains, and closely 
■ guarded until the boat steamed out.
! While on board Riley tore up several 
j letters and threw the pieces away. The 
torn pieces were gathered together and 
found to contain evidence in reference 
to smuggling. The torn letter will pro­
bably be used by the United States au­
thorities to convict him.

Early in December Riley, with Ed- 
xvard Baltz and George Hanney, it is 
said, attempted to smuggle a boatload 
of Chinese into Buffalo from Fort Eric. 
They crossed the river late at night 
and the boat- capsized near Buffalo. 
Seven Chinese were drowned. The 
smugglers were arrested and warrants 
for manslaughter were issued. Ex­
tradition proceedings were taken by 
the United States, but the evidence 
was insufficient to extradite them, and 
they were released.

Ihen the Canadian deportation law 
was put. into force, and the simple pro­
cess of sending Riley back to the United 
States, has brought him within the pale 
of the law. Similar proceeding?., it is 
said, are under way to bring Baltz 
and Hanney to justice.

WILL SEARCH FOR KING OF THE 

MATCHLESS GOLD.

Expedition to be Organized—Consists 
of $14,000,000 in Coin, 56 Bars of 
Gold, 110 Wagon Loads of Ivory 
and 400 Diamonds.

London, March 2.—The latest story 
about a hidden treasure and an unsuc­
cessful attempt to recover it comes from 
the Transvaal. It is not concerned with 
the mythical Kruger millions, but with 
a mass of buried wealth which was once 
the property of Lobengula. King of the 
Matabeles.

Five men only knew the place where 
the treasure was deposited, and of them 
only one is alive to-day—John Jacobs, 
a native minister, who vas at one time 
private secretary to Lobengula, and 
who has lately returned to Johannes­
burg after an expedition in quest of the 
treasure, which he says consists of $14.- 
000,000 in coin. 36 bars of raw gold. 10 
wagon loads of ivory and 400 diamonds.

UNPROTECTED 
GROUND WIRE

Blamed For the Death of Patrol­
man James Sayers.

Inquest Last N ight Discloses Mys­
teries of Electricity.

Deceased Had Neglected to Put 
on Rubber Gloves

At the inquest into the dentil of James 
Sayers, Cataract. Power Co. patrolman, 
which was held last night, the jury under 
Coroner Anderson brought in a. verdict 
blaming the company for not having 
ground wires protected.

Sayers was killed' last Wednesday af­
ter poon shortly before 3 o’clock while 
working on one of the Cataract Power 
Co.” poles on the Grand Trunk right of 
way east of Ix>ttridge street on the main 
line. S. F. Washington. K. C.. appeared 
for the family of the deceased, and M.
,T. O’Reilly, K. C., for the power com­
pany.

K. McIntyre, patrolman, said that ho 
was working with Sayers last Wednes­
day, trying to find what was causing a 
private telephone wire to “talk inces­
santly.” Sayers was up a pole with his 
Wit holding him, and was testing the 
w ire with a small hand telephone, which 
he connected. He took hold of the wire 
with his gloved hands when affixing the 
phone, but had no rubber gloves on. He 
had received no shock till then. A few 
minutes later he got on the other side 
of the pole and was going to do some­
thing, such as taking the phone off or 
other work, when he suddenly groaned 
and started to slide down the pole. The 
Wit held him against the pole and pre­
vented him from dropping head first. 
Witness went to the man’s assistance, 
and undid the Wit, and then went to 
Petrie’s to get a doctor, as a G. T. R. 
man turned up and took charge of 
Sayers. Mr. Washington cross-ques­
tioned this witness regarding the heights 
of the telephone wires from the. ground, 
and discovered they were about twenty 
feet up. McIntyre said the high voltage 
wire were about fifteen feet above the 
telephone wires. He could not under­
stand how the accident happened. He 
admitted to Mr. O’Reilly that Rayera 
broke the rules by going up the pole 
without his rubWr gloves on.

I)r Fdgar gave evidence of the post­
mortem. He said deceased was a very 
healthy man. and the only sign was a 
deep burn, about the size of a ten-cent 
piece on the inside of the second finger 
on the left hand. The burn was at the 
second joint. The doctor gave it as his 
opinion that death was caused bv the 
electric shock, which the dead man must 
have received to get the burn on the

Dr. Bates corroborated Dr. Edgar's 
testimony.

Michael O’Brien, a Grand Trunk 
man. said he heard some one calling for 
assistance, and looking over saw Mc­
Intyre trying to bring him to. He 
was semi-unconscious. He went over 
and took hold of the injured man and 
leaned him back against his knees. lie 
said that Sayers lived for five minutes 
after McIntyre left him.

Fred. Garthwaite fir*t heard of it 
from McIntyre who passed him on his 
wav to summon a doctor, and sent him 
back, telling him that Savers was hurt.

