A Federal Empire.

A federal government for Eogland
and ber colonies is treated of by a pro-~
minent article in the current number of
the Liondon Westminster Review—one
ofthose paper schemes without any pos-
sible chance of adoption, and valuable
only as they show the drift of current
diseussion . Relegating local legislation
to a Parliament sitting in each colony
with one at London for the United

{ Kingdom, this article proposes that a

aew Imperial House'shall be constituted
of 300 members 50 reprecenting the
colonies and the rest eoming from Eug-
land Scotland and Ireland. To this
body the management of federal affairs,
including a common tariff, is ecommitt
ed. The last is the argument by which
the reviewer hopes to persuade England
to part with her individual power. The
total valne of imperts into the colonies
in 1875 was greater than that of the
United States, and the revenue and
trade per head were larger in the colo-
nies than in the United Kingdom.
Here the article sugyests, is a souree of
future revenue which would make even
the national debt of England o mere)

A Ragpichker’s Will.

A few months ago David Leach, &
miserly ragpicker of Jersey City, died
and-left a small fortune, amounting to
$18,000. This he bequeathed in his

will to the Queen of England. The
professed heirs of Leach bave begum
proceedings with a vew to breaking the
will. In the Surrogate’s Court of Hud-
son County, N. J., testimony was tak—
en before Judges Garrestou, Brinckerhoff
and Fry in these procedings. John
Donnelly testified thas he came to this
country in QOet., 1763, and located im
Crueible alley, Jersey City, in the same
house with Leach, whose business was
to eollect rags and other saleable refuse
from ash barrels. The owner of the
property ordered Leach to quit the
house, because his stoekiwas’a nuisance:

This exasperated Leach, and le after
brought tcoement and; compelled the
ageut, who lived on the place to go away.

The witness lived with Leach for several

years, and in irequeut cocversations
Leach informed the witness that he was
a pative of the cousty Douegal, Ireland,
and thac his father owned property in

the eountry ; also that he had a brother
living iu Brooklyn, aud that his wifo:
and children were dead. Mary J.

Davis, who professes to_be a niece of
Lieach, and is the principal elaimant to
the miser’s money, testified that her
lather was a preacher,” and that? her
mother’s name was Rcbecca Leach.

She died a tew hours after the witness's
birth, Her mother had two brothers
— David lLieach emigrated to this coun-
try forty years ago. He was, the wit—
ness said,the testator in this case. She

Michel Chevalier.

A Peoric despateh annonnees the
death of Michel Chevalier, the politieal
economist, at the age of 73. M,
Chevalier, one of the most noted and
scholarly of political cconomists, who
was born at Limoges, Frances, on the
13th of January, 1806, and forty yecars
ago was appointed by M. Thiers to
inspeet the system of railways and
water commaunication in this country
His able report on the subject led the
Frenech Government to send him on a
commercial mission to Knzland, the
results of which appeared in a well
known volume entitled ** Des Interets
Materiels en Fiance.” Two years after
1n 1840, he became professor of political
economy in the College ot Franee, and
about seven years afterward an earnest
champion of the cause of free trade.
The Revolution of 1848 custed Che-
valier from his professorship, but Louis
Napoleon restored him with increased
Louors, In 1860 hisinfluence aided Mr.
Cobden in earrying mto praciice the
eammercial treaty between Fronee and
Eagland. He prepared the official re
vort of the Paris Kxhipition of 1397
