MR. PARKIN'S ARRIVAL.

Interviewed at Montreal on Imperial
Matters.

[Montreal Herald.]

A tall, spare man of a distinctly schol-
arly type of countenance was among the
curiouslymixed crowd which thronged the
Windsor rotunda the other evening. He
was dressed in the plain gray and black
of the gentleman, and he wore a very
English top hat, slightly on the back of
his head. He looked like an English
professional man—in one respect at least
—and that is exactly what he was. Geo.
R. Parkin was the gentleman in question,
and the name will be so well known to
Montreal readers that any further intro-
duction would seem to be unnecessary.

A writer of world-wide fame, Mr. Par-
kin has perhaps discovered that a prophet
cannot be without honor, save in hisown
country. At least, it may be acknowled-
ged that there are many in Canada who
have looked - upon him as being in some
measure a “crank.” If fixity of purpose
and earnest endeavor towards an admit-
tedly desirable end form the attributes of
this little understood class, then Mr.
Parkin may be a crank, but the news-
paper man, whose duty it becomes to
meet all sorts of men, could only wish
that “they were all cranks.”

For Mr. Parkin is a singularly pleasant
man to meet. He has very definite ideas
and he states them in very definite lan-
guage. With a mind naturally obser-
vant, he has had opportunities which
have come to few men for the cultivation
of acquaintances far removed from ordi-
nary spheres, and this is apparent in
every sentence he utters.

Getting back to earth again, it may be
observed that he is returning to Canada
to assume the head mastership of the
school which has been called the Eton of
Canada, Upper Canada College, to wit.
For the past five years he hags been living
in England, engaged for the most part in
literary, journalistic work.

“ England has pretty well calmed down
after the elections,” said Mr. Parkin, after
the usual formalities as to weather and
his recent ocean voyage had been passed
between him and the reporter.

‘“The prevailing sentiment seems to
me,” he continued, “to be one of thank-
fulness that a strong government is in
power, but now everyone is waiting to see
what the Government will do, and this
will necessarily take a little time.”

In answer to a question, he said that he
certainly considered the Irish question
shelved for the present.

“1 certainly believe that the present
Ministry will take up the devolution of
government at the point it was left when
the last Salisbury Government was defeat-

| ed, for the extension of the powers of

municipalities and counties was some-
thing to which that Government was
committed. It is exceedingly doubtful,
in fact I do not believe that the Irish
would accept this as a satisfactory settle-
ment of their claims to Home Rule,
though if they would the Irish question
might be considered as solved.”

Coming to a consideration of colonial
affairs, Mr. Parkin seemed enthusiastic
over the trend of public thought in Eng-
land toward some measure of Imperial
unity. Now, no public man would dare
to advocate in however small a measure,
the dismemberment of the Empire,
whereas ten or fifteen years ago, such a
matter was commonly discussed. The ap-
pointment of such a man as Chamberlain
to the Colonial Office, he regards as signi-
ficant.

“Chamberlain is, in my estimation,
the best debater in the House to-day. His
interest in colonial matters is intense.
“8Sir Charles Dilke has little or no sup-
port in his belief that England should
evacuate Egypt,” continued Mr. Parkin,
“the country being overwhelmingly in
favor of remaining in occupation until
Fgypt is able to look after herself, and
that will not be for a very long time.”

In speaking particularly of Canadian
matters he gaid that the Manitoba school
question had provoked some considerable
discussion in English journals, the general
tenor being that the common sense of the
Canadian people could be relied upon to
settle any such difficulties.

Mr. Parkin, with hLis family, has gone
to Toronto where he enters into his king-
dom at “Old Upper Canada.” x

UNWRAPPING A MUMMY.

Girl Medical Students in Baltimore In-
terested in a Woman Mummy.

[Baltimore pape .]

This story began more than 2,000 years
ago on the banks of the Nile, and the end
is not yet. It concerns the life, and more
than the life, of an Egyptian woman, and
another chapter was written in her his-
tory yesterday afternoon at the Woman’s
College~ of Baltimore, when President
GoucHer took of the wrappings in which
her mummified body has rested undis-
turbed thrcugh all the ages of time since
the Ptolemies ruled over Egypt. What
will be the end of it all no one knows, but
it seems tolerably certain tha the mummy
will find a permanent resting place right
here in Baltimore in the college museum,
where the fair students and the college
visitors can gaze upon the form and feat-
ures of an “old-time woman.”

Dr. Goucher secured this mummy and
another one while in Egypt last winters
through the kindness of Brugsch Bey, the
director of the famous museum at Gizeh,
near the pyramids, where the best and
most valuable of the relics of ancient
Egypt have been ccllected during the past
ten years. They had been found in the
enormous tombs at Fayum on the Nile.
One of the two secured by Dr. Goucher is
supposed to be a girl who was connected
with the royal family of an early dynasty.
Its external decorations are much more
elaborate than the other, and altogether
it has the appearance of having been em-
balmed with much more care and expense
than the one which was unwrapped yes-
terday. This one was probably a woman
of the middle class.

The process of removing the wrappings
and getting down anywhere near the
mummy consumed the best part of an
hour. The mummy was taken out of the
gaudily decorated case in which it had
rested for 2,000 years and was stretched
out on the table in one of the upper rooms
of Goucher Hall. President Goucher then
drew near, armed with a pair of shears,
while around him clustered an eager
group of spectators, among whom were
Dean J. B. VanMeter, Mr. Charles E. Hill,
a trustee of the college; Dr. J.S. Barnard,
Mr. Gustave Kahn, superintendent of the
college buildings, and Cashier George
Fillbert.

The wrappings were found to be put on
in several different ways. First there

.| would be strips of linen, two or three

inches wide, running from the neck and

shoulders down the length of the body.

