There is a mistake often committed in 
the tiso of the adverbs of place, hence, 
thence, whence. People are apt to say,

He will go from thence to-morrow, 
etc. The preposition “from" is in 
eluded in these adverbs ; therefore it 
becomes tautology in emise when pre 
fixed to them. “ Equally as well " is a 
very common mistake, and a very incor­
rect one ; the adverb of comparison 
“ as ’ has n<* right in the sviitenc*- 
“ Equally well,” “ equally high,” 
“ equally dear,” should be the construe 
tioii, and if a complement Ut necessar) 
III the phrase, it should Im preceded by 
the prep.»ltlon “ with," .is “ The wall 
was equally high with the former one 
" The grants at Smith's are equally dear 
with those sold at the shop next door,” 
etc., etc. “ Equally the >ame ” is tau­
tology. “ If 1 had hare known that you 
would have been there tn-fore me, 1 
would hare written to you to hare waited 
till 1 had hare come,** a person reniai ke«i 
to me lately. What a c •ustructiou from 
the lips of an educated pern >ii ! and yet 
we do tymetiiiies hear such slip *hod 
utterances by people who are considered 
to “ know French and Latin well," ami 
who enjoy the reputation of beliii* 
“ accomplished !” Tuough not at nl 
dispose*! to Im malicious. 1 cannot avoid 
being often forcibly reminded of livron s 
description of a Spanish lilue 
“ Hhe knew the loxtlu—that Is, ‘ The l»nl'e

Ixilievc it to bo oven stronger than 

it was formerly, and the best test 
that that is the case is seen in the 
fact that no public man or public 
body ever ventured to formulate in re 
cent years with any success a con­
trary body. 1 have often been asked 
loo if 1 believed that the feeling of the 
United States with regard to the 
incorporation of Canada is not as 
strong as before, and in reply to this 
1 won Id say that it is an un­
doubted fact that the United 
States would gladly welcome Cana­
da into their Empire, but the Cana­
dians show as yet no sign that they 
desire this consummation. And, 
except under great provocation, it 
would not bo pressed by the public 
mon of the United States. Their 
idea is that the pear, when ripe, will, 
drop into their lap, but meantime, 
the pear is ripenings with a tendency 
to sow vigorous seeds under its own 
old branches, nml to live on in a 
more vigorous and extended life as 
n separate nationality, holding the 
alliance with England an its best 
guarantee for the same.—Camdian 
Pictures, Mm qua uf Lon*.

There was a 
hu ge fleet of American Ashing vests 
in lalaad waters. Sixty anil left 
for home in the middle of the sea* 
while thuee who remained took away 
26,800 barrels of fine mackerel, be­
ing 10,000 more than the whole 
Island catch. On ('oil there was 
likewise a largo deficiency. say 
0.857 cwt. short, attributable to 
the same cause — bad weather. 
Herring were 10,000 barrels short, 
and, therefore, bait was rather 
-carce. Contrary to all expectation 
lobsters turned out largely in excuse 
of last year, to the extent of close 
on 500,000 cans. The ten days’ 
extension of lobster fishing time was 
not of general benefit. Several of 
tho factories closed before the time 
expired.

A General Election en­
sued, tho Government was over­
thrown, tho editor of tho Patriot 
took his scat in tho cool shade of 
opposition,* and watched his op 
pononta receive better terms of 
union by twenty-five thousand dol­
lars a year ! Powei less for harm in 
the Lower House, they turned their 
eyes to the Legislative Council, 
where they unfortunately posséssèd 
a majority, and what do we find 
them doing ? At the very time 
that Messrs. Pope, Haviland and 
Howlan were on their way to 
Ottawa to look for better terms, the 
Grit majority in the Council passed 
resolutions declaring that in view of 
the financial and commercial pro 
Spec Is of the Island, it was advisable 
and expedient to agree 40 a union 
with Canada on the Haythorne-Lainl 
terns, nod rejecting an amendment 
moved by the Conservative opposi­
tion to the eflifot that the said terms 
did not secure to the Island a sum 
sufficient to defray the ordinary and 
indispensable requirements of the 
Local Government.

The License Inspectors received a 
Christmas Box last week in the shape 
of some four hundred and fiftyfdollure 
of Scott Act fines which, since the re­
cent decision in the Supreme Court, 
they had collected from various parties.
