Our Ottawa Letter.
THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

The week in Parliament saw 
the passing of the resolution 
favoring the adoption of the a- 
mended Grand Trunk Pacific con­
tract. The government forces 
swallowed the changes one and 
all, despite the fact that at the 
last session of Parliament, they 
declared every provision wiped 
out by the new contract to be in 
the interests of the country and the 
people.

There were 116 Liberals in the 
House when the division was 
taken, but it is a regrettable fact, 
that while the question was un­
der discussion, not half of those 
who voted away $150,000,000 of 
the public funds found time to be 
present and gather information as 
to the wisdom of engaging Cana­
da in this gigantic presentation 
to a railway company to the ex­
clusion of the Intercolonial Rail­
way.

They recorded their vptes at 
the bidding of the party whip. 
They cared not a jot for the pro­
priety of the deal. Their leader 
had engaged to do something to 
raise an immense election fund 
and the men behind Am respond­
ed. Not until the last stages of 
the debate were the government 
forced to admit that they had 
concealed information which 
shows that the country is pledged 
to pay ont of the treasury for the 
Grand Trunk, millions of dollars 
additional in spot cash.

The Minister of Railways was 
shut out from the discussion and 
the Premier, who closed the de­
bate, did not offer a word in de­
fence of his proposals, but con­
fined himself to making a fren­
zied appeal to his supporters to 
vote and vote right. Such was 
the conclusion of the first stage 
of the job, an ending neither edi­
fying or advantageous to the 
country.

In condemnation of the scheme, 
and in favor of a railway for the 
people,* Messrs. Pope, Roche (Mar­
quette), Pringle, Henderson, Wil- 
mot, Hughes (Victoria), Kemp, 
Lefurgey, Thompson (North 
Grey) , Barker, Alcorn and Bell 
delivered strong and well pre­
pared speeches.

On July 30th, 1903, Sir Wilfrid Laurier 

in his speech on the original Grand 
Trunk Pacific contract, declared most 
vehemently that the work proposed by 
the government was a work of to-day 
and not of to-morrow. He endeavored 
to show that the country west of Lake 
Superior conld not endure a delay of 
twenty-four hours in the construction of 
the proposed new railway. Rat that 
theory has been exploded by the action 
of the Premier himself in extending the 
term of construction long beyond the 
period of construction which he pro­
nounced to be in the interests of the 
country. July 30th, 1903, has almost 
seen another year, but according to the 
testimony of the men who lead the Lib­
eral party, nothing has been done to 
farther the bnilding of the line which 
the first minister of Canada said was 
indispenetble to the growth of this coun­
try. On March 17lb, 1904, Mr. Etnmer- 
eon, Minister of Railways, informed Mr. 
Barker, the member for Hamilton, that 
there were no “ interim and other re­
porte, plans, maps, accounts, state­
ments, papers, documente, and corres­
pondence in possession of the govern­
ment, relating to the western and east­
ern divisions of the proposed transcon­
tinental railway.” On March 23th, Mr. 
Puttee, of Winnipeg, received an answer 
to the same effect. Farther than that, 
the Minister of Railways informed the 
House of Commons daring the present 
session, that so far as the present gov­
ernment was concerned, it did not know 
of a single individual who had been en­
gaged in surveying the mneh-needed 
railway. Here is another instance in 
which the administration has failed to 
keep faith with the electors. Sir Wil­
frid either believed hie words of July 
30th, 1903, or he was deceiving those 
who placed him in power. Accepting 
the former view of the case, he has aban­
doned a policy which he consider to be 
necessary for the proper development of 
his native land. Taking the latter view, 
the Premier has simply added another 
to a long list of insincerities. Neither is 
creditable to the leader of Canadian 
affaire, It is a proper policy which calls 
for the support of either argument.

TO SAVE MONEY FOR THE PEOPLE.
The importance of the exten­

sion of the Intercolonial to the 
Pacific should not be lost on those 
who are not now in a position to 
take advantage of the exceeding­
ly low freight ri^tes prevailing on 
government owned lines in this 
country.

