One far-away morning in 1569
a rather tired and ragged young
man limped through the gates of
the hospital of St. Giacomo with
a sore leg; says “ Rome,” in a
recent issue. The doctors dressed
it, and the surly attendants at
the place gave him semething to
eat. The. young man shortly after
secured a job among -them and
showed himself to be quite worthy
of it according to the standard of
time and place. He had frequent
rows with his colleagues, he spent
a good ‘deal of his time and waggs
in gambling, he neglected the
patients,and at last he was bundled
out of the place for neglect of
duty.

After that for five or six years
he led a very chequered career,
tighting against the Turks/fight-
ing an occasional duel, almost
getting shipwreeked, and gambl-
ing as usual. Arriving in Naples
at close of the war he lost at cards
all the money he had left and
after that he staked and lost his
sword, his arquebus, his powder
horn, his cloak and all the clothes
he could take oft without being
naked—and then he became a
Capuchin. But the sore leg began
to trouble him again, and once
inore he turned up limping at the
gates of St. Giacomo, and secured
another job there,

Now, however, a new spirit

began to animate him. He realiz-
ed the misery and the helplessness
of the sick, the disorder and im-
perfections of the hospital service,
the carelessness and the want of
heart of the mercenaries who at-
tended tham. For a while he did
his best with the instruments at
his disposal as manager of the
hospital, giving the
example of how hospital nurses
should treat their patients instruct-
ing, encouraging, rebuking them,
but at last coming to the con-
clusion that the only way to look
after the sick was to take them
out of the hands of the mercena-
ries and entrust them to the care
of men who would serve them for
the love of God.
And this is how Camillo de
Lellis founded his Congregation
of Ministers of the sick in the
neighboring church of
dei Miracoli.

A former gambler and swash-
buckler seemed hardly the man
for such a task, but he did manage
to get a few of the attendants of
St. Giacomo to join him. The
directors of the hospital did not
like the thing at all. Camillo was
evidently a crank; a revolutionary
probably he was trying to oust
themselves and get entire control
of the place. A few years before he
had been turned out for doing too
little, now he was threatened with
dismissnl for doing too mnch—in
fact, he had, the directors and
other excellent people thought,
quite missed the golden mean.
But he kept right on enrolling
new members in his little band
and putting on their breasts the
Red Cross, by which today you
may still recognize the Ministers
of the Sick, and also curiously
enough, that great international
lay army of men and women who
nurse the wounded in battle. He
not only enrolled them, but
instructed them, inflamed them
with his own spirit, taught them
to see in each of their patients the
very person of Christ, and while
attending to this and attending
to the sick he also found time to
study theology and prepared him-
self for the priesthood.

Patriareh of Antioch.

By the death of the Most Rev.
Lorenzo Passerini, Patriarch of
Antioch of the Latin Rite, and
Vice Camerlengo of the Holy
Roman Church, the Holy See has
lost a servant who labored faith-
fully in Rome for over fifty years,
Born in Cortona, the native town
of St. Margaret, on November 29,
1837 he was in due course ordain-
ed there. Later, he came to the
Academy of Noble Ecclesiastics,
Rome, where he studied for some
time. He filled various positions
in the Eternal City including shat
of Commendatore of Spirito
Santo which he held for many
years, and also that of President
of the Hospice of St. Galla, an
institution which he served. for
a quarter of a century, resigning
only a few weeks ago, when he
found that his death could not
be far distant. The Vice-Camer-
lengo of the Church belonged to
the ancient house of the Counts
Passerini of Cortona, and was
known throughout Rome as a
zealous friend of she poor.
