THE TROUBLE BETWEEN TH* 
FRENCH AND AMERICANS.

A good deal of excitement wae caused 
through the City by the report that Mr. 
Poussin, the Envoy from France to our Go­
vernment, had raerived his pass porte with* 
out having asked fur them, and stocks fell 
in consequence.

The facts, as we have them on good au­
thority, are as follows Some weeks cine# 
Mr. P«meain made upon the (internment at 
Washington a demand for indemnity for • 
French ship damaged or captured at Ver* 
Crus in the Mexican War. Several letters 
were exchanged beixveeo tt6 Envoy and Mr. 
Clayton on the subject, in the course of 
which the former indulged in remarks 
which were deemed positively insulting t® 
our Government. In q«*r.iequence of ibie 
the correspondence with*him was suspend­
ed, and a copy of the offensive letter was 
transmuted directly to Paris, xvilh the ex­
pressed wish that lie should be recalled 
without delay. We are informed that Mr. 
Du Tocqueville, the French Min ster of 
F««reign Affaire, replied, maintaining th® 
same ground as had been taken by Mr. 
Poussin, and declining to recall him. It ie, 
however, reported «m the other hand, that 
a newer haa been received from Paris, but 
that, having waited a sufficient time in vain, 
the dismissal of the Envoy has taken place ; 
hut xve have reasons of supposing the ver­
sion we have given above to be more au­
thentic. It was, no doubt, thia very mat­
ter which carried the President suddenly 
back to Washington from his northern four. 
We are told ihat the question of Mr. Rivee* 
rereption at Paris wae out involved in the 
afftir.

It haa been said Mr. Pouaein received hie 
«lisoiiasal some days since, but we under­
stand that such was not ihe case. He baa 
been stkjrng in thiscPy recently, and left 
for Waslmigion yesterday. ^

The frigate Portsmouth, under orders f-«r 
the Mediterranean, was yesterday counter­
manded, bv te'«'graph despatch fiom Wash­
ington. This is fimposed to have eume 
connection with the d.fficultjr.

At a recent meeting of the Cabinet, It 
was decided that the position tak*»n io ref* 
erence to the question out of which the af­
fair has grown, could not be receded from. 
We presume this is as it ehoiiM be, and 
though it may aee.n to render the issue 
more grave, it is not too much to say that 
there is no dinger of a serious rupture be­
tween the two countries. At this time of 
day the United Stales and France are not 
going to war about such a matter. We 
have no fear for ihe national honor in Ihe 
hands of Gen. Taylor and hi* Cabinet ; nor 
is our confidence in this respect i*ny the lees, 
breaute we believe this question will be 
settled by peaceful négociation, without se­
rious harm to anybody except the frighten­
ed sellers of stocks, and for losses of Ibal 
s.irl we cannot fee any very deep sympa­
thy . There will be peace, and an honora­
ble peace: of ihat let eveiy body be assured.

Unpleasant as this incident may be, it 
cannot, if contained by proper reasons on 
the part of the French Government, afford 
occasion for any just exception on the part 
of ©or Government.

It is expressly laid down by the writers 
on the l*ws of nation», end parliculerly by 
Mr. Wheaton, that “one Court may refuse 
to receive 4 particular individual as Minis 
ter from another Court, mlleging the. motive» 
vs which tuck réfutai it grounded.” It re­
mains to be seen what motives will be 
•ieigned for this act.

It ieprobable that they will refer to the 
despatches of Mr. Rives, during hie former 
mieàlon, to our Government, announcing 
the successful conclusion of the treaty by 
which France agreed to pay the U. State* 
$5,000,000 ne an indemnification for spolia­
tions of our commerce. It will be remem­
bered that these despatches, being published 
by our Government, went back to France, 
and contributed to that irritation which for 
e time seemed to threaten war.

Mr. Rives sailed from New Yo'k in a 
recent steamer, for Liverpool, on Ins way to 
Paris. In the event of hie not being recei­
ved by the French Government, the duties 
will devolve upon the n«*wlv appointed 
Secretary of Legation, Mr. Sindford, of 
Connecticut.

The following remarks of the New York 
Commercial Advertiser on the Bostofi Tra­

• * • On the back of these comes a
difficulty with France, if the preceding ac 
count is authentic, which may prove more 
serious than wav of the others—not to men 
lion the notable affair of the Mosquito 
Kingdom.

