He began his reign them on 
the last day of February, 1856, aud the evrota 
of it are so recent, besides being, by tfeir 
importance, so well known, that it eao 
scarcely be necessary now to write their his­
tory. In the year after be assumed office the 
mutiny broke out, and he bad to stem it as be 
could.

are many splendid collection*, especially from 
Australia, Tasmania, Jamaica aud Hungary, 
yet it is admitted on all hands that Canada 
stand# first in the completeness of the collec­
tion and in the arrangements and classifica­
tion. Of course the tropical counlries send 
woods ol deeper and richer colors than are 
found in the Canadian forests. That a collec­
tion such ns we have, could be got together 
in so short a period iu mid winter shows the 
richness of the country in woods. I find,too, 
the preference for thv light colored Canadian 
woods increasing, as being more suitable and 
cheerful in the dark climate of England. The 
Canadian maples, ashes, hickory, black wal­
nut, w hite wood, birch, button wood, (plant- 
tree) and many oilier*, are much admired. 
Numerous inquiries for Canadian woods have 
been made by lumber dealers from Germany 
uud France, as well as from England. Some 
of these asking for cargoes of it. The models 
of cars scut by Mr. Sharp, of Hamilton, of 
the Great Western Railway, are much ad­
mired. There being no sleeping cars in 
England, his model is a novelty, and 
complete, crowds of visitors examined it every 
day. The Canadian oils have just been ad­
mitted. At first they wëre expelled from the 
building, and we have had much trouble, ex­
tending over two months, in our efforts to get 
them into tbe building. I bud sometime be­
fore the'opening of the Exhibition instituted 
an inquiry and found the oil in the American- 
and even more dangerous oils in the British, 
German and other courte. You will ask why 
this injustice. I can oulj answer that in man) 
things there has been the moat unpardonable 
blundering.

Tho allusions which you have seen made to 
tbe Canadian timber trophy, complaining of 
its height, and that it obstructed the view of 
a oertaiu window, you are to take not to im­
ply any innate uglineaa iu the trophy, but an 
expressing the desire of those interested,in 
tbe window to get a view of it from a particu­
lar point.

1 were in doubt a# to 
the wisdom oi hie policy f but it ie now cob* 
fessed that iu tha$ terrible emergency hr dis­
played extraordinary courage, great adminis­
trative,and very great moral qualities.

Hie 
title*, therefore, dfe with him, and the line of 
George Canning now survives only in Lady 
Clanricarde and her children.

An Amusing Case.
(Erum ihe European limes.)

A very amusing case came before the Court 
Of Kxcheo ner, on Thursday,and is reported at 
some length iu the morning papers of yester­
day. A lady, who passed us Madame Rachel, 

i whose real name is Leverecu, brought, 
through her husband, an action against the 
Hon. Captain Carne-ie for a large sum of 
money—no less than £928—for ‘enamelling* 
the wife of the defendant, who it appeared, is 

isatad of a separate income of £700 or 
£8000 in her own right. Tho ladyli com­
plexion had faded, and she sent for the plain­
tiff* e wife to “enamel '* her. The latter de­
clined to visit Mrs. Carnegie, but expressed a 
readiness to perform llte required duty if she 
would come to her place of business. Mis. 
Carnegie, accordingly proceeded thither, and 
was duly “ enamelled. ’ * There were four such 
visits, which appeared to be at a rale exceed 
ing £200 per visit,—so that tbe wmk cf “ew 
smelling " ladies of fortune seems to he a very 
cosily affair. Mrs. Carnegie was delighted at 
tbe change i.. her appearance, for the com­
plexion, at first sallow, became 44 white aa
snow." The process, according to tladame 
Rachel, or 1>verson, consists in the frequent 
use of the bath and the use uf certain herbs. 

Thu chief facts are these : — The i Mis. Carnegie was afflicted with annoying al>-
trophy was m it» right place, which had been

must be a Innd of vast extent, a land of fertile 
soils and bright buds, and a land, too, suit­
able for the homes of the surplus population 
of Europe. It is preaching a silent but pow­
erful sermon,and tbe very opposition has done 
much to attract attention to it.

The Princess Alice, with the younger mg»- 
bers of the Royal Family, have examined very 
attentively the Canadian Court. The Duke 
of Newcastle paid it a special visit, and I en­

Frightful Self-Murder in Arran.
a MAX BI.0W8 BIS OWN HEAD Of» I

(From the Owen Bound Times.)
Thomas Duncan, who had occasionally 

during the last eighteen months shown symp­
toms of insanity, committed suicide in his own 
house iu Arran, ou the county tine betwe-*u 
Grey and Bruce, on the morning of Saturday 
last, the 28th ult. Several times during that 
period he had attempted to put an end to his 
exîsteifoé by cutting his throat, but was al­
ways prevented by the cunning aud courage 
of his wife, who, on*one occasion, when he 
tkraw himself into bed with a razor io his 
hand, sprang i.i upon him and held his hands 
till the children called in the neighbors to her 
assistance ; and who at another time succeed­
ed in wresting a knife from him and conceal­
ing it in her bosom.

For the last few months, however, he had 
been gradually recovering ; and for some 
time previous to hie death had none of 
bad fits of insanity. Two weeks ago, we 
transacted Some business with him ; and in 
the course of a lengthy conversation, could 
not discover anything to excite the slightest 
duubt of .sanity.

Un the day before he shut himself, he wn*

to eecommeuce deceased sergeant, WiPiam H. Ben ley, of tb* 
7th Brigade, was engaged m 'dressing tip* W* 
men. B*wlçy had bar back turned 1q jbe 
quartern s» the time, end was absorbed rahie 
•wV, when Thome» Cromer, a gunner of the * 
same corps, »ko had just come out of the 
quartern, deliberately rained hi* piece nod firnj 
quite close to the buck of the sergeant. The 
bullet passed through the most vital part of 
the sergeant s body, and after liait turning 
round with a convulsive motion of the arms 
he fell fatally injured. The bullet seemed, 
however, scarcely checked by the resiftkutc if 
hod met with. It struck Bombardier A*rpw 
Chappell—who was standing in line jfchfo, tjpp 
deceased—-in the shoulder, and come out 
through this person, inflicting moat serious 
injuries ; it wna afterwards found, with portion» 
of akin and flesh adhering, lying at the bottom 
Of a wall against which it had flattened.

Bewlay was immediately conveyed off the 
gtroand ; but his wound was mortal, and he 
disd about four o'clock. Chappell waa, at 
last accounts, suffering considerably from the 
effects of his wound. The deceased sergeant 
is deeply lamented by all his comrades, ant? 
both be and the other non-commissioned offi-- 
oars bore most excellent characters.

The cause of the bloody deed, it seems is 
that Sergeant Bewley had, on several occo-' 
sions, in his capacity as Crosier’s supdrlbf 
oBcor, been obliged to report him for ptniâtt- 
raent. This had occured, wc understand,even 
to lately at Thursday evening, and it is added 
that Crozier, who frequently left himself liable 
to punishment, had uttered bitter threats 
against the deceased. He made no manifes­
tation of sorrow for the deed after it was com 
milted. It is said that when he came flret to 
the door, the cap is believed to have fallen off 
the nipple of his piece ; he returned, doubtless 
for the purpose of adjusting it, and came out 
immediately again.

The inquest will be held this forenoon,when 
the minor details of the case will become 
known in a more reliable manner.
