Ambitious of power, he takes his in-
spiration from the motives nf those most
necessary to his success, But, like all
statesmen who have taken the Florentine
for a guide, he has confounded his own
success with the ultimate good of the
people. He cannot alter the attitude of
his mind when circumstances change
with the populace. He cannot, at this
time of life, and after the career he has
led, ‘‘take that part from Severus that is
necessary for the foundation of his state,
and from Marcus what is convenient to
keep and defend it.” Nevertheless,
he has followed his exemplar. For is
not the gerrymander aud the franchise
acts but the extermination of opponents ?
What is any virtue he may claim but a
mask or an instrument? What is his
policy but systematic pandering to the
most sordid passions of human nature ?

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THE BELFAST RIOTS.

A Drunken Orange Mob Fight
with the Police.

Men and Wemen Bisgrace Themselves—
The Troops Culied Out to Preserve the
FPeace.

e .

Becrast, June 10, 1886,

Four of Lhe rioters who were wounded
by the police in yesterday’s riot died to-
day. Four others are dying. The
Orangemen are making large purchases
of arins and are declaring that they will
have revemnge upon the police for firing
into their ranks. ' At a weeting of Pros
testauts held on Shank Hill road, reso-
lutions were adopted denouncing the
action of the police from the outlying
districts in coming to Delfast and attack-
ing peaceful citizens, and demanding
their withdrawal. A number of police-
meu are on duty in Delfast this after-
noon. At3p.u 1,300 troops trom Newry
also arrived to assist the police in main-
taining order. The Magistrate has order-
ed all taverns in the city to be clueed to-
night. No mobs are to be allowed to
cougregate in the streets,

An Fye-Wiiness' Description.

An eye-witness of the riots on Wed-
needay gives the following description of
the scenes attending the mob’s attack on’
the Bowers’ [1ill Police Station: ‘‘Wo-
nien with pukers pried np paving stones
and broke them iuto suitable sizes for the
use of the rivters when they ran short of
missiles. \WWomen aud young girls desper-
ately entreated thie men to continue the
fishting whenever they flagged, fi'ling
their aprons full of fresh stones, and
when entrealy failed the women and girls
drove the wen on by savaze threats, The
police statioa is a moderate sized dwell-
ing house, and when the mob attacked
the building the pulice responded with a
volley fired fromn the doorway. DBut the
rioters soon drove the officers in, and
they retreated upstairs and renewed the
fight by shooting from the windows on
the secoud floor, They held their posi-
tion for half an hour, during which the
battle was hot and savage on both sides,
when they were reinforced by the arrival
of seventy fresh officers. The increased
energy of the police warfare served but
to aggravate the mob and they became
ferucious. They were maddened by the
sight of their wounded comrades, writh-
ing and howling with agony in the streets,
I have since heard old officers say that
they unever knew a mob show greater
viciousness, viclence, pluck and deter-
mination. The rioters hurled their mis-
siles with ragularity and precision, as if
they had Leen drilled in stone-throwing.
When the men iu front had exbausted
their ammunition they would retire to
the rear to receive

FRESH ARMFULS FROM THE WOMEN,

and thus wake way for their comrades
with new supplics. Some of the stone-
throwing was quite extraordinary, I saw
a mau throw a stone with such vigor that
it crashed through a window, struck a
rear wall, and rebounded with such force
that it struck and hurt a policeman, The
better armed of the rioters carried what
we call here ‘Belfast kidoeys.” These
are stones about five and a half inches
t"n‘:. three and a half inches wide, and

eich on an average about one ard a half
pounds. There were many boys among |
the rioters, and they were as dcsperatel
and plucky asthe men. The battle at
station ceased cnly when two hundred
and fifty soldiers came tc the aid of the
police. The soldiers were from the High-
Janders and the Fusliers, and they soon
drove the mob away.”

RIOTING RENEWED LAST NIGHT.

