EXTENSION RESOLUTION

Test of Motion Moved by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier Making Manitoba Three
Times Its Present Size—Ontario
and Quebec Extensions,

Ottawa, July 8—Sir Wilfrid Laurier
hag given notice of the following reso-
lution in respect to Manitoba, Ontario
and Quebece boundarips :—

“Whereas, petitions have been pre-
sented to the government and this
House irom the legislative assembly
o/ Manitoba,

of the boundaries of Manitoba, north-
ward and eastward. and for an. addi-

u. of.the ownership of public lands
in the territory to be o added, be it
resolved, that it is expedient that the
prayer of the said petition should ‘be
acceded to, and. that upon such terms
and conditions as may be agreed to
vy the said legislative assembly and
by parliament, the boundaries of Man-
itoba to be extended as follows:—

“Fhe northern boiundary to be the
60th paratlel of latituge; \

“The. wostern bourMdary to be the

Prorogation Rumors.

Whether the increased speed be the
cause or the effect, the ,air has been
full of rumors of early prorogation for
a couple of days. Boiled dewn these
amount to a report that the blockade
is to be abandoned, business faeili-
tated and the session ended on July
18th—three weeks hence. The increas-
ed rate of progress magy be either the
cause of the rumor or the effect of the
rumored change of tactics.. Which-
ever it may be the progress is wel-
comed by a public grown weary of in-
terminable talk, and by legislators
weary of toiling day and night in the
sweltering heat of an Ottawa summer.
Though rumor has set many previous
dates of adjournment and been disap-
pointed, the present ome is received
with pretty general credence, and it
will be a distinet surptrise to those
qualified to guess if the report proves
mcorrect.

Pressing Matters.

A few days ago the Wednesday eve-
ning recess was abolished. A notice
of motion has_been given by the Pre-
mier that hereaiter the House adjourny
Wednesdays but sit Saturdays, On
the surface this looks simply like givy
ing up one holiday and taking an-

This will be’ one of the three most ex-
tensive and severe disturbances of the
month. Preceding it the temperatures
will range higher than asual and follow-
ing it cooler than usual weather will
provail. In most sections frequent show-
ers will occur. but dry weather may be
expected im the southwest where the
floods of MBy and. June were so“tong
drawn out.

Not far from 13 I expect severe storms
including numercus thundeér storms, and
near July 7 and 13 electric disturbances
are probable. T expect highest tempera-
turea of July to come with the warm
wave that will reach meridian ‘90 about
6 and the lowest temiperatures eof the
month to be with the e¢ool wave that
will reach meredian 90 near- 15,

Radical weather is expected imme-
diately following July 4. all weather fea-
tures going to extremed Hot weather
will gvnér.\ﬂy prevail west of méridian
00 on July 4 and a cool wave will cover
the” eastern states on that day. Severe
storms arc expected from July 4 to 8.
but I do not pretend to give their lo-
cation If T wasd selecting a day for these
dangérous stormis I would say July 7.
It might be of interest-to you to watch
that date and note how close the fore-
cast comes to the facts.

THIS MAN MADE SURE.
He Killed Himself in Three Different
Ways—Better Dead.

Chicago, July 7—A despatch from
Hazelhurst, Miss. ,says: Unable to de-
cide which of three women he really
wanted to marry, Eli Hood, 17 years old,
decided that the best way out of the dif-
ficulty: was to commit suicide in such
a way that each of the women would be-
lieve he had killed himself for her. For
Miss Carrie Nelson ,aged 18, he swallow-
ed sixty grains of morphine; for Miss
Eva Spellman ,aged 25, he drank four
ounces of landanum and for Miss Helen
McDonald, aged 18, he put the mussel of
a shotgun in his mouth and pulled the
trigger with his toes.

Beside his body was found on a table
a paper wrapper that contained the mor-
‘phine. On it was scrafled “For Carrie.”
The empty bottle stood on a slip of pa-
per on which was written “For Eva.”
An empty envelope on. which a picture
of a shotgun had been drawn was in-
scribed “Helen.”

Except that he had been acting queer-
ly and that he had become despondent,
there was nothing in Hood’s manner
that indicated that he « contemplated
relf-destruction. :

BETTING WAS FOR
AND AGAINST DEATH

Grand Prix Auto Race Results in Two
Fatalities and Many Injuries—The
Pace Was Terrific From Start—
Plucky Action of French Driver.

