Extract of letter from Davit, James (Mastcv, 
of^the kite barque "Colorado.'’ of Glasgow. 
— Having lost our ship on Staten Island, bn the 
5th of July, and having saved neither effects nor 
provisions, wc were then compelled to travel over 
the island for ten days, subsisting on nothing but 
shell-fish and seaweed On the 19th of July 
we came across another shipwrecked party of 
seventeen, the surviving part of the crew of the 
British ship * Dunskeig.' of Glasgow, fourteen 
having perished through exposure. Now. the 
ship was lost on the 23rd of June, and a lot of the 
cargo, consisting of Epps s Cocoa, was washed 
ashore out of the wreck. There was nothing 
saved except the Cocoa, and we. numbering 
twenty-five men. were kept alive on it up to the 
20th of August, when we were rescued by the 
steamer * Mercuric,’ of Buenos Aires.

“Too much praise cannot be given to this 
Cocoa. We bad a good stock of it there ; we 
used it in a liquid state for drink, we also baked 
it on the fire, which kept us alive and warm 
for 6 weeks on this barren island, situated in a 
region of perpetual ice and snow7."

durability, its fitness, its utility.

Surely the distinction is plain, and 
yet in these days of false ideals and 
confused standards it seems to me 
that three out of five people confuse 
these two words, or worse still, substi-, 
tute price for value.

Î. happened to be standing in a fur­
niture shop the other day near two 
young women who were buying a 
buf-ëau. The choice had narrowed 
down to two pieces of furniture, one 
a simple affair, following the old Colo­
nial lines, the other much larger and 
of a florid design. The price of the 
two articles was very nearly the same. 
After looking them over for some time, 
the purchaser finally turned to her 
companion and said, “Which looks as 
if it cost the most?” Her companion 
averred that the larger bereau had 
that appearance, and that' settled it. 
Now it was perfectly evident that one 

»i ■■ ——

of those bereaus must have been more 
suitable for her home thin the other; 
it was plainly evident that the one 
rejected was a better built piece of 
fuTniture and had better lines. These 
were, the considerations of vaftte on 
which she would have based he_r 
choice. But she didn't care about 
value. What she wanted was price, 
or" rather the' appearance of price.

A frank young person was display­
ing some of the Christmas gifts she 
had purchased for her girl friends. 
“I hope they_look as if they cost 
cents,” she said, “for that’s -what 
hiakes my Christmas ..shopping take 
so long, trying to get little things for 
ar"quarter that will look as If they 
fifty cents."

“Wouldn’t it be better to simply try 
to get things that will please your 
friends, regardless of what they ap­
pear to cost?’” asked lier-companion. 
But the young person couldn’t see it 
that way. You see, she was one of 
thpse people who substitute price for 
value.

Another girl was dissatisfied with 
a beautiful'tur which her father gave 
Iter for Christmas, “because no one 
would know thaf at cost as much as 
it did." -The fur was luxuriously 
warm and exquisitely beautiful; the 
value could scarcely have been Im­
proved, but just because she feared 
the price was not sufficiently evident, 
the fur was spoiled for this foolish 
young woman.

To care for things because they are 
beautiful or useful, or desirable in 
any real way, and not merely because 
they cost, or appear to cost a great 
deal of money, is the sign of a high 
order of intelligence. It is also a sign 
that its possessor will find It far 
easier to be happy than those who 
substitute price for value.

steamers and sailing vessels by the 
Lloyd’s surveyor. This is a matter of 
the greatest importance in a country 
like ours, where the safety of thou­
sands of lives depend upon the con­
dition of the ships in which they go, 
and no language can be too strong to 
arouse a feeling of security in the 
community. The particular case 
which your correspondent refers to 
is one that calls for some explanation 
from the Lloyd's Surveyor, and must 
not be taken as an insinuation that 
anything shady has been done by the 
owners of the said ship, for it Js gen­
erally .known that the owners of the 
Labrador expended quite a substantial 
sum in repairing her d,uring the past 
summer- But no matter how much 
money is expended in repairs it 
maters .little if the éaid repairs are 
not performed as they should be. 
The community at large are loud in 
their condemnation of the way things 
are going in the inspection of ships 
under repair and the confidence of' 
the people is shaken when they be­

hold a steamer that has just been re­
paired springing a leak a few hours 
after leaving port, The Government 
are introducing legislation to rendei 
aid to the widows and orphans of sea­
men who lose their lives while engag­
ed at their calling, but I agree with 
Tim ShanAahan that the Government 
should make an effort to have the in­
spection of ships carried out in such' 
a manner that the confidence of the 
community vrill be established and 
leave no doubt ,-on their minds that 
every thing is being done that should 
be done to ensure the safety of those 
who man our ships. Prevention ol 
loss of life is far better than relief to 
those who may be bereft of theii 
bread winners and I hope that now 
the matter has been Brought before 
the Government that they will lost 
no time in dealing with it.

