Essentials and
Unessentia’s.

We have had occasion al-

ready to draw attention

to what we consider the

illogical position of the
. city in respect of its
Municipal Government, and we con-
fess to having had misgivings that
things might not be much improved at
the end of this month. Briefly, the very
purpose for which, in answer to the
popular demand, our present Com-
mission was called into being, has not
yet, or has been only partially, ful-
filled. It is not always that an election
shibboleth need be taken very serious-
1y, but in this case it is very pertinent,
and to us it seems to sum up the whole
situation. “Let the Commissioners
finish their work.”

But what is that work? Our own
opinion, which we have before ex-
pressed, is that quite the most valu-
able portion of it is to be found in
their charter. To all appearances,
however, this important document
will receive scant consideration from
the electorate. The Commissioners
are far more likely to be judged by
other achievements, which we may be
pardoned for thinking quite minor
matters—whether or not these “hop-
pers” are a benefit to the localities in
which they have been introduced;
whether the Tarvia road was worth
the expense; and a number of other
particular-questions of the sort. This
is quite understandable, and the Com-
missioners are not to be blamed if
they themselves subordinate other
and better claims which they could
make to the suffrage of their fellow-
citizens to an exposition of what they
have accomplished in these directions.
Men form judgments largely from
their senses. They will not judge a
man favourably for introducing a
good policy if they think he has made
a bad road. They can see the road
better than the policy.

But these are after all pure acts of
administration. If another, and quite
different, body of men succeeded the
Commission, they too would set about
making roads. It is mnot likely they
would make Tarvia roads. They
would use a formula of their own.
The result would probably be no less
expensive, and it is very doubtful if
it would be any better.” So, too, with
the hoppers, and a dozen other things.
Now, if matters were as.  in former
times, and we had to elect a Council
to carry on the work of civic adminis-

tration on the lines and under the |

laws governing their predecessors,
these questions might be very ma-
terial- But this is not the case: noth-

ing could be further from the truth.

The . Commissioh was appointed be-
cause the city needed, not new men,
but a new system. The old system
was—we can only find one word for it
-—hopeless. We do not contend, for
the Commission, that they have found
a perfect system: that would be ab-
surd; but we can say this, that they
have provided the means by which it
can be as nearly approached as is
reasonably .possible.

We will give an illustration, the
most important we can think of, to
explain our meaning. In the remarks
of Councillors we find again and
again recurring the phrase, “So far as
the revenue would permit.” From le-
gal -experience, we have had abundant
opportunities of seeing how inade-
quate the revenue derived from the
city has been to meet its need; how
inequitably it has been divided; how
imperfectly it has been collected; and
how uheconomically it has been ad-
ministered. If anyone will take the
trouble to open the proposed charter
and read with particular attention
sections 209 to 290, he will find this
vitally important matter there ex-
haustively treated. We have not yet

examined these sections closely
cugh to form any opinion of them, but
they are in the capable hands of the
Citizens’ Committee. We are sure
that when the Legislature meets next,
year it will have, in the combined
work of this Committee and of the
Commission, material for the basis of
a system far superior to anything we
have yet had. :

This much, at least, the Commis-
sioners have done for us. Other gen-
tlemen now ask our suffrage. All
honour to them -for it. But it is not
enough for us to know that they do
not approve of the Tarvia road and
look askance upon the “hoppers.” We
desire to know what their opinions are
on the subject we have mentioned, and
others the very foundation of Muni-
cipal Government. We can consider
the superstructure later. So far they
have merely told us generally that
they will do the best they can for our
welfare. Let them tell us what their
best is, or at least outline a policy.
Unless, and until they can do this, we
respectfully decline to prefer them to
those who have given us such an ex-
cellent one.

We are pleased to learn of the con-
ferring of the Degree of Doctor of
Divinity upon the Rev. Thomas James,
noticed elsewhere in our columns. A
particular interest attaches to it from
the fact that Dr. Rideout, a Newfound-
lander, is a Professor at Taylor Uni-
versity. Many years ago George
Rideout was attached to the staff of
the Evening Telegram. His rise to
the eminence which he enjoys in Am-
erica was remarkable, and was due
solely to his unusual merit. We add
our congratulations to both the rev-
erend gentlemen to those of itheir
many friends here.

Reservisis Retarn

Reservist Wﬂlla.m; Invalided.

