WILSON’S ADDRESS CAUSES SUR-

the meanings which it is considered 
may be concealed behfnd certain pas­
sages. ' Public men interviewed be­
gan with courteous tributes to the 
President’s good intentions and by 
supporting Britain’s measures. While 
the Government cannot make any di­
rect reply to the communication from 
the President to the United States 
Senate, there is certain to be discus­
sions in Parliament.

The Central News says 
that undoubtedly the manifesto has 
developed a situation ilt extreme deli­
cacy, and it adds whether or not it 
was expected by the Allied diplomats 
in London, it came as a bomb to 
those outside official circles, and no 
amount of President Wilson's plain 
English will convince the rank and 
file of the members of Parliament or 
the men in the street that it has no

direct bearing on the immediate facts 
of the war. It is not doing the Pre­
sident an injustice to say that what­
ever may have been the lofty motives 
of his speech, the average British 
member of Parliament and his con­
stituents regard it as an ill-timed in­
terference in matters which can only 
concern the United States, when the 
time comes for the settlement of the 
basis of international peace. The ex­
treme opinion, which in fairness must 
be stated, is that the President is 
selling the Allied cause to Germany. 
A calmer view urges a dignified pro­
test to the Président to keep out of 
the ring till the great round is over.

SUCCESSFUL RAID.
LONDON, Jan. 23.

An official from British headquarters 
in France, issued to-night, reads: 
We carried out a successful raid dur­
ing this morning northeast of Neu­
ville St. Vaast and captured some 
prisoners. In the neighborhood of 
Fauquissart, bombing activity con­
tinued again last night. In addition 
to that reported in yesterday’s com­
munique, two other raids were at­
tempted by the eneriiy last night, be­
tween Arm entières and Ploegsteen. 
Ip one case the enemy was repulsed 
before reaching our lines; in the oth­
er he succeeded in reaching our 
trenches, but was upmpdiately driven 
out. A hostile party came under our 
machine gun fire, both, advancing and 
returning, and left a large number of 
dead in front of our positions.

These are days of na­
tional effort and sacri­
fice, uniting ail in a com­
mon endeavour. Where 

everyone is on some committee, be­
longs to some association, or in some 
other way contributes his labour or 
his capital to the cause which is the 
cause of all, there is felt to be no need 
to draw particular attention to any 
of the work that is being done, or to 
give to come particular achievement 
praise which must be shared among 
so many.

Never con­
sciously seeking it, hp derives elo­
quence from its one true source, sin­
cerity.

papers and an attraction looked for­
ward to wherever they have been an­
nounced. They were the example 
that set on foot many other lectures 
that have done good in every branch 
of patriotic effort They were not 
confined to the main purpose that in­
spired them, for Private Jensen won 
not merely money to the cause but 
many men to.the ranks. He has been 
the most convincing and successful of 
all our recruiters. With the attain­
ment of his goal he is now enjoying a 
long deterred rest, and it is less than 
his due that he should enjoy with it 
the thanks and admiration of his fel­
low-countrymen. They should he ex­
tended also, to his indefatigable co- 
worker, Mrs. John Browning/ than 
whom none can feel more gratifica­
tion over his success. It is not gen­
erally known how far Mrs. Browning 
has made his object her own and bow 
assiduously she has assisted him with 
her efforts, her sympathy and her 
counsel.

Citizens’ Committee
Pass a Resolution of Sympathy to Hie

Relatives of Two Prominent Clti-
zens Now Dead.
Chairman Mr. A. Soper, who for 

several meetings past was unavoid­
ably absent frofn the meetings of the 
Citizens’ Committee, presided last 
night. The minutes of the previous 
meetings were read, and before pro­
ceeding with the regular business of 
the evening the Chairman drew the 
attention of the committeemen to the 
great loss the citizens of St. John’s 
had sustained in the death of two of 
its prominent citizens in the persons 
of the late Mr. Joh i Dwyer, M.H.A., 
for St. John’s East, and Mr. M. J. 
Kennedy, M.H.A. for St. John’s West 
Vice-Chairman, Mr. W. A. O’D. Kelly, 
moved that the sympathy of the 
Citizens’ Committee, representing as 
it does the people of SL John's, be 
tendered the relatives of the deceased. 
The late gentlemen took an active 
part in all things pertaining to the 
best interest of their, native city, and. 
in brief Mr. Kelly portrayed their 
many sterling qualities. Mr. Jonas 
Barter (architect) in a few well 
chosen words spoke of the loss to the 
community of such trusted represen­
tatives. Secretary, Mr. W. Smith 
spoke of the great loss to the Citizens 
Comittee, as both the departed gen­
tlemen were the movers in calling that 
committee into being.

