THE RUSINESS GIRL’S HAIR.
The other day I had a chat with a 

little business girl who always man­
ages to look as well groomed as if 
she had just stepped out of the pro­
verbial band-box. Some of the things 
she told me might prove interesting to 
other girls.

I find that the very best hair treat­
ment is frequent and thorough brush­
ing. Many girls are afraid to brush 
their hair more than eougti to take 
out the tangles, because one of two 
things is apt to happen when the hair 
is not in good condition — it either 
falls but plentifully or becomes very

greasy. The very fact that the first 
happens shows how badly the hair 
needs brushing, so that all the loose 
falling bits may be got rid of and the 
new growth underneath have air and 
space. .

Then, again, my hair used to be ter­
ribly greasy, but I cured it by brush­
ing. The reason for this apparent 
contradiction is very simple. The 
first strokes of the brush bring out 
the natural oil secreted in glands at 
the root of each hair, but long con­
tinued brushing ends in dispersing the 
oil so thoroughly over the whole 
appearance resolves itself, into a na­
tural burnished gloss.

Now let me tell you how I brush 
my hair—I always do it at bed time. 
Having taken my hair down, I stand 
before the glass and part my hair in 
the centre from brow to neck with a 
comb. Then I brush each half of the 
head thoroughly with a good hard 
brush, long, vigorous strokes, from 
the roots of the hair right down to 
the tips. Afterwards I part my hair 
first on one side, then on ther other, 
and finally across the crown of my 
head, each time brushing some min­
utes.

A WAR ECONOMY.
Here are fourteen ways of saving 

gas, as suggested by the U. S. Nation­
al Automobile Chamber of Commerce. 
An appeal is being made to 27,000 
dealers, 24,000 garages and 13,000 re­
pair shops in the United States to 
assist in reducing the consumption of 
gasoline by displaying placards bear­
ing the following “Don’t”:

1—Do not use gasoline for washing 
or cleaning; use kerosene to cut the 
grease.

2.—Do not spill gasoline or let it 
drip when filling; it is dangerous and 
wasteful.

3— Do not expose gasoline to air; 
it evaporates rapidly and is danger­
ous.

4— Do not allow engine to run when ] 
car is standing. Cars are fitted with 
self-starters, and it iq good for the 
battery to be used frequently.

5— Have carburetors adjusted to 
use leanest mixture possible; a lean 
mixture avoids crabon deposits.

6— See that piston rings fit tight 
and cylinders hold compression well.

7— Stop all gasoline leakage. Form 
the habit of shutting off gasoline at 
the tank or feedpipe.

8— See that all bearings run freely 
and are well lubricated; friction con­
sumes power and wastes gas.

9— Protect the radiator in cold 
weather; a cold engine is hard to 
start and is short in power.

19—Keep tires fully inflated; soft 
tires consume power.

11— do not drive at excessive speed. 
Power consumption increases at a 
faster rate of speed. Every car has 
a definite speed at which it operates 
with maximum fuel economy.

12— Change gears rather than climb 
with' wide open throttle; it saves car 
and gas.(

13— Do not use cars needlessly or 
aimlessly. By exercise of fore­
thought a number of errands can be 
combined so that one trip to town or 
elsewhere will dp as well as two.

14— Reduce the amount of riding 
for mere pleasure by shortening such 
trips or cutting down their frequency.

In the writings of some commenta, 

tors there has lately appear^ a 
strain of pessimism regarding condi­
tions on the Western Front'. They 
think that the Allies are in duty 
bound to attempt a great blow her 
tore the winter sets in, and present 
a variety of reasons tor their conclu. 
sions. It is generally believed by the 
military experts that no such stroke 
will be attempted, particularly since 
the utter collapse of the Russian arm­
ies has completely upset the calcu­
lations of the Allied strategists. That 
does not mean that Generals Haig and 
Retain would not embark upon a 
mighty offensive should the occasion 
offer. If, for instance, the theory ot 
the military critics that Hindenburg 
is anxious to retreat tor a consider­
able distance in Belgium and northern 
France has any basis in fact, the op­
portunity for the Allies may come. It, 
is conceivable that with the steady 
pressure that is being exerted upon 
the German lines such a withdrawal 
may be forced at a time when weath­
er conditions would not be so great­
ly in favor of the toe as was the caee 
on his last retreat. Then it was im­
possible for the Allies to bring dp 
their heavy artillery at a pace that 
would almost certainly have turned 
the “strategic r.etreat" of the foe into 
a rout.

The situation to-day is that the Al­
lies could break through at almost 
any spot they chose if thejt were witl­
ing to pay the price. If they can com­
pel a withdrawal by their unceasing 
pounding of enemy positions, and by a 
succession of victories such as that 
won by the British on Thursday last, 
there would seem to be no need ft* 
risking a major engagement unless 
the odds were all against the foe. In 
the opinion of men *ho make a 
study of war the danger to the enemy 
of a great disaster grows with the 
passing weeks. If he elects to hang 
on he does so at the risk of eventual­
ly being forced into a great battle uU- 
der conditions ot the Allies’ choosing 
only; if he decides to retreat he may 
find that his flanks are open to at­
tack, and that he must make ghastly 
sacrifices to extricate himself. In the 
meantime the Allied blockade ie now 
beginning to be exerted to a degree 
that was impossible before the United 
States entered the war, and another 
winter of trench campaigning hag 
more terrors for the foe than tor the 
Allies. By next spring there will be 
a much larger force of United States 
troops on the Western front than le 
there now, with millions to follow. If 
Russia is to become an absolutely 
negligible quality in the war, the othtr 
Allies will still be more than a match 
for the Teutons, though the end of 
the conflict may be delayed for a 
longer period than is hoped. But if 
Russia is able to do no more thàh 
hold a big force of the enemy on 
her side of the fighting lini, the end 
will come more quickly and the Al­
lied triumph will be. more decisive. 
Notwithstanding the natural anxiety 
over the very grave conditions .on 
the Russian front and in Russia it­
self, this is not the time to indulge In 
forebodings over the situation on ttye 
Western front. There the Allies have 
the initiative and are the masters. 
For anyone to attempt to spread any 
other impression is not only to give 
voice to untruths, but it is to become 
a co-worker with the cunning German 
peace propagandists.
