Dependency

with the announcement made 
yesterday that a delegation will 
shortly proceed, to Quebec to 
discuss matters bearing upon 
the Labrador Boundary dis­
pute, public interest is again 
centred upon our great depend­
ency, and a few facts with re­
gard to the extent of this coun­
try, its history, and its po­
tential wealth, although familiar 
to many, may be of interest to 
some of our readers and may 
help to refresh the memories of 
others.

The Labrador, as the triangu­
lar peninsula lying to the east­
ward of the Gulf 'of St. Law­
rence and Hudson Bay is call­
ed, is about 420,000 miles in ex- 

. tent. This vast country, of 
which the greater part belongs 
to the province of Quebec, has 
for the most part never been 
accurately surveyed, and it may 
truthfully be said, was never 
considered of any great com­
mercial value until recent years. 
Fishermen visited $he coast 
from the earliest times to ply 
their occupation in its teeming 
waters, and trappers were the 
only visitors who disturbed the 
solitude of the interior. For 
the moat part it was regarded as 
à barren wind-swept plateau, 
where the intense cold of win­
ter and the swarms of mosqui­
toes and other discomforts in 
summer made life unendurable.

when1 the Treaty of Paris put 
nn end to the power of the 
French in Canada In 1768, the 
whole of the coast of Labrador 
extending from St, John’s River 
to Hudson’s Straits was placed 
under the jurisdiction of the 
Governor of Newfoundland. Ten 
years later, however, because of 
difficulties which arose out of 
grants formerly made to per­
sons during the rule of the 
French, it was considered ad­
visable to return the southern 
and eastern part of the coast to 
Canada, and our jurisdiction 
was not restored until 1809. 
When Sir John Duckworth was 
appointed Governor of the Is­
land, his commission gave him 
authority over this coast and 
also over the Island of Anto- 
costi. In the Appendix to the 
Journal of the House of As­
sembly for 1864, the western 
boundary of Newfoundland and 
Labrador is defined and, roughly 
speaking, consists of a line 
drawn due north from Blanc 
Sablon to Cape Chudleigh, and 
corresponding to the watershed. 
Although our rights to the hint­
erland have been for years in dis­
pute, we have issued grants, ex­
ercised judicial authority and 
collected duties in this area, 
which consists of anywhere 
from 100,000 to 160,000 square 
miles, and the right to exercise 
these powers has been generally 
conceded.

It was not until the wealth of 
the natural resources of the 
Labrador became better known 
that the ownership became a 
live question, and even after 
that, until recent years, no real 
attempt was made to arrive at 
a settlement of the dispute. So 
far as-we were concerned, New­
foundland did little or nothing 
to ascertain the valuMof her de­
pendency or strengthen our 
title to it, but Canada, which 
was more alive to Its interests,

took steps to learn all that was 
possible of the country and to 
gather data Which might assist 
in disproving our claims to 
ownership.

Even in 1916, when Sir Ed­
ward Morris introduced into the 
House Resolutions for the con­
firmation of a contract with the 
Nfld. Products Corporation, Ltd., 
he had to admit that it was ne­
cessary to go outside this Col­
ony to obtain exact information 
bearing upon the natural re­
sources of the territory. Since 
then, by most commendable per- 
severence on the part of the 
Hon. Sir P. T. McGrath, and by 
the courtesy of the Canadian 
authorities, we have become bet­
ter acquainted with this neglect­
ed child of ours, and this know­
ledge has awakened us to the 
fact that it is far too valuable 
an asset to alienate from our af­
fections, mercenary though they 
be, without very serious consid­
eration and. an adequate quid 
pro quo.

The facts given by Sir Edward 
Morris in the House of Assem­
bly might be considered exag­
gerated were it not for the fact 
that they were taken from a 
report prepared by Dr. A. P. 
Low, Deputy Minister of Mines 
at Ottawa, and they are worth 
quoting in order to emphasize 
the value placed upon the water 
power alone.

In speaking of the Hamilton 
River system, as seen and sur­
veyed by him, Dr. Low says:

“The Northwest River enters 
on the north side about 80 miles 
beyond the Narrows. It is only 
about 100 yards wide at its 
mouth, but is fifteen feet in 
depth. Half a mile inland it ex­
pands into a lake which con­
tracts further up to form the 
outlet of Grand Lake, a. large 
body of water extending west­
ward for about forty miles.
• “The Hamilton River is the 
most important stream of the 
eastern watershed of the Penin­
sula. It is upward of five hun­
dred miles in length .... and 
twenty-seven miles from its 
mouth is the Muskrat Falls, 
where the river drops about

A Tribute to Late
Canon Lockyer

Rev. William Lockyer was an hon­
orary Canon of All Saints Cathedral. 
He had never been stationed in Hali­
fax, but was very well known here. 
He was for many years rector at 
Port Morien, Cape Breton, where he 
was greatly beloved by the parish­
ioners, and where he had been an 
indefatigable worker in the interests 
of the people. Mr. Lockyer was born 
in Newfoundland, but educated at 
King’s College, and in graduation was 
a contemporary of the late Arch­
deacon Marteil of Nova Scotia.

