THE WHELAN CASE.
THE CROWN SUSTAINED
Notice of Appeal to Britain.

Whelan was brought up on Friday
morning before the Court of Error and
Appeal, to hear the decision to be renaer-
ed in this case, as presented to the Court
on the 4th inst. For more than an hour
before the time appointed for the delivery
of judgment, a large crowd thronged the
avenues leading to the Queen’s Bench
Rooms ; in fact, the numbers assumed
such proportions that the Sheriff thought
itadvisable to admit only by ticket. The
prisoner presented the same cool and col-
lected appearance that has marked his
presence at Court on previous occasions,
but listened “with more attention to the
judgments, as feeling possibly that the
final verdict was being reached in his
case. Their Lordships took their seats
shortly after eleven o’clock, after which
the President of the Court, Hon. W. M.
Drdper, read Lis judgment, which is a
lengthy and elaborate document. He

.Jeld that the judgment of the Court
ghould be affirmed.

The other judges then read their decis-
jons, after which the President stated
