A Five Million Surplus.
London, Jan. 24.—Parliament is dis­

solved by Royal decree. Premier Glad- 
stone has issued an address to his eon. 
stituents at Greenwich, asking for re- 
election, and announcing that tho Queen 
has been pleased to accept the advice of 
her Ministers to dissolve the present par­
liament immediately, and to summon a 
new one to meet on the 6th of March, 
1874. In his address, Gladstone gives as 
a reason for this measure that, since th^ 
defeat of the Government upon the Irisii 
Higher-Education question, by the con­
current efforts of the leader of the Oppo- 
position and the Catholic prelacy of Ire­
land, the Government has not been pos­
sessed of sufficient authority to carry out 
great legislative meeeures. Its experi­
ence during the recess of Parliament has 
not indicated that any improvement in 
its position was probable. The chief of 
the Opposition having refused to accept 
office on defeat of the Government, and 
the Cabinet feeling they have not the 
support which every ministry ought to 
enjoy, an appeal to the people is the pro­
per remedy for such a state of things. 
The advantage of dissolution at the pre­
sent moment is that estimates are so far 
advanced that the Government is able to 
promise a surplus of five millions sterl­
ing, with which it intends to-abolish in­
come tax, and to relieve local taxation. 
Among the matters likely to come before 
Parliament, is the - re-adjustment of the 
Educational Act, improvement of local 
government, and of Iftud, game and 
liquor laws. The address promises large 
measures of relief from duties on articles 
entering into general consumption, and 
expresses a hope for the speedy assimila­
tion of county and borough franchise.

The Post Office Robbery.
The case of Samuel McLean, accused 

of robbing Her Majesty’s mails, will 
come up before the Police Magistrate 
this (Saturday) afternoon at three 
o’clock. Meanwhile we have gathered 
some further details of the affair. It 
seems that Mr. Sweetnam, the Post 
Office Inspector, sent two decoy letters, 
and when he learned that the one for 
Ponsonby was missing, he'prooeeded to 
Elora, and sent instructions for the 
Gnelph Chief Constable to go there also. 
This was on Wednesday, and Mr. Kelly 
accordingly proceeded to Elora by the 
six o’clock train that afternoon. He met 
Mr. Sweetnam, and arrangements were 
made "to arrest MoLean in *Buoh a 
way that the stolen money might be se­
cured. A search warrant was also taken 
out, in case the money might not be on 
McLean's person. Accordingly Messrs. 
Kelly and Sweetnam met the train on its 
arrival at the station, taking care to con­
ceal themselves from observation, and 
jumped on board the postal car, one en­
tering by each door. McLean’s conster­
nation at seeing the stern faces of tits 
unwelcome visitors may be imagined. 
Mr. Kelly at onoe arrested him, and Mr. 
Sweetnam accused him of the theft. The 
three1 remained in the car whilst the 
train proceeded forward to Fergus. 
MoLean was, searched, and part of the 
money from the missing decoy Vetter was 
found upon him. The prisoner and hie 
two companions returned to Fergus by 
the next train, and came on to Guelph 
the same evening, where the prisoner se­
cured counsel, and was bailed out by two 
county magistrates, Messrs. Rioh’d Mit­
chell and John Gard. He was bound over 
to appear on Friday, himself in $800, and 
two sureties in $400 each. It was most 
improper, and, we believe, absolutely 
illegal, to accept bail for a prisoner on 
such a charge before he had been ar­
raigned and the preliminaay examination 
held before the stipendiary magistrate, 
especially as it was only for one night. 
We are informed, also, that the bonds 
were not correctly drawn up, so that had 
the accused failed to appear the bonds­
men would have got off scot free. 
Whether MoLean knew this, and meant 
to avail himself of it, we cannot say, but 
at all events he did not appear before Mr 
Saunders at the appointed hour on Fri­
day. Upon this, another information 
was at once laid, and a warrant issued 
for his arrest. Mr. Kelly,had men watch­
ing the stations, and proceeded to put the 
warrant in force. Before noon, he dis­
covered McLean in a back room of New­
ton's hotel, and again secured him ; so 
that there will be no failure of justice in 
this case, notwithstanding the blundering 
impropriety of the irresponsible J.P.’s.,

Oub Merchant Navy.—iThe greatness

The Steam «Jackass.
To the Editor ot The Mercury :

