There are those who fear that the agi-
tation which is now going on in Ontario
will result in breakifig up the Confeder-
ation. They say that the feeling dis-
played by the people of  Ontario with
respect to the Fremch schools and the
Jesuits Estates Aot will exupento the
French inhabitants of t‘xe province of
Quebec and that the ill-feeling which is
being engendered betiaen the people of
the two provinces will make it impossi-
ble for them to live together under one
government. Any ajtempt to disallow
the legislation of Quebee will, it is ap-
prehended, immediately give rise to an
sgitation which will. be certain before
very long to result 'in secession. We

¢hink that these alarniists take too
gloomy a view of the_situation. They
attach more importance to the anti-
Jesuit agitation than it deserves.
The agitators are outspoken, and
advantage of = every oppor-
tunity to  advertise  themselves.
But there is a  ‘very large pro-
portion of the people, even of Ontario,
who say very little and who do not give
public expression to their opinions, who
do not approve of the] agitation. We

take

see nothing about ‘them “in thet
newspapers. They do mnot hold
meetings, or pass resolutions, and,

consequently, their number and in-
Huence are very apt to be underestim-
ated. But they exist, nevertheless, and
when the proper time. comes they will
no doubt be heard from. The noisy
people always attract the most notice,
and men who are quiet in times of ex-
citement ave overlooked. These quiet
people, insignificant as they appear,
often hold the balance of power and
cause it to turn in the direction of rea-
sonand right. One would suppose from
reading the newspapers of the province
that there are no Catholics in Ontario.
But there are a great many. We would
1ot be at all surprised to find that these
with the Protestantswho donot approve
of the methods of the agitators, form a
majority of the voters of the province.

In the Province of Quebec it is seen
that a large and influential part of the
Protestant minority -consider that no
good result can be achieved by stirring
up strife between them and their Roman
Cath>lic neighbors. It is not a little
remerkable that it is Ontario which has
taken the initiative in this anti-Jesuit
agitation. The Jesuit Incorporation
Act and the Jesuits Estates Act passed
the provincial legislature with very
little opposition either inside or outside
the legislature. We do not believe that

a single meeting - was held to
protest against  éither of them.
It was not until after they were

told by their neighbors in Ountario that
these acts are anjust to them ‘and dan-
gerous to the whole Dominion, that they
uttered a word of complaint or protest.
The conduct of the Quebec agitators
reminds us of the suitor who wept bit-
terly while Curran, the great Irish law-
yer, was pleading his case.

intellectual inferiors of men.

It may be said that in the schools
higher, as well as elementary, the re-
ceptive faculties are mainly exercised,
and that as long as education - consists
inimbibing the ideasofothers, the women
may appear to be the equals of men,
but in the big school of the world, where
independence of thought and originality
are required, their inferiority will make
itself apparent. This may be true, but
it has yet to be proved. Women have
not yet had the opportunity of showing
what is in them. Their intellectual
emancipation is still in ita infancy. Their
unfitness to do work that requires
great power of mind has been taken
for granted. They have been excluded
from positions requiring for the per-
formance of the duties attached to
them the exercise of what are considered
the highest qualifications of the mind.
They have been educated in such a way
28 not; to be eligible for such positions.
But the time is coming when it will be
seen whether or not they are capable of
doing as good work as men-in the very
highest spheres of human activity. If in
the schools they are the equals of men,
who is to say that when the opportunity
is afforded them they will not also
prove their equals in the work of the
world for which the schools are sup-
posed to preparemen ? The question of
women’s capabilities and women’s rights
is one of very great interest and one
which is forcing itself on the attention
of men and women in every part of the
civilized world. The women, not by
favor, but in the face of apparently in-
veterate prejudice and strong opposi-
 tion in various. quarters and from both
ui;?, “are winning their way to
front.

handle. The large end of the spoke
was too large for the opening in the

tool, and extended some distance be-
yond the hatchet. This extending
wooden portion was what caused the
numerous contusions' which were found
on the murdered man’s head, close to
the cut. The other weapon was a com-
bination of an axe and pick, such as is
used by ice men. It had a long handle.
Woodruff will not tell all the circum-
stances under which he managed to get
80 good a view of the weapons, but it is
supposed. he was in the cottage
when the body was ked in
the trunk and saw them lying on the
floor. Woodruff also claims to know
where the lather’s hatchet is hidden, and
offers to take an officer to the place;but
the officers, anxious to test his veracity,
insist he shall first tell them where the
place is, how the weapon was hidden,
and by whom, and then they will take
him to the spot thus indicated.

THE TIMES LECTURE.

The Times yesterday tried its hand at
knocking down a straw man of its own
creation.

