THE LEAVEN OF UNREST.

The time is apparently yet along way off
when freedom and liberty shall be the rule
in all the nations of the carth, when op-
pression shall cease, and when that perfect
state of things shall be inaugurated in
which “man to man the world o'er shall
brithers be and ’ thut,” Yet signs are
not wanting that progress is being made
towards the fulfilment of the poet's pre-
dietion, though many fights are to be

 fought and many battles won  before the

victory is complete. Sofme of these strug-
gles can now be . seen going on as the eye
casts its glance over the various countries
from which the newspaper and telegraph

" bring us tidings.

In Russia the prospects for the contin-
uation of the present order of things are
growing hopefully smaller. The nihilists;
the very secresy of whose working invest
them with a power surpassing their real re-
sources, have inspired the despotic govern-

"ment of that country with a dread, the in-

tensity of which we in Canada can scarcely
realize, but whose only effect so far has
been to heighten that system of terrorism
which sooner or later, if persisted in, must
terminate in a second French revolution. No
one can sympathize with some of the meth-
ods employed by the nihilists. The knife,
the bomb and the torch are the weapons of
criminals, but those who use them in Rus-
sia are criminals made so by the govern-
ment, A despotig system, tyrannically ad-
ministered, in which no recognition is made
of popular rights has driven the bolder spir-
its into rebellion, open or secret, simply
from want of means to carry on a proper
and “constitutional” agitation for the re-

forms demanded. If the people are tq be,

denied the right of representation, if the
press is to be muzzled, if free speech and
free action are to be the passport to impris-
onment, if it is to be unlawful %o have an
opinion of one’s own and to dare to express
it, if a huge and expensive military system
is tobe saddled upon the country, if police
spies are to invade the privacy of home,and
cause every man to stand in dread of his
life, if these things and many more are
to continue in < Russia, then no-
'thing can be more certain than
that a revolution will come and that it
will be unsparing and ferocious in propor-
tion as the despotism and tyranny have
been cruel,  Nihilism will not down.

. Batch after batch of *‘ conspigators” and

¢t revolutionists” may be imprisoned or exe-
cuted, but their places ave speedily and
noiselessly filled and the work goes steadily
on. The governing classes in Russia are
evidently bent on their own destruction,
and they are only too surely taking the
proper-course to bring it to pase. We can
but hope that out of the ruins of the pre-
sent system, which we will soon sce lying
in thedust, there may be built a fair edi-
fice of liberty which will afford equal shel-
ter and protection to all who dwell he-
neath it. ; :

In Ireland, too, the conflict deepens,
The circumstances of the struggle here are
different, but the same end is in view—jus-
tice to the common people. Various and
complicated are the conditions that sur-
round the fight, which is not so much one

" against law and government as against a

vicious land system which has prospered
on tke poverty and flourished on ths misery
of the Irish people. Here again we have
t> deplore the use of unjustifiable means
as well as the obstinacy and wrong-head-
edness of some of the party leaders, yet we
should not suffer even these considerations
to blind us to the fact that a great measure
of justice is being withheld from our Irish
fellow-subjects, and that though their
weapons may sometimes be unlawful they
afe nevertheless fighting for the right,

In Egypt the real merits of the case are
scarcely apparent on the surface. But that
country, one of the fairest under the sun,
and once * the granary of the world,” . has
likewise a heavy bill to settle with the
powers who have 8o long misruled her.
Her real governors for some time have*been
the French and Eaglish bondholders, for
whose benefit the poor *fellahs” have
been squeezed and ground down to the last
extremity. Arabi Bey has put himself at
the head of the nationalist party, and at
present seems to be master of the situation.
Whether anything good will come out of

* ‘the revolt may well be doubted, but the
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" condition of the peasantry in that country

has long been so oad that in any event it
can scarcely be made worse.

Tutning to ou\own continent, we see in
the United Statel\a\rbther of those coritests
which seem inevitable between capital and
labor. ' This strike, however, of the mill-
workers in the ifon and manufacturing dis-
districts of Pennsylvania is remarkable

In the States, too, we see
many iodications of the growing hatred
with which the vast railway and other
monopolies are coraing to be regarded, and
it seems likely that the abolition or curtail-
merit of these monopolies will prove to be
the battle-ground for the American politics
of the not distant future.

All these things ave signs of the times.
The people everywhere are in earnest.
Che leaven of unrest is working all over
| the world and it is -working for the over-
throw of the old despotic systems which
have too Jlong encumbered the ground for
treedom of conscience speech and sction, for
justice to the common people for the ad-
vancemen’ of the human race, and fora
more equitable distribution of the products
of labor. Tn some places it is acting blind-
ly and its operafious are crude and ill-ad-
vised, but in the main it is making progress
and we may rest assured that the end will
not be until its aims are “accomplished,
however far off in the future that time way.
appear to be.

Most people imagine that the Globe s the
very embodiment of gritiem. But there is
a journal published in Hamilton and known
as the Times, which out-grits the Globe,
In its Wednesday issue there is a coluamn
and a half (long measure) article devoted to
strictureson a letter written to the New
York Herald from Toronto and which pur-

ported to ' explain the  causes of
the . defeat ~of  the liberal  party.
The Times thinks it does not do this,

and says that ¢ it smacks strongly of the
Toronto World” The letter, it seems,
takes a view of the political situation
similar to that held by The World, and
which we are vain epough to think is the
view of the great majority ‘of the liberals of
the country. The writer of the Herald
letter also pointed ont that the time had
come for a new party which had distinct
nationality in view, and that Mr. Blake
should léad such a party and throw off the
fetters of the Globe and gritism, The
Times, however, thinks there is little pros-
peot of such a party. It admits there may be
a few individuals in Canada who oppose
British connection, but = they are mnot
numerous enough ‘to be dignified by the
name of a party, and says if Mr. Blake
should connect himself with it he would
only be putting himself at the head of a
forlorn hope.

We should have thought that by this
time our Hamilton contemporary wonld
have learned a lesson, but it seems that
Esau is more wedded to kis idols than
ever, The Times even more than the
Globe sees for Canada no other position
than one of dependence, no other rnle of
political existence than that of colonialism,
and no other men doing so much for the
country as.the importers of foreign goods.
With the Globe it would appear to be the
organ of the importers as against Canadian ,
national sentiment and the development
of Canadian industries and the promotion
of home manufacturers. We do not
happen to know personally the editor of the
Times, but we would imagine him to bé a
man not aver old in years, hut one who had
in his career turned at least two or three
political somersaults, -He may have been
a man who first gained his political experi-
ence a8 a school teicher in the wilds of
Minnesota and on his return to his native
Canada suddenly became wedded to free’
trade and grit doctorines, aud who some-
time after turned a very sharp corner and
became an out and out protection’st and the
bitter enemy of everything grit or even
reforny, Then, next turning anothe,
somersault he became a grit, and then
eaten up with the remorse of his former

political ~ gyrations, he is suddenly
striving to ~make his readers think
that his most recent conversion

is lasting and that he has abjured all his
former opinions. Whether'such a gentle.
man as we have described edits the Times
or not, as we¢ have hefore said, we do not
L know, but such does he appear to us to be
judged by his effusions in that paper.