W. A. Sweet, superintendent of sub­
station “A,” Victoria avenue north, 
said that for the past ten days the line 
Sayers was working on was wrong A 
spark coil in the station indicated that 
the voltage ws over-strength and with 
a volt meter" corroboiated this. Mr. 
Sweet said that the wire may have be­
come overcharged by means of “static,"' 
he defined this as “induction,-’ and 
again as induced current, from the high 
tension wires to the phone wires. He i 
said the wire may have become over-

therc were no holes in them. The three 
wires on top of the poles, the high volt­
age or high tension lines, carried 40,000 
volts each. His theories were along the 
same line as his superior’s.

James Lymburner, operator at the 
sub-station, said lie had received a call 
from the phone Sayers carried with him 
a short time after the men left. A few 
minutes la.ter his bell rang, but he could 
get no answer.

Sweet, was recalled and said that the 
dead man was considered one of the best 
men on the job.

The case was then left with the jury, 
and after a short deliberation they re­
turned with a verdict to the. effect that 
Sayers met his death from an electric 
shock and that the company was to 
blame for not having its ground wire 
protected. **

ON ASYLUMS

And the Care of the Insane of the 
Province.

104 in Hamilton Asylum Who 
Should Not be.

A Roast For Municipalities Which 
Neglect Poor.

The monthly luncheon of Centenary 
Fireside Club, held last evening in the 
church banqueting hall, proved to be 
the most successful and most largely, 
attended of the three already given by 
that organization. Nearly one hundred 
and fifty gentlemen were present, in­
cluding many members of other similar 
societies and prominent business men 
of the city. The speaker for the occa­
sion was the Hon. W. J. Hanna, Pro­
vincial Secretary, a very fluent speak­
er and an interesting entertainer.

President Norman, Mead was in the 
chair, and in his opening remarks in­
troduced th» honorable gentleman. 
Seated with them were the Rev. R. 
Whiting, School Inspector J. H. Smith, 
ex-Mayor Morden. Sheriff Middleton, 
J. W. Jones, C. R. McCullogh, Dr. C. 
V. Emory, H. L. Frost, J. J. Greene, 
Geo. Sweet, Chas. A. Dobson, J. E. 
Wf>dell, J. Orr Callaghan, Cyrus King, 
Ralph C. Ripley, C. D. Blachford and 
Alfred Ward. The Knox Church lroung 
Men s Union was goodly represented 
by T. M. Wright, Chas, Peebles, 
Stuart Lees, C. McBride and about 
eight, others. An excellent supper was 
served by the young ladies of the 
church, and immediately following the 
chairman called the gathering to order.

On arising Mr. Hanna was accorded 
a warm reception, his opening remarks 
being of a complimentary nature. He 
expressed his appreciation of the honor 
conferred upon him in addressing the 
premier church society of its kiud in 
the city. The subject on which he spoke 
was withheld until he announced it 
himself, last evening. “The Asylums of 
the Province and the care of the In­
mates.” Irrespective of politics, the 
speaker dwelt for some length on the 
workings and treatments of these insti­
tutions, which are under the supervis­
ion of his department, and early in his 
talk, paid a high tribute to the excel­
lent and business-like way his depart­
ment was left to him by the Liberals, 
when the present Government came into 
power not many years ago. Further, he 
stated what his party was doing in the 
way of classifying the patients in the 
five institutions of Ontario. As an ex­
ample of progress he instanced the Lon­
don institution, having been for many 
years a«ssociated with its condition. He 
cited several cured cases as results of 
the methods introduced there, which are 
similar to those in vogue in the noted 
asylums of Germany. It is the inten- 
tiou of his department to instal the 
same methods in the asylums at Ham­
ilton, Kingston, Mimico and Brockviile, 
so that a maniac may be quieted and 
perhaps greatly benefited otherwise 
than by th» straight jacket.

1 In- speaker gave an example of what 
could Ik* done by the less acute p&ti- 
<nt*. Several years ago one of th«* 
Mimico buildings was totally destroyed 
In fire, and tenders «cr«* immediately 
a>ke«l for. Several of about thirteen 
thousand dollars were given. Mr. Hanna 
thought this too high and consulted 
with Lite doctor of the above institute, 
W ho thought so. ton. and said if instruc­
tions were given him lie would hn\«> the 
place rebuilt at a nun'll lower figure 
tliaii the estimations. The doctor was 
tmpowered to go ahead, and, with the 
a.i«l of the patient labor, put up a much 
letter building than if it had been done 
by union labor, Mr. Hanna said. The 
cost, was over six thousand dollars lower 
than the lenders submitted to Mr. llan- 
ne. The patient-* took an interest in 
what they w«*r«* doing and did not work 

j by tilt* hands of the r’nvk. Exrn the 
plumbing was installed in a perfect 
manner by the patients.