Then bits of linen of irregular size would
be laid on in wads, go as.to make the out-
side appearance smooth and rounded, and
then across the body would be other strips
of linen not much more than an inch
wide. The doctor, as he worked his way
down, found layer after layer put on in
this way, forming a covering at least two
inches thick all around the body. The
linen was of a light brown color and tore
apart easily from its great age. The outer
bandages were of a much finer quality
than those next the body.

Bitumen had been put on the body
thickly and carelessly by the embalmer,
and the passing of the years had made it
exceedingly hard. After digging into it
for half an hour with bat little tangible
results, the doctor decided to give up the
job for the day and wait until some other
time to completely expose the mummy.

When he left off only the elbows, the
right hand, and ears were in sight. They
were as dark as the bitumen by which
they were surrounded, but could easily be
differentiated from the bitumen by a
smooth marbled appearance. The outline
of the face is usually the most interesting
part of a mummy, but so far it is impos-
sible to tell whether the “ woman of old ”
was young or aged, pretty or homely,
strong in character, or lacking in strength.

ASTOUNDED BY MATHEMATICS.

DEATH OF HON. WM. LINDSAY.

At Woodstock, Hon. Wm. Lindsay
died last Saturday afternoon. Deceased
was born in Fermanagh, Ireland, in 1813.
He came to America, landing in St. John
in June 1835. He went to Woodstock,
and in 1837 opened a shop. In 1861 he
was elected to the house of assembly in
opposition to the old family compact
party. He sat withont intermission in
the legislature from 1861 to 1874, when he
was called to the legislative council. He
supported confederation and was one of
eight returned during the first election on
that question. He contested Carleton for
the dominion parliament in 1882, and was
defeated by David Irvin. Since then he
has not been in public life.

HOUSEHOLD  RECIPES.

Soft Gingerbread,

This recipe requires the following in-
gredients: One cupful molasses, one tea-
spoonful soda, one tablespoonful ginger,
half a teaspoonful salt, one-third to one-
half cupful of butter or drippings, soften-
ed, one cupful niilk, three cupfuls pastry
flour. Mix in the order given, and
bake in shallow pans or gem pans in a
moderate oven about thirty minutes.

Hot Water Gingerbread.

For this recipe there are necessary the
following ingredients: One cupful mo-
lasses, one teaspoonful soda, one table-
spoonful ginger, one tablespoonful butter,
melted, half teaspoonful salt, half a cup-
ful boiling water, two cupfuls of flour.
Mix in the order given. Beat well, and
bake in a deep cake pan or in patty pans.

Rich Gingerbread.

Take the following ingredients: Six
cupfuls of flour, three of molasses, one
cupful of cream, one of butter, two eggs,
one teaspoonful of soda, two teaspoonfuls
of ginger. Add the soda and ginger to
the molasses, next the butter¥softened,
the eggs, well beaten, milk and flour.
Bake in deep tins in a moderate oven.

‘Sour Milk Gingerbread.
This recipe requires the following in-
gredients: Half cupful molasses, half tea-
spoonful soda, half teaspoonful salt, one
tablespoonful ginger, half cupful sugar,
one tablespoonful butter, softened, one
cupful sour milk, two and a quarter cup-
fuls pastry flour with another half tea-
spoonful of sod# mixed in it. Bake in
shallow pans or gem pans.
Hard Gingerbread.
No. 1.—The following ingredients are
needed : Three-fourths pound butter, one
and one-fourth pound sugar, six eggs, one
teaspoonful soda dissolved in three table-
spoonfule milk, one tablespoonful ginger,
two pounds flour. Cream the butter, add
the sugar and beaten eggs, and beat well.
Sift in the ginger, strain the soda, and
add the flour. Roll half an inch thick,
or thin as a wafer, and cut in small
rounds.
No. 2.—This requires the following in-
gredients : Two cupfuls molasses, one cup-
ful butter, one tablespoonful ginger, one
teaspoonful soda, flour to mix very stiff.
Heat (not boil) the molasses and butter;
when the butter is melted'add the ginger,
sifted, the soda dissolved in a little boil-
ing water, and the flour. Roll very thin,
cut out, and bake in a quick oven.
Ginger Drops.
For this recipe are required the follow-
ing ingredients: Two eggs, well beaten;

one cupful brown sugar, twd teaspoonfuls
ginger, one cupful molasses, boiled ; one

teaspoonful soda, flour to roll out. Mix
in the order named, roll thin, cut with a
very small cutter, and bake in a quick
oven.
Ginger Snaps.
The following are the requisite ingred-
ients: One cupful molasses, half a cupful
sugar, one tablespoonful ginger, one tea-
spoonful soda ; half a cupful softened but-
ter, flour to roll out very thin.’ Heat the
molasses, pour it over the sugar; add the
ginger, soda, butter and flour. Cut and
bake quickly.
Soft Molasses Cookies.,

The following ingredients are needed :
One cupful molasses, one tablespoonful
ginger, oné teaspoonful soda, two table
spoonfuls warm water or milk, half a cup-
ful butter, softened, fiour to mix soft.
Dissolve the soda in the milk. Roll out
one-third of an inch thick and cut in
small rounds.