BLAIS ENDORSES CONSERVATIVE POLICY.

Hon. A. G. Blair, whom Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier declares to be the greatest 
railway man in Canada, says in 
confidential, signed memorandum to 
the Government, under date of 
December 10th, 1902 : “ There is one 
certain means of putting the Inter­
colonial upon an interest-paying. basis, 
and that this is by the extension of its 
line. The Montreal extension has done 
much ; bat a further extension wilj do 
more. While the Government railway 
has captured the larger part of the 
traffic originating in Montreal and des 
lined for inland eastern and even ex­
port points, it has no connections west 
and is allowed to take only what traffic 
the two corporation railway do not 
care to retain.Jihemeelves. All winter 
shipments from the west ordinarily 
reach the seaports of St. John or Port­
land via the Canadian Pacific and 
Grand Trunk, respectively, and, al­
though the Intercolonial is fairly well 
placed to carry freight to Halifax and 
St. John, it must always remain ex 
eluded from that portion of the bnsi 
ness arising west of Montreal, so long 
aa present conditions continue.

“ The undersigned has long held the 
opinion that a port on the Georgian Bay 
should be reached by the Intercolonial, 
and thus a connection had with the 
Canadian Northern by water transport, 
qpeq and practicable for from four to 
six weeks longer than canal navigation.

News of the War.
Paris, April 27.—The St. Petersburg, 

correspondent of Le Matin says : I 
learn from a sure source that the 
Vladovistook squadron yesterday 
sank fonr Japanese transports which 
were convoying font thousand men.

Chicago, April 27.—A cable to the 
News from Kobe says : Under fall 
steam a strong squadron of Japanese 
armoured' cruisers were observed this 
morning making their way northward 
in the Japanese sea. It is believed the 
vessels were on their way to attemtp to 
cat off the Russians squadron that ap­
peared at Wanson on the east coast of 
Korea yesterday.

London, April 27.—No farther news 
from the seat of war has reached Lon­
don and there is no confirmation of the 
reported Japanese reverse on the Yaln. 
Stirring news is hourly expected both 
from the regions of the Yaln and 
Vladovostock.

Liao Yong, April 28.—The Japanese 
troops which crossed the Yaln River 
north of Enitjio. charged on the night 
of April 27th the Russian position near 
Lizavena village on the Manchurian 
bank of the river. They were repulsed 
bat the loss is not known. Two gun­
boats steamed up the river to support 
the Japanese when the Russians’ field 
battery opened upon them resulting in 

duel which lasted twenty minâtes. 
The Russian fire was too hot and the 
gunboats were forced to turn and 
steam out of range. Tne Japanese were 
facilitated in crossing by the occupation 
of the Island of Samalenda.

8t. Petersburg, April 28.—A Russian 
torpedo boat sank the Japanese military 
transport Kinshmmorn of four thousand 
tons on Tuesday night, with a 1 on 
board with the exception of seventeen 
officers and twenty soldiers, sixty-five 
of the crew and eighty-five coolies. 
The others who refnsed to surrender 
were sent to the bottom with the ship

8t. Petersburg, April 29.—The opera­
tions of the Vladivostok squadron have 
revived the spirits of the people who 
have been downcast since the destruc­
tion of the Petropavaloek, and the con­
sequent confinement of the remnant of 
the Port Arthur fleet to the harbor. 
The fact of the Russian navy doing 
something effective in the offensive, 
appeals to the popular mind which is 
unable to appreciate the inactivity of 
the fine ships of the Vladivostok 
squadron. It is generally recognized 
that Admiral Teez -n cannot do more 
than frighten the Japanese and compel 
them to exercise greater care in their 
military movements, as the sinking of 
a few transports or even cruisers an 
have no effect on the result of the war. 
Moreover be is bound by his instruc­
tions not to risk his ships, the intention 
being to keep them safe for an attack 
with the Baltic fleet when it arrives in 
the Pacific.