We suppose that, if all the truth could he 
known, there is no particular depth of affec­
tion on the part of the French Government, 
just now towards our Republic. A suspi­
cion to that effect is indicated by the slight­
ing. not to say disrespectful, manner of the 
former on several occasions where res poet 
might have been shown naturally and unob­
trusively, as well as handsomely—-as ha* 
been noticed in some of our journals ; and 
the fact, supposing it to be a fact, mar be 
accounted for-perhaps, as well by a con­
sciousness of something like ingratitude on 
the part of Louis Napoleon and hie Minis- 
t r*t considering the promptitude with 
which the Gallic*Republic was taken into 
brotherhood by our own, as by the alronglv 
suspected despotic leanings and aspirâo ns 
of the French President and the sharp indig­
nation with whicfr|t|ecent French doings 
have been commented on in this country— 
that, «imposing our newspapers to bo much 
read in Paris.

Assuming, however, that Louis Napoleon 
has struck hands, with tho Czar ofttuseia, ae 
is confidently affirmed, and meditates a 
transfer of France from the c- tegory of 
Republics to that of empires, it is not at all 
unlikely that he may be silly enough to 
think it not a bad move—rather indeed a 
feather in his cap—to begin by offering an 
insult to tho first of the Republics.

That the refusal to receive Mr. Rives, 
would be an insult, we think can hardly be 
questioned : it clearly would be meant as 
ench, sad in these affairs the intention goes 
for more than the act itself. Rut before we 
begin to speculate upon the course that may 
be demanded of our Government under the 
circumstances, we may as well take some 
measures to ascertain what likelihood there 
is of the purpose being actually entertained 
that ie imputed to the French Cabinet.

If ihefo was any mistake in the arrange- 

ments-of the Canadian union, it wae in the 
choice of the capital. The uniform experi­
ence of federal unions proves the necessity 
of, selecting a seat of government as free 
is possible from local pcrterbaiions and in­
terests. Accordingly, the sagacious foun­
ders of the great American commonwealth 
did not aim at making Boston, or New York, 
or Philadelphia the rival of lepublican Rome 
but planted their federal Icgslature to a sepa­
rate district, far away from the existing 
haunts of commerce and wealth. What­
ever difficulties there were to be surmount­
ed in this instance, there were also 
in tho choice,of a capital for the common 
government of our Biitish and French pop­
ulations on the St. Lawrence—Montreal 
was recommended by its geographical posi­
tion, but by nothing else. Its populace 
had long been notorious as the roughest and 
most turbulent in the New World. It wag 
already tho scene of party strife, and while 
• he French population continued numerous 
enough to keep up national jealousies, the 
British increased in far greater ratio. The 
remit now shows that a Canadian Parlia­
ment will alway* have to fi^ht for its inde­
pendence, and a Canadian Governor-General 
will always have to fight for hie dignity 
against the Montreal mob. A few hundred 
men of the lowest class, swollen by out­
casts from the neighbouring union, and in­
stigated more or less openly by a disap­
pointed faction itself, will be‘sufficient to 
keep both the Legislative and the Execu­
tive in continual trouble.

This is tho real account of tho Canadian 
disturbances. Imagine a fifth-rate sea-port 
m the country suddenly exalted into a seat 
of government and the resort of political 
Agitators. Imagine a provincial lo.vn in 
the enjoyment of a perpetually contested 
election, with Whigs and Tories ever bid­
ding against one another. There you have 
Montreal at once, excepting that Montreal. 
■»ver and above all the sources of mischief 
in a British town, contains a population al­
most divided between its English, its Irish, 
and its French ingredients. This is more 
Iran enough to account for all that ha* ta­
ken place and is still taking place m that 
city. The majority of the Parliament in 
«•no way, the majority of the mob another : 
Ao, without a moment disputing tbe fact 
that the Whole colonial population is fairly 
represented in Parliament the local mob at­
tempts to'imiiiiidale and virtually depose not 
merely the representative of the Sovereign 
but even the representatives of the people. 
The attempt is intelligible, and need excite 
no surprise ; for it is also most outrageous 
and most impudent, and must be put down. 
France tolerates that Paris—an ancient, a 
populous, and a most splendid metropolis, 
that f«r many centuries has set the fashion 
to the provinces—should continue to exer­
cise that immemorial privilege : but the 
mob of Montre»' has about ae Mile pre 
tension to overrule the two millions of Can 
ada, as the mob of Sunderland, of Limerick, 
or Dundee has lo govern the twenty seven 
millions of these isles.