Rioting was renewed tonight. An in-
furiated mob held possession of the
streets, and wrecked and pillaged the
taverns. The police were compelled to
fire buckshot into the mob. So far as
known no one is fatally injured. Many
of the police were badly hurt by stones.
The appeals of the clergy to the ricters
to disperse were futile. Eventually the
troops cleared the streets.

The Ba nst Rlots.

Berrast, June 11.—The asscciated
prees reporier who was deiailed to re-
main on the scene of the riots at b
o'clock, this morning repocied as fol-
lows ; 1 remained amony ihe rioters
all nighi. The greatest damage 10
wrecking and looting was dune alorg
Shankhill and York road.

Household Hints,

A lady says in Good Housekeeping:
Further observation among the kitchen
goods reveals an open-work basket of
wire, useful for frying eroquettes, fish-
balls, or boiling eggs. The basket con-
taining the prepared balls is immersed in
hot fat in a kettle of suitable size, and
they are evenly and quickly doune. The
tea. and coffee balls are something new.
They are made of finely woven wire, like
a stiainer, and have lids whieh fit closely.
The uncooked tea or coffee is put into
one of the balls, and i3 then steeped in
the pot in the usual way,and no straining
is necessary,

Among the several vegetable-mashers
the favorite is made of stout wire in an
upright wooden handle, the mashing part
being simply the wire bent back and
forth in several curves which lie herizon-
tally, and are effectual in crushing and
mixing potatoes, etc. In another style,
which seemed sensible, the masher was
of metal, perforated with a numnber of
holes. This was held by wires 1n an up
right handle, like the other.

An article worthy of mention is a stan-
dard, which may be used with a common
kerosene hand-lamp, to keep any liquid
hot without danger of its boiling over.
This is compcsed of two round, epen-
work shelves or brackets of matal, which
are connected by a shift on one, which
fits into a socket or tube on the other.
The bracket with the tube is placed flat
on the table, the lamp set on it, aud the
other bracket adjusted to a certain
height, just a trifle above and exactly
over the chimney, and held in place by a
thumbscrew. This is much harder to
describe than to understand and use
when seen. Water may be brought just
to the boiling point in a covered tin dip-
per, but it will not boil, whieh is some-
times an advantage.

For the trifle it costs one should keep
provided with a sink-cleaner—a blade of
walvanized rubber in a short handle—it
does ita work so noiselessly and neatly.
Even in careless hands one should last
several months. A small brush for
cleaning vegetables may also be tound at
the b-cent counter, and is well worth
having.

Not among the ““must haves,” though
useful, is a cake-cooler—a sheet of fine
wire net, which is raised a little by short
Jegs. The air has » chance to circulate
about the under side of the loaf, ai.d
prevents it from becoming sogey or
heavy,

For a small kitchen, a set of clothes-
bars which are fastened to the wall in a
group, and which may be shut up and
out of the way when not in use, would
be desirable. One bar or half a dozen
may be let down from their close quarters,
and are held at a convenient angle to re-
ceive the freshly ironed clothes.

The farina steam kettle must be recl-

oned among the indispensables. It isa
double arrangement of saucepans wade
of tin ur granite ware, and sometimes of
iron, in which case the inner one is por-
celain lined. The granite is by far the
best of all, and fully worth the difference
in price, which is considerable. The
boiling water is put int> the outer recep-
tacle and the food to be cooked in the
inner one. For long, steady cooking,
like that required for oatmeal, hominy,
and many other things, or for the vari-
ous preparations cf milk, it 13 invalu-
able, only vne must be sure not to allow
the water to boil away from the larger
kettle.
One thing I would urge, that is, if any
one is provided with some of these labor-
saving articles, that she should use them
and have the good of them. Itisan ir-
ritation to one who appreciates the help
of such practical aids as are here enum-
erated to see a woman laboriously beat-
ing egys in a heavy crock, with a large
iron spoon, while the Dover hangs idly
in the pantry. The same may be said
with regard to a good sewing achine,
wringer, carpet-sweeper, bread-mixer,
etc. Do accept the help if you can get |
it, and allow ingenuity and machinery to
save the wear and tcar of the superior
human machine.