Dieppe, July 7.—Germany captured
all honors yesterday in the classic
Grand Prix auto race. Lautenschla-
ger ‘drove a Mercedes car, and was
first. Two fatalities . and numerous
accidents are reported. Cissaec and
hie engineery Schwab  were finishing
the final round when ‘the tire of theis
machine was torn off and the two" oe-
cupants of the car were terribly erush-
ed beneath the wreckage and died
instantly. A serious accident happen-
ed to Harrison, the English driver,
when his machine turned a somer-
sault at a dangerous point in~ the
‘course. He was badly crushed.

The .spectators say that the race
was the most exciting seen since the
Grand Prix was inaugurated. The
pace was terrific from the very start.
Nazarro, driving a Fiat car, ibrged to
the lead in the second round. . Tite
troubles began to develop and collid-
ing with a strong headwind, forced a
reduction of the mad. pace., Lauten-
schlager took the lead in the fourth
round and maintained the posifion to
the finish. Strange, the American driv-
er, after finishing the fourth round
next to the leader,- gave up further
effort.

The TI'renchmen found much conso-
lation in the'gallant conduct of Hem-
mery who finished second.” When the
race was about half over some stone
thrown by a flying wheel struck and
broke his goggles, and a piece of glass
was driven into his eye. He contin-
ued to the tribune and there the ac-
cident was made known, but he re-
yfused 1o quit. After a2 surgeon had
igiven him an injection of cocaime to
'kill the pain he reésumed and contin-
med to the end. Betting ran high
along thq route. At Longiers and all
the important points bookmakers were
stationed who made prices. on the
"French; German and Italien cars, and
offered as much as a hundred to one
on the chances of the contestant, The
betting was keenest over the question
oi whether anyone would be killed or
not,

DISCUSSION ON CHILLED MEAT
INDUSTRY.

The large gathering of Alberta farm-
'rs in Calgary last week offered a good
opportunity for a further discussion of
he chilled meat industry which has re-
eived econsiderable prominence of late.
Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister of agricul-
thare, called a meeting on Saturday aft-
sraoon when some new facts of the case
sere dealt  with and new light was
fhrown on the gonclusions resulting
l'mmin'mor meetings.

It was strongly set forth at Calgary
‘hat the principal advantage of the
thilled meat industry is that it affords
3 _more profitable method of marketing
the medium weight cattle t%\an shipment
alive. The advantage in favor of this
method estimated on the best informa-
tion, ranges from $6 to $10 per head, al-
though there were certain minor facts
whieh were not then obtainable. These
may  cause a slight variation in the
above pstimates. The majority of the
cattle owned by Alberta farmers and
smail ranchers are of the medium sort,
consequently ‘the chilled meat propesi-
tion should he very, acceptakle to them.

A very important point is that in tl
event of an outbreak of any contnziOlS
diseases in Alberta sueh as the foot and
mouth disease, the result would be the
entire exclusion of Canadian live cattle
from British peorts. This would neces
sarily result in the destruction of the
export meat trade but under the chilled
ineat system the results of such embargo
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ould be much: less serious because the

imals. could Pe Xkilled at home and
axported. in the chilled meat state.
i Mr.: Fraok Whitesides  of Stettler,
pointed out-that such an industry would
tesult’in the: establishment of numerous
hinor industries to work up the bye-
products.. This would give employment
to a large number of people.

LCommittee Appointed.

The: close discussion of the question
tesulted in the appointing of a commit-
tee to gather information regarding the
ddvantage to be derived from the chilled
meat. industry. This body is to consist
dof Frank Whitesides, ‘president of the
Central. Alberta . Stock  Growers’ Asso-
ciation. E. J. Fream, new secretary of
Alberta Farmers’ assocaition; J. Wal-
ters, president of the Alberta Stock
Broeders’ agsociation. Mr. Mathews, sec-
retary of the Western Stock Growers’
association, and E. G. Palnier of Bel-
mont. Mr. Whitesides suggested that
W. F. Stevens, live stoek commissioner,
act as chairman of the committee but it
was explained by the Minister. of Agri-
eulture that inasmuch as the purpose >f
the committee is to secure information
with, a view to secure the assistance of
the Pominion government in this matter
it would be unwise for an official of the
proyincial government to act in that
¢apacity.