The Great 
Featherweight 
Championship.

Championship Boxing —• Moran and 
Driscoll Draw.

Rarely if ever have the patrons of 
the National Sporting Club suffered 
such a severe disappointment as they 
did last night, when Jim Driscoll, the 
feather-weight boxing champion of 
England, and Owen Moran, fought a 
draw for the Lonsdale Belt, a purse of 
£1,500, ai^d side stakes of £100 a 
side.

“This contest was fully expected by 
“those who knew" to be the finest 
fought in Europe or, for that matter, 
in America, for many a year. Dris­
coll, the Prince of Boxers, and Moran 

j clever, but not so clever as Driscoll, 
yet possessed of greater stamina and 
a mighty hard hitter—surely the 
meeting of such men was bound to 
furnish an historic battle.

Evidently the lovers of boxing 
thought so, for the National Sporting 
Chib Was crowded from gallery to 
sttill, and though a splendid contest 
was witnessed when Platts defeated 
Elton, after a hard-fought fifteen- 
round bout, yet the spectators merely

settled themselves down more com- 
fcrably into their seats awaiting with 
impatience the great fight of the even­
ing.

They were doomed to disappoint­
ment, however. Over-anxiety has 
Spoiled too many great sporting con­
tests before. Whether it be cricket, 
football, or boxing, the occasion seem^ 
to weigh on the protagonists at times. 
And so it did last night When two 
such hardened wafriors as Driscoll 
and Moran, heroes 'of innumerable 
fights, met. '

How They Started.
The contest began quietly enough. 

Driscoll, dark, lithe, springy as a 
panther, circled round the fair-haired 
sturdy, powerfully built Moran, 
shooting out from time to time a ra­
pier-like left and dodging the heavy 
returns with all the agility of a. danc­
ing master. There was “nothing in 
it,” as our American friends would 
my. Each man was feeling for his 
opponent's weak spot with a whole 
some dread for that gentleman’s capa­
bilities.

Rouit(1 two was very much on the 
pattern of the first. Driscoll danced 
round and round his man, throwing 
>ur. feelers, lightly avoiding tentative 
swingers, and rushing in at intervals 
o see if he Was Moran’s master at in- 
ighting. So quick and clever was the 
.vork in the first .three rounds- and so 
;ei!se was the strain that the gong 
sounding the three mniutes’ round was
liiished seemed to ring almost before

1 blow had been struck,
Gradually the men wanned up to 

their work and Driscoll Set the pace. 
In and out he danced, leading with, 
ns left, evading the heavy blows of 
iis. opponent. Yet one noticed that 
iis blows seemed to have little effect 
3n his rugged opponent, who kept fol­
lowing liis man round and round the 
ring, striving his utmost to deal one 
telling blow. The result lay in a 
nutshell. Driscoll could outbox his 
man, but Moran was the more rugged 
fighter.

Until the ninth round Driscoll 
steadily outpointed his opponent. He 
scored in the outfighting and he 
'airly held his own at close quarters, 
coffering himself up In marvellous 
"ashion to meet the heavy short-arm 
blows swinging up at all angles at 
body and chin.

Then from the tenth round onwards, 
both men seemed to throw all science 
to the winds. “Rough-housing” took 
the place of boxing. Clinches were 
frequent, and the referee, Mr, Doug­
ins. found it necessary to walk round 
to both corners and warn the boxers. 
Several times he called upon the men 
to break, and twice at least he walked 
up to the ring-side while the men were 
fighting to admonish them.

A Poor Contest.
Moran seemed to be using his head 

in the clinches, and bringing his elbow 
across under his opponent’s chin, but 
this may have been due to the fact that 
he was two inches shorter than Dris­
coll. The latter seemed to forget his 
tactics and joined heartily in the “mix' 
up,” but In this way lie played into 
his opponent’s hands. For there was 
no doubt that Moran was the strong­
er man.

Profiting by Driscoll's lack of strat­
egy, Moran recovered a lot of lost 
ground and towards the end of the 
bout scored many points, tin the last 
round" be nearly had Driscoll out with 
a tremendous blow on the jaw, but 
that master of boxing came in and 
saved himself by clinching. At the 
finish Moran was distinctly the 
stronger man, though ft is question­
able whether he had wiped off the 
points scored by Driscoll In the eaUier 
rounds.—Daily Mail.