By the express which reached town'

yesterday afternoon, six men of the
. Royal Navy returned from active ser<
vice. They were engagud in the Dar-
danelles and North Sea on board dif-
ferent warships. Their names -are
Joseph Barrett, Spaniard’s Bay; W.
F. Way, Flowers Cove; C. A. Williams,
Pools Cove, Fortune; R. S. Martin and
C. Kavanagh, St. John’s; and Geo.
Morgan, Brigus. The men left Liver-
pool on June 9th and crossed to St.
John, N.B,, on the S.8. Scandinayvian.
According to the naval rules the men
had to travel second class. After
spending a few weeks with their re-
latives after an absence of 22 months,
most of the men signified their inten-
tion of enlisting in tHe Newfoundland
Regiment. Reservist C. A. Williams
served on board the auxiliary cruiser
Digby, in the North - Sea, and was
through some . trying experiences
while doing patrol duty. The young
sailor who has just recently passed
his 18th birthday, was sixteen months
on active service when he was strick-
en with rheumatism on April 1st, and
was placed in hospital at Chatham.
Being unfit for future service he was
discharged on June 8th, and left for
home on the day mentioned. Let us
not forget the men of the navy, who
protect us while we sleep, who move
our troops across the seven seas to
the scene of battle, and by their
dauntless courage and steadfastness
to duty, keep .the . German warships
locked up in the Kiel Canal.

Stranded Grain
Steamer Arachue

Will Be Total Wreek.

Hopes of reflcating the s.s. Arachne
which is stranded at Point Platte,
Little Miquelon, have been abandoned.
The probabilities are that she will be-
come a total wreck and the work of
salving the cargo has commenced.
The Red Cross Liner Florizel and
Coastal steamer reached the scene of
the wreck last night, having been or-
dered there by Bowring Bros., Ltd.,
but were unsuccessful in towing the
Arachne off the rocks.

The Arachne is a British steamer,
practically new, being built in 1912 at
West Hartlepool, and is owned by W.
Gray & Co. Ltd. She is 3.898 tons
gross and 2,471 net. She was bound
from Montreal to a port in the Old
Country with 6,000 tons of grain when
she ran ashore.

The Florizel is due to arrive at this
port this evening. She has 100 passer-
gers on board.

Hearty Receplion
Accorded Returned
Gallipoli Heroes

WHO RETURNED ' YESTERDAY
AFTERNOON.

Yesterday morning and afternoon
bunting flew from nearly all the ‘com-
mercial houses from Hoyléstown to
the Railway Station, the lattér place
being surrounded with long strings of
flags.

About 2.30 o’clock the crowd began
to gather at the station and by the
time the express pulled in to the
eastern terminus the platform in
front of the station was filled to over-
flowing, while hundreds had to be con-
tent with standing in the street. In-
cluded in the big crowd were fathers,
mothers, wives, sisters, brothers and
sweethearts . of our returning heroes,
and a large number of prominent citi-
zens.

Drawn up in front of the building
forming a guard around the station
were over 500 of the Newfoundland
Regiment under command of Major
Montgomerie.

About 3.30 the big engine attached
to the express came pounding into the
station, and as the heroes stepped
from the train they were greeted with
hearty cheering by the vast crowd,
while friends and relatives gathered
round and warmly welcomed the boys
home. The names of the returned
soldiers are:—

Capt. Geo. T. Carty, Second Lieuts.
Hector Ross and R. Burnham; Pri-
vates J. St. John, Bell Island; L. Grif-
fin and J. Griffin, brothers, of Harbor
Grace; B. Strickland, Spaniard’s Bay;
R. Follett and J. Brown, St. George's;
G. S. Garland, D. Cooper, W. Newell,
J. Cooper, St. John’s; and J. Fury, all
members of the First Newfoundland
Regiment.

Accompanied by members of the W.
P.A. and recruiting committee in au-
tomobiles and headed by the Regi-
ment, they were taken to Government
House where they were warmly greet-
d by His Excellency the Governor,
who complimented them on the good
services they had performed for the
Empire and the civilized world.