The Chairman in speaking on the 
motion indorsed the sentiments ex­
pressed by the previous speakers. On 
the motion being put to the meeting it 
was passed unanimously, and as a 
tribute of respect the committee stood 
in silent and respectful assent. The 
Secretary was directed to convey to 
the bereaved famiilies the sympathy 
of the committee. A copy of the same 
to be sent to each of the daily papers.

The Deputation to the Select Com­
mittee made their report, which was 
followed by a general discussion on 
various matters in connection with 
civic affairs. The Committee will 
strongly oppose the granting of cer­
tain powers to officials of the Council, 
which they consider should be only 
dealt with by the Council in session. 
Certain streets or playgrounds should 
be set aside for children to slide on. 
Sections 211 to 226 inclusive, were 
again gone over. One of the Commit­
teemen suggested that a board of con­
trol be appointed to regulate rents, 
which was followed by a general dis­
cussion on the housing problem. This 
board would deal with houses rent­
ing under $100 only. Several in­
stances of the overcrowding of tena- 
ment houses was given and of exor-- 
bitant rents being charged. The one 
room tenement is on the increase in 
this city, aiid another instance was 
given where a man, his wife and ten 
children lived in a part of a shack 
consisting of two rooms, 12 x 12 and 
10 by 12 for which the landlord de­
manded $50 annual rent. This hud­
dling together of all members of the 
family was responsible for the present 
high rate of mortality.

The meeting adjourned and will 
meet again at the call of the chair.

Murder Charge.

Annual Meeting of 
Nfld. Board of Trade.
Annual Report Discussed and Adopt­

ed—A Good Year—Mr. W. B. Çrlcve 
President for 1917—Daylight Sav- 
lug Resolution Adopted by Large 
Majority. ,
The eighth annual meeting of the 

Board of Trade was held yesterday 
afternoon and was fairly well attend­
ed. In the absence of the President, 
Mr. R. B. Job, the Vice-President, Mr. 
R. F. Horwood, acted as Chairman. 
The Secretary having read the min­
utes of the last meeting, which were 
confirmed, the accounts of the year 
were read and adopted on motion of 
Mr. G. C. Fearn. Hon. J. Anderson, 
seconding their adoption, spoke of 
the gratifying improvement they 
showed in the financial standing of 
the Board.

The annual report, which had been 
printed and circulated, was taken as 
read. Mr. W. G. Gosling, who moved 
its adoption, congratulated the Coun­
cillors on the report, and referred in 
terms of praise to several of the 
items it contained. The export fig­
ures, amounting to very nearly $19,- 
000,000, were a splendid showing in 
view of the difficult times. He was 
glad to see that such matters as ton­
nage, Insurance and marketing had 
been so well handled, and that through 
the efforts of the Board the much- 
needed Weights and Measures Act 
had been passed. The Hon. M. G. 
Winter seconded the adoption of the 
report.

A short general discussion followed, 
led by Mr. O. C. Fearn. In a brief 
clear-cut speech he sounded a note of 
sober warning. We were more like a 
neutral country than a belligerent, 
and we really had nothing wanting. 
As a result we seemed to lack a true 
appreciation of the nature of the 
struggle. There was a danger that we 
would trade in the after peace times 
with the glamour of the war prices 
over us. We had been very fortunate, 
for, considering the greatly advanced 
cost, the consumption of our fish had 
been remarkable. A quintal of fish, 
that before the war was carried to 
Italy for fifty cents, now cost $4.00. 
The rates were almost certain to ad­
vance still further and the prospect 
was serious. Monday should have 
been a true day of thanksgiving. Re­
ferring to particular matters of the 
report, he hoped the inspection of fish 
would be extended to every branch 
of the industry, and scored the Gov­
ernment over its neglect of the shame­
ful conditions of the telephone ser­
vice. He hoped to see an improve­
ment there and also in the readjust­
ment of the tariff, which is inequit­
able and unscientific. He praised the 
Government's bounty on shipbuilding, 
which was already productive of good 
results. , .

Mr. W. A. Munn also warned his 
audience against the reaction after 
the war to the present apparent pros­
perity. He thought a most necessary 
step was the institution of fishery 
schools, in which pupils could be 
scientifically trained in fishery mat­
ters from their early youth. He spoke 
of the great movements on foot in 
England, which we should take ad- ; 
vantage of, specifying the national 
bank, which had been founded for the 
special purpose of encouraging com­
mercial enterprise, and which should 
have a branch here.