Archdeacon Armitage, of St Paul’s, 
when informed of Mr. Lockyer’s 
death, said that the news of his de­
mise would be heard with the utmost 
regret, throughout Cape Breton. He 
was well-known in the Synod, where 
his ability as a speaker and a work­
er had often been called into service. 
On many occasions when visiting 
Halifax he was a guest of the Arch­
deacon.—Morning Chronicle.

In the Commission of Censer- 
vatlon of Canada Report for 
1911, the Hamilton River was 
referred to as follows:

"The Muskrat Falls has an 
approximate head in feet of 70

“Grand Falls has an approxi­
mate head of 302, capable of 
producing 120,000 horse-power.

“The Grand Falls, including 
12 miles of rapids above and be­
low, has a head of 760 feet, cap­
able of producing 300,000 horse­
power.”

In the above Reports the re­
ferences are confined to certain 
rivers in but one section of this 
country, which contains many 
mighty waters. Other reports 
deal with the timber, and others 
again with the mineral resour­
ces. Apart -altogether from the 
fisheries round the coast, there 
are the extensive timber re­
sources to be taken into account, 
the inland fisheries, the practi­
cally inexhaustible supply of 
fur, and the attractions which 
the country offers to tourist 
traffic. All these assets have to 
be carefully considered in any 
attempts to make a bargain with 
our Canadian friends, and even 
if our legal title to this property 
has still to be settled, the fact 
that we have been in indisputed 
occupation for generations can­
not be overlooked. It may be 
that other parties than New­
foundland, Canada and Quebec 
are interested financially in the 
settlement of this dispute, but 
with them we are not concern­
ed, nor do we imagine that their 
individual claims will be allow­
ed to carry any weight with the 
Governments one way or an­
other.

Mr. Winter point­
ed out that Sir Edgar paid his tax­
es in England on his income from 
investments In that country for the 
five years which the local assessor 
was claiming. He argued that Sir 
Edgar was not an ordinary resident 
of Newfoundland but he was a resi­
dent of England and as such had paid 
his taxes there. Argument in the 
matter had not concluded at recess 
hour, and the case was adjourned un­
til Tuesday next.

A man In a canoe arrived in New 
York City 
Nova Scotia, 
of paddling along the Atlantic coast­
line. The paddler announced that he 
was on his way from Nova Scotia to 
Rome by canoe ; and, leaving out the 
passage of the Atlantic between New 
York and England, which he will 
make prosaically by ocean steamship, 
that is the trip he Intends to take. He 
is a British lieutenant, George H. D. 
Smyth, and he served with the Royal 
Naval Air Force during the war. His 
craft is 15 feet in length, 32 inches in 
beam, draws 4 inches of water and 
weighs 65 pounds. Where it will not 
carry him—that is to say, where he 
has to make portage from one water­
way to another—he carries it, to­
gether with all his equipment. For, 
as he explains, with the exceptoin of 
the Atlantic passage, he accepts 
"neither tow nor haulage." To quote 
from his own story, as related in the 
New York Herald Tribune:

From London I shall paddle down 
the Thames and around the coast to 
Dover, and there wait for a compara­
tively calm day—and there are such 
days on the much-dreaded Channel— 
before setting my prow toward Calais 
for the twenty-one mile dash across. 
This is a feat which has hitherto never 
been attempted. But after my experi­
ences in the Bay of Fundy I feel no 
tremors with regard to my forthcom-, 
ing Channel effort. From Calais I 
shall traverse France via Paris, Dijon, 
Lyons, Valence and Marseilles to the 
Mediterranean.

And now about that part of the voy­
age which I have just done. I set out 
from Sydney, Nova Scotia, early on 
the morning of July 29 last, on "a 
bright -and snappy sea, with quite a 
gathering to see me off. Some of the 
older folk in the croyd stroked their 
chins and shook their heads with 
grave disquiet when they saw how far 
down 1q the water my heavily laden 
craft settled with her burden. For, not 
including myself, I started out with 
provisions and camping gear, etc., ex­
ceeding in weigh 300 pounds. And I 
suppose by the time I and my tiny 
boat were lost to viability in the ruf­
fled waters, the most gloomy among 
the spectators were fully convinced 
that I had already gone to the bottom.