Sib,—The attached slip, cut from one 
of your exchanges, gives full particulars 
ot a great and ingeniously wrought out 
discovery gfifr ttrvSnthmv -If-the édités 
of the Herald was put through the same 
process as the Illinois farm ass, would it 
not be a great benefit to this country at 
the present time ? Any of oar manufac­
tures would be willing to furnish the 
required steam gratuitously:—

“ A man living near Nashville, Wash­
ington County, Ill., has recently in­
vented an apparatus to take the place of 
whistles for raiUoad signals, steamboats, 
fire alarms, factory calls, and the like. 
Qo his farm there was a mule ef more 
than ordinary vocal power, whose voice 
could be hoai J a distance of fonr miles 
in every direction when he once got 
warmed up to the work. The inventor 
thought that if he could take nature’s 
vocal apparatus and apply it to a greater 
power, he could produce ' a larger 
and more satisfactory volume of sound. 
Filled with this idea, he pat the mule to 
death, and carefully severed the head 
from the body. .,He then injected solu­
tions of chloride of zinc and arsenic into 
tho veins and arteries of the head and 
neck to prevent decay of the flesh. India 
rubber was dissolved in sulphuric ether, 
and the solution forced through the wind­
pipe and throat, leaving a film of rubber 
on the membrane. The rubber was vul­
canized and the membranes rendered 
impervious to steam. A short piece of 
rubber hose was attached to the 
wioi-pipe and connected with a steam , 
boiler.

“ It was a moment of agony to the in­
ventor as he placed the ass-head in the 
hands of an assistant and slowly pulled 
tho valve open ; a moment of thrilling , 
interest. As a full head of steam was 
turned on, tho most fearful noise, the 
most frightful guffaw, the most vociferous 
bray that ever assailed mortal ears', were 
produced. The lips contracted, disclos­
ing a terrible array of teeth ; the features 
developed a satanio grin ; the jaws raised 
and fell, as the steam crowded tho pas­
sages, and |he ears participated in the 
general movement, giving to the head of 
the ass an animated and. excited appea­
rance. The man who was holding the 
head gazed upon it a moment, with, 
dilated eyes, colorless cheeks, knocking 
knees and protruding tongue ; then, sud­
denly losing all interest in the perfor­
mance, he emigrated.

British Politics—Dissolution
of Parliament,

Something More About the 
Pacific Scandal.

There is no w<y of getting out of 
this infamous charge, for the agree 
ment is as explicit as a legal docu

in Parliament in any degree what­
ever. The facts now brought to 
light are Of a most scandalous char­
acter, and show that this man, who 
prided himself on his honesty, is even 
move corrupt than his master John 
A. Macdonald, for he sought hy vir­
tue of liis seat in Parliament to put 
money in his own pocket. Surely 
■after such revelations the people of 
London will never again return Cal­
ling to Parliament, but will show 
him in the most unmistakeable man­
ner what they think of a man who 
seeks to make himself rich at their 
expense.

Tiirashiiin Xacliiue Accidents.
Our last batch of sessional papers 

s^rom the Ontario Legislature con­
tains the Bill brought in by Mr. C. 
Clarke, requiring the owners of 
thrashing and other machines to 
guard against accidents. We wrote 
the following synopsis of the Bill 
several days since, but press of gene­
ral election news has prevented our 
printing it before this. The first 
section provides

1. That all persons in the said Pro­
vince of Ontario, owning or running any 
thrashing machine, wood sawing or other 
michino, which is conn oted to a horse 
power by means of a tumbling rod or 
line. <>f shafting, shall cause yaah--qnil 
ev-?ry length or section o i. suÆtumbilug 
rod (except the one next ..bo horse power) 
together with the knuckles or joints and 
jacks thereof, to be safely boxed, or 
secured while running, with wood or 
raetal covering, in such manner as t j 
prevent injury to persons pushing over or 
near such tumbling rod, and the knuckles 
or joints and jacks thereof.

The penalty for à breach of the 
foregoing is a fine of not less than 
$1 nor more than §20. or in default 
imprisonment for not less than two 
nor more thap twenty days, on con­
viction bçfore a Magistrate. No action 
shall be maintained, nor shall any 
legal liability exist for services ren­
dered by any machine mentioned 
above if the firs*, section of the Act 
has not been complied with. All 
fines collected under this Act are to 
be paid one half to the complain- 
ant or prosecutor, and the 
to the treasurer of the school sec- 

- tion in which the oftence was com­
mitted, for the use of the public 
school, and proceedings are to be 
•commenced within thirty days of 
the commission of the offence.

This is a piece of praci ical legisla­
tion which was much required, and