All that the resolution passed
unanimously by the Legislature justified
them in doing was to make a proposal
to exchange lands and to negotiate
terms to be sul d to the Legislature
for its sanction. They have the author-
ity to do this without a resolution of the
Assembly ; but Mr. Semlin’s, or rather
Mr: Davie’s, resolution showed that
they had the approval of the
representatives the people to
approach the D on the subject.
The infl of ‘that lution was
“moral and not in any sense legal.

of

It
showed the Dominion Govemment that
the local administration i ‘making the
offer wus backed by the wholeé. of the
Legislative Assembly and  presumably
by the people of every section of the
province whom it represented. It was
the duty of the Government to act in
accordance with that resolution—to do
all that it could towards effecting the
exchange. 'But every one knows that
any arrangement which it might make
must in due course be laid before the
legislature in order that, if approved, a
law necessary to effect the exchange
might be enacted. If the Times im-
agined that the Government had the
slightest doubt as to the extent of its
power in the matter it made a mistake
phenomenal in its proportions,

it had reflected it would have seen how
utterly nonsensical it is ‘to denounce a
Government for intending to do whatiis
altogether beyond its power. It would be
just o« -onsible to denounce. its bugbear,
the I'iovincial Secretary, for forming a
design to carry off the Provincial Build-
ings on his shoulders to Westminster,
as to accuse the Government of claim-
ing to possess the power to exchange
millions of acres of land and to alter the
Settlement Actéwithont the sanction of
law.

Isit not pretty nearly time that our

IRRIGATION.

The question of irrigation on this side
of the continent is a most important
one. There are millions of acres of land
in the West which in their present state
are worth literally nothing, but which
if irrigated would become exceedingly
valuable. Experiments in Utah, in Ne-
vada, in California and elsewhere have
shown that what appears to be a barren
desert can when watered be made to
blossom as the rose. It is not known
yet with any degree of exaotness what
quantity of land that can be redeemed
this way there is west of the hundredth
parallel of longitude, or what are the
means which nature has provided for
its redemption.

States citizens coming to this cenclu-

sion, for the impression dbroad is that
in order to secure the votes of the mem-
bers of this and similar organizations
and those who sympathize with them,
people on the other side of the line are
disposed to tolerate their principles and
wink very hard at their practices. Itis
well known that men who make no
scruple to declare that they are prepared,
when the opportunity offers, to use the
most murderous means fo accomplish
their purposes, occupy high positions in
the political organizations of United
States cities, and exercise a great deal
of influence at elections. They com-
mand votes, and that in the eyes of par-
tisans of all parties, covers a multitude
of sins. It was to” please the members
of such associations that the United
States Senatc refused to sanction an ex-
tradition treaty with Great Britain,
which, as every one knew, was, for the
the credit of both countries, a necessity.

But as that treaty included among the
drimes for which offenders could be ex-

tradited attempts to destroy life and
property by the use of dynamite and
other explosives, it was rejected by the
Senate. It needs nolengthened enquiry
to discover the cause of that rejection.
But when the policy of assassination is
practiced in their own country our
neighbors find that it is “injurious to
American institutions.” Tt is not only
injurious to Americrn institutions, but
it is subversive of government of all
kinds and in every country. No nation
under the sun can afford to tol-
erate societies which use violent
and lawless means to accomplish
their ends, and which take upon them:
selves to punish with death members
whom they deem false to their anarchi-
cal and murderous principles. ‘It is for
the law and the law alone to inflict
punishment for offences against society
in a civilized community, and the law
cannot be too jealous of its prerogative.
An association which uses ‘secref and
summary ways of punishing those whom
it considers obmnoxious is a terror to a
community, and is capable, ‘if allowed
to grow, of exercising the most abomin-
able and the most intolerable tyranny.
Such societies should be suppressed
without scruple and without. hesitation.
Self-preservation requires that society
should crush them as soon as their ex-
istence is known. Law must reign in a
country. It can have neither deputy
nor assistant. Such societies place
themselves above the law and outside
the law. The United States authorities
showed the anarchists who undertook
some time ago to accomplish their pur-
pose by violenee, that they could not;do
so with impunity. They apprehended
and executed the bomb throwers and
those who oonspired with them; and
they raised a monnment to their victims
‘who met 'théir death when asserting the
‘supremacy of law, . That lesson was not
lost.on the anarchists. - They find that
it is not one whit easier to take the law
in their own hands in Republican Amer-
ica than in monarchical Europe.

The Clan-na-Geel professes to be de-
voted to the cause of Ireland. The cause
of Ireland has no greater enemies” than
that and kindred associations. What is
the argument of the ememies of home
jrule? It 'isthat the Irish are not fit to.
be trusted with self-government ; that
they have no respect for the rights of
others, or for the law of the land; that
they are ready to resort to violence on
the slightest provocation. We do not
say that this argument is sound, or that
these men put the, cause ‘of the Irish
people’ fairly, because we know that
Irishmen in self-governing commaunities
make peaceful law-abiding citizens ; but
we do know that the doings and the
sayings of such men as belong to these
secret, societies have put.a weapon ‘into
the hands of the opponents of home rule
that they have been able to use most
effectively. Theiracts and their speeches
since the.days of Daniel O’Connell haye
done more to injure the cause of self-
government for Ireland than all the ob-
stacles placed in its way by all its de-
clared enemies put together, -

‘Are not the British Columbia
gold miners as good Canadians as the
stockholders of the Sudbury Copper
Company ? Is not the gold mining in-
dustry of this province quite as impor-
tant as the copper mining industry of
Ontario? We trust that the representa-
tives of British Columbia in the Domin-
ion Parliament will note how readily
the favor which was refused to them
was granted to the members of the Ca-
nadian Copper Company. They should
lose no time in asking for an explana-
tion, and they should not be satisfied
until gold mihiug in British Columbis is
put on the same footing, as regards the
payment of taxes, as copper mining in
Ontario.