Mr. Hanna pointed out what was be­
ing done to reorganize the staffs of tin* 
various provincial institution*. *o its to 
give the medical men in charge more 
t une to «le vote t-o their professional dut­
ies ami free them of the worries of th-* 
business management, lie paid a tribute 
to the nurses and other women employ­
ed in the provincial asylums, who. he 
• lid. were paid shamefully small salar­
ie*. but he promised that that mutter 
would soon be righted. Commencing next 
fall, examinations would be given the 
nurses and if they passed them success­
fully Government certificates would be 
grunted them whereby the holders could 
obtain much better positions, with 
greatly increased salaries in other in­
stitutions. especially those of the United 
States, if they cared to leave.

lion. Mr. Hanna referred to the duty 
of every municipality to rare for its 
worthy poor, claiming that many people 
were confined in the asylums who should 
be cared for in a house of refuge or 
poor house. While they might not lie 
mentally strong, they were harmless and 
not fit subjects for an asylum, in the 
Hamilton Asylum alone th«*re were 104 
such persons, he said. He severely roast­
ed municipalities which dump their aged 
|*ior at the asylum gates because they 
are too mean t-o provhle for them.

the product been placed on the free list.

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MINER’S ESCAPE 
COMES UP AGAIN
Mr. Aylesworth Defends His De­

partment From Attack.

Heme Gets Inte Heated Argument 
Over Question.

Seme Peculiar Evidence Relied on 
by Member Fer New Westminster.

Ottawa, Mardi 2.—Ont* is forced to 
the conclusion that Vite ammunition 
of the Opposition must be running 
Very short when they are found en­
deavoring to make a political issue 
of Bill Miner’s escape. To-day the 
spectacle was witnessed in the House 
oi Commons solemnly, and at times 

' thtatvdh, discussing the question of 
Whether the rumors that the convict's 
hair and moustache had been allowed to 
grow before he made his dash fur 
liberty, together with vague hints by 
anonymous newspaper correspondents of 
a conspiracy of connivance, were suffiui- 
XMU to warrant a reinvestigation by a 
fecial committee into the encumstaiîfces 
hutending Miner’s mysterious exit.
‘ Mr. Taylor (New Westminster), who 
.has done so much in his newspupe-r, The 
«British Columbian, and in the House to 
.exploit Miller’s .escape as a scandal re­
flecting upon tin* administration of the 
Department of .lusl in*, made tin* initial 
-mistake, pardonable. in a new member, 
•of précipitai ing the discussion without 
notice, and lie added to the unfortunate 

fbuprosion thus created by endeavoring 
h.. _\11 mi„ tin- Justice ofJfo convict the Miniate 
Itintrustworthtness on the strength of 
» newspaper interview and the doubt- 
‘fnl testimony ot" ox-Warden Burke.
Jt may be remembered that in reply to 
certain questions put by Mr. Taylor a 
Week or two ago, Hon. Mr. Ayleswort.li 
made a full and frank statement of the 
fuels revealed by Inspector Dawson’s in 
veetigation of the circumstances sur­
rounding Miner’s escape.

This afternoon Mr. Taylor pro­
duced the files of several British Vol- 
umbian newspapers, including li is 
own, and proceeded to quote from 
interviews and articles, with a view 
to showing that the Minister of Jus­
tice hail not stated the facts accur­
ately, and that there had been con­
nivance on the part of some one in 
authority at Miner's escape. One 
statement thus quoted was that of a 
high official. whose name was not 
git en, but who was reported as saying 
that he could have solved the 
mystery of the convict’s escape if he 
had been examined, but that lie had 
not been called. Another made a 
reference to the report that Miner 
had been permitted to grow a mous­
tache ami wear his hair long before 
he broke jail, while there was an 
interview in Mr. Taylor’s own news­
paper with ex-Warden Burke, denying 
the statemenl of Mr. Aylesworth that 
the telegram sent to Ottawa immediate­
ly after the discovery of Miner's escape 
and urging the offer of a reward for his 
capture had ln*en addressed to Inspector 
Dawson. According to Burke, the tele­
gram had been addressed to the Inspec­
tor of Penitentiaries at Ottawa. Mr. 
Taylor submitted, in all seriousness that 
these statements were sufficient to jus­
tify a full and independent investiga-

MR. AYLEISWORTH'S REPLY.
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth is too painstak­

ing and conscientious a Minister to take 
any reflection ujion the administration 
of his department lightly, and if he re­
plied with some asperity it was not 
without reason. Mi-. Taylor in his now» 
paper had violently attacked the Minis 
ter of Justice, and by way of exposing 
the methods by which the member for 
New Westminster had endeavored i<. 
discredit the department. Mr. Ayles­
worth referred to a despatch which had 
apepared in the British Columbian, pur­
porting to have been sent from Ottawa, 
and containing a serious inaccuracy. In 
his statement in the House a week 
or two ago Mr. Aylesworth had men­
tioned that certain information had 
been given to Inspector Dawson bv 
Instructor Mackenzie. In Mr. Tay­
lor's paper it was stated that the 
Minister of Justice had attributed t lie 
information to Chief Cmi-Xahle Mac­
intosh, of New Westminster, and. hav­
ing properly interviewed the latter and 
obtained from him a vigorous denial, 
The British Columbian attacked Mr. 
Aylesworth for making misstatements.