PROTECTION AND THE LUMBER
INDUSTRY.
R
[Mpntregl Herald.]
Last week news was sent from Fort
William that the flrst shipment of Cana-
dian lumber had been made from that
port for Chicago. At the same time we
learn through the American newspapers
that the output of lumber on the Saginaw
river during the month of August last
was the smallest in twenty years.
These two items of information illus-
trate the forces which have been at work
for many years to favor the development
of the Canadian lumber industry. While
on the one hand the construction of rail-
ways facilitated the opening up of new
stretches of timber land on the Canadian
side, the forests on the American side
were being rapidly exhaused, and would
naturally lead our neighbors to import
from us.
That was a good cause for rejoicing on
the part of Canadians. There is not an
industry which can add more to the
wealth of the people than that of lumber.
It has built up hundreds of prosperous
cities in the western states, it has. given
remunerative employment to thousands
and made hundreds of humble laborers
rich. To stimulate the development of
the treasure which nature had so bounti-
fully distributed over Canada by cheap-
ening everything that the lumberman
needs would therefore have been the true
National Policy. But Conservative poli-
ticians have thought it better to levy a
tribute on the machinery of the saw mill,
on the clothing and tools of the lumber-
man and to turn capital from this indus-
try by offering it protection and monopo-
lies in lest profitable fields.

The result is that the output of forest
products in the four older provinces fell
from $73,429,000 in 1887 to $67,264,000 in
1891. In the whole of Canada only 56,000
men were employed in the lumber indus-
try in 1891, against 86,000 in the three
States of Michigan, Wisconsin and Min-
nesota, which had a smaller population
and a smaller forest area.

In the face of an increasing demand
abroad and with an increased territory to
operate, our exports of forest products
averaged less during the years 1879-88
than during 1869-78 by about seven per
cent. In 1873 our exports were $28,386,-
816 and in 1893, $26,359,000.

While this has been the case our ex-
ports of saw logs, a raw material, increas-
from almost nothing to $1,056,355 in
1893. The dispatch which we quoted first
gays during the month of August last six-
teen rafts of logs, containing not less than
38,250,032,. were received from Canada in
the single port of Bay City.

Thus, while by dint of taxation, we are
trying to create industries which must
import their raw material, protection
operates to destroy those manufactures
which utilize the natural resources of the
country. Such displacements of capital
and changes in the employment of the
people always mean great losses to the
country at large.

BETTER THAN A NOVEL.

A Delaware, Ohio, special to the Cin-

cinatti ¢ Commercial Gazette,” says: In

the year 1802 the land that now comprises

Delaware County, O., was the hunting
grounds of the Delaware Indians. The
Sachem Nochestree, “Moon That’s Full,”
had two wives. * Laughing Brook,” who
had a daughter named “Wild Flower,”
whose lover was a young chief of the
Wyandot, tribe. The second wife was
named “0Old Woman That Scolds.” She
also had a daughter, “Fleet As The Wind,”
who was also in love with the Wyandot
chief, who preferred “ Wild Flower.”
The old Sachem possessed a great treas-
ure, the secret of which he confided to
Laughing < Brook. * Old Woman That
Scolds and her daughter attempted to
murder Laughing Brook and Wild Flower
to get the secret. Laughing Brook died,
but before her death told her daughter
that the treasure was buried in a cave on
the east bank of the Scioto river, about
one mile south of where the village of
Bellepoint now stands. Wild Flower fled
after her mother’s death, married the
Wyandot chief, and went west with him.
In the autumn of 1872 she adopted a
white girl baby that the tribe had stolen
from afwealthy family in Illinois. The
baby never knew her parents and believed
herself to be a true Indian until the autumn
of 1893, when Wilda Flower told her the
story of her birth, and also- the story of
the treasure cave, which she had never
before told to a living soul. The girl’s
name among the Indians was “ Deermee-
dia,” meaning ‘‘ Like The Dove,” but the
name her parents had given her was
Nellie King.
After hearing the remarkakle story of
Wild Flower, Miss Nellie made up her
mind she would, in the spring, seek out
the cave on the banks of the Scioto, and
with the money try and find her parents
among her own people. Nellie had a
good education, having attended the In-
dian school for many years, and was, be-
sides, very pretty. She had a friend, an
Indian about 65 years old, who had been
her companion from childhood. He
would not listen to her goingalone, so she
told him cf the treasure cave, and they
came to Delaware on April 7, 1894.
After resting in Delaware for a day or
two, Miss Nellie and her old friend, the
Indian, went to the country in the vicinity
of Bellepoint, and procured board and |
lodging at a farmhouse close to where the
supposed hidden treasure was to be found.
They spent most of their time on the river
ina canoe, examining the banks and look-
ing.for the cave until they were regarded
with suspicion by the good country folks,
for they kept their secret. One morning
after a heavy rain they went in their
boat on the river,as usual, hunting for
some trace of .the cave. The river had
risen to a great height, and was bank full.
A floating log demolished the frail craft.
The Indian was thrown out of the boat,
and, striking -his head against a floating
log, met his death.
Nellie would have been drowned had
she not been seen by one of a party of
campers, who had strayed from his camp
at Millville, to float down the stream in a
boat watching out for wild dncks. Before
she sank the second time the hunter pull-
ed her into his boat. Her companion
introduced himself as Dave Norton, of
Delaware. He took her to his boarding
house and promised to find the body of
the Indian, but was unsuccessful.
Dave’s acquaintance with Nellie ripened
into love. Nellie reciprocated. They
took up the hunt for the cave together,
but the high waters had washed away all
traces to the cave, and to this day the
treasure is unknown. Shortly after this
Dave and Nellie were married, and with
the assistance of Ben S. Lee, she Has been
able to find her relatives, who are promi-
nent and wealthy people of Chicago.

PULLING APART.

Controller Clarke Wallace left Ottawa
last week on a trip through Manitoba, the
Northwest and British Columbia. It is
said that Mr Wallace will confer with the
western lodges as to whether he should re-
sign or not. The general opinion is that
Mr. Wallace will continsie to draw his
salary, no matter what the order might
thing about it.

It is understood that Sir Hibbert Tup-
per is opposed to Mr. Wallace remaining
in the Government and at the same time
making speeches all over the country
against the avowed policy of the Admin-
istration on the school question. While
this continues the Minister of Justice is of
opinion that the people ~f the country
cannot have any confidence in the ear-
nestness of the Government to carry out
the promised legislation -en the school
question on the lines of the remedial
order.