There are various rumors regarding 
tin sinking of the military transport 
Kiaslin Mara. One report has it that 
three thousand men were aboard the 
transport when she went down, but the 
Admiralty insists that there were only 
200. The Emperor ie highly indigent 
over the affair and may relieve Teszeo 
and order him to be court martialed. 
This report lacks confirmation in 
responsible naval circles where it is 
said that no other course conld be 
pursued and that the Admiral only 
fired when the Japanese refused to 
surrender and adopted a hostile atti­
tude.

St. Petersburg, April 28.—Disappoint­
ment prevails in 81. Petersburg that no 
official despatches giving details of the 
operations on the Yaln River have yet 
been made public. The Associated 
Press has obtained from the General 
Staff the following clear statement of 
the situation :

“ Before beginning the passage of the 
Yaln the Japanese evidently completed 
the concentration of two armies along 
the river, commanded by Generals 
Koroki and Oka. The total force ie 
100,000.

The Japanese then cimmenced the 
passage of the River and the Russians 
realized that it would be impossible to 
prevent their crossing. The Japanese 
front extended from Wijn as far as 
Piektong over eighty miles. We feced 
the possibility that they would cross at 
both the places and all we conld hope 
was to harrass and impede them.

•• The Japanese crossed at least at 
two points. Their first attemptt to 
force a passage near Cuang Che Kow, 
twenty miles above Wiju, near 
Siaopoussikbe on the Ponssikh*, a 
tributary of the Yaln was successful. 
This is important because a road leads 
from Siapoussl khe northeast to Kwao 
Tien, which commands one of the roads 
to Mukden.

On the stream near Sindiagon the 
Japanese were practically unopposed. 
At Tureuchen, lower down, our outposts 
directed a fire from a field piece so suc­
cessfully that they destroyed the moor­
ing and wrecked the pontoons. The 
enemy was thrown into dieoider and 
suffered considerable lose. Still farther 
down the stream the Japanese made a 
third attempt at crossing.

“ VVe do not think that ibe Japanese 
will attempt to land at Takushin or 
Tatnng kau now that they have crossed 
the Valu. The object of each landings 
baa been to cense a diversion so as to 
enable the Japanese to cross the river. 
Taknsban is not a good strategic point.”

Port Arthur, April 30.—All is quiet 
here.

Paris, April 29. The Temps corres­
pondent at 8:. Petersburg telegraphs as 
follows:

“ A Russian column is shout twenty 
miles from Gsnsan where the Japanese 
garrison has fortified i'self. The Vladi 
vostok squadron supports tne move­
ments of the Russian column. Some 
skirmishes bave occurred on ^he right 
bank of ihe Yaln, resulting favorably 
to the Russians. Thus far only the 
advance gnard of the Japanese has 
crossed the River, bat the passage 
of that entire Japanese army is im­
minent.”

London 'April 29—The Daily Tele­
graph’s Tokio correspondent asserts 
that the Russian croisera slipped past 
the Japanese squadron daring a fog 
and regained the harbor Vladivostok. 
This ie the only addition»! news that 
has reached London concerning the 
Vladivostok squadron.

No farther details have yet been 
received regarding the sinking of the 
Japanese transport Kinshin Mara, 
which incident is much commented 
upon here as proving that the Japanese 
placed too great confidence in their 
command of the sea, and there ie 
no doubt that it will induce greater 
vigilance on their part.

There is some inclination to criticise 
harshly the action of Rear Admiral 
Yeezsn, but most of this morning e 
papers prtfere to await particulars of 

e affair before passing judgment 
upon it.

The report that the Japanese have 
occupied Kinlien Cheng hai been con­
firmed.

According to the Standard’s Tien 
Tein correspondent, the whole country 
outside the Great Wall is abnormally 
flooded and any move of the land 
forces is impracticable for the present.