At this distance, with necessarily imper­
fect information, it is not easy to see why 
the Iasi disturbances should not have been 
anticipated by judicious arrangements of 
the soldiery and police. All that can be 
said is that such things have happened in 
this country, and will probably happen 
again. On the 15th ult several of the lead­
ers in the former outbreak were arrested, in 
some instances after a little opposition.— 
One might naturally suppose that extraor­
dinary precaution would be taken at such a 
juncture. However, it appear* a mob was 
suffered to assemble, to attack Mr. LiFon- 
tainn’s residence, break down the gate, and 
advance within 20 feet of the house with the 
evident intention of burning it to the ground. 
Mr. La Fontaine and his friends gave Vie 
scoundrels the reception they deserved.— 
One fellow paid the penalty of his meditated 
crime on she spot, and the,rest took warn 
mg by Ins fate. It ie, however, a matter 
of regret that a great officer of the St ate

Parle, io France, lee! month ; and a very beauti­
ful letter Addressed to the Congress by the ven- 
erab!a the Arch-Bishop of Paris. When we. 
twelve months ego, announced our intention of 
writing a erriee of an idee ea the iniquitous and 
barbarous practice of war, we little expected 
that before we should have time to fulfil our in­
tention, a meeting of great end noble minded 
philanthropists from the various civilized nation* 
of ihff world would be held in the capital of 
Earope, for the .espreaa purpose of directing the 
attention of mankind to the atrocious rature of 
wnr. We little expected that the subject of our 
Ewe ye would he anticipated by a publie discus­
sion, and a division in the most enlightened 
Legislature in the world. Such, however, we 
ere happy to state, has been the ease. Ricwawn 
Co BD* l« divided the British Ffenae of Commons 
on the question ol rettling national dispute* by 
arbitration instead of having r*ronr«e to the 
battle-field, end seventy-nine British Statesmen 
have recorded their conviction to the world, 'hat 
war ia an unnecessary, an expensive and a dea- 
perately barbarous n reef ice. The Peace Con­
gress "Ilia assembled at Paris and in mature 
deliberation haa published, Io all nations, a 
manifesto against the cruelly the immorality 
and the irréligion of all war The great work 

*flf humanity ie thus fairly h*gon, not noon a 
emailscale—not by the Eeesys'or declamation* 
of obscure individuals, nor by the i.o1ii*d eger- 
lions of local " Peace Soe^e^e*,»» but by menus 
capable of exerting an influence on th» civilized 
world. The gauntlet n fearlessly thrown down, 
and the abettors of the wsr system, must defend 
themselves by some better arguments thsn mere­
ly to tell no that human nature ia depraved.— 
that men are wicked, and have fonght, and mill 
ahoays fight. We cannot see any weight in
such argument*—or rather there is no argument 
ie such nonsense—we are aware that men are 
wicked and depraved, that lh*v do fight, and 
swear, and drink, and cheat, and lie. and steal, 
end commit merder—but we ere not aware that 
they are under any necessity to do so. We are 
sot aware that, in doing so. they are in the way 
sf their doty. We believe that they are replsim- 
aWe—that by proper training and cultivation, a 
«generaflou may com* that will d-iegt these prwe- 
licee, aod will be guided ir their conduct by 
those sentiments and dispositions that ennoble 

Immae eetor», esff és*TmHa,e man to the moral 
perfection# of hie Maker. But men will never 
turn better by being laid that they are naturally 
bed. nnd must necessarily «entions eo i If we 
wish to improve-merfkiod, we must fell them 
that they are improveeble. and *hst it is (heir do­
ty t# improve. Tn*tesd of telling men that they 
will become moral after they become Christiane, j 
we think they should be told that they should 
.become moral tn order to hero me Christiane—we 
think they should be distinctly and emphatically 
informed, that eo long as (hey continue to get 
druok, and <o iorse. and lie, and cheat, and fight, 
they oatsnot pottiVy become Christians—if they 
wish to be Christiana, they moat first abandon 
these vice#.