PickLep ArpLes.—Choose green, hard
fruit ; if perfectly dry wirdfalls answer
very well. Peel, core and quarter ; if
large divide again, Have ready some
vinegar in which ginger, allspice and a
blade of mace have been we!l boiled. Lay
your apples a few at a time into your jar
and pour on vinegar sufficient to cover
wgll, then more layers and vinegary
dividing your loose spiee and scattering
it amongst the apples. When your ves-
sel is full cover down close, and in three
months you will have a splendid pickle.
Some put the vinegar on cold and do not
peel the fruit, but I prefer boiling vine-
gar and the rinds removed. The fruit
must be perfectly dry and also " kept in a
dry place after pickling.

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THE SCOTT ACT.

The Police-Magistrate Debate in
the County Council.

A Pretiy Fall and Yery Fair Repeort of the
Speeches Made.

At the last session of the Huron coun-
ty council, when the questicn of asking
the Provincial Government to appoint a
paid police magistrate came up, the fol-
lowing brief debate occurred : —

Mr. Wilson, reeve of Seaforth, said he
made the motion with the distinct 1m-
pression upon his mind that it was a
step in the right direction, and in the
iuterest of the whole county. Looking
at it even from the point of those who
were opposed to the working of the Scott
Act, it was in a direction which they
ought to support. And for this reason :
Since the previous sessions they had an
estimate laid before them of the amount
that would be required by the commis-
sioners and inspectors of East Huron.
1t would be in the interest of economy
to appoint a police magistrate, as the

resent mode of trying cases would bring
ittle or nothing, into the funds of the
county. If a police magistrate was mot
appointed two-thirds of the expense of
enforcing the law will stiil fall upon the
county, perhaps in unsuccessful cases.
With a police magistrate there would
be some fines, and these would go toward
paying the expenses of that official. It
1s in the interest even of those who do
not favor the Scott Act, The complaint
of those who do faver the Act is that
they had not up to the present time had
the proper machinery to enforce the law.
The temperance people expected
machinery in full running order to be
given to them. If a pelice magistrate
were given, and the Scott Act still found
to be unworkable, then the temperance
people themselves would admit that it
was right and proper that the Act should
be swept from the statute book. That
would be the way to settle the matter.
The Scott Act was the law of the land
and the county, and it was the duty of
the council as the representatives of the
people to do what lay in their power to
enforce that Act. They had no right to
shirk the responsibly, even if they didn’t
work or vote for tke Act. Those who
voted for the Scott Act have no more
responsibility resting upon them to en-
force the law than any other person in
Every legitimate means
should be used for enforcing the Act.
Owing to the lateness of the hour he
would not speak at any further length.

Mr.Kelly, reeve of Blyth, said, taking
the arguments in the speech of the reeve
of Seaforth, he certainly thought the
first part not very material. He attempt-
ed to make us believe that the appoint-
ment of a salaried police-magistrate
would lessen the expense of the people
<f this county. Any sensible man see-
ing and believing the report given in

‘from the East riding of Huron would
‘800 it was going to cost a good deal al-
ready, and yet the council was expected
to add to that expense. It was a ques-
tion in his mind if the solicitors’ opinion
had been given in this matter ; ard he
dido’t think Mr. Wilson to be a special-
ist on the constitutionality of the Act.
They had read the items in that account,
and never thought they would be sad-
dled wit}, g 225 of that kind, A police-
magistrate would add to that deot $2,-
000, and would still increase the burden.
Mr. Wilson's argument in that case falls
short. No man should hcpe for making
money for the county funds out of the
breaking of the law by persons who were
residents of this county. No man should
wish that our pockets should be loaded
with money from any case arising from
criminal matters. The cry that magis-
trates could not be had to try cases under
the Scott Act was all buncombe ; he was
not afraid to take any case arising in
Blyth, Morris or Wawanosh, (Uproari-
ous laughter and applause.) The people