Co-Operation of the Department.

The Minister of Agriculture assured
these present of his sympathy in the
matter and that:the committee would
haws the Trearty co-operation. of himself
and the live stoek eommissioner in the
work. He also stated that while the
committee had in view the gathering of
information favorable to this <dindustry,
it was the duty of the live gtock com-
missioner to take due notice of all facts
on both sides of the question.

The report of the committee when it
is completed will be forwarded through
the proper channels to the Dominion
government.

A YEAR OF PROMISE.

< Toronto, i’ul.v' 7—It-ds estimated, says
the TFarmerS’ ‘Sun, -that - the Westetn
Provinces have five and a half million
acres in- wheat this wear, upwards of
half a. millign more than in 1907. With
an ‘average of twenty bushels to the
acre, this acreage will ensure a crop of
over 100.000,660 bushels. Present pros-
pects, however, point to rather better
than this vield, and it is not improbable
that the Western wheat crop of 1908 will
be little, if any, short of 120,000,000
bushels.

In Ontario prospects are equally en-
couraging. A vast amount of hay has
already been put in the barns in .ex-
cellent condition; with amother week of
fine weather the province will have the
best lot of feed of this kind in store in its
history. Grain crops are coming on well,
and  corn is making magnificent growth.
The weak points are in dairying and
hogs; it now seems likely that the out-
put of -cheese and butter. may actually
e less than last yeary and it is guite
certain that the hog output will be very
light.. Cest of production in both these
lines promises, however, to be much le§<
than 'in 1907.. 1n fruit a good ¢rop is
promised, ‘and trees, spcaking generally,
never looked healthier.

Paking it all-in all, ineluding crop
prospects as weM as market outluo!v&. it
is safe to say that the agricultural sitva-
tion im all Canada was never more pro-
mising than it is at the present time.

HOME CONSUMPTION GREATER,

Dairy Commissioner Ruddick Speaks
Expansion of This Industry,

Ottawa, July 8.—In an address be-
fore the agricultural committee of Par-
]iamvr}t to-dayeJ. A. Ruddick, dairy
commissioner “of Canada, gave some
interesting figures in regard to the
large increase of the dairy industry
of Canada in the last ten years, The
exports of dairy products have been
actually less than they were, and in
some quarters this has created the
impression that the industry was rath-
er. on the decline. Mr. Ruddick ex-
plained, however, ‘that the shrinkage
of exports is due to the enormous
cxpansion of home consumption, due
to the increase in population. The
value of creamery butter ,cheése and
condensed milk, manufactured in Can-
ada in 1900 was $29,000,000, exclusive
of milk used for home econsumption.
In 1906 it was $33,250,000, and in 1907
it was $35,450,000, so ‘that in seven
vears there has been an increase of
$5,750,000, in these branches of the
dairy industry.

The  authorities  estimated the
manufacture of dairy butter at $22.-
000,000, and the consumption of milk
in Canada at $35,000,000, so that the
total value of these dairy products
last year was $94,000,000. This figure
he felt sure was well within mark.

milk manufactured in Canada, where-
as to-day there were ten factories with
an output last year of $900,000. The
importation of condensed milk into
Canada has practically ceased, and
the Canadian manufacturcrs are al-
ready engaged in export business.

TO RAISE SHEEP HERE=~

New\ Zealander Dissatisfied With High
Taxation Will Ranch in Alberta,

Vancouver, July 8.—Alfred A. Jones,
formerly of this city and now of Ed-
monton, returned on the -Marama from
a trip to Australia.

‘“High taxation of sheep and cattle
ranches has created great discontent
in New Zealand and many of - the
prominent dwners threaten to sell out
and quit the country for good,” said
Mr, Jones yesterday, at the Hotel
Vancouver. ‘A fellow passenger on
the voyage over was Mr, A. Pinckney,
a wealthy sheep-raiser. He informed
me- that he intended to: transfer, his
activities o ‘Alberta owing to the ox-

Zealand Government.  On . reaching
here he proceeded direct to Calgary,
where he will make his-headquarters
while looking for a suitable location
for a sheep ranch. He added that he
intended to quit New Zealand.

“A serious drought has been affect-
ing Victoria -and New South Wales.
This will probably lead te the impor-
tation of Canadian wheat and flour.”