On Saturday, the 8th Inst., a large 
and representative meeting of the' in­
habitants of Bay St. George North, 
was held In the Parish Hall, Port an 
Port, when the following Resolutions 
relative to the extension of the Rail­
way to Port au Port, were adopted:

Whereas It is the unanimous opin­
ion of this meeting, that the time has 
arrived when prompt and active mea­
sures should be undertaken by our 
legislators to promote and extend the 
industrial interests of the inhabitants 
of this important section of the West 
Coast, by affording the means of de­
veloping its rich and extensive agri­
cultural, mining and lumbering ca­
pabilities;

And Whereas the application of 
capital and enterprise has converted 
the great limestone deposits of Port 
au Port into a means of support for 
hundreds of the population, besides 
attracting settlers from other parte 
of the country, offering inducements 
for the extension of trade and com­
merce, in a word opening up vast 
possibilities to all kinds of industries 
But to what end do these elements 
of success and advancement exist, if 
wanting a regular safe means of con­
nection with and transportation to 
other centres of business, satisfactory 
results cannot be obtained;

And Whereas owing to want of 
harbors and other shipping facilities 
on the coast, it is apparent that de­
velopment of those natural resources 
can be accomplished only by the 
agency of the railroad;

Be it therefore Resolved, 1st, That 
the immediate extension of the Rail­
way to Port au Port is absolutely 
necessary to the prosperity, advance­
ment and enterprise of the inhabit­
ants of the North Side of Bay St. 
George.

2nd. That the Government be re­
spectfully requested to take up and 
adjust this question of railway exten­
sion to the satisfaction of those vital­
ly interested and that the representa- 
ive of the District, Mr. Downey, be 
asked to bring the matter before the 
Legislature at an early date and give 
it the support its importance de­
mands.

3rd. That a copy of these Resolu­
tions be transmitted the Rt. Hon. the 
Premier, earnestly soliciting his fa­
vorable consideration of this move­
ment having for its object the pro­
gress of the Great West Coast and the 
improvement of the conditions of its 
people, and expressing a hope that at 
the earliest date this deserving por­
tion of St. George’s District may be 
admitted to share in the benefits of 
the railway policy adopted by th( 
Government

The principal object of the meet­
ing was the consideration and adopt­
ion’ of the Railway Resolutions re­
ferred to above but when that busi- 
ness^Vas concluded the discussion on 
the bridging of the rivers at the 
head of Bay St. George was proposed, 
when the following resolutions on 
the subject were adopted:

Whereas road-making is essential 
to the progress of any country or sec­
tion of it;

And Whereas the material and so­
cial advancement of the people of 
Bay St. George has been greatly re­
tarded by want of roads and bridges 
to connect the settlements around its 
shores;

And Whereas a large section of the 
head of the Bay is intersected by a 
number of unbridged rivers which 
render travel by this route often dif­
ficult and dangerous and always 
slow and Inconvenient:

Add Whereas the citizens of St. 
George's in public meeting assembled 
in the Star of the Sea Hall of that 
town, on the 27th ultimo., adopted 
certain resolutions Urging the Gov­
ernment to provide for the bridging 
of those rivers, which flow into St. 
George's Basin, so as to insure air 
uninterrupted highway of traffic be­
tween the settlements of the north 
and south sides Of Bay St. Geôrge.

Be It therefore resolved; That this 
meeting strongly endorses the action 
taken by the public-spirited citizens 
of St. George’s in this important mat-
teWat in the opinion of this public 
meeting of the inhabitants of Bay St. 
George, North, the bridging of those 
rivers referred to above is not alone 
desirable to a closer union of the in­
habitants of both Sides of the Bay, 
but absolutely necessary to their mu­
tual business relations and indus­
trial pursuits.

SAVING CLOTHES
The heavy ice above the Long 

Bridge, which accumulated there dur­
ing the winter, and which was fully 
three feet thick, with the sudden thaw 
of Saturday and Sunday, gave way 
Sunday forenoon, and with the cur­
rent caused by the inrush of water 
from freshets .on the Southside Hill, 
and from the swollen tributaries of 
the Waterford River, caused the ice 
to break up and give way suddenly. 
At 1.40 p.m. Sunday, thousands of tons 
of ice, mostly in large pans, were 
borne down in the current and 
hurling their weight against the 
parapets of the Long Bridge, tore-that 
structure away as if it were made of 
so much cardboard. The tide ran at 
the rate of fully four knots and the 
mass of ice gpd .dttbris from the bridge 
was thrown against Reid's yacht 
Fife, moored at the breastwork, tore 
away the grump head to which the 
‘springs’ which moored her were at­
tached, and she was thrown across 
the dock diagonally with her bow' in 
over Mudge.’s pier. She lay across 
this until yesterday morning, aitd was 
aground at low' tide. The ice met 
a barrier in the Dundee and Clyde, 
apchored side by side at the south 
side of the pier; it then backed up 
and remained rafted to the bottom. 
Both ship» with the first shock, were 
sjvept from their moorings also, but 
■wedged themselves between the pier 
and the schooner Tobeatic and re­
mained there till yesterday forenoon 
when the Dundee was moored for­
ward and the ice escaped down the 
harbor. The Fife suffered some 
damage, but the other ships escaped, 
the Premier, Mayor, Councillors and 
members, were present, and we hear 
a new drawbridge will be erected on 
t)ie site of the old ojje.