Capt. Carty, who went through the
Gallipoli campaign, is suffering from
the effects of disease contracted in the
trenches and is now on furlough. He
speaks highly of the manner in which
our boys behaved while fighting the
Turks. They did their part mnobly
and well in company with the Austra-
lian and -the English Regiments.
Shortly before leaving for home ten
or twelve days ago he visited several
of our boys at Wandsworth where
they are being treated like kings and
are visited quite often by Royalty and
persons of high rank in England.
Queen Amelia, of Portugal, ‘who. has
taken a deep interest in nursing, oft-
en visits Wandsworth. The Hospital
Authorities think highly of the New-
foundland wounded as patients. Capt.
Carty also visited Ayr where the men
are in the bhest of health. Several of-
ficers and a number of men have late-
ly been transferred to France.'

Second Lieut. Hector Ross who left
here as Sergt.-Major of C Co., receiv-
cd his present office shortly before
leaving for Gallipoli, where he was
wounded and won honour in the
famous fight at Caribou Hill. It hap-
pened that two advanced posts used
by Turkish snipers at night were cap-
tured in the day time by Capt. J. Don-
nelly, M.C., Corporals Barrett and
Snow and six privates. The Turks
were beginning to make things hot for
the little band when Lieut. Ross with
Sergt. Greene (now Lieut. and D. C.
M.) and six other men were sent as a
reinforcement, but on their way they
encountered a squad of twenty Turks
who were trying to surround Capt.

 Donnelly and his men. Our boys im-

mediately opened fire and in the bat-
tle that followed, Privates Joachim
Murphy and Elsworth quickly fell.
Elsworth passed away that night and
Murphy the next evening on board the
hospital ship. Lieut. Ross received a
gun shot wound in the left arm near
the shoulder. With their little party
cut to pieces they were forced to re-
tire; at daylight Capt. Donnelly and
party got back, but returned the next
night, Lieut. Shortall replacing Lieut.
Ross, who was placed on board a hos-
pital ship the next morning for Malta,
where he remained two months prior
to being removed to Wandsworth Hos-
pital. He had seven pieces of bone
removed from his arm.

Second Lieut. Burnham having sus-
tained injuries to his knee while in
tljaining at Ayr, did not see active ser-
vice. :

Private G. S. Garland received a
gun shot wound in the left knee at
Gallipoli after being but ten days in
the trenches. He was moved with
others to Egypt and arrived at Wands-
worth, January 9th.; he has since suf-
fered from typhoid enteric and a re-
lapse following the latter complaint.

Pte. St. John was severely wounded
in the head. Private L. Griffin, in the
arm and leg; Private J. Griffin con-
tracted typhoid in the trenches, and
was again: attacked by the  disease
when removed to France. He states
the conditions there are far superior
to. those existing in the land of the
Turk, and up to leaving, June 1st, the
boys were in the best of health.

Commissioners
Hold Meeting.

Chairman Gosling and Commissioners
Withers, Bradshaw, MeGrath, Mor-
ris, McNamara and Ayre Address aa
Enthusiastic Gathering.

A large audience filled the C.C.C.
Hall last night and greeted with en-
thusiasm Mr. Gosling and his aassoci-
ate candidates. The primary purpose
of the meeting was the formation of a
committee to carry out the active work
of campaign in favor of these gentle-
men.

The chair was- occupied by Mr. W.
J. Linegar, President of the Cooper’s
Union, and Mr. F. J. Wadden acted as
Secretary.

After a short introduction by the
{ chairman, Mr. Gosling addressed the
| meeting. He spoke in broad terms of
|the work the’'Commission had done,
i and showed the effect of the proposed
Charter. Among the chief objects
aimed at by it were a more equal dis-
tribution of taxation and better hous-
ing conditions for the poor. He point-
!ed out. the great improvements that
| had been effected in sewerage and

sanitary conditions generally, im-
! provements which could be continued
and greatly increased if the City
stood by the Commission. He laid
great emphasis on the valuable work
done in enlarging the water supply;
by the end of the current year the
work of the Commission should be
completed, and he anticipated from
}lhe improved service a saving to the
i city as a whole of $25,000 or more in
insurance, with protection about
double what it had been hitherto. He
defended the much abused “hoppers.”
Results were what counted, and: the
death rate of last year was the lowest
on record. He corrected the miscon-
ception anent the water meters,
which he stated would be installed,
not in private houses, but only in
large factories and other premises
where the expenditure of water was
very large. He hoped for a return of
$5,000 or more from this source. Mr.
Gosling concluded amid loud and pro-
longed applause.