Hon. John Anderson spoke gener­
ally of the fine report of the Board. 
He hoped to see England eventually 
taking all our lobster output, which 
the United States buy largely now, 
and thought we could sell more fish to 
Spain and Italy. Referring to the re­
cent scarcity of silver, he considered 
the issue of smaller notes, say of $1 
and $tr 4$uld be a good policy. He 
thought the export figures remark­
ably good and was glad they were 
now correctly stated.

Mr. F. Moore, replying to Mr. 
Munn's suggestion of fishery schools, 
thought instruction in the culling of 
fish more important. The problem of 
getting hard cure was an important 
one, and there should be driers-es­
tablished around the coast.

The Chairman thanked the meeting 
for its appreciative reception of the 
report. He spoke of the good services 
rendered by Mr. Job in the matter of 
shipbuilding, and intimated that the 
difficulty of obtaining certified mas­
ters and mates was receiving practi­
cal attention. He considered that ad­
verse criticism of the Board of Trade 
was unjustified, and that its good work 
had more than justified its existence. 
The report was then adopted.

The election of officers for 1917 
was announced by the Chairman. Mr. 
W. B. Grieve was elected President, 
and Mr. Geo. R. Williams 2nd Vice 
President, by acclamation. Mr. R. G. 
Winter becomes 1st Vice-President 
automatically. The four Councillors 
to be elected are Messrs. Jas. Ayre, 
H. R. Brooks, C. A. C. Bruce and J. J. 
McKay. Mr. H. R. Brooks moved a 
vote of thanks to Mr. Horwood for so 
ably filling the chair; it was carried 
by acclamation and amid applause. 
The meeting then adjourned.

DAYLIGHT SAVING.
There then followed a discussion 

upon the question of Daylight Saving, 
for which the meeting was specially 
re-convened. The Chairman put the 
following resolution before it for 
adoption or rejection : “That this 
meeting approves the principle of 
Daylight Saving and would welcome 
its adoption by the Legislature."

Mr. H. E. Cowan, while not speci­
fically opposing the motion, consider­
ed' that the principle Itself had not 
been clearly stated and asked for an 
exposition. Ho did not think the In­
novation would be of benefit to all 
parts of the Island. Ho cited the 
cases of Bell Island and Grand Falls, 
where already different times obtain­
ed and where the confusion would be 
made worse by the measure. Mr. W. 
A. Munn seconded the resolution, and 
spoke generally of the wisdom- of the 
good old adage, "Early to bed and 
early to rise.” Mr. G. R. Williams, in 
answer to Mr. Cowan, said he thought 
the principle of the proposed bill 
plain enough to everyone. He point­
ed to the case of England, where ac­
tual experience of its working en­
couraged its advocates in hoping the 
law would be made permanent. The 
matter was under the consideration 
of the local Legislature, who would 
like the indorsation of the Board. The 
question should be taken seriously. 
He spoke briefly upon the great bene­
fits to the health of the people con­
tained in the adoption of the scheme.

Mr. F. Moore objected to the mo­
tion on the ground that it would in­
terfere with the curing of fish, when 
so many fine* evenings would be lost 
and so many mornings prove unsuit­
able. Hon. M. G. Winter answered 
Mr. Moore's argument conclusively. 
He pointed out that most of the fish 
drying is done only in the later weeks 
of the operation of the scheme, and 
that fish driers already pay little at­
tention to the clock and are governed 
by the sun. He referred to the last 
bill introduced on the subject which 
was only defeated on a particular 
ground which is of no real force. He 
could see no possible objection to the 
plan but many advantages In it. No 
one would be the least the wiser or 
notice its effect save in the extra hour 
of daylight gained. Hon. John Ander­
son spoke briefly of the very great 
support the bill had obtained in pre­
vious years and detailed the few 
specific sources from which objections 
had come. He pointed out, in answer 
to Mr. Cowan, that the adoption of the 
scheme would turn Bell Island and 
Grand Falls time into Colonial time. 
We would never go back to the old 
state of things, he said, if once we 
gave the new a trial. Mr. W. S. Mon­
roe also answered Mr. Moore by sta­
ting that if fish driers found the 
hours inconvenient they would merely 
alter their own working‘hours and no 
one would be harmed. The outports 
would not be at. all affected, but 
would continue to do their work in 
their own way. Mr. Brooks showed 
that the outports had already in ef­
fect adopted the system, and spoke of 
his own experience and the value it

ENGLISH COMMENT ON WILSON.