Toward dusk, when I had made 
over thirty miles of headway, a rainy 
mist came on, and with it a sea breeze 
freshened into a sturdy blow. I had 
put ashore at midday, cooked a meal 
and taken a nap, with the ambitions 
idea of paddling far into the night 
The turn for the worse in the weather 
sent me heading for land, however, 
around nine o’clock in the evening. 
*The rain was by this time coming 
down hard, and there I was, cold, wet, 
tired and hungry, forced to beach my 
canoe and haul all my gear to the 
shelter of a farmhouse.

Very different was this experience 
from one about a week later, when I 
again set mydelf the task of paddling 
throughout the night. About two in 
the morning rain and wind came on 
and the sea rose in its wrath. Again 
I was the prey of hunger, fatigue and 
the elements. But this time I was ob­
liged to seek a landing on a rock- 
bound coast with an angry sea run­
ning and the wind and rain making a 
chorus of it—a lee shore, as the old 
seafaring term is. In cases of this sort 
there is always the risk of smashing 
one’s canoe, and so finding one’s self 
marooned in an uninhabited region. 
As it was, I had to disembark knee- 
deep in swirling foam and get my stuff 
ashore as best I could, and at that I 
considered myself somewhat favored 
by fortune, for I lost nothing but a 
bag of potatoes.

In a long coastwise trip of this sort, 
points 'out the navigator, in an egg­
shell craf such as his, there were time 
when the state of the sea and the na­
ture of the coast baffled all attempts 
at landing, and be found himself ob­
liged to keep to the water. He relates:

My worst experience of this kind 
was off the coast of New Brunswick, 
when I had to remain afloat for fifty- 
two hours at a stretch. And this per­
iod was by no means without its mo­
ments of anxiety. There was a dense 
fog and an uninviting lee shore, as I 
knew from my charts. I was abliged 
to trust to my ears most of the time, 
especially during the hours of dark­
ness, listening fcfr the noise of the 
breakers on the cliffs, so as not to ap­
proach too close in and become in­
volved In the flood tide, nor yet allow 
myself to be swept too far out to sea 
and off my course by setting eddies.

‘I snatched what sleep I could by 
spreading my sleeping-bag along the 
bottom of the canoe. The fog signals 
and lighthouse and hell buoys helped 
me keep my bearings tolerably well 
during this spell. And I was much 
Interested to note the odd effects of 
dense fog on sound waves. The radius 
of audibility of the fog horns, for ex­
ample, seemed at times to be sharply 
defined. I would paddle or drift along 
in dead, woolly silence and then al­
most abruptly some within range of 
the lugubrious notes of the horn. The 
effect was somewhat similar to that 
of opening the door of a crowded 
room and hearing in full volume the 
voices of the occupants, which before 
had been a mere murmur.

It was at the termination of this 
tedious fifty-two hour spell that I 
guided my canoe—early. of a fine

morning before dalk—close up to a 
three-hundred-foot pHe of rocke top­
ped by a lighthouse, nearly exhaust­
ed, cramped in every limb and crav­
ing nothing but 'eleep,^ deep • sleep, 
sleep of the southern Atlantic. And 
this solace I sought and enjoyed in a 

„ „ sandy little cranny. The lighthouse I 
the other day from Sydney, ^new wonld be there when I awoke, 
la, a distance of 1,300 miles j woula not have wakened quite so

early were it not for, the lighthouse 
keeper, who, emerging for his morn­
ing breathjpg exercises, espied me far 
below him and came down to investi­
gate this unwonted matter.

He took me up to his cosy quarters 
in the lighthouse, fed me right royal­
ly and supplied me with dry garments 
while my own were drying, after hav­
ing been rinsed out with fresh water. 
I met many lighthouse keepers and 
coast guards along the coast of Can­
ada and the United States during my 
trip, and was most kindly treated by 
them in every instance.

On two or three other occasions, he 
writes, he spent the night on the 
water, alternately sleeping and pad­
dling, and enjoyed the experience. 
Once or twice, he relates :

As I lay on my back in the bottom 
of the canoe, it seemed to me that the 
whole of the starry sky was slowly 
revolving, hut it was only the canoe 
turning in an eddy—a peculiar sensa­
tion and one to be strongly discour­
aged; for it is just as well to try to 
keep one’s prow pointed in the gener­
al direction of one’s destination.