The Minister of Justice commented 
sarcastically upon the enterprise of a 
newspaper which first misrepresented 
him and then based upon its misrepre­
sentation an attack upon him, and 
quickly drew Mr. Taylor to his feet 
with an explanation that the despatch 
in question had been copied from a Brit­
ish Columbia contemporary. “The Brit­
ish Columbia newspapers appear to have 
a reputation for forged telegrams." ob­
served Mr. Aylesworth, with caustic em­
phasis.

Mr. Taylor appealed to tin* Speaker 
for protection from what lie called the 
"insults,” and for a time there was a 
great uproar, the Opposition endeavor­
ing to howl Mr. Aylesworth down. "The 
mistake in the despatch,” continued the 
latter, “may have been due to misguided 
political zeal,” and this hit at Bishop 
Perrin's document again aroused the 
.Opposition to a fury, while the Liberal 
members cheered loudly. "Is tin* Minis­
ter of Justice to In- permitted to insult 
me repeatedly?” added Mr. ’Taylor.

“The lion. Minister is referring to a 
newspaper and not to the lion, member 
personally." pointed oat the Speaker.

Ignoring the interruptions. Mr. Ayles­
worth proceeded to rub salt into Mr. 
Taylor’s wounds, and then, having ex­
posed the methods by which the memlier 
for New Westminster had endeavored 
to discredit him, lie showed how equally 
unworthy was the foundation for the 
attack upon his department.

MR. BORDKN.
Mr. Borden heatedly protested against 

-what he characterized as the unfair at­
tack made upon Mr. Taylor by the Min 
ister of Justice, and contended that the 
•gravamen of the charge had not been 
met by the latter. Though not disposed 
to place too much reliance on Burke's 
statements, he thought there were suffi­
cient grounds for an inquiry by a spe­
cial committee of Parliament. There 
had been no explanation, he declared, as 
to why Bill Miner's hair and moustache 
had been allowed to grow. %

Hon. Jacques Bureau replied, amid 
laughter, that he did not know any­
thing of Bill Miner’s moustache, but lie 
was informed that the convict’s hair 
>vas not three-quarters of an inch in 
length when lie escaped.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER.
[ Sir Wilfrid Laurier brought the House 
back to a more placid mood by pointing

out that the real question was whether 
there had been connivance at Miner’s 
escape. What reliance, he asked, could 
be placed upon the statements upon 
which Mr. Taylor rested his case? If 
any responsible person was prepared to 
offer any information which would 
throw new light on Miner’s escape there 
might be room for further inquiry, but 
nothing had been brought forward to 
warrant another investigation.

Messrs. Foster, Maddin anti Glen 
Campbell joined in the demand for a 
spevial inquiry, the last mentioned 
speaker's pleasantries causing much 
amusement-, and spirited replies in de­
fence of the Department of Justice were 
made bv Mr. Macdonald (Pictou) and 
Mr. Mackenzie (Cape Breton).

The debate did not finish until 10 
o’clock, when the House weut into sup- 
ply. ,

Items amounting to about one and a 
half million dollars were passed before 
adjournment.

SAYS ONTARIO 
WAS SLANDERED
Sir James Stirred by Mr. Ayles­

worth’» Comments.

Would Not Answer Liberal Lead­
er’s Query.

Mr. Cochrane Claims People Hay*
Decided Issue.

Toronto, March 3.—“The course of the 
Minister of Justice is quite in line with 
a number of evidences from Ottawa 
hostile to our people and province, be­
cause, forsooth, the people of Ontario 
said somewhat emphatically that they 
proposed to he governed by the Govern­
ment. of their own choice.”
__ Amid applause from the Conserva­
tive benches Sir James Whitney hurled 
his anathemas at. Hon. A. B. Aylesworth 
at the conclusion of the legislative 
sitting yesterday. The Premier was in 
liis militant mood, and sought conflict 
on the references of the Minister of 
Justice to the filial Federal disposition 
of the provincial enactment relative to 
the rival claims of the Cobalt l<ake and 
Florence Mining Companies. The Lib­
eral leader, speaking calmly, pointed out 
that on the main issue, there was no 
disagreement, and deplored tho Pre­
mier’s “intemperate remarks.”

“Why did the Government not allow 
the judges to deride the facts when the 
ease was down for trial?" was Hon. Mr.
MacKey's pertinent and unanswered

"Before the House rises." Ix-gan the 
Premier. "I desire to allude briefly to 
the reported remarkable and violent 
outbreak of the Minister of Justice in 
the Canadian House of Commons — a 
remarkable statement to fall from tho 
lips of a gentleman holding his position.”

I Sir James declared it was not his inten- 
j tion to deal in detail with the utterance.

How Sergeant Doisldsen, of North­
west Police, Met Death.

Upset Dingy and Pulled Under 
Water by Walras.