Sir Hibbert points to the fact that
while he was telling the people of Nova
Scotia that the Government was going to
stand or fall upon the granting of remed-
ial legislation the Controller was at the
same time in the city of Halifax assuring
the members of the Orange order that
there would be no interference with
Manitoba. His re-election to the posi-
tion of Grand Master and his remaining
in the Government shows that they be-
lieved what he told them, and that they
had no confidence in what Tupper said.

THE MISSING CARD.

Mr. Cook Swallowed it With his Chew of
Tobacco and 'won $10,000.

When Denver was but a small place it
was the rendezous for many skilled players
There was a banker there at the time by
the name of Cook, who had an abundance
of cash and who could handle the cards
like an expert. Jerome B. Chaffee, at one
time United States Senator from Colorado,
with two or three others who used to play
with Cook a good deal, concocted a little
scheme by which they figured they could
have a gread deal of fun at Cook’s expense
and at the same time get a champagne
supper out of him. So Chaffee and his
campanions, who had plenty of money,
and who had suffered financially by being
caught in a good many jackpots that Cook
had opened, arranged among themselves
that the very next time they played with
Cook they would show him,a trick he
would not forget in a hurry. |
The scheme was to open a pot, and if
Cook stayed, to deal him enough cards to
make six in all, and if he stayed on a pair
he was to get four aces; then when the
pot had reached a goodly size to call him,
make him show his six cards, have the’
laugh at his expense, and. after giving him
back his money out of the pot, make him
set up the champagne. It generally made
Cook very mad to lose a pot of any con-
siderable size, and they knew if they made
this a large one his wrath would know no
bounde.

The day-at last arrived, when they were
all together in Cook’s office, and Chaffee
suggested a game of poker to while away
the afternoon, which was a stormy one.
Cook readily assented, little dreaming of
the good time that was to be ‘had at his
expense. The cards were dealt and several
hands played around, when Chaffee open-
ed a jackpot on three kings. Cook stayed
on a pair of jacks and called for three
cards. He got four aces. Itdawned upon
him that something must be up, but he
did not quite grasp the situation. Chaffee
calied for two cards and bet the limit,
Cook raised him, and they had it back
and forth. The others dropped out after
several rounds just to swell the pot. The
betting continued until at last there was
an even $10,000 in the pot, when Chaffee
called him and made him show down his
cards. Cook threw four aces and a jack
on the table and started torake in the pot.
The one who had dealt objectcd, stating

that he saw Cook have six cards in his
hand. The others at once insisted that
they saw him have six cards.

‘“ Prove it, then,” cried Cook. “I did
not deal; you dealt, and if you gave me
six cards, where are they ?”

Chaffee and his companions at once in-

augurated the most rigid search for the

missing jack. They looked under tables,

in drawers—everywhere a card could pos-

sibly get. They made Cook disrobe, which

he did without objection, and subjected

him to the most rigid examination, but the

card could not possibly be found any-

where.

This was a stunner. Cook had not

moved during the game and they were sure

of the gix cards, but where was the other

/

/

jack? At all events it was not to be found,

and Cook asserted that he had but five
cards, and expressed the greatest indigna-
tion at their doubts, and hung on to the
money like grim death. To say the would-
be jokers were crestfallen weuld be putting
it mildly. It was not so funny as they
had flgured it would be. They went out
and gave vent to their feelings by flrst
swearing and then laughing at the way
Cook had turned the tables on them.

Cook, as he used to relate afterwards
with great glee, got the six cards all right,
but under cover of taking a chew of fine
cut tobacco, of which he was very fond,
got the extra jack in his mouth, chewed it
to a pulp, and swallowed it, tobagco and
all. He said he guessed he could risk
swallowing a chew of-tobacco and a little
pasteboard for $10,000, even if it did make
him a little sick. At any rate he thought
the other fellows were sicker than he was.

ACCIDENTLY SHOT.

A shooting accident, which at first it

was thought would prove fatal, occurred

about 2.30 o’clock Saturday afternoon, at

a place near Dunn’s rocks, on Courtenay

Bay, St. John. A fifteen year old boy, son
of D. O’Neill, of O’Neill Bros., of the coun-

try market, received the -wound. The
young fellow was bathing with some
companions at Dunn’srocks. He had just
gone ashore and was dressing when the

sharp crack of a rifle was heard and O'Neill

fell forward on his face. The other boys

quickly picked hiim up and were horrified

to see a terrible wound in his left side,

from which the blood was pouring in

streams. The bullet struck the left arm,

went through the upper portion of it,

passed through the body and came out
through the back. It passed within about
an inch of the heart. It was ascertained
later that James T. Ferris and Alex. Ferris
of the North End, had been shooting
about Courtenay Bay with a military rifle,
and they were taken into custody. There
seems little doubt but that one of the
Ferris's fired the shot. They say that
they were near young O'Neill and his
companions, and fired four shots from the
rifle. James Ferris fired the last one, and
as he did, so he says, a dog they had with
them jumped on the gun. He®did not
know that any one had been hit, and he
and Alex. went to Drury’s range to pract-
ice with a company of Fusiliers. When
they returned later in the day they learn-
ed of the accident, and shortly afterwards
were arrested. Both young men are re-
spectable, and certainly did not intention-
ally wound young O'Neill, who is recov-
ering.

BIG FIRE AT LIVERPOOL.