There are many beanty spots in 
Japan as will be seen from accompany, 
ing illustration. The atmosphere in 
that country is peculiar, and causes 
everything to stand forth with an ex­
traordinary vividness. Nature has 
done her work after the fashion of 
the artist, and done her work well. 
Interesting indeed are the views of a 
country which occupies so prominent a 
place in the world’s attention at present.

St. Petersburg, May 2.—The General 
Staff, account of operations on the Yalu 
River, is as follows :

At four o’clock Sunday morning the 
Japanese field batteries, with 49 gnns, 
opened a terrible fire on onr position at 
Tnrenchen, and our troops posted near 
Potietinsky. The overwhelming superior­
ity of the Japanese artillery, and the 
heavy losses fire inflicted on our troops 
occupying these positions, made It clear to 
General Saeonlttch that it was impossible 
to hold Turencheo.

In the forenoon of April 30th, and 
until five in the afternoon, the Japs shell­
ed our position at Turencheo from the 
batteries on the left bank where they had 
posted field and siege guns. They fired 
two thousand projectiles the same day.

In the forenoon the Japanese «crossed 
the Yalu attacking onr troops on the 
heights near the village of Khussan and 
turning our left flank. Owing to the 
great superiority of the Japanese forces 
we retreated to a position near the village 
of Potiotineky.

Tokio, May 2.—A Supplemental report 
from General Kuroki covering Sunday’s 
fighting says : “ The Russians made two
stands. The enemy’s strength included 
all third division, two regimmts, sixth 
division, one cavalry brigade, about forty 
quick firing guns, and eight maohine guns. 
We have taken twenty-eight quick firing 
guns, many rifles, much ammunition, 
twenty officiers eod men as prisoners. 1 
am informed that Mayor Kasht»lmtsky 
commander of the third division of East 
Siberian Rifles and Lieut. General 8as- 
samitch commander Zerond Siberian army 
corps were wounded. Onr casualties 
number about seven hundred and over 
eight hundred Russians were killed.

St. Petersburg, April 30.—The official 
declaration that Russia will not tolerate 
the mediation or intervention of a third 
power either during or after the war, re­
ceives hearty commendation from all 
classes of the community here. The cir­
cular note is reproduced in every news­
paper in the empire. It Is felt that 
Russia now has committed herself before 
the world to-a determination to fight the 
wir to the bitter end, and then permit no 
interference when she makes terms with 
the enemy. While commended there 
great curiosity Is manifested as to how 
this for-reaching decision of Russia will be 
received by the other powers.

Paris, April 30.—A number of Ameri­
can financiers are now here. Oae of the 
most prominent, who is in a position to 
know, said today that a Russian loan 
probably wanld be made before long, at 
five per cent., for three years, the bonds 
selling at between 97 and 98. The total 
amount is understood to be between 
$150,000,000 and $175.000,000. This will 
not be in the usual form of a loan, bat 
will be through short term notes or bonds.

London, May 2.—According to the 
Daily Telegraph’s Shanghi correspondent, 
the bulk of the supplies of the Russian 
Army at Liao Yang, are being conveyed 
to Feng Haun Cheng.

The ice-breakers were expected to com­
mence on Lake Baikal yesterday. The 
M.nohurian Administration of water-ways 
has issued a notice that the Ussuai and 
Sungari Rivers will soon open.

They have made that statement at 
public meetings and they have 
made it on the floor of this House.
THEY WOULD LIKE TO DECEIVE THE 