If men are not improveeble—if they are inca­
pable of being weened from immoralities and 
evil habits, then we must look upon all efforts 
end associations for the moral improvement of 
mankind as a© much unmeaning thmm-wae^ — 
But we know that Temperance societies—Qua­
kerism end «May other similar institutions have 
produced a remarkable end a valwtb’e reformation 
on the moral conduct of thousand* of individuals, 
and afford' ea ample ground for "believing that 
the flagrant vices of society can he checked and 
subdued by u vigilant alien non to the moral col­
lars of yoeib.

The War advocates teti os that we are too 
eorn ia the field—that mankind require to kill 
eaek other for u long time yet, before they can 
be persuaded to eel ea rational end respectable 
beings. Perhaps the barbarities of war may con­
tinue to be perpetrated for a long time—they 
will continue to be perpetrated for ever, if every 
mas will jeet continue to urge this argument 
aguiost nil attempts at improvement—if every 
men will jnst continue to say it is too soon to 
begin the reformation, then it will be for ever 
too soon I A hundred years of Voting, and 
writing, aod reasoning were required to put down 
the hellish practice of teiteh-burning ! hut rea­
son and philosophy did put it down, and if these 
" too scon” Moraliste will just give us their as­
sistance. there ie e very strong probability that 
war can be pel down ie lea* than one half of that 
period ! We really feel sorry to hear rational 
mea, yea, religions mea unintentionally patron­
izing iniquity, by lulling the vicious portion of 
mankind that it is too soon to abandon their 
wickedoeas ! Tfyr firet questions for every 
Cbriatiio, and, especially, for every Christian 
Clergyman to investigate, are simply these, viz : 
la Universal Peace desirable T is it moral 7 is it 
iu harmony with the principles eud spirit of the11 
Christian Religion T These questions are uni­
versally answered ta the affirmative, and we cer­
tainly think it ie eat 'No# soon" to introduce 
the principles of Christianity practically into 
society.

for England, Moeurs. Cobden and C. Ilmd- 
Icy ; fur Am-rica, Messrs. Burritt and Wal­
ker : for Belgium, M. Vouchers, Stc.

Tho programme ol resolutions was then 
submitted as follow*.:—

•< Recourse to arms being 9 unige con­
demned alike by religion, morality, reason, 
and humanity, it ie the duly of all men 
to adopt measures calculated to bring about 
the abolition of war ; anil tho following re 
errin'ions w ill bo submitted io ihe frit tide of 
universal pear#, assembled in the Congress 
st Paris in the 2:2nd, 83rd, 2Uh, nnd 25th 
Angtiosf, 1849

« I. As peace alone can ensure the mor- 
snd material interests of ir.lion», il is the 
duty of all goveruients to submit to arbitra­
tion all differences that arise between them, 
and to respect the decision of arbitrators 
whom they may choose.

“ g. It is of the highest importance to 
call the attention of governments to the 
necessity of entering, by a general and si 
multatcous measure, upon a system of dis 
armament, for tho purpo-e of reducing th»* 
national expenditure, nod of removing at 
the same tune a permanent cause of di-quie­
tude, and irritation from among tho nations.

“3. The Congress recommends all the 
friends of peace to prepare public opinion 
tn their respective countries, for the for­
mation of a Congress of Nations, who*e 
sole ohjeet i' should be to frame a code of 
international laws, on ju-t principles, and 
to constitute a Sifpiëme Court, fo ivhich 
,hould be submitted nil questions relating 
to the reciprocal rights and duties of na­
tions.

** 4. The Congress condemns all loans 
and taxes intended for the prosecution of 
wars of ambition and conquest.

‘ 5. The Congress recommends its mem 
here to endeavour to eradicate from the 
tho minds of all, in their respective coun­
tries, both by moans of a bolter education 
of youth, and by other practical prejudices 
and hereditary hatreds which hive so often 
been the cause of disastrous wars.

“6. The Congress add rosies the same 
invitation to all ministers of religion, whose 
sacred mission is to Atcournga feelings of 
good-will among m»*ri : as well as to the 
vari ’us organs t-f 'hp press, which exercises 
so powerful an influence over the progress 
of civilization.

" 7. The Congress earnestly hope* for 
• he improvement of the means of interna 
tionil reform ; for lho universal adoption 
of the communication ; for the ex'ension of 
postal reform ; for tho universal adoption of 
the same standard of weights, measures, 
and coinage ; and for the multiplication'of 
peace societies, which shall keep up a cor­
respondence with each oth*r.