Act should pay for the working of it.
The temperance people have found fault

also what might to called an “‘informer.”
Surely they didn’t expect the lice-
magistrate to go into the shebeens.
“‘Hincely,” argued the reeve of Blyth,
“‘we should be very careful of appointing
a police-magistrate. If you appoint a
police-magistrate here tonight, you will
only be entering the thin edge of the
wedge ; for the same people will come
again before two years and ask for one
for each riding. This is coming, and
you have got be very careful.” The
speaker thought there was sufficient
machinery now in the magistrates of the
county to enforce tha Scott Act. On
the question of appeal he said that if
there was apything he detested it was a
cast iron rule. There should always be
an opportunity of appeal. A fair trial
with the defendant getting the benefit of
the doubt in every case was British law
and constitution. If any magistrate
would not work, it was the duty of the
temperance people to ask that such a
man be struck off the list.

Mr. Campbell, reeve of Stanley, did
not think it worth while to go over Mr.
Kelly’s arguments, which had so often
been disproved in the council. The law
wsa passed by the peopleof the county,
and passed to be onforced, and it was
the duty of the council to assist in hav-
ing it enforced. The evunty council had
already s2id a police-magistrate wovld
be an effective instrument, and they
could not well go back on it. He then
moved an amendment, which he after-
wards withdrew, to the effect that the
council had net changed its mind on the
question of the necessity of a police-
magistrate being appointed.

Mr. McMillan, roeve of Hullett, said
the reason for lack of success of the
Scott Act in this county was that the
machinery was not in proper order. He
believed that the Act should be carried
out, and so did a majority of the peaple.
The hotelkeepers themselves were at
first anxious to keep the law, but they
found that the machinery was imperfect,
and so iis violation became more gen-
eral. The people of the county by a
majority of 1,600 had put it on record
that they wanted the Scott Act, and
they wanted it entorced.

Mr. Beacom, deputy reeve of Gode-
rich township, spoke at length, and his
remarks weie to the following effect :—

a great benefit would sccrue to the coun-
ty if they had one without a salary. The
temperance people never admitted be-
fore the Act passed that it would cost
anything to the people to have it admin-
istered. They never told the electors
that the county would be called upon to
pay the expenses of administing the
law.

He would
first say that the remarks of some who
had recently spoken were almost calcu-
lated to keep him from changirg his
position. He asked : “‘If I believe after
twelve- months that I would be doing
wrong to take the course I took bufore,
is it right for me:to follow it out just be-
cause I do not desire to be counted in-
comsistent 7 I blame no man for making
» change in the position he onece occu-
pied. I cannot support the measure to-
night, as I have dune before for the ap-
intment of a police-magistrate.” The
tt Act party had mow asked the
county council to request the Onta-
rio Gevernment to appoint a magis-
trate with salary; but he claimed that
when it was considered that nine-tenths
of the Scott Aot cases had been unsuc-
cessful and costs were being heaped up
for the people, the appointment of a
salaried police magistrate would not mend
the matter. The position he took was
this: He had heretofure voted for a
police-magistrate with salary and with-
out salary, and now he would quit hum-
bugging and vote against the appoint.

In a clear and interesting manner the
preacher gave tke history of the lad Abi-
jah and his line, the children listening
with rapt attention and with the best
possible behavior.