Winnipeg, July 8—The last western
witness was heard today before the C.

There were
no new developments. On behalf of
the company Grant Hall pointed out
that an immense crop would be mov-
ing in six weeks and voiced. the com-
pany’s anxiety for a speedy settle-
ment, and whatever the decision re-
garding termination of the schedules
as regards western lines, the company
was prepared to accept the board’s de-
cision. Counsel McVetty pressed for

the inquiry continue here with the
available witnesses, and later sit elge-|
where. Mr. Hall, however, said the
eastern lines would have no effect
with him. Finally the board adjouwrn-
ed to discuss and report, arranging to
notify the interested -parties . when
ready to again meet them.

Opposition . could not . under-
setand why the item for plate should
have been charged in the accounts

There was an appropria-
tion for the obsequies of the late min,
ister and by an agreement between
the auditor and the deputy minister,
the silver was paid for out of this
account. . It cost $800.

Afterwards, Mr, Brodeur was ques-
tioned about his expenses to the col-
onial in Paris, in connection with the
French treaty. The minister _said
that he got an advance of $2,000, and
for the rest of his expenses he used
his own monéey, being subsequently
reimbursed. In conmneetion with the
latter, he received $2.500 when in Par-
is, and $4,000 from the finance de-
partment when he came back. In all
he received $8,500, and made a refund
of $680. The amount was for his own
personal expenses and not for others,
He was in London about three months
and afterwards was in Paris in con-
nection with the ¥rench treaty and
to the Baltic.

In the centre is a protruding stand

1 which is placed many produets of
the soil.  An assortment of preserved
wild fruits include blueberries, black-
berries, cranberries, chokeberrie
strawberry and other fruits ad in-
finitum. There is bread of Rifchie’s
patent, thubarb and butter and flour
of all kinds manufactured by the
Campbell Ottewell Co. In the
centre of the middle stand is a panoi-
ymie view of the two cities on both
banks of the river.

Beyond the centre there is an ar-
rangement similar to what has been
deseribed: - Grains of all deseriptions
are shown, fall and spring wheat, six
variclic8 - qf oats, natural and culti-
vated prasses of all kinds.

Ponoka’s Proud Display.
~One paragraph will. hardly do jus-
tice to the Ponoka display. A tank
containing pickerel from the Chain
Lakes and a large Albino moose head
gives a hint to the game in the = dis-
trict. There is a. profusion of wild
grasses and growing grains which
speak of great soil fertility, and
bridles and mocecasing made by the
Indians testify to the energy and re-
sourcefulness of all the people in the
district. A ecross section of a spruce
tree fully three feet in diameter shows
a remarkable growth of timber, and
“oxcelsior” made from the Balm of
Gilecad foretell of a developing in-
dustry. .

This “affords a
field c¢® operations’ for the busy bec
in the manafactaring- of clear, deli-
cious honoy. An exhibition is also
made of the “Farm ecrops” cup won
by the-district at the recent provin-
cial “seed Tfair. This' exhibit has
splendid regularity, and completeness
and is awarded the first prize.

Vermilion’s Display.

The “bull’s eye” of the Vermilion
valley has an attractive exhibit with
a vermilion colored background. The
first burn of the new brickyard is
shown in brick of a good rich eolor.
An abundance of grains and grasses
rival anvthing in the building, as
they are replenished from time 10
time by fresh supplies over the C.N.R.
line,

Didsbury’s Novel Display.

A\ novel scheme was deviged in ar-
ranging the Didsbury exhibit. The
walls are plastered as it were with
grains of wheat, oats, barley and flax,
and the name of the distriet is
brought out on the wall in color
effcets by the color of the grains.
Being a mixed farming, manufactur-
ing and dairying centre the products
oi these wealth producers are dis-
played - as. well. as the bountiful
natural, regsources. There are samplis
of coal from five mines, butter irém
five creameries, cheese from two
cheese factories, flour from the Maple
Leaf Flonr Mills, cement blocks,
quarry stone, brick, and boxes from
the box factory. Taking the exhioit
as a criterion, the town of Didsbary
is the eentrc of an especially pros-
perous distriet.

“See Olds First.”