CHAPTER XXV.—TH E IRISH HEROINES.

(Continued.)
Our party consisted of husband and 

wife, a little daughter then, about 3 
years of age, and the other heroine 
of whom we have already spoken, and 
whom we have called Norah. Of the 
voyage out it is not necessary that 
we write at any length, as it was sim­
ilar to the voyages in the early days 
of emigration; and similar to that of 
the "Irish Emigrant,1’ of whom I 
wrote,, in my second story. There was 
of course, the usual amount of sea­
sickness; a few storms; and the 
average time was some thirty or for­
ty days. They brought with them 
some articles of old-time mahogany 
furniture, and a few heirlooms of the 
family. Their money, of course, had 
to be brought in gold ; as banking, 
with its modern conveniences of 
drafts and cheques, was not then 
available as it is to-day. This to them 
was their greatest care during the 
voyage, but in due time their "little 
ship sighted the land; and on a bright 
June day entered the Narrow's which 
Cabot had entered three centuries be­
fore. Their ship ran well.up the har­
bor, as she was consigned to parties 
who transacted business in that di­
rection. Thus it was that on landing 
they went ashore somewhere near the 
premises of C. F. Bennett & Co., which 
portion Of the town, we of the present 
day call the West End.

The West End then was very dif­
ferent from what it is to-day; but not 
far from the place of landing, and 
what is now known as the upper side 
of Water Street, our party pitched 
their tent and made their home. In 
course of years they erected a two- 
storied stone building, which still 
stands, and which is still strong and 
well preserved. To their new home 
in St. John’s they brought good 
health and capital; the highest moral 
aud Christian character; and firm 
faith in God; and upon these princi­
ples they laid the foundation of their 
business, and of their homestead; 
therefore it is no wonder that they 
succeeded in the truest sense of the 
word, and that “the blessing which 
maketh rich and addeth no sorrow" 
followed them in all their
They did not leave their principles be­
hind them, as we are apt sometimes 
to do; nor did they forget them when
it was convenient; but they put them 
first and foremost; and in all the
changes of their life, in times when
clouds seemed to threaten their sky 
and the way looked dark, they put 
these higher t principles uppermost: 
and like the Psalmist of old, "they 
came out into a wealthy place." They 
learned to love Newfoundland, and in 
all they did, and in their descendants, 
who were not very many, and of 
whom only two now remain, St. 
John's has had citizens good and 
true.

During their fifty years they estab­
lished a nice business and ran it 
along on the old conservative style; 
and kept an eye to safety and econ­
omy. The capital which they invest­
ed was very helpful for fishermen of

and Tucker.

the West End, and was instrumental 
in building up St. John’s and of mak­
ing it the centre of trade that it is to­
day. While the homestead was es­
tablished In Newfoundland, there were 
of course lonely hearts across the wa­
ter; and amongst the number was 
one who would not be satisfied until 
he, too, had crossed the broad Atlan­
tic and joined the party. This wras the 
son of the Mayor of Dublin; and it 
was Norah who was all the world to 
"him. To be Mayor of Dublin was 
quite a prominent office, and the 
young man in question had much in 
his favor. He had a good chance of 
doing well by staying at home; but it 
was all nothing to him; and he deter­
mined to leave ail and try his for­
tune in the same country to which 
Norah had gone.

He had youth and health on his 
side, and in all probability would have 
some lit(le capital. He therefore de­
cided to .embark and make his home 
in Newfoundland. Being young, he 
had not much to dispose of, but his 
father had given him a beautiful 
horse which was kept and groomed 
in the best condition. This animal he 
decided to sell, and it was in the act 
of selling it that he received a mark 
that he carried with him to his grave. 
On entering the stable to show him to 
a prospective buyer, the animal be­
came restive, and in its prancing kick­
ed its owner in the thigh, with the 
result that he ever after walked with 
a halting step.

In due time the Mayor’s son made 
his departure, and sailing from Dub­
lin, he finally arrived in St. John's. 
He was. of course, warmly received 
by our friends, and especially so by 
Norah.

' it reminded him a great deal of many 
parts of his own native Ireland. With 
youth on his side, and his bit of cap­
ital, he applied himself ~tb business.