Mr. Withers, in a delightful speech,
largely retrospective, indicated the
contrast between the old - state of
things and the new. Never had the
city received the benefits of the ser-
vices, time and -ability of such a body
of men as the Commission, it was.for
the citizens to see that the benefit was
continued.

Mr. I. C. Morris spoke generally,
and emphasized the necessity of a
wider view of the question, if it was
to be fairly judged. But it was grati-
fying to see that most people recog-
nised the worth of the services rend-
ered by the Commission.

Mr. Bradshaw spoke next, with par-
ticular reference to the water supply
and sanitary matters. He had himself
made a special study of these*ques-
tions. He also defended the use and
value of the “hoppers” in places
where better arrangements could not
for the present be made,

Mr. Jas. McGrath diverted his
audience by a speech in which quiet
humor was combined with great prac-
tical sense. He added his strong sup-
port to the remarks of the previous
speakers on the “hopper” question;
they were of invaluable service to the
city from the point of hygiene and
cleanliness.

Mr. McNamara, after defending ‘the
work of the Commission generally,
made an interesting announcement to
the effect that they contemplated the
possible project of utilizing the Mo-
bile .water supply for the purpose of
an electric lighting and power system
for the city. If it materialized, he an-
ticipated a revenue of $50,000 annually
upon it. ¥

Mr. C. P. Ayre, in 4 speech - that
breathed the true civic spirit, reviewed
the work of the Commission for their
two years of office. He pointed out
the loss that would accrue to the city
if the work that’ had been so well un-
dertaken and pursued were to be in-
terrupted or hampered. It was only
this policy that induced him to offer
to continue in public life. His speech
was received with cheers.

Mr. A. Soper then made a motion,
seconded by Mr. Janes, that the meet-
ing approved the work of Mr. Gosling
and the Commission. It was enthusias-
tically and unanimously adopted.

The general meeting concluded,
several committees were formed for
the purpose of carrying out a vigorous
campaign during the next week. They
will meet at the same hall to-night at
8 o’clock to consider a programme.

PEACE WITH MEXICO.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

One fact stood out to-night at the
close of a day of many developments
in the Mexican crisis. Apparently
both the States Government and the
De Facto authorities of Mexico hope
to treat the clash at Carrazal yester-
day as an incident aggravating the
gravely strained relations but not of
itself likely to precipitate general
hostilities. So far as the Washington
administration is concerned mno final
decision can be reached until Presi-
dent Wilson has received a report of
the fight from the American army of-
ficers. A despatch from Gen. Funston
late to-day said General Pershing had
heard of the affair only through re-
ports from Field Headquarters. The
cavalry started immediately to get in
touch with a detachment which is
supposed to be returning toward the
field base at Colonia Dublan, more
than sixty miles from the scene of
fighting. Many officials here have not
abandoned hope of a peaceful outcome
basing their hopes against war are re-
ports that have reached them indi-
rectly. that the Carranza Government
is inclined to seek a peaceful way out.

ADDITIONAL INCOME TAX.

LONDON; June 22.

The Commons has formally agreasd
to the resolution of Reginald McKen-
na, Chanecellor of the Exchequer, imi-
posing an additional income tax of
two shillings in the poand on incomes
derived from foreign investments.
Several members opposed the resolu-
tion and endeavoured ineffectually to
induce McKenna to accept an amend-
ment. The only concession the-Chan-
cellor would make was to concede
that the tax be limited for the dura-
tion of the war. McKenna stated that
if war continued for some time the
government would be obliged to issue
further lists of securities that it was
willing to purchase in order to cre-
atc uounar balances to meet its needs

GREECE ACCEPTS I-INTI-Z‘,\"I‘EE DE-
MANDS.
LONDON, June 22.
Acceptance by CGreece of all de-
mands by the Entente Powers, is re-
ported by Reuter’s Athens correspond-
ent. He cables that M. Zaimis, to
whom the formation of a new cabinct
is said to have been entrusted, went
to the French Legation, during a
conference there of the Enfente min-
isters, last evening, and announced in
the name of King, Constantine that
Greece had yielded fully.
TO CRUISE BFFORI-‘ PIRAEUS.
" PARIS, June 22.
An allied fleet has been ordered to
cruise bhefore Piraeus, the port of
Athens, according to a despatch from
Salonika. It is made up of squadrons
of the allied nations, and will be com-
manded by Vice-Admiral Moreau. It
is said that the fleet will eventually
be supported by a landing party, but
the action of the landing party will
depend on events.
TO REPLACE SKOULODIS MINIS-
TRY