LONDON, To-day.
Possible action by the American 

Congress on committing the nation to 
membership of the International 
Peace League is awaited with the 
greatest interest. Both David Lloyd 
George in his historic maiden speech 
as Prime Minister and Viscount Grey, 
while Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
stated strongly that membership of 
such a League without the ogllgatlon 
to force its decrees by arms would be 
useless. The effect of Presidnt Wil­
son's policy on the. States' Monroe 
Doctrine is discussed with equal in­
terest. Several British publicists, 
notably I. J. Maxse, Editor of the Na­
tional Review, suggested recently that 
Britain is entitled to a weighty voice 
in any International movement in the 
American hemisphere because of the 
growing importance of Canada as one 
of the foremost nations in that hemi­
sphere. The voice of the silent mass­
es upon the war was heard at the 
Labor Party Conference at Manchester 
to-day, when it endorsed the action 
of their labor members in Parliament 
who entered the War Cabinet by a vote 
of more than 6 to 1. Most of the small 
substratum of sentiment favouring a 
conciliatory policy toward the Central 
Empires was to be found in’ the Labor 
Unionists and a small group of in 
telloctuale. The. Central News Bays 
that undoubtedly the manifesto has 
developed a situation of extreme deli­
cacy. It adds, whether or not it was 
expected by the Allied diplomats in 
London. It comes as a bomb shell to 
those outside the official circle and no 
amount of President Wilson’s plain 
English will convince the rank and file 
members of Parliament or the men in 
the street that it has no direct bearing 
on the immediate facts of the war. It 
is not doing the President an injustice 
to say that whatever may have been 
the lofty motives of his speech, the 
average British member of Parliament 
and his constituents regard it as an 
ill-timed interference in matters 
which can only concern United States 
when the time comes for a settlement 
of the basis of International peace. 
The extreme opinion, which in fair­
ness must be stated, is that the Presi­
dent is selling the Allied cause to Ger­
many. The.calmer vie^r-.ijrgçs a digi 
nified protest to the President to keep 
out of the ring till the great round is 
over.

FRENCH STATESMEN
COMMENT.

RESERVE

PARIS, To-day.
The leading French men reserve 

public expression of their judgment 
upon President Wilson’s address to 
the Senate until they have further 
studied its contents. The Associated 
Press requested the various Ministers 
and Statesmen outside the Cabinet for 
their opinions but without exception 
they refused to be cited. French news­
papers comment freely on President's 
speech. Some of them praising the 
President’s idealism, some of them 
treating it as not relevant to the pres­
ent situation of the belligerents.

WILL BE DISCUSSED IN SENATE.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
An opportunity for open discussion 

pf President Wilson’s sensational 
peace address will come in the Senate 
to-morrow through the consideration 
of a resolution proposing that all next 
week be set aside for a full debate on 
the subject.

COLD ON THE OTHER SIDE.
LONDON, To-Day.

The most severe cold of the presefit 
winter is gripping Central and North 
ern Europe. German newspapers re­
port four degrees below zero in East 
Prussia and several deaths from cold. 
Railroad difficulties have been in­
creased by frost, broken rails and 
wheels. The deficiency in coal at 
some places is said to be serious, and 
there is much suffering. There is a 
bitter cold wind blowing in Great 
Britain.

North Sea, but details, which on some 
points are conflicting, are mostly and 
avowedly derived from hearsay and 
arc not substantiated. It seems, how­
ever, certain that the main engage­
ment began about two o’clock in the 
morning and lasted until about seven.

report, uninjured. It is stated that be 
superintended the removal of the crew 
of the destroyer, as an examination 
of the ship proved the impossibility 
of repairing her within twenty-four 
hours.

The cor­
respondent recalls that when Ger­
many’s submarine blockade began in 
February, 1915, the British Admiralty 
issued weekly statements of the loss­
es, but says that after a period of 
thirty-five- weeks this was discon­
tinued.

Re­
marking that the submarine menace 
has become firmly rooted, the writer 
dwells on the rapid multiplication of 
U boats, their striking development’ 
in power and their cruising radius, 
which, hé says, has completely chang­
ed the problem since the underwater 
boats started operations. We are con­
fronted with the most -serious menace 
that ever threatened us, the corre­
spondent says, and he contends that 
it is imperative for people to cut down 
their consumption of tobacco and oth­
er imported luxuries and live in home­
lier fashion, and thus free the ton­
nage for essentials.

LABOR CONFERENCE.

NEW YORK, Jan. 23.
A News Agency despatch from Lon­

don, published here to-day, says the 
most momentous conference fn the 
history of British labor opened to-1 

day at Manchester. It was a confer­
ence of the Labor Party. Peculiar 
interest will attach to its delibera­
tions because of the fact that Presi­
dent Wilson’s speech, published here 
to-day, accentuated the importance of 
the discussion expected on the various 
resolutions already submitted de­
manding immediate peace negotia­
tions.