Now, what about the effects of wind 
and tide? Well, I feel I can talk a lit­
tle on this subject with authority, for 
I paddled through the Bay of Fundy 
for seven days. Here I wrestled sore 
with the monster tides of those re­
gions, where the rise and fall 4s the 
greatest on earth, a maximum of 
sixty feet and a minimum, of twenty- 
eight. The influence of this gigantic 
ebb and flow, alternating every six 
hours, on a little hit of craft such as 
mine may well he imagined. Setting 
out on the turn of high tide I found 
myself drawn powerfully out to sea. 
It was now up to me to get In as much 
paddling on my course as I could be­
fore the inflowing tidp could get busy 
shoving me hack.

The combination of wind and tide, 
especially when acting in opposition, 
is apt to make the bosom of the sea 
anything hut a bed of roses for the 
venturesome canoeist. On one oc­
casion, which I shall not readily for­
get, the waves on the bay gradually 
but almost Imperceptibly Increast in 
size until they were fully forty feet 
in height.

These waves were, of course, of the 
deep-water variety—great solid up­
heavals with crests breaking into 
foam; not the long curving rollers 
that we see davancing In endless pro­
cession on our beaches. When I real­
ized this state of affairs I was seven 
miles from shore and shipping water. 
I would have to lighten my craft it I 
were to avoid being swamped, I 
quickly saw. I at once proceeded to 
jettison my cargo. With a wary eye on 
the still rising sea I threw overboard 
the bulk of my provisions, in weight 
altogether about two hundred pounds 
—and many the heavy sigh that fol­
lowed them—ham, bacon, coffee, sug­
ar, flour, rice, oatmeal, 'salt and a 
precious pot of marmalade—all had 
to be sacrificed to the celebrated rule, 
Safety first.” Now I was able to ride 

the waves, but at that I had to call 
upon my best horsemanship.

Off the Canadian coast, he reports, 
he happened to fall in twice with peo­
ple living near the sea “who appeared 
to lead double and even triple lives.” 
Specifically :

There are fishermen in those parts 
who are also farmers, and there are 
farmers who are fishermen and boot­
leggers all in one. The good old three- 
mile limit still rules up there, and 
those who go out to the sea after lob­
sters often return with other stock in 
their power-boats besides sea-food, to 
wit: very high-grade Demarara rum 
in sixty-gallon, casks. The rum-run­
ners anchor when the signal from off­
shore assures them that the revenue 
cutters—slow-footed craft at the best 
of times and regular in their habits, 
so it is claimed—are not in evidence. 
Then the farmer-flshermen-bootleg- 
ger folk come out and make a shop­
ping tour of the rum fleet, looking for 
advantageous rates.

They ship aboard six, eight, ten bar­
rels of rum and make for shore, us­
ually where there la no regular 1 and­
in g-plaee. They dump the barrels 
overboard into a flood tide and deal 
with them as they* are washed ashore. 
They cart their booty inland to their 
homes in hay carta, where it la aold 
in the wood or in gallon cane. And 
delicioua rum it la, too—good enough 
to be drunk in a liqueur glaaa with 
the same delicate appreciation an 
epicure would bestow upon an equal 
quantity of Louis-Philippe brandy. I 
have sampled it.

One afternoon •• I was paddling

and passing a two-masted sailing ves­
sel riding at anchor about four miles 
off-shore I was greeted with a friend­
ly hall and invited aboard. Being 
tired and nothing loath, I gave heed. 
Mine boat the skipper was very cor­
dial. He made no bones about his 
trade and showed me his snug cargo, 
or what by that time was left of it on 
his hands, some fifty or sixty capes of 
rum. He treated me well and often 
and invited me to accept the shelter 
of his vessel for the night, which I 
did.

One of the pleasantest episodes of 
my 1,300 mile water jaunt was my 
falling in with a party of school 
teachers—the female of the species—

who were summering in the Bras d’Or 
Lake District. So enjoyable was their 
society that I spent several days in 
their company, swimming, canoeing, 
yarning, and wood-choppjng. One af­
ternoon I, accompanied one of these 
young women on a berry-picking ex­
cursion. She had come out without 
a bat and was beginning to feel the 
effects of the sun, so I made for her 
a sunbonnet of vine leaves. Her im­
provised headgear lopked for all the 
world like the bay leaves crowning a 
Caesar, and when we returned : to 
camp her companions greeted us with 
the well-known anthem. “See, the 
Conquering Hero Comes ! ” I parted 
from them with regret, and I think

I can «till see their six forms waving 
me farewell from the shore as I 
rounded the point. "

My last stunt before arriving at the 
foot of Manhattan Island was shoot­
ing the race of Hell Qete, at the up­
per end of East River. In this nar­
row waterway the spied and under­
tow of the currents have long been !

got ation In a small canoe Is quite a 
tricky performance. , «

So ended my 1,300 mile run of forty- 
three paddling days, which averages 
more than thirty-two miles a day.