Liberal and Tory Caucuses —Mini­
ster Takes His Seat.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., March 2.—A glimpse of 

the perils of the northern wilderness of 
Canada is given in a report of the death 
of Sergeant Donaldson, of the North­
west Mounted Police, announced with­
out detail last week. The information 
comes from Major Moodie, who is in 
charge of the Canadian north, and whose 
command include® Churchill, at the foot 
of Hudson Bay, .and Fullerton, at the 
top of that bay. In his report he says: 
“1 deeply regret to have to report the 
death of Sergeant Donaldson, who was 
drowned on his wav from Churchill to 
Fullerton by boat, when off Marble 
Bland. I understand that a number of 
-walrus were sighted from the lx>at, and 
Ford killed several of them. Donald­
son, Reeve and Ford went in the dinghy 
to collect them. They had towed some 
of them to their sail boat, the McTav- 
ish. but on one of their trips a walrus 
attacked them and put a tusk through 
the bottom of the dingy. They stopped 
the hole as well as possible with a jacket 
aiu: pulled for the shore. When nearing 
it Donaldson said that he «'ould swim 
the rest of the way, as the boat was 
filling. In jumping out he upset the 
boat. Reeves held on to tlie boat and 
got to the shore. Donaldson was never 
seen again and it is thought that lie 
«as attacked and pulled under bv the 
walrus.”

Donaldson has been on the Hudson 
Bay frontier since the first post was es­
tablished at Fullerton in 11)03. He was 
a good sailor and has many times made 
I lie trip of four hundred miles by water 
in the open sail boot of the police. Last 
year he made the trip up in eight days’ 
time. In returning he met heavy wea* 
tlier and his boat was vast ashore near 
Churchill. He «-alked into that post. 
W hile he has been in the north both his 
father and his mother have died.

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DISGRACE TO 
JOURNALISM.

Spectator’s Attack Absolutely) In­
defensible, Says Judge.

Its Article IVas Designed to In­
jure Some One.

Action Against M. M. Robinson 
Dismissed on Technicality.

‘‘It is a pity that such things are al­
lowed to go on. It is a disgrace to 
journalism to assail any other man 
through the columns of a newspaper, 
alich as has been done in this case.” Such 
was the comment of .Justice Latch ford, 
in dismissing on a technicality the 
charge of criminal ]il>el preferred against 
M. M. Rpbinson, sporting editor of the 
Spectator, by F. C. Mills, sporting editor 
of the Times.

“The article was absolutely indefens­
ible, but 1 have to apply the law strictly 
in this case. There is nothing to show 
that Mr. Mills is the Referee Mills re­
ferred to in the article. There should 
have been some corroborative evidence of 
publication showing that Mr. Mills’ name 
was used. Whoever wrote the article 
acted in a way that deserved the se­
verest punishment.” said His Lordship.

Justice Latchford said that Mr. Mills 
should have had more evidence that it 
was to him the article referred. As it 
stood there was nothing to go to the 
jury on, beyond the fact that Mr. Mills 
believed the defendant was the man who 
wrote the article.

“There is no doubt that the article 
was designed to injure some one. and 
perhaps it was Mr. Mills, but there is 
lack of evidence, and 1 am therefore 
forced to ask the jury to find the pris­
oner not guilty,” concluded His Lordship.

Mr. George Lvneh-Staunton, K. t'., 
who appeared for Robinson, then moved 
for costs in the ca^e. His Tyord^hip firm­
ly declined to allow costs.

Mr. S. F. Washington was the counsel 
for Mr. Mills.

The technicality that lost Mr. Mills 
his case was the fact that a copy of the 
Spectator of Nov. 3, which was filed at 
the preliminary trial at the Police Court, 
was not put in yesterday.

At the opening of the case. Mr. Stai/i 
ton moved to quash the action on the 
ground that the indictment was defee 
five. It did not charge an essential 
gradient that “was designed to insult 
him.” Mr. Staunton quoted as a case 
in question the “King vs. Cameron,” in 
which it was pointed out there was a 
distinction between holding the com­
plainant up "to hatred, contempt and 
ridicule.” In setting forth the indict­
ment it should have contained the clause 
“designed to insult him." Mr. Staunton 
held that the very strictest law must 
be observed in such actions as these. 
He claimed that the complainant had 
not followed the rules of the statute. 
Going further. Mr. Staunton said there 
vas no such thing in the criminal code as 
defamatory libel. It was defined there, 
but. did not say that it 'was an indict­
able crime.

Mr. Washington *aid that he had fol­
io wed the wording of the statute.

Mr. Staunton said that "exposing a 
man to hatred, contempt and ridicule”
> at not sufficient.

His Lordship replied that “exposing a 
man to hatred” was a breach o 
peace. *T must dismiss your motion. 
Mr. Staunton,” said His Worship.