An incendiary fire started in an unoccu-
pied building Sunday morning at 3 o’clock,
destroying the business portion of Liver-
pool, N.S, including fifteen stores, the
Advance and Times printing offices, the
sheriff’s office, a number ot dwellings, the
Congregational church, the Trilby hotel,
the Music hall, the Jubilee hali, the West-
ern Union telegraph office and several
offices. The loss exceeds $125,000, with
insurance for only balf that sum. A stiff
northwest breeze prevailed and the single
antiquated fire engine. was powerless to
drrest the progress of the flames. By the
time the church bells rung for service the
heart of the town was a smouldering mass
of ruins.” The newspaper offices were un-
insured.

He has, in
truth, the build of the athlete, with broad
shoulders, a splendid chest, and a physi-
cal virility of the whole man which would
be the delight of a captain of a football
club. He has a fresh color in.his cheeks;

flashing dark brown eyes, a firm chin,
whose strength is forgotten in the cordial

smile which plays about a mobile mouth.
One might add the charm of the Doric
which adorns his speech as embroidery
adorns the plain garment.

THE YACHT RACE.

The great Anglo-American yacht race
upon which has been centered the eyes
of the English speaking world, ended
Thursday in a most inglorious fizzle.
The Valkyrie, Lord Dunraven’s boat, and
the Defender, owned by a syndicate of
wealthy Americans, were the contest-
ants for the international cup, and sailed
the first race Saturday, the Yankee
jacket winning by over eight minutes in
a very fluky wind. The second race
came off Tuesday, and in the prepar-
atory skirmish just before crossing the
line, the yachts collided, doing some
slight d~mage to the Defender, which,
however, followed her rival over the
course, and was beaten forty-seven
seconds. The Defender protested, and
was given the race. The third trial was
made Thursday, and when at the
starting line the Valkyrie seeing it was
impossible- to have a fair contest, so
crowded was the course with excursion
boats, withdrew, and the cup was
awarded to the Defender. The result is
most unsatisfactory to the sport loving
public, who would liked to have seen a
fair trial between the yachts. The
Americans have retained the cup, but
nobody outside the republic envies them
its possession, under the circumstances.
by which it was awarded.
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Tur DoMiNioN government do not show
such promptness in calling on the bye-
. election in West Huron, Ont., as they dis-
played in the case of Westmorland. The
date of the contest in the latter county
was gazetted on the same day that Senator
Wood’s appointment was announced.
West Huron has been vacant for some
weeks, but there is no gign of an election
in that constituency. It was recently held
by Hon. J. C. Patterson, now governor: of
Manitoba, and his majority over M. C.
Cameron, Liberal, was only sixteen. Per-
haps this fact has something to do with
the government’s delay in issuing the
writ. Perhaps they are not anxious to
test the feeling of an Ontario consti-
tuency where the Liberals have equal
fighting chances with the Tories.

OPEN TO WOMEN.

An announcement from Washington, is
of interest to women, especially those who
claim communion with the Roman Cath-
olic church. The great Catholic univer-
sity of that city, richly endowed and with
a splendid faculty, which has hitherto
been devoted solely to the education of
priests, has thrown open its doors to
women. This is a radical departure from
the ancient traditions of the Catholic
church, and must have an important bear-
ing on the educational future of its ad-
herents.

It is expected that the first women who
will apply for admission to the college
courses in the higher studies—those of
science, philosophy and the arts — will
come from the religious orders. This is
because it is thought advisable to have
the teachers in the convents of the United
States take a university course, so that the
conyent schools may be kept abreast of
the modern movement in education. A
woman’s department will be founded, and
the standard of excellence will be the
highest ‘obtainable for the instruction of
women of superior intellect, who have
devoted their lives to study.

Not only will nuns be welcomed, but
the university will throw its doors open
to all seekers of instruction, and woman
students from every part of the globe will
be admitted to all the lectures and studies
of the university in the regular and special
courses, side by side with the men,the only
provision being that they shall not be per-
mitted to matriculate or secure degrees.

Another of Mr/Foster's fads has gone
to the wall. Thé failure of the trade ex-
tension to Australia isreported by Special
Commissioner Larke, who finds the anti-
podean colonies disgusted with protection,
and instead of desiring to make commer-
cial treaties with protectionist-government
ridden countries, are now reducing duties
and reforming their tariffs so as to encou-
age the world’s traffic.

Mr. Foster not long ago was intensely
excited over the prospect of trade with
the West Indies. He subsidized a line of
steamers, but like his other chimerical
ideas it amounted to nothing. Mr. Foster
wants Canada to trade with every other
country under the sun but our natural
market the United States, and his useless
experiments have cost the country thou-
sands of dollars.

The opposition papers have no foun-
dation for the rumours they are publish-
ing regarding the peisonnel of a local
government ticket in this county, as no
action as yet been taken towards the for-
mation of such a ticket. Let them pos-
sess their souls in patience, however, and
they will see a combination in the field
that will win this county back to thealle-
giance from which it temporarily strayed
in the last contest.

Robert Bird of Birdton and his Scores
of Descendants.

The Parish of Douglas contains within
its borders one of the most remarkable old
men, in many ways. Mr. Robert Bird, of
Birdton, one of the original settlers of that
section of the Parish, is still hale and
hearty, in his ninety-first year; does his
day’s work every day of his life; is as
ruddy of chcek, bright of eye, and strong
of mind, apparently, as ever he was;
reads the papers assiduously, (particularly
the Herald), is well versed in politics and
on other questions of the day; and can
listen and talk with surprising vigour.
This is all the more remarkable when we
know that he has always been a very
hard worker. He settled at Birdton
about the year 1825, and there married
and brought up a family of fourteen chil-
dren, three of whom are dead, and eleven,
with their children and children’s chil-
dren, nearly all living within a few miles
of the old homestead. On Wednesday
the 4th instant, Mr. Bird’s children and
grand children, held a family reunion at
the old home in Birdton, now occupied
by Mr. Samuel Bird. Besides the imme-
diate descendants of Robert Bird and their
connections, there were present five others
Mr. John Bird and wife and three young
ladies from Keswick. When the time
came to count noses, is was found that
Mr. Bird's descendants present numbered
eight children, thirty-five grand children
and seventeen great grand children.