FARMERS

a little loDge>~4t^ they conld, they 
would like to try and make them 
believe that they were drawing the 
taxes from other sources. Well let 
ns look into the matter a little. II 
I can judge aright they have been 
drawing large taxes, from the 
farmers. They have collected in 
Land tax $328,993.27. If we add 
to this the Road tax which is col 
1-iO'ed from the fai mere, amounting 
to $39,911 the taxes collected from 
the tarmors of this Province amount 
to $368,804,97. Still they say they 
have collected little or no taxes 
from the farmers ; when in reality 
they have taken nearly four 
hundred thousand dollars or about 
one-half as much as was originally 
paid for the lands when they were 
bought out by the Government. 
This is the way the Government is 
trying to deceive the people. The 
total debt as acknowledged by them­
selves ie $666,655, but to that 
amount we must add the accrued 
interest on loans amounting to 
$4,581,00, and interest on Prince 
of Wales College debentures amount­
ing to $1,226, add amount due 
on contracts, making a total debt 
of $680,000 in round numbers. 
There ie alto another quarterV 
salary due the teachers. Probably 
if we but knew the exact amount 
of the debt we would find it to be 
between $725,000 and $750,000. 
This is the condition of affairs we 
find alter this Party has been in 
office for 13 years. This ie the 
Party that said they were going to 
run this Province without taxes. 
This is the Party that shouts loudly 
about the growing time. It i" 
indeed a growing time of debt 
deficits and interest. Our Liberal 
friends have been liberal in nothing 
but in taking taxes out of our pock­
ets, liberal in piling up debts, and 
liberal to their own friends. Let 
ns take into account the amount ol 
interest paid from the year 1891 to 
1903 inclusive and we find that it 
amounts to $220,831.29 almost a 
quarter of a million paid in interest 
and that by the people who said the 
era of deficits ie at an end. This is 
the “ Business is business” Govern­
ment. If that is business I think 
it is time the people of this Province 
rose in their might and told the 
Government that they want no 
more of such business. We have 
had some little evidence of that not 
very long ego. Some of our friends 
on the other side of the House went 
to the country at the recent elec­
tions and thought by their imagin­
ary logic and their counterfeit elo­
quence to persuade the people the 
electors should support them. It 
made no difference what sins they 
had committed, .
WHAT PLEDGES AND PROMISES THEY 

HAD BROKEN, 
they thought by their sophistry 
to pursuade the people that it was 
all right ; but they were mis 
taken. The people were not blind. 
They could see for themselves how 
things are managed, and they gave 
them their answer by returning two 
Opposition members. In 1891 the 
Liberals came before this House and 
the Premier said that he was desirous 

* of wiping out the debt that was 
against the Province., Henceforth, 
we were to have no debt. Every 
thing was to be plain sailing. We 
were to have a dean sheet. There 
has been some little dispute about 
the amount of that debt The Com­
missioner of Agriculture said that 
the debt was $128,000. I am quite 
willing to accept that statement. 
I heard the late Mr. Farquharson 
in miking hie Budget speech say 
that the debt was $128,000. I 
take it that these will be satisfactory 
to the Liberals. When Hon. Fred­
erick Peters found that he had this 
debt of)$ 128,000 or thereabouts be 
asked permission of this House to 
issue Debentures for $185,000 and 
then informed the House that from
ÙENCBFGRTH THERE WOULD BE NO 

MORE DEBT.
He got authority to issue Deben­
tures and they were issued. The 
money obtained from the sale of 
these debentures was sufficient to 
pay the floating debt and leave a 
surplus of several thousand dollars. 
Now, he paid off the debt or he 
did no!. If he did not he deceived 
the people. But whether he did 
or not the money received was 
more than sufficient for the pur­
pose. I made reference to this 
matter at a meeting at St. Peters 
and the Hun. member from Bay 
View (Mr. Simpson) got up and 
thought he was saying something 
very clever when he told a little 
schoolboy’s story, one that was as 
old as the hills and that created 
very little mirth. Had he origin­
ated anything of his own it might 
have been a little different but to 
try to force this chestnut on the 
people was no good. Now the 
Leader of the Government having 
received permission from the House 
to issue those Debentures may we 
ask did he pay the debt with the 
money received ? (Interruption 
by Mr. Read and Mr. Rogers) 
He was to repair the Provincial 
building with part of that amount;