M g. Toe Congress decides that the com­
mittee be instructed to draw up an address 
to al! nations, embodt ing the resolutions of 
the Congress ; and that this address shall 
be presented to the various government*, 
ani that special moans be taken to bring it 
under the aMen'i -n of the President of tho 
French Republic.”

The awsemb'y was then ad Iressed by M- 
V. Hugo, in an el «quint speech, and was 
followed by M. Ve-cher*. President of the 
Peace Society of Bms*ell*.

It was announced that 500f. would tv* 
given for a Peace K«*ny, and 500f. for the 
Vrot-ceUectioa of facts showing tho horrors

The Secretary read an essay on »h's sub­
ject, hv the Rev. Dr. Godwin, of Bradford, 
V rk-hire.

M- Bonnelliar addressed himself to the 
moral advantage* to bo gamed bv inculca­
ting doctrines of p»ac#\ with a view to ad- 
van'agee more or less distant rather than 
tmuiediate. by preparing the minds of peo­
ple an l of g.itcrmenfs for the time when 
universal peace will be the rule of bumaei
ty.

The Rev. John Burnett rejo’ced to see eo 
large an assembly. This was a practical 
refutation • f the slander that France and 
England wore natural enemies. The whole 
meeting stood up and cheered.

The Pasteur Coquerel stood up and re­
peated the expressions in French amidst re­
newed cheers.

Mr. Burnett resumed by saving they 
were natural friends. It never would d" 
for next door neighbours to be enemies— 
it was foolish, and Franco waa n • fool.—. 
(Laughter.) lie went on to say that if 
England end France declared against war, 
it would be impossible. It waa asked what 
did they mean to do f Did they want to 
disarm nations, and let them loose ou one 
another ? By no means ; they wanted no 
arms at all. What they wanted was arbi 
(ration, established on such principles a* 
that no nation conld refuse to accept the 
award of such tribunals. The Rev. gentle 
man proceeded to argue that they ought 
not to refuse the co-operation of those who 
only went certain legths with them. The 
Rev. gentleman marie a happy allusion to 
the flag# of different nations that were in 
tertwined peacefully together, which elici­
ted loud cheers. In reference to,the great­
ness of nations, he hoped the lime would 
come when the distinction ♦' great," would 
only apply to morale and intelligence, not 
to military power.

After this speech, which was greatly ap­
plauded, Ihe Meeting was suspended.

The Archbishop of Paris had been invited 
to presid»*, hut decl.ned, on account of ill 
heat h. Wo have not room to day for th»* 
excellent letter which he addressed to the 
Commit'ec on the occasion.

The Parisians are inclined to ridicule the
Congress. They will ridicule anything__
But it cannot be donb rd that such meeting»» 
wid exert a i owerful influence on publu 
opinion, and by this tn**an» on Governments. 
Whatever tend» »o unite nations, to facili­
tate intercourse betweyn them, and thus to 
promote universal brotherhood, is beneficial 
to our race, and should be encouraged bv 
all true philadi hroptal*. The objects t> 
ihe Peace Congres» are noble. Many years 
will elapse before they are folly realised, anil 
•he entire abolition uf war may be regarded 
aa far distant • yet as benevolent and Chris- 
tian principle/, i.-o ciWitiiteb promut 
gated, the appeal to arms will be lésa an»' 
less frequent, and will always be tho last 
resort. The " game” of war will be relue 
tanily played, and will at length be forgot 
• eo.

The three 
fire! of these are known to us in a gaseous 
form. Carbon ie pure charcoal, and when 
burned, it combine» with the oxygen of the 
air in certain and exact proportion», form­
ing carbonic acid. These fourero termed 
by chemist» organic bodies, and they are 
susceptible among themselves (and with 
the organic constituents of pjantsl of form­
ing an infinity of chemical combinat mne, 
and yielding an endless variety of products.

The atmosphere we breathe, end in which 
plants grow and liwe.ie composed principally 
of a mixture of oxygon and nhrogm gsses, 
in the proportion, very nearly, of twenty- 
one of the former to seventy-nine of the 
11* ter. It also C 'D*ains, as • const tuent 
accessary to Vie very ex:»tenco of vegeta­
ble life, a «mall per rentage of carbonic and 
on an average of about one twenty-five 
hundretli part, and however incredible i- 
may aerm to those unecquain'ed wiih egri 
ejftural chemistry, yet it is a fact, that 
from »hia source is derived about one lull 
ef the aoiiJ substance of all plants that 
grow upon the face of the gl-»be.