The name Abijah occurred often in
the Bible. = There were four noted per-
sons of that name. One was a pricst,
another a judge, a third a king (the sox
of Rehoboam), and the fourth was the
subject of the text, son of King Jero-
boam, a mere boy. This lad took sick,
and God took him away because it was
better that he should be taken away
than to live. The journey of the queen
to the blind prophet, Ahijah, was then
told in an interesting manner, and the
result of the visit vividly described.
The boy was to be the only member of
that royal line who would die a natural
death. It was a good thing, not a bad
thing for that lad to die ; he was taken
away in love and mercy from the fate of
his relatives, because God had found
‘‘some good thing” in him. The preach-
er then asked:—

1. What was the ‘‘good thing” that
was found in Abijah ?

2. Who put it into him ?

3. Who found it in him ?

4. What good did it do him ?

He then proceeded to amswer these
questions to the following effect:
1. What was the ‘‘good thing " Was
it gnod looks, fine clothes, royal descent,
a stately home, or anything of that sort 1
1t was nothing about him atall ; it was
something in him, It was not fine tal-
ents or great natural ability or clever-
ness. It was something better thsn all
these, good as they are in their place.

We may, perhaps, find it in the boy's

scribe the character, as the same name
had been given to the son of Rehohoan
of whom God said, ““He walked in all
he sins of his father.” - Bat it'gives us
a sort of key to this lad’s character. His
filial love to his heavenly Father was
doubtless the “‘good thing.” The fear
of the Loxd spuken of in the Bible is
really aform of love—a fear tv do wrong
because the wrong is displeasing to one
we love, and one who loves us, too. The
love of Jesns for us was above any oth-
er—father, mother, sister or brother.
2. -How did it get there ?  Abijah was
not born with it ; nor are any of us born
with the love of God in our hearts. Who
put it there? ~ The Holy Spirit.  This
lad probab'y read the EW? or had it ex-
plained to him, and he loved God as re-
vealed in that book. He loved the true
worship of God. He, doubtless. loved
to be in God's house. The preacher
then expressed a wish that hereafter he
would see more children at the regular
services of the Sabbath.
8. Who found it in him 7 He found
it himself. He might not be able to
say, “I know Iam all that I should be ;"
he might sometimes wonder if it would
carry him to heaven, but he could say,
“] know it is thers, and that I love
God.” It is likely his frieuds around
him would say : “This is & pious boy;
he doesn’t swear, nor break the Sabbath,
he loves his parents; he is a good boy.
This ‘‘guod thing” spoken of in the
scriptures cannot be found in any dis-
obedient boy, or in any lad that swears
or neglects to pray to God. If this
“good thing” is in anyone, it will be
seen by thost who know them. God
also found this good thing in him, That
is the most important of all, God look-
ed upon it with geeat ploasure, - because
it was just his own image reflected in the
child. ~ “I lovo them that love me, and
they that seek me early shall find me.”
4. This is called & “good thing,” and
a good thing will make us happy. Riches
are good if kept in their place. Hdpor
is good. But ‘‘riches and honor, yea,
durable riches and honor,” are for those
who love Gud. This “good thing”
spoken of in the text will lead to a crown
and a place with Jesus forever and ever.
When God looked down on the flowers
and other works of his hands in this fair
world, he pronounced them to be good,
becsuse they were all beautiful ; and
Gud has made us to love the flowers, be-
cause he planted in our hearts a sense of
the beautiful.

t dossn’t matter where you cast your
eye ;-on the lake, the gardens, the woods
or anywhere else, it all appears beautiful.
The flowsrs on your breasts today, child-
ren, look beautiful, said the Dr., but
there is something yet more beautiful,
and that is the *“good thing” spoken of
in the text. It is a good thing because
it brinBs us into good company ; inte the
company of God's children now and
hereafter. It brings you also into the
company of Christ, even here. The
flowers are beautiful, but they will perish
before the week goes by, and so wiith all
other good and beautiful things of a
temporal kind here below. But . the
“‘good things”’-Abijah had thousands of
years ago he still has and will have for-
ever. He is full of joy now, and will
grow in holiness and joy and beauty for-
ever. Chouse this good thing today,
You little children are not too young to
be happy ; none can be truly happy with-
out this ‘‘good thing,” and all can be
happy with it. This boy found the
“‘good thing” becanse he asked for it.
Ask for it, that you may be happy now
and happy for all time.