0Olds has one of the most artislie
exhibits in the building. The town
has its share of ecapable photo-
graphers, who have secured som~”
very realistic views of the district.
One of particular beauty is a 14-mile
view of the Red Deer river in minia-
ture. In viewing the entire exhibit
one gets a lasting impression of the
agricultural and industrial possibili-
ties of the distriet. The water power
faeilities and the varied raw materials
that the manufactures already
begun will quickly expand.

Okotoks’ Showing.

The distriet of which Okotoks is the
centre also has pretensions in the
line of manufacturing, and the ex-
hibit is calculated to impress this
fact. Building, paving and side-
walks, brick, tile, lamber and build-
ing stonc are already a product of
he town. An elevator fitted up in
glass and filled with grain, also
abundance of grains, grasses asnd
vegetables tell of the fertility of Oko-
toks soil. Tn a large glass tank full
i running water = a splendid dis-
play of mountain trout, the largest
of which weighs three pounds. Tt
second prize was awarded to this
exhibit.

Claresholm.

A very appetizing exhibit is that of
the Claresholm  distriet. Straw-
berries grown in the district and fresh
vegetables attract the eve of the visi-
tor. According to government statis-
ties this town is the sixth on the
list of grain shippers, which is say-
ing considerable for an Alberta com-
munity. Thke town has all the natuar-
al resources characteristic of South-
ern Alberta,

Red Deer.

As if the exhibit of this district
were not enough. to keep one guessing
as to the limit of its fertility, there
is a contest going on as to the weight
of a huge block of coal, which is 1o
be the prize of the best reeckoner.
Coal, Lumber, brick and sand stone
are specialized . as industrial products
of the distriet. A growing apple
tree is shown iust as it was taken
from a nursery of 1,600 tree of the
same kind. It is a Wealthy and
looks fresh and thrifty. Two sileut
salesmen in the front of fihe exhibit
show ecucumber, rhubarb, butter,
cheese, ete., produced in Red Deer.
The cup won by the Burnt Lakc
cheese factory for the best creamery
output is also on view. The most
novel feature is a large revolving
wheel, to which are attached 90 dif-
ferent kinds of grasses. This ¢x-
hibit is well deserving - of fourth
place. ¢

High River has hit upon the plun
of giving a wvivid idea of the crop
statisties of the district by arranging
a series of sacks of grain one below
the other in ever increasing size. The
development in four years, from 1904
to 1907 inclusive, is thus shown to he
marvellous. In 1900 there was
some 500 aecres of wheat under crop,
and in 1937 a total of 50,000. *“Co:al
abounds in' almost unlimited quanti-
ties,” says T. F. McCarthy, and manu-
facturers are assured of a splendid
field of operations here.” From
above, bags of High River wheat,
which show excellent quality, are
suspended.

Nanton,

J. F. Loree, in charge of the Nanton
exhibit, shows just what the country
surrounding that town can produce.
The best oats inspected at Calgary last
year came from Nanton, and a sam-
ple is on display that goes 48 1lbs, to
the bushel~ In 1907, there were séme
400,000 bushels of grain shipped from
this point, and the quality of the
article was next to none. A ‘great
deal of*attention is drawn tg a glass
elevator, which is filted with grains
of the district,

Raymond.

Raymond is the tentre of a distriet
where they raise more sugar and bab-
ies than any other district in the pro-
vinee, The Mormon bishop, John F.
Anderson, says they feed the babies
on sugar, and clothe them with knit
rite underwear, whiech is made in the
towr. A unique feature of the Ray-
mond exhibit is™a reproduction of the
family gardens of the distriet, which
are said to comprise 3,000 acres. The
growth of vegetation is abundant for
this seasnon of the year, Raymond
makes a gtrong bid for the attention
of the province in agriculture and
rmanufacturing,

Medicine Hat.

Towns like human beings are olten
Lorn lucky. Sfuch a town is Medicine
Hat. The exhibit shows a large rnv‘fu
of manufactured goods, such as bri¢k
furnaces, flour and' bread and all these
are the preducts of mills operuated by
natural g Manufacturers have the
use of gas at five cents per 1,000, and
consumers at 13 cents. It is said that
$2.560 per month will light and heat
a house in the Hat. The presence of
gas has already atiracted a canning
factory, lumber mills and a confec-
tionery establishment The railroads
also use gas to generale power for
their shops, and are said to save
thereby fully $560,000 per year .

Macleod.