PARIS, June 22.
It was stated that the note.that de-
mobilization of the Greek army must
be complete and immediate, the allies
demand the replacement of the Skoul-
odis ministry with a cabinet which
wonld give all guarantees for the ob-
gservance of friendly neutrality to-
the Entente, in harmony with
ments, The Greek government
is also requested to replace police oi-
ficials alleged to be under foreign in-
fluence.
ITALY ADHERES.
PARIS, June 22.
The Ttalian minister at Athens has
handed the Greek government a note
from his home government, declaring
that it adhered to the representations
made by the Entente Powers, says a
Havas despatch from Athens to-day.

AUSTRIANS DROWNED IN THE
STRYPA.

LONDON, June 22.

Hundreds of Austrians were drown-
ed in the Strypa after the recent Rus-
sian success. On the eastern bank,
north of Buzzozac, according to Reu-
ter’s Petrograd correspondent, the
troops holding some trenches were
cnveloped by the Russians from north
and south. Cut off from the bridges,
they rushed into the river,  panic

stricken. A few managed to swim
across, but the majority perished.

OFFICIAL ANNOUNCEMENT.
LONDON, June 22.
An official announcement by the
Russian War Office of the capture of
Rodantz, a town of 13,000 inhabitants,
situated 30 miles south of Czerno-
witz, and 10 miles from the Rouma-
nian frontier, shows how actively Gen.
Letchitsky is pushing the ~ broken
Austrian forces. According to a de-
spatch from Petrograd nothing but 2
miracle can avoid the destruction of
Pflangers army, as Gen. Letchitsky
now holds a stretch of 25 miles on the
Sereth river. According to a report
from Rome an Austrian army, under
General Batlin, is shut up in the angle
on the frontier near the town of Ser-
eth and completely surrounded by the
Russians. An Austrian official re-
ceived to-night claims that the Aus-
trians repulsed Russian attacks near
Curshumora. This town is in the ex-
treme south of Bukowina on the Mol-
\(iava river, 54 miles south of Czerno-
/itz. Thus, unless some other town
of the same name is meant, the Rus-
sian pursuit is seemingly extended
much further than the Russian elaim.

SPAIN SUSPICIOUS.
CARTAGENA, June 22,

The German submarine U-35, com-
manded *by Lieut. Von Arnauld, ar-
rived here to-day with a letter from
Emperor William to Kin;r' Alfonso.
The lieutenant said that the letter ex-
pressed the Emperor’s thanks for at-
tention given by Spain to refugees
from Kameruna. The submarine first
anchored alongside the interned Ger-
man steamer Roma but the port au-
thorities required her -to- move and
take up another anchorage near the
Spanish cruiser Cataluna. The Sec-
refary of the German Embassy arriv-
ed here on a special train last night
for the purpose of receiving the let-
ter. Accompanied by the German
Consul he went on board the submar-
ine and visited the commander. The
Spanish cruiser and destroyer receiv-
ed mwlgrs to watch closely the move-
ments of the submarine. Instructions
were given to keep the entrance of the
harbor lighted brightly with search-
lights. The German sub. U-35 de-
parted from this port shortly before
daylight.

BRITISH AMBASSADOR CALLS ON
THE' SPANISH PRIME MINISTER.

LONDON, June 22.

An official despatch to-day says:
The British Ambassador at Madrid
yvesterday called on the Spanish
Prime Minister and expressed the
hope that the U-35 would disappear
from Cartagena harbor at the expira-
tion of the 24 hours’ allowed by inter-
national law. The minister made no
further representdtions to the Spanish
Premier, the despatch says.

DOCKED FOR REPAIRS.

COPENHAGEN, June 22.
According to the Rite Stifts Edende,
the German battleship Koenig, dam-
aged in the naval battle of May 31,

has been docked.