Mv. Robinson upon being arraigned 
pleaded not guilty. He was allowed to 
sit by his counsel during the progress

Before the jurors had been called to 
take their seats, Mr. Staunton objected 
to Mr. Washington proceeding further, 
claiming that lie had no status in the

Mr. Washington rose to his feet with 
the remark that if necessary he would 
question the status of his learned 
friend in acting for the defence.

"He has no right to challenge any of 
the jurors, for the reason that he is not 
acting as Crown prosecutor in this ac­
tion,” said Mr. Staunton.

"As Crown prosecutor you certainly 
would have the right, Mr. Washington,” 
said his Lordship, “but as you are ap­
pearing as a private prosecutor it is 
different. Under section 068 of the code 
it distinctly states that a private prose­
cutor has no right to challenge the

The swearing in of the jurors was 
then proceeded with. When that had 
been concluded, Mr. Staunton again rose 
to object to Mr. Washington going on 
with the prosecution, claiming lie had 
no status, as a private prosecutor.

"Under a letter from the Attorm-y- 
Generaf^l am empowered to represent 
kirn in this case,” indignantly replied 
Mr. Washington.

"There is some doubt on that point, 
Mr. Washington,” replied his Lordship, 
"I will grant a reserve case in the mat­
ter. Mr. Staunton, so that the charge 
may be proceeded with.”

Mr. Washington then addressed the 
jury. In part he said: "The defendant 
in this case is charged with the offence 
of criminal libel, 'there are two kinds 
of libel calculated to injure the reputa­
tion of the one against whom the libel 
is directed. The one we are dealing 
with is defined as any matter that is 
likely to expose the complainant to con­
tempt hatred or ridicule. The facts are 
very short in this case. The defendant 
is the sporting editor of the Spectator, 
and the complainant, is the sporting edi­
tor of the. Times. Mr. Mills has for some 
time back fathered wrestling and box 
ing events in this city, and is known as 
an all-round sporting man. A boxing 
contest was to take place in Brantford 
on November 2nd of last year, and Mr. 
Mills was asked to referee. Un the day 
the bout was to take place Mr. Mills 
did not feel very well, and, having other 
work to do, decided not to go to Brant­
ford. On the afternoon of that day 
Mr. Mills met Mr. Robinson, and told 
him that he was not going up to Brant­
ford to referee the match, and if he 
wanted it he would get him (Robinson) 
the job."

Mr. Staunton entered an objection at 
this point. "He has no right to say 
these things. The question of malice 
is not entering into this case,” said hr.

After His lx>rdship had heard the ob­
jection, and noted it, Mr. Washington 
continued : “Mr. Mills did not go to 
Brantford, but that evening went to the 
Savoy Theatre. Mr. Robinson was sit­
ting about six or seven rows behind Mr.

Mills that evening, and, what is more, 
saw him there. Another important item 
is the fact that the article was not pub­
lished the day folic* ing the bout in 
Brantford, which took place, but the 
defendant wrote it two days later under 
the heading of “Sporting Comment.”

“That is the libel which we complain 
of. There is no question " as to the 
libelous nature of the article that ap­
peared in the Spectator on Nov. 4. If 
Mr. Mills receives an invitation in future 
to referee a wrestling bout, that article 
would be calculated to ruin Mr. Mills’ 
reputation so far as being a fair; honest 
referee.”

Mr. Staunton objected to the state­
ment made by Mr. Washington to the 
effect.that “it was to pick up a little 
soft stuff.” He should have said “take 
up a little soft stuff,” appeared in the 
indictment.

William J. Sont ham was the first wit­
ness called.

After some preliminary questions Mr. 
Washington asked him who was sporting 
editor of the Spectator.

"Mr. Robinson.”
“How long has the sporting editor oc­

cupied his present position?”
“Possibly a year.”
“Does he write the sporting comment ?”
“I am not certain.”
“M as your attention called to an arti­

cle in which Mr. Mills was mentioned ?”

PROSPERITY WAVE

Has Reached the Shores of the 
States—Imports of Jewels.

New York, March 2.—From figures 
made public to-day bv the appraiser of 
the port it appears that the prosperity 
wave, long reported as headed in this 
direction, has at last reached these 
shores.

The best indication of its presence 
is to be found, the appraiser declares, 
in the imports of gems and precious 
stones or February. During the 
month the value of the diamonds, 
pearls, rubies and other gems enter­
ed through this port aggregated $2,- 
912,710, a gain over the imports of 
the same class of merchandise dur­
ing February, 1908, of $200,447.

On all other imports the total value 
aggregated $66,957,526, or $ 18,500.000 
more than for the corresponding 
mouth last year.

TEN PERSONS WERE 
BURNED TO DEATH.

New York Tenement House Blaze—Many 
Rescues by Police and Fireman.

New York, March 3.—Cut off from 
escape by a burning stairway, ten per­
sons met death early to-day in a five- 
storey tenement house at 374 Seventh 
avenue.

The victims, who were all Italians 
with the exception of an unidentified 
Frenchman, ranged in age from eighty- 
years to an infant girl of four.