The absent ones included 3 children, 25
grand children, and 12 great grand child-
ren. Then there were sons-in-law and
daughters-in-law, and grandsons and
daughters-in-law, until the total of those
present amounted to within a few of one
hundred. A very enjoyable day was had,
and there was fine weather and every-
that heart could wish to make the reun-
ion a success. Dinner, spread in the
orchard in front of the homestead, was
announced at five,o’clock, Mr. Bird him-
gelf returning thanks for all good things
and singing in good tone the doxology,
*“Praise God from whom all blessings
flow.” The dinner was a triumph of cul-
inary ekill, and reflected great credit on
housewives among the family.

There Tuesday Evening. .

E. H. Allen the Liberal candidate in
York, accompanied by Geo. L. Wilson,
drove out on Tuesday evening last- to
Stone Ridge School House on the Kes-
wick, where he was advertised to address
the electors on the political issues of the
day. Although the notice had been short
the attendance was very large. ‘The good-
sized school house was filled almost to
overflowing, the greater number of those
present being qualified electors.

Mr. Foster came in
for a considerable amount of good humor-
ed satire, which provoked frequent laugh-
ter and applause. Indeed, the audience
seemed to heartily appreciate the force of
Mr. Allen’s remarks throughout the whole
evening, and he was frequently greeted
with cheers. His references to the Mani-
toba school question, and his sharp criti-
cism of the Government in that connec-
tion, were received with unmistakable
evidences of warm assent to the position
he toek.

Wilson spoke shortly, and the meeting
adjourned, after passing a unanimous vote
of thanks to the chairman.

DEATH OF E. B. BROWNLOW.

A Gentleman Well Known in
Fredericton Passes Away
at Montreal.

His Succesful Literary Career.

Fredericton friends of E. B. Brownlow
were very much pained to hear of his death
which occurred at his home in Montreal,
Sunday. Mr. Brownlow was connected
with thebank of B.N.A.,and when Mr.Inglis,

the late manager of that institution in Freder- _

ericton, visited Europe lessthan three years
ago, Mr. Brownlow acted in his absence,
and with his wife occupied the bank resi-
dence. He became very popular in busi-
ness circles, and with hisaccomplished wife
soon made a very large circle of friends.
The disease which cut short Mr. Brownlow's
promising career was of the stomach. He
sought the best medical aid on both sides of
the Atlantic but without avail.

The following references to his sad death
will be read with melancholy interest by
his Fredericton friends:

Montreal Herald: Literature in Canada
will suffer a severe loss by the death of Mr.
E. B. Brownlow, which took place Sunday
at his residence, 143 Park Avenue. Mr.
Brownlow was employed at the Bank of
British North America, but spent all his
leisure moments in literary work, and his
non de -plume, “Sarepta,’ was widely
known. He was for some time literary
editor of Arcadia, and was also a frequent
contributor to the Week. He devoted him-
self principally to the study of sonnet.
After coming to Canada from London, he
perfected himself in French, and ‘also learn-
ed German, Italian and some of the Scandi-
navian dialects, and made bhimself familiar
with {the works of European sonnetters.
Just before his death he had finished a his-
tory of the sonnet. He was 38 years of age.
He leaves a widow, who was a Hamilton
lady, and the remains were interred in
Hamilton.

Montreal Gazette: The death of Mr.
Edward B. Brownlow, though not unex-
pected, will be to many readers of the
Gazette a source of sincere regret. He had
been ill for several months, and it has for
some time-been known to his friends that
there was no hope of his recovery. All that
medical science could do to effect a cure had
been done, and Mr. Brownlow himself was
well aware that his days were numbered.
Solaced by the love of adevoted wife and
the atténtions of many friends, he bore his
long illness with resignation, and at last
passed peacefully away. In business circles
Mn Brownlow, Londoner by birth, a mem-
ber of a distinguished family, was known
as an officer of the ‘Bank of British North
America. In literary circles he was better
known as an’enthusiastic lover of all that is
best in literature. Gifted with no slight
share of poetic inspiration, he has for a good
many years been a welcome contributor of
poetry and criticism to the magazines, es-
pecially the Week. He had won a reputa-
tion in a circle, that is not confined to Can-
ada, for his researches in the history of the
sonnet. This was, he said, his hobby, and
to this pursuit he gave a great deal of his
leisure for many years. In order to study
this form of poetry in its mother tongue, he
learned the language of Dante and Petrarch
as well as the other neo-Latin, the German
and the northern tongues. In fact, he
spared no pains to attain success in this, the
quest of his too short life, and to those who
sypathized with his labors it is at once a
source of gratification and regret that he
lived just long enough to put the finishing
touches upon his literary life-work. He
had completed the History of the Sonnet,
when his. health broke down, and the
crowning task of publication will now fall
to others. We have reason to know that
Mr. Brownlow’s conscientious, far-reaching
and many sided research into the origin,
diversities and great masters of the sonnet
had already: won that succes de merite
which, implying the approval.of worthy,
and judiciouscritics, is so dear to the lone])(
and unostentious toiler. Of Mr. Brown-
low’s original work, especially as a poet, it
is enough to say here that he ever aimed
high, and in his best work there is much
that deserves to live. He rarely published
over his own name, though his initials, “E.
B. B.,” were sometimes appended to com-
munications. It is as ‘‘Sarepta’” that heis
known throughout Canada. As a critic he
was sometimes disposed to be severe, but
those who had the privilege of knowing him
personally need not be told that in his na-
ture malice, envy and all littleness had no
place.. Mr. Brownlow gave ample evidence
of literary judgment during the year in
which he edited the third department of
Arcadia. As our readers may 1ecall, Ar-
cadia, a journal devoted to music, art and
literature, was founded in 1892 by Mr.
Joseph Gould, who was also its editor-in
ehief. . Mr. Brownlow was literary editor,
and there is but one opinion as to the man-
ner in which he discharged his duties.
After Arcadia ceased to engage his attention
Mr. Brownlow devoted all his spare ener-
gies to the perfection of his work on the
sonnet. From the character of such intel-
lectual exertion it is almost needless to say
that the two-fold strain—for he was busy at
night as well as during the day—was too
Some
eighteen months ago he began to feel the
consequences. A trip to England failed to
bring about the recuperation that his wife
and friends so earnestly desired. For near-
ly twelve months Mr. Brownlow was an
invalid. Three months ago there seemed
little hope of recovery, and thus gradually
the bright life, once so full of vigor and ac-
tivity, faded into the darkness. With his
friends he has left the memory of his happy
disposition and strong attachments. In ler
grief Mrs. Brownlow has the sympathy of
all who knew her husband and the un-
broken happiness of their union.