whether this waa done or not I do 
not know. Perhape it was. He 
waa to carry out bis idea of making 
revenue and expenditure meet. I 
have shown, and every member on 
this side of the House who hss 
spoken has shown that there ie at 
present a little gap of $700,000 or 
thereabouts between revenue and 
expenditure. It we snbstract from 
that amount the sum of $128,000 
which was the amount of debt against 
the Province when the Liberals came 
in 1891, and if we snbstract from 
this the sum of $51,000 which was 
inherited by tbe Conservatives from 
the Davies Government that would 
leave the present Government re­
sponsible for about $625,000, quite 
an item for such a small Province as 
this. Our revenue is very limited ; 
we have no mines, no manufactures 
like Nova Sootia, New Brunswick or 
Ontario. The greatest possible ec­
onomy should be practised in order 
to keep revenue and expenditure as 
near each other as possible. If we 
continue rolling up such a large debt 
we shell reach that stage which 
Mr. Hyndman in his magazine 
article says we shall come tc; bank­
ruptcy. The members of this side 
of tbe House have always held that 
idea.* Why ie it that gentlemen of 
tbe Liberal party pretend to shut 
their eyes to these facts and try to 
make the people believe a different 
story when
THEY HEARTKNOW IN THEIR VERT 

AND SOUL

that this-is the condition of affaire, 
(interrupted by the Commissioner of 
Agriculture.)

When I vu interrupted I was 
about making some remarks con­
cerning the Morell bridge. There 
is the sum of $2,000 in the estimates 
for the new Morell bridge. I am 
not finding any fault with that. I 
believe the good people of Morell 
deserve the very beet kind of a 
bridge they oan get. They need 
one, ae the present structure ie in a 
very dangerous condition. It is 
hardly safe to pas over it. Probably 
the members of this House who have 
had occasion to pass it know the 
condition it is in. A bridge has 
been nbeded there for some time ; 
but it is most extraordinary that it 
never dawned upon the Government 
that a bridge was needed there until 
last winter when there was a con­
vention to choose a Government oan- 
"didate for that district to replace Mr. 
MoLsnghlin. The Leader of tbe 
Government and the Commissioner 
of Public Works went down in a 
special train. They took the plan 
of the bridge with them. It was 
not only tbe plan of the bridge they 
took with them. Rumor has it that 
they took something elee, some stuff, 
and when they exhibited tbe plan 
they alsqexhibited the refreshments. 
(Interruption by the Commissione 
of Public Works, who said they Vent 
on a freight train and that the re­
freshments were not exhibited while 
he and the Premier were at the meet­
ing.) Yon will notice Mr. Speaker 
that the Hon. gentleman does not 
deny that the staff waa there. Tfrere 
are many waye by which it could be 
brought there; however, it is on re­
cord that it was exhibited there with 
the plan. They say that some of the 
delegates did not get home until next 
day. It looked a little euspioioue 
to say the least, that they took ad 
vantage of their own convention to 
exhibit tbe plan. Men had been 
there boring through the ice. Mr. 
Fielding waa here shortly before. I 
I say that it did look suspioione 
that tbe plan was exhibited at this 
convention. Why did they not call 
a mass meeting of tbe people of 
Morell regardlees of politics, snd 
there show the plan t That would 
have been a business course. They 
were men on only one side ol 
politics who knew anything about 
that plan. If
THE PEOPLE OF MORELL ARE ENTITLED 

TO A BRIDGE,

and they are, and the beat bridge 
ibatcanbe builr, then I say they 
should have all been made ac­
quainted with,the plan. It bears on 
the face of it that there was a strong 
desire to influence the people. That 
this did not work ie shown by the 
fact that they gave me three votes to 
one for my opponent. The Laader of 
Government in making hie budget 
speech referred to the $2,000 for the 
Morell bridge. Tbe Commissioner 
of Public Works hsa stated that no 
tenders have been accepted. Sev- 
oral have been put in and none ac­
cepted. Tenders were called for 
this work and pnblished in the news 
papers on tbe 23rd day of February, 
dnd these lenders were to be in on the 
14-.b day of March. It was the time 
of year when mail connection with 
tbe main land was not very good ; 
the mails were frequently interrupt 

Days and days there were no

have to be used in the work and this 
conld not be procured here. We 
find that only three weeks time was 
given from the publishing of the 
tenders to the time they were to be 
opened, and when we consider that 
sometimes there were three days out 
of the week that we had no mail con­
nections with the Mainland we can 
see that parties outside of P. E. I, 
had no chance of tendering. It 
would take some time before con­
tractors could find out the cost of 
creoioted timber and other materials 
that were to be uied in tbe construc­
tion of this bridge. Therefore, it 
can be seen that three week’s was 
entirely too short a time in which to 
receive tenders. I say that if the 
Government were really sincere in 
asking for tenders,
THEY WOULD HAVE GIVEV MORE TIME.