At the first view it would seem impoesi 
ble that this wnciretvly small amount of 
carbonic acid diffused through the atmos­
phere could supply to growing plants the 
carbon found in their aoltd parts, as it 
•mounts to frdm for'y to fiftv per cent, of 
all trees, plants, and vegetables, in fact, ail 
the paris of plants which are cultivated for 
the food of man or anuutJ’', and unq iPslion 
ably most oi this carbon is derived directl- 
from the air, bv the agency of the loaves of 
plant», although there ran be no doubt but 
avioall proportion of it is taken up by the 
roots mixed, with water, and some i f the 
Inorganic matters that are in solution, such 
as potash, Iune.&c;.

When we reflect that the atmosphere not 
•nly entirely surrounds the each, but ex­
tendi in every direction about forty-five 
miles 14 an j it the who'eacid wefe collected 
in a stratum or bed occupying the lower 
part of the atmosphere, such a stratum 
would have the thickness of ab->ui thir­
teen feet and this would be spread 
over the entire waters of the pcoine, seas, 

/S lakes, rivers, the deserts of «an Is, the fro 
Sen regions of lit*» p -les, and in fact over 
•very part and place of the globe, and by 
the wisdom of the Great Contriver, this gas 
is, in mniuneratile wavs returned to the air 
•s fast aa abstracts ', by growing plants.— 
Here, then, o«*r wonder ce*-e*.

We know, if wo take a given quantity by 
weight, iif w'dl-seasoned wood, and disti­
ll in a close vessel, or burn it in heaps cov­
ered over so as to exclude the free acre;-» 
of air, wood charcoal is left behind. When 
this process is well performed, the charcoal 
will weigh from forty to fifty p<*r ^cml an 
much as the wood did. 'I'he charcoal con 
•lata of carbon, with a alight Xtin'xture < n!y 
of earthly matter and saline matter, which 
remains behind when the coal or carbon is 
burned in the oi'cn air. When the charcoal 
or carbon is horned in the open air, it com­
bines with the oxygen of the air, to keep 
up the combustion, and *he wholo of the 
coal enters into a chemical union with the 
oxygen, and forme carbonic acid, nr in nth 
•r words, carbonic acid consiste of oxygen, 
with a definite or fixed quantity of charcoal 
or carbon dissolved in it. This ga»« it com - 
posed of two proportions of oxygen and one 
of carbon. In this elate it is taken in by 
the leaves of plants. The leaves of plants 
are their lungs, and they po-seas the power 
of absorbing from the air carbonic acid, and 
la daylight it it decomposed, but much 
more rapidly in clear sun light. When 
thus decomposed in the leaf, the oxygen i-i 
set free, end if again restored to the atmos­
phere, but the carbon is returned and min­
gled with the true sap of the plant ; end m 
obedience to those mysterious laws of che­
mical combination, is mado to form n moiety 
of ihe endless variety of wood, fruits, rec I- 
fir. winch are the résulta of vegetable life.

It may seem a mystery how the leaf of 
• plant can take from the air the carbonic 
acid, when in such apparent smill qum'itt 
and separate the carbon from its oxygen-— 
We grant it .is a mÿ tory ; but then we 
know for a certain! v the fact of the leaves of 
plants possessing Uvm power of absorption 
and decomposition '• 11 is the way the growth 
of a plant hat been provided fur—the Crea­
tor has so willed it.

Plants take from the atmosphere, by their 
leaves, carbonic acid, a deleterious gas, an I 
decompose it, and restore to it tho oxvg-n 
that is taken into the longs of animal*, 
which combines with the cirhon of the 
food, and by the procee* of respiration is 
given off lo the atm >apliere in the form if 
carbonic acid, the food of plant*.

I ia sometimes said that politicians and 
gamblers play into each other’s hands for 
their own private good.