A palatial arch made of building
stone and brick adorns the entrance
to- the Macleod exhihit.  Or either
side -are silept salesmen which con,
tain bemeath .their transparent glass a
large variety of grain and grass sepds
in show bottles, The walls are covs
ered with red, white and blue bunting
and are decerated with little sheaves
of grains and grasses, ~Here a display
of alialfa solves the forage problem.
A number of delicious strawberries
taken from a forty-acre patch show
whit the diztrict can do.to make the
heart glad, Macleod gets off at fifth
place.

Lethbridge.

Alfalfa is the source of many en-
quiries on the part of visitors who are
desirous of knowing whether this
valuable fodder can be raised satis-
iactorily in the province. Lethbridge
;Amn-urs‘ 1o answer thiz in the affirma-
tive. The exhibit shows great bunches
of the grass, along with brome grass,
this year’s_fall wheat, strawberries,
potatoes and vegetables. Here are
samples of oats weighing 50 pounds io
the bushel. A placard on the wall
gives a survey of the facilities offered
in the district to progpective setilers

Innisfail.

This distriet exhibit in charge of
P. J. Bouchier has a large quantity
of butter made by the largest butter
ffactory in the West. A streamer pro-
elaims Innisfail the banner distriet f.i
Alberta, and the range oi products in
view seems to pretty well bear out the
statement. They have nothing but
this vear’s grasses and grains in their
decorations, and amwong these is - 2
sumple of rye #ix feet high. Raw and
cuted fur and tanned hides from the
loeal tannewy show that Innisfail h:_l:'
a great hinterland, which abounds in
game

Pincher Creek.

The Pincher Creek exhibit displays
the products of the distriet as they
may be seen on a casual visit. There
ic butber from the Pincher Creek
creamery, coal from three mines, blue
and gray sandstone, coke that h"f
been manufactured from the coal of
the distriet, iron ‘ore, raw petroleum,
orains and grasses, apple branches
in blossom and the produets of the
Pincher Creek flour mill. A limited
amount of gas has been foumd in the
locality and three outfits are at work
at the present time tapping the earth
bior a flow of petroleum,

Carstairs.

Carstairs appears to revel in the
cgeneral wealth of the soil. The town
can display wheat that goes sixty-six
bushels to the acre, Forty varieties
of grain in sheaf and in bulk &re on
show, together with forty-two native
and tame grasses, roots, beets, pota-
toes and turnips.. The homes of the
settlers are plastered with kaoline, a
clay from which the best poreelain is
made, This exists in lerge. quanti-
ties in the district, and no one ven-
tures to suggest the many uses to
which it may in time be put. The
third prize went to Cartairs.

4 Ex-Provincial Exhibits.

In addition to the display of Alber-
ta produects considerable space in the
building is taken up with exhibits
irom Saskatchewan provinee and the
Prince Albert and Moose Jaw districts
British Columbia, as usual, surprises
everyone with its superior fruit, The

QUEBEC BRIDGE INQUIRY.
Governmeont Has Treated Subsidy to
Bridge Company 2§ a Loss.

Ottawa, July 7—In the Quebec bridge
inquiry today Hon. W. 8. Fielding, min-
ister of finance, was ¢ ined by Mr.
Monk. He counld not, he stated, give d@ny
idea «f the present financial resources
of the Bridge Company, withont refert
ence to papers. He did not -know that
the company had any risources of - its
own except theistack subscribed, which
was a very modest amount. 1t was sug-
gested that in the event of the liquida-
tion of the company. the government
would - be obliged to pay all that had
heen advanced to the company by way
«of a loan. It would stand to lose all
that it had paid on the subsidy of $1,-
000,660. In reply the minister said that
the governméent had assnmed that
as a loss. As-for the guaranteed honds,
th government had always assumed that
it would take the responsibility.

Mr. Monk further asked whether apart
from the amounts advanced by the Bank
of Montreal to the Bridge Company on
its ‘bonds, there were any further am-
cunts which the Bridge Company owed
to the bank for which the government
was. responsible. Hon. Mr. Tielding re-
plied that the Bridge Company had run
short of mcney for its daijly expenses
and that he had urged the bank to be
liberal. e -had no special idea of as-
suming liability. If the advances came
under the guarantee the government
would be responsible; if they did not it
wouhd not be respomsible.