The following communication was
received from the Health Officer in
reply to a letter sent by the Chair-
man re Hoppers and Pots:—

J. L. Slattery, Esq.,
Secretary Municipal Board.

Dear Sir,—

In reply to your letter of June 20th,
I beg to say that, in my opinion, the
pots or catch-pipes which have been
placed about the City for the reeep-
tion of slopwater have been the means
of effecting a very great sanitary im-
provement. The great advantage of
having such refuse deposited in the
sewers immediately, instead of allow-
ing it to lie and decompose -in the
surface drains, must be -clear to
everyone. Under former -conditions
all slopwaters and liquid refuse from
unsewered houses were mnecessarily
thrown in the surface drains, with the
result that many streets were always
in a most offensive and insanitary
condition. The improved condition.of
the streets which have been provided
with these catch-pipes is obvious, -but
the danger to health which has been
at least partially removed. was by no
means limited to the streets in ques- }
tion, as all such liquid filth quickly
dries up and is blown about the whole
city in the form of dust, laden with
disease germs. These catch-pipes
should of coursé be regarded as mere-
ly temporary arrangements, to be re-
moved as soon as the extension of
sewerage connecfion in any locality
renders- them unnecessary. In  the
meantime, their use has certainly led
to a great improvement upon former
conditions and, if properly supervised
and regularly flushed, are in no
way offensive or dangerous to health.
I am informed that certain statements
have been made to the effect that a
great deal of illness in the city, and
particularly the recent epidemig . of,

| measles, has been caused or spread:

by these pipes. Such statements are
quite absurd, and could only be made.
by persons who are entirely ignorant
of infectious diseases and the means,
hy which they are spread. The sys-
tem now .in use of depositing the
night-soil which is collected - by. the
sanitary carts directly in the sewer is
also a vast improvement upon former
conditions.” Under the old system this'
material was simply dumped upon the
land around the City limits. This in-
sanitary préactiee was a-standing men-
ace to the public health and a con-
stant cause of nuisance and complaint.
It has been rendered quite unneces-
sary by the present method of dis-
posal, which does not give rise to
any nuisance or danger to health,
even in the immediate neighbourhood
of the sanitary stabltes.

Britain’s Foed Problem

(“Westminster Gazette.”)

We have in the United Kingdom a
population of 47,000,000, to a consid-
erable extent fed and suppliod from
gverseas. “That is a condition which
differentiates our position from that
of any of the Dominions and renders
impossible any protectionist policy on
a large scale -unless we contemplate
a considerable reduction of our popu-
lation. We may increase home-grown
supplies.;somewhat, we may, and we
hope we shall, increase what we take
from the Dominions, but cheap and
abundant supplies from all
must remain a vital interest of the
majority of the British people. They
are also the interest df the large body
of traders who are engaged n foreign
trade and are competing with foreign
rivals in neutral markets. TIf for pat-
riotic or political reasons we were
engaged at the end of the war to
close down our trade with the central
powers, we should have carefully to
count the cost to our manufacturers,
and to face the fact that we were plac-
ing ourselves at a serious disadvant-
age in neutral markets. Most of all,
we should have to count the cost to
our shipping, which must decline or
remain stationary, . if we adopt any
policy which threatens to diminish or
arrest the growth of the foreign trade.

Believed Earl Kitchener’s Predicted
Turn of the Tide Has Come—War
Likely to End by Decisive Military
Victory.

British Headquarters -in France,
June 17 (via London, June 19.)—The
contrast between the news of Russian
success now and the news of Russian
reverses last year is remarked on all
sides as proof of the turn of the tide
as Earl Kitchener predicted last year,
and reassurances that the co-opera-
tion of the Allies on all fronts will
end the war, not by the blockade and
exhaustion of Germany alone, but by
a decisive military victory.

It is universally considered certain
that in committing herself to the Ver-
dun operation, Germany has dealt her
own death blow.

So far as the correspondent ¢tan :
learn, Germany still maintains enor-
mous forces against this front and
continues to hold the eastern front
with a thin line. She has known that
the long Russian front gave a better
opportunity for an offensive than the
heavily held and fortified western
front, but she has not realized how
magnificently Russia could come
back.

This and the heroic stubbornness
of the French at Verdun and the in-
creasing strength of the British Ar-
my, has resulted in the most cheerful
feeling on the length of the British
trenches since the war began. No
talk of any compromise or peace is
The only opinion on which
the war will end depends on whether
the Germans will fight through the

third bloody summer before coming