Five persons, including a policeman, 
who was cut by flying glass, and a male 
child about a year old, were injured and 
taken to hospitals. It was at first oeliev- 
ed the blaze was incendiary, following a 
“black hand" blackmail letter which the 
occupant of the building received several 
months ago.

Rosalie Filiberti. 60 years old.
Constanzo Gruppi, 58 years old, sister 

of Rosalie Filiberti.
Provenzio Placia, 13 years old, niece 

of Filiberti.

daughter of Mrs. Sanzone.
Lena Travisano, aged *20, daughter of 

Josephine.

Evelyn Pascoe, aged 14.
Unidentified man. about 30 years old.
The injured: Robert Sampson, a fire­

man. was cut by glass about the head 
and taken to a hospital.

Mulada Momad and Nicholas Bar- 
dalio were overcome by smoke, and suf­
fered severe burns and injuries, and 
were taken to the hospital.

Dominick Filiberti suffered the frac­
ture of several ribs.

The only member of the Travisano 
family who survived the fire was Min­
nie Travisano, aged 16, who left home 
last night to visit friends.

There were about thirty families, 
mostly Italians," in the tenement house, 
and policemen and firemen rescued many 
of them by ladders and by swinging 
them across from windows to neighbor­
ing buildings. Several babies were 
thrown from the windows and caught 
by firemen, who were standing on the 
extension ladders. Policemen Reilly and 
William Gallagher, who were the first 
to arrive at the fire, had a prominent 
part in the rescue work.

The street floor of the building was 
occupied by the undertaking rooms of 
Patrick McDonald and the Lincoln res­
taurant, while Antonio I'rso. a barber, 
occupied the basement. The fire started 
in the bottom of an airshaft and was 
discovered by Patrick Monks, a watch­
man in the undertaking rooms. Monks 
ran upstairs and awakened the McDon­
ald family and Mr. and Mrs. McDonald 
and their four children were passed 
across a narrow alleyway to the win­
dows of nn adjoining building, whence 
they escaped. Monks then returned to 
the burning building, the hallways of 
which were then blazing and filled with 
smoke. He rapped on the doors of the 
apartments up to the third floor, awak­
ening the occupants, and then turned in 
a fire a limn.

Most of the occupants of the tenement 
were a-sleep when t. e fire began, as it 
was discovered by Monks shortly bi t- e 
3 o'clock, and many were overcome by 
the smoke before awakening.

NOW AT WORK.

J. H. Sinclair, Chairman Fisheries 
and Marine Committee.

Contractor For Dredging Paid Gov­
ernment More Than He Got.

Protect Farmers From Fraud--- 
Level Railway Crossings.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, March 3.—J. H. Sinclair, M. 

1'. for Guyfiboro, Nova Scotia, was elect­
ed chairman of the new Standing Com­
mittee of the Commons on the Fisheries 
and Marine at this morning’s inaugural 
meeting of committees. It was decided 
to begin work at once, and Moses Nick­
erson, M. P. P. for Shelburne, N. S., an 
expert on the lobster fishing industry, 
will give evidence before the committee 
to-morrow.

Before the Commons Committee on 
Agriculture and Colonization this morn­
ing Frank T. Shutt, of the Dominion 
Experimental Farm, gave evidence as to 
the character and scope of <thc chemical 
division of experimental farm work. The 
principal feature of his report was a re­
commendation for Government suporvi- 
sion and regular analysis of commercial 
feeding stuffs on the Canadian market, 
so as to protect fanners from fraud in 
the same manner as is now done in case 
of land fertilizers.

Investigation into the Dussaule dredg­
ing contract at Quebec was resumed be­
fore the Public Accounts Committee to­
day. Hon. Mr. Pugs ley. examining Mr. 
Yaliquette, engineer of the Public Works 
Department, brought out the fact that 
Dussaule, the contractor, actually paid 
to the Government $2.500 more than lie 
received from the Government in con­
nection with the contract.

Mr. Northrop observed that was en­
tirely different from the evidence given 
at the last sittiifg.

Hon. Mr. Pugslcy - Of course it is.

He further stated that of the 315,150 
cubic yards excavated by Government

Senator McMullen has devised another 
remedy for the protection of,the public 
from accidents at level railway cross­
ings. Only in this case, instead of plac­
ing the onus on railway companies, as 
intended by the Lancaster bill, the onus 
is placed on the public. Hon. Mr. Mc­
Mullen has introduced a bill in the Sen­
ate making it an offence under the rail­
way act for any one driving a vehicle 
to cross or attempt to cross a railway 
track without first bringing such vehi­
cle to a stop and looking and listening 
carefully for the approach of a train. 
The amount of the fine for non-observ­
ance of this precaution is for the pres­
ent left blank. The bill will come up 
for its second reading on Friday next.