The bridesmaids were Mis8
Amy Pratt of Wolfville and iss Ella
Simoneson, sister_of the groom, while the
groom was supported by Mr. Clarence
Quinn, brother of the bride. The church
was beautifully decorated for the occasion.
Messrs. R. Pratt and Dick Stara acted as
ushers. The bride’s wedding dress was
of white corded silk and trimmings of
white lace, satin and satin ribbons, with
white veil and bouquet of white carnations
and maiden hair fern. The first brides-
maid, Miss Pratt, wore a dress of pale
pink crepon, trimmings of white and pink
satin ribbons, white net veil, with bou-
quet of pink carnations.

The Montreal Yacht Club have offered
to banquet Lord Dunraven, and it is
likely the invitation will be accepted.

Judge Fournier of the Supreme Court
of Canada has resigned, and Girouard, M.
P. for Jacques Cartier, is mentioned as
his probable successor.

A man named Morrison was killed by
the I. C. R. freight train near Truro
Wednesday night. He was on the track
and the train ran over him.

Mrs. Mills, of Boston, who is on a visit
to her mother, at St. John, gave birth to
a child on the train when the latter was
nearing Westfield Wednesday afternoon.

John Lowe, Deputy Minister of Agri-
culture at Ottawa, has been superannu-
ated and H. H. Smith, Land Commission-
er of Winnipeg, succeeds to the position.

A young daughter of Frank Johnson of
Seeley’s Bay, Ontario, was hidden in the
grain ficld when the reaper came along
and cut one of her legs off. The other
limb will have to be amputated.

W. L. Nickerson of Yarmouth was
found in the street of that town early
Thursday morning dead, his throat cut
by a razor. He had committed sunicide.
Nickerson had not been well mentally
since suffering from an attack of grip.

Governor Patterson arrived at Winnipeg
Monday afternoon, and was met at the
depot by Sir John and Lady Schultz, Col.
McMillan, representing Premier Green-
way, and quite a large number of promi-
nent citizens of both sides of politics.

The will of Susan W. Talmage, wife of
the famous Rev. Dr. Talinage, has been
admitted to probate. The property is
valued at $166,000 and goes to Dr. Tal-
mage. The sum, it is said, represents Dr.
Talmage’s earnings as a lecturer, he turn-
ing his earnings over to his wife, who was
his manager and press agent.

Edward Latshaw, a sub-contractor on
the Government work on the Mississippi
river, had six hundred pounds of dynamite
stored away in the cellar of a house at
Spechts’ ferry, Iowa, and Monday his son,
while practising with a revolyer, missed
the target, the bullet entering the cellar
and firing the dynamite. The house was
blown to splinters, five persons killed and
two others may die.

Rev. Thomas Corbett, of Richmond, N.
B., well known to many in Fredericton,
and who wasso badly injured a few weeks
ago by the explosion of a gun, was taken
to Houlton one day last week, where Dr.
Fitzmaurice removed the eye. The op-
eration was performed in order to save
the sight of the other eye. The reverend
gentleman is doing nicely and returned
to his home this week. In a few weeks
the doctor will insert an artificial eye.

Hon. Thomas Heath Haviland, who
died Thursday at Charlgttetown, P. E. I.,
aged 73, was for thirt)(fconsecutive years
a member of the legislature, and several
terms held aseat in the cabinet, being
colonial secretary and solicitor general.
He was one of the delegates who arranged
the terms of confederation. He was for
8ix years a member of the Canadian sen-
ate, resigning when appointed governor
of the province of Prince Edward Island.

A butcher of St. Thomas, Ont., named
Champagne, was killed on the railroad
track near Berthier Junction Wednesday
night. He had left his horse on the road
and entered the Junction Hotel, and on
coming out found the horse gone. Leav-
ing in quest of the beast, he was not seen
till 11.30 p. m., when his body, witB limbs
severed, was found in a culvert. One
limb was gevered above the knee, the
other below. One leg was not found till
the next morning.

Charles H. Nelson of Waterville, owner
of the famous stallion Nelson, appeared
before the superior court of Kennebec
county, Maine, Wednesday, on an indict-
ment charging him with an assault with
a dangerous weapon, viz., a revolver, on
Dr. L. G. Bunker at Waterville in May.
Nelson was held by the Waterville muni-
cipal court on the charge of intent to kill,
and placed under $10,000 bonds to await
the action of the grand jury at this term
of court. On Wednesday Nelson pleaded
guilty, waived examination and will be
sentenced today.