There was a bridge built at Morell in 
1892. Tbe reason I make this refer­
ence is this, that there was a call 
issued for tenders snd a certain man 
by the name of Meltish put in a tender 
for $1600. There were other tenders 
considerably higher. It was not 
deemed proper or expedient that Mr. 
Mellish be given the contract, and a 
certain emissary was sent to him who 
bought him off for $30. In looking 
over the names of those who sub 
milted tenders we find the name of 
Oox occurring no less that five times. 
Five tenders were submitted in the 
name of Oox and the contract was 
given to Mr. R. N. Cox.

When the members of the Govern­
ment undertake to discuss public 
questions, they never refer to their 
own record. They talk about things 
that happened ten, fifteen or twenty 
yean ago. The Commissioner of 
Agriculture is very strong on that 
point. He made very little reference 
to the actions of his own Govern­
ment in his speech. I do not blame 
him. It is a very serious thing for 
•ny Government to have such a bad 
record as the present Government 
have. He knows that the political 
mask is torn off and that they will 
no longer be able to deceive the 
people as they have done in the past 
but that their day is near at an end, 
and in a very short time they will 
psss into political oblivion. Con­
siderable reference has been made to 
roads and bridges ; to summer and 
winter roads. Suppose we acknow­
ledge for tbe sake of argument that 
the roads are as good as they were 
thirteen, fourteen, fifteen years ago, 
does that improve their case any? 
Did not they come into power 
pledged to give us better toads? 
We are not a young Province now 
and are supposed to be progressing. 
We bave a right to progress as far as 
our roads are concerned. Anyone 
who has travelled over them knows 
that they are no better now than they 
were some fourteen or fifteen years 
ago. I have had occasion to travel 
over some of those roads and I must 
say that 1 have found them,
IN ANYTHING BUT A GOOD CONDITION,

I have found that in the case of 
great many of the bridgea, that is the 
small bridgea, that the planks are 
raised up two or three inches above 
the level of the road. People driv­
ing over those bridges are very liable 
to be upset from their carriages 
What is the use for tbe hon. gentle 
men on the opposite side of this

in future. I would like to have him 
at tbe next election, but I suppose we 
cannot have that privilege as he will 
be looking after his own skin in Be- 
deque.

in connection with the conduct of our 
public affairs, and the manipulating 
of the finances. Instead of revenae 
and expenditure meeting we now 
have a gap of $700,000. We have 
over a half a million dollars taken 
out of the people in taxes, nearly a 
quarter of a million dollars paid for 
interest on the Public Debt. This is 
the case with which those people 
have to go to the country. This i 
their record and I ask you Mr 
Speaker, if it is not a wretched and 
damaging one ? What hope can 
they have that the people will be 
any longer deceived by their sohpis 
tries and false promises and political 
deception. We are satisfied tbe 
mijority of the people in this Pro­
vince will not renew their confidence 
in them. On the contary, we feel 
confident that when the appeal is 
made the people will say to them, 
No I We cannot give you our sup­
port. You can deceive us no longer 
You have been a Government of ex­
travagance, that spent our money 
lavishly and extravagantly and rolled 
up a debt of $700,000 against this 
Province. Is it possible that the 
Government has any idea that they 
will win ? I certainly think they 
have not. I don't see how they can 
have. I am convinced that when 
tbe appeal is made the people of this 
Province will consign then to well 
earned, well deserved political ob­
livion.