? From the American Avricuhurtet.
REMARKS ON TOP DRESSING.
The waste caused by the washing by 

rains and melt in/ enowa in my opinion, i* 
the only object'on to putting manure on the 
surface of the soil. In all other respecta I 
think it decidedly preferable to top-lreaa. 
f»%r‘icu!arly grass lamia. If tins cam- it he 
d me in tlm winter, I prefer to haul the ma­
nure on in the summer and spread it soon 
after the hay i* off the ground as possible. 
At that sons->n the rains are noi so heavy a* 
Vo cause much surface wa'er ; but at etch 
shower, Vie soluble parts of the manure di* 
solve, wash down and act immediately on 
the m its of tie pi to *, caui ng the n to 
continu ' their growth, ti till checked by 
fro*«. Should there be an excess of tin* 
liqoiJ manur»*, it will descend I »wer into 
the oarth, at ever? succeeding shower, and 
when onrft deposited there, will never a«- 
rend. ( We cannot concur in th<a opinion. 
Manure u»*y ho w.vled by evaporating in 
the air, as well as'hv de-ren ling too deep 
into tho earth.—-Koi.) Oi very p »ron- 
emlv, however, •* •"■ j.i.,,.. j 
have known gravelly land, whero rotten 
in mure has be**n ploughed in before the 
commencement of the fall ram*, and much 
ef its strength washed out of the reach of 
the ro its of inoat km la of grain, could not 
be brought up again without very deep 
ploughing or by planting, or «owing such 
kinds of vegetables aa pos»eaa Jeep—march 
ing roots.

I strong!v advocate top-dressing for win­
ter graie whan the «now or frost will admit 
af petting it on. If thegreend tv sufficient

ly hard to hear horses and and their load», 
no harm will be done, either to the land or 
team, in the absence of enow. I have seen 
this experiment tried, in many im-ter.ee», 
with great success on stiff clay soils.

I have tried top-dressing on clay mead-

ease double the quantity, and in the third
instance treble the amount. The former 
was exhansted the third year—the next 
produced a good crop the second year, but 
was exhausted at the end of the season— 
but in the latter case, the crop» were equal 
for five years ! This experiment convinced 
me practically that 1! ere Was no loss by 
evaporation, and encouraged me to hold the 
position I now advance.

DRILLING IN WHEAT.
We are convinced that putting in wheal 

with a drill is not oi ly the preferable i Ian, 
but that a great saving of seed mav he effec­
ted by it, and an increased product by it 
obtained. To sow a 100 acre field broad­
cast, a* it ought to be, will require 200 
bushels of seed : whereas 126 hush* Is if 
put in witji the machine, will answer fully 
a* well, thereby saving 7b bushels in seed 
mg 100 acre*. 'I’he ridge ramed by the 
machine pr-dectr the plants through th-* 
winter ; and in spring, if the roots should 
iot be thrown out. many, if not most of 
hem, will be covered by Ihe crumbling 

down of ihe ridge*. All that woidd be ne- 
re«sary to render this certain, would he. ie 
the spring, »o pa*s a roller ov* r ihe field, 
as soon as the frnrt was out of the ground 
and the a il dry ; a« the pressing, or coin 
•re»* ion of the ridges? w nu I d-necessar i ly 
over up mod of the roof a that urght he 

found exposed noon the surface, and thus 
ensure their taking root and growing.

Résilié, the intervals between the drills, 
would secure a free circula inn of air thro* 
the plants while growing, and be pa-ticu 
larly serviceable in proven* ing, to a very 
great extent,.the giam from fr«>s*. If the 
cause f-r this disease be atmospheric, ami 
we heli »ve it is. the free circulation of sir 
could r.ot fail to b® productive of the good 
wo have claimed for it.

TiiRRaiUNO out Gram.—We have ever 
been the advocate of earls threshing out 
grain, and equally so that the grower should 
avail himsclt of the first opportunity whrh 
mav nre*en* ils»T" of sel'ing advantageous 
ly. By such a cour<e. he secure* hiuiseN 
against loss alike from hi«t poultry and ver 
min, and from -lirinknc*—» lo«s that, we 
are sure, amounts to at least 20 per ren'.. 
where the threshing, cleaning, and sale irvy 
he delà red ax or fight months, as is fre­
quently the case.

Autumnal Fowimo—It ha» long been 
the practice with our most intelligent gard­
ener*. to sow the weeds of retain vrgrta 
hh s in the fall. Tbf onion n often sowed 
a« eyrlv a« September, and we have seep 
seres on the fir»t «>f November, green with 
• he voting spires. Gobbet, in hi.v “ Amer 
iean Gardener,” recommends the sowing of 
other seed* in Autumn, — tho e of the Hcm 
carrot, parsnip.