THE RICHMOND ENGAGEMENT.
The history of Miss Kin rade '« Rich­

mond engagement, as gleaned from her 
friends, and told by postcards and let­
ters, which she sent back. as well as l y 
newspaper references to her reception 
at Richmond and her singing there, is 
an interesting one, with a touch of ro­
mance, entirely outside the notoriety 
it is receiving now in connection with 
the recent tragedy. About a year ago 
■he had an engagement to sing iu a 
ooncert at Cleveland. Among those who 
heard her -there was the leader of «he 
choir of a large church in Richmond. 
Ho was greatly impressed with her 
voice and her singing, and predicted a 
great future for her. A few weeks af­
ter this he returned to his home in 
Richmond and a very short time after­
wards the position of leading soprano 
of his church became vacant. The lead­
er at once wrote to Miss Kinrade, and 
her engagement as soprano soloist re­
sulted. She “made good,'1 from the very 
first, and soon became very popular as 
a singer in the southern city. She en­
tered upon her duties on Easter Sun­
day of last year. April 19th. The quar­
tette of the church soon became known 
as the celebrated K Quartette. It was 
called “K” because that was the ini­
tial letter of each one of the four.

Miss Kinrade was received with great 
kindness by the church people and. It 
is «aid, soon found herself the recipient 
of marked attentions. She returned to 
Hamilton about the beginning of this 
year, and. it is said, the portion in 
Richmond lias been held open for her 
ever since.

Having in view the above eireum- 
stance*, despatches from Richmond to 
Hie effect that no Misa Kinrade ever 
MUR I hpr.' -evni very ronuu-kabl.-. I I,.. 
rooming papers contain despatches to 
that effect, all similar. Here is one of 
them, printed in the Toronto World-

Richmond. Vs.. .Mardi 2. -(Special.) — 
Practically nothing can be learned here

Kinrade. who is said to have left Rich - 
inond just prior to the Christ mes |,„|j 
da.vs, after having received letters from 
a Richmond man. to which her sister 
objected.

A systematic canvass was made to­
day of the Richmond and Manchester 
churches mid church choirs and musi- 
eal people generally, but nobody appears 
to know anything about Miss* Kinrade. 
No singer can be recalled by musical 
people who was a Canadian by birth 
or whose home was in Canada. The local 
police acknowledge that they are in­
formed that an officer is now on his way 
here, and that a Richmond man. name 
unknown, is under suspicion, but are un­
questionably as much in the dark con­
cerning the affair os is the public.

Tt i* possible that Miss Kinrade pur­
sued her vocation as n singer in some 
church in Ashland or Petersburg in­
stead of in Richmond, in which event 
it is quite possible that she would not

be known here. Enquiries are being 
prosecuted there and at Norfolk.

It seems quite evident, from this des­
patch. that the enquiries made by the 
Richmond correspondent were not very 
extensive, if, as stated. it is true that 
Miss Kinrade was a member of the cele­
brated “K” Quartette, which got its 
title from the fact that the names of 
each member began with the letter K. 
The choir sang in the Manchester Pres­
byterian Church, where Miss Kinrade 
was engaged as soprano soloist. Shortly 
after going to Richmond the Times re­
published references to her singing there.

DYMENT SUIT 
AT ASSIZES.

Was Father or Son Entitled to 
the $5,000?

Judge Does Not See How Plain­
tiff Can Succeed.

Boy Who Lost a Finger Gets 
$5,000 Damages.

At the Spring Assizes tliis morning 
Justice Latch ford continued the hearing 
of the action of Dyment vs. Dyment, to 
recover a $5,000 legacy. The action was 
brought by John Dyment, of West 
FJamboro’. against the executory of the 
estate of Niathaniel Dyment, of Barrie. 
John Dyment w&-' a nephew of Nathan­
iel. and for five wars was associated 
with his uncle, looking after his horses. 
During that time he won and held for 
two years the Canadian record for rac­
ing.

By the uncle’s will there was a sen­
tence as follows: “1 give $5,000 to my 
nephew, Jolui Dyment, younger, traiu-

The plaintiff’s name is John Dyment, 
nnd his father’s name was John also. 
'ITie plaintiff has a son of the same 
Christian name, who was a grand-nephew 
of Nathaniel Dyment. The grand- 
nvphew has been with Dyment stables 
ever since he was 15 yearn of age, and 
when he arrived at the age of 16 he be­
gan his dirties as trainer of the (xtab- 
lifhment. Nathaniel Dyment died in 
February, 1907. and in July the plaintiff 
claimed the legacy. The executors be­
fore that time j*aid the money over to 
the plaintiff’s son.

After hearing all the evidence. His 
Lordship told Mr. Knowles that he did 
not see where he emu Id hope to succeed. 
The eiidence of the defense had clearly 
shown that Nathaniel Dyment had look­
ed upon the grand-nephew with favor, 
and as the latter had laen his trainer, it 
was certainly a fact that John Dyment, 
the grand-nephew, was the one referred 
to in the legacy. Further evidence had 
been put in by the defense to show that 
Nathaniel Dyment had always called 
the grand-nephew bv the name of “my 
nephew, John Dyment.”