The case that probably excited the most
interest in the King’s County Circuit Court
this week was the suit of Rev. H. W. Little
against the Corporation of Trinity church
for services rendered as rector. Judge
Tuck urged a settlement out of court, and
it finally was effected in the following
way : The Corporation of Trinity church
is to pay Rev. H. W. Little $1,000 ; he to
have his inhibition removed so he can
open .the church and preach until Feb-
ruary Ist, at which time he is to hand in
his resignation ; the corporation is also
required to give the rev. gentleman a re-
commendation of good character.

Among the industrial exhiblts at the
horse show, says a Londonderry, Ireland
paper, much interest will, no doubt, be
centered in the superb spicmens of need-
work sent from the art school, Dalkey.
The collection chiefly consists of ecclesi-
astical vestments embroidered in gold,
table centres, ctc., in artistic work. The
most beautiful object, however, is the cope
—executed to order—for presentation by
command of the Queen to the Most Rev.
Dr. O’Brien, archbishop of Halifax, in
recognition of the respect paid by the
bishop and clergy on the occasion of the
obsequies of the Canadian prime minister,
Sir John Thompson. 5

The fastest time for long distances ever
made by steam was achieved by the New
York Central and Hudson River railroad
on Wednesday. Four hundred and thirty-
six and one-half miles in 407 minutes is
the new record, which was accomplished
by the Central’s special train from New
York, which left that city at 5.40 that
morning and thundered into Buffalo ag
12.34 in the afternoon. Previous to thisthe
fastest time ever accomplished had been
made a few weeks ago by the London and
Northwestern train, which covered the
distance between London and Aberdeen,
540 miles, in 512 minutes, an average of
63 1-4 miles an hour. By Wednesday’s feat
the New York Central has placed the re-
cord at 64 1-3 miles an hour.

transaction and that Messrs. Street & Co.
sold him liquors knowing that he had
bought them for the purpose of selling them
contrary to the law in the drug store, at
Fredericton, York county, it being a Scott
act county.

Mr. Gregory’s pleadings allege that liquors
were bought for the purpose of illegal sale,
and that Street & Co. were privy to it.
Street & Co., on the other hand affirmed
that they were not aware that the liquors
would be sold in violation of the law, and
that no matter how Mr. Gregory may illeg-
ally have disposed of the liquor, or what

Jaw he violated in so doing, they were en-

tirely ignorant of his intention when they
made the sale to him.

The question which was being raised by
Mr. Gregory in this case—now abandoned
by settlement of it—is something very simi-
lar to the case of Patton vs. Russell, tried in
Fredericton some few years ago. Russell
resisted payment of Patton’s account, set-
ting up the plea he was selling liquor illeg-
ally, and Patton knowing he was so doing,
was cqually guilty with himself. Russell
got off scot free in that case.

Libel Suits to be tried.

The libet suits that are to be tried next
month, says the Globe, are exciting con-
siderable interest in Victoria and Mada-
waska counties, and in political circles
throughout the province. One is a suit
by Hon. John Costigan against Mr. Fred
LaForest, a prominent barrister of Mada-
waska county.

It is not so very long ago that Hon. John
Costigan and Fred LaForest were very close
friends, and the outbreak between them is
somewhat of a surprise. Mr. LaForest is
well known in Fredericton, having been
born and educated here.

THE KIRK CHURCH TOWER.

An Excitement Worked Up Without
Foundation.

The excitement worked up regarding the
unstable condition of St. Paul's church
tower is largely without reason, and may
be traced to a few irresponsible and hot-
headed persons who do not stop to enquire
into the real facts of the matter. It ap-
pears that the erection of the building was
commenced in 1882, from plans by archi
tect J. C. Dumaresq, then of St. John, but
now of Halifax. After the plans had been
prepared Mr. Dumaresq was informed by
the building committee that they wished
to save the architect’s fees for supervision
of work, and so the work of building pro-
cecded without that superintendence.
Within a few months after the completion
of the building some defects were noticed
in the stone masonry, but little 'or no at-
tention was paid to the matter until a year
or so after, when the trustees finding the
defect becoming more apparent, wrote
architect Dumaresq asking his terms for
visiting and inspecting the building in con-
nection with the defect. e replied, stat-
ing his terms, but instead of sending for
him the trustees got two engineers to make
an examination of the work. These men
represented the workmanship, etc., in good
and safe condition. The defect, however,
has been getting worse, and about a menth
or six weeks ago, after the work has been
standing thirteen years, architect Dumar-
esq was called to make an examination,
He reported the tower in a somewhat de-
fective condition, requiridg repairs, and
suggested what should be done to make it
perfectly safe and secure without going to
too much expense.

Following this,other architects and build-
ers were called in, and they figured the
probable cost of repairs up to $2,000,

2,500 and even $3,000. Having in mind

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the fact that Mr. Dumaresq was the ori-
nal architect, and knew more about the
matter than any outsider could possibly
know, and relying on that gentleman’s
excellent professional reputation, a ma-
jority of the trustees last week decided to |
employ him to undertake the repairs,
which Mr. Dumaresq assures the trustees
need not cost anything like the sums
named by other persons. TreE HERALD
saw Mr. Dumaresq this morning and put
the straight question to him, **Do you

consider the tower in a condition danger

ous tp the public?” and his answer was
“No, I have no doubt it would stand for
years, and an altogether unnecessary scare
has been worked up over it.” Mr. Du-
maresq expects a competent builder to-

than those promised hy Mr. Dumaresq.

The tower will be put in perfect condition

and at a cost very much below the lowest
figure named by the other builders and

architects.

It would be well for the newspaper
which has given so much of its space to-
wards alarming the public as to the con-
dition of St. Paul’s tower, to point out the
unsafe condition of some buildings on
Queen street which require attention
much more than the church tower.
