ENGLAND'S EXPLOSION.

— e

CONSTERNATION IN THE, L GREAT
METROrOLIS.

PR ——

The Damage Done—Opinions of the hom
don Press—The Dyaamite intended for
Sir Vernon Harcourt’s Office.

Loxvox, March 16—Every part of West-
minster, the Abbey, Houses of Parlisment,
the great structure of the pablic offices, the
clubs and dwelling houses, were violently
shaken by the e¢xplosion last night. - The
detonation was followed by the glass falling
from thousands of windows, That Charles
street is unfrequented at night partly ex-
plains the fact that no lives were lost, It
is stated that the dynamite was placed on
the window sill, inside the balustrade,
where the fuse, when burning, would be
concealed from the view of persons passing.
The great stone balustrade was obliterated;
the massive masonry was' rent in frag-
ments, the pavement shattered snd ground to
powder, and the wooden structure opposite
blown into splinters. Inside government
offices there remsined nothing bnt splin.
tered wood, broken pisster, and walls
burst asunder, The aoors. of the King
street police station were burst in by the
blast of air, and the detachment present
were prostrated, Broken timbers and
masses of stone were sent, flying into King
sireet, - The people crossing at Parlisment
street were knocked down, and s hansom
and horse were flung across the sidewalk
against the front of the Whitehall club, in
wiich the great plate windows were
driven in s shower into Every-
where the greatest l«{
People poured * out, of the bouses, the
broken glass crackling under theit feet,
the house of oom-ou‘aun was general,
and many members left immediately, The
lobby was emptied, and &l:o ople rushed
out of Westminster: il.” - Thousands
flocked from all parts 'of the ¢ity towards
Westminster, - .

All day there was an enormouns crowd at
the scene of the explosion. The inspector
examined a portion of the building damaged
by the exflonion, snd places the loss at
£4,000. Inspeccion shows that the explo-
sion occurred from the outside of the huild-

ng,

The Times says that if the Irish extre-
mists are really going to resly with dyna-
mite to any measure they disapprove of, it
is certain the day for remedial legislation is
over, There are no arrests yet in connection
with the explosion, The police noticed
nothinli’nu-picmul before the explosion.

The Pall Mall Gazette says: In many
maps of London the local government board
office is marked as the home office, and it is
thought that the attempt to blow up the
former building was made with the idea
that it was the latter, Sir Wm, Harcourt,
home secretary, being very obnoxious to the
fenians,

The Dublin Evening Telegraph charges
the London press, especislly the Times,
with endeavouring to excite mob violence
against the Irish,

The Times says : ‘“In Manchester, Leeds,
Liverpool, and don, the feeling of - the
English workingmen towards tbkgrhh

le, at one lime symppsthetis, has Become
colg. It only depends! on a few more cases
of dynamite outrages to turn this feeling
into an angry hostility which the authoritics
will find very difficult to control.”

The Pall Mall Gazette attributes the ex-

losion to the fury of-the Irish conspirators,
Ft says an intelligent police vigilance is the
on’ll! remedy.
he 8t. James' Gazette says Mr., Parnell
did not pull the wires which produced the
explosion any more than he pulled the
wires which resulted in the Cavendish and
Burke murders, but his association with
those wire-pullers comes from the pursuit
-of a common object by different methods.

The Globe attributes the explosion to
Mr. Gladstone's rejection of Mr, Parnell’s
land bill by men whom Mr. Gladstove told
the Cearkenwell explosion ght disestab-
lishment of the Irish chu The Globe
warns the Irish against the continuance of
s policy of violence or it will necessitate
severe English retaliation. The Globe urges
the government to treat the outrages pati-
ently, coolly, but firmly, as if civil war
existed.

The Dublin Mail hopes the London public
will notfjump at any rash conclusion as to
the authorship of the explosion. It says
the atheists and socialists are as likely to
commit such outrages as the invincibles or
fenians,

It is stated a magistrate has unearthed
astounding evidence connecting O'Donovan
Rossa with the patriotic brotherhood con-
spiracy.

The government offers a reward of
£1000 for the discovery of the authors of
the explosion,

It is doubtiul whether Parnell will attend
the Philadelphia convention. He thinks
the business in the house of commons will
be of superior interest.

Dublin detectives are assisting the Lon-
don police in the enquiry concerning the
explosion,

ixtra precautions have been taken to
protect Earl Spencer and the officers of the
executive department at Dablin,

BeruiN, March 16,—The press here is
utterly dismayed at the Westminster ex-
plosion, and advises energetic measures,

Sir Charles Dilke, president of the local
government board, thinks the sttempt was
not upon himself or the other officials of his
department. Tbe evildoers intended to
cause s widespread destruction of property.
He is of opinion that the plot originated
with the managers of the skirmish fund.

Sir Vermon Harcourt and other home
office officials believe the attempt was
directed against the criminal inquil;y depart-
ment which adjoins the offices of the lncsl
government board, the guards have been
doubled at the magizines and military
centres, ¢

GLORYING IN THEIR DEEDS,

FISH AND FLESH,

Editor Clarke Sees Them im the Present
From the Orange Sentinel,

1t would seem as if the suthorities, of
those on whose behalf the astute county
drown attorney of York, Mr, Fenton, is
acting, have determined to make flsh of one
part of the community and flesh of another
in the suppression of schemes for raising
money, which they claim come under the
act referting to lotterics, The promoters of
the so-called masonic lottery, held in Lon*
dop, were permitted to advertise their
scheme, sell tickets, hold a drawiog, and in
fact to sccomplish the ends for which it was
set on foot, before they were interfered
with, In the case of the soscalled Orange
Gift Concert at Ottawr, the promoters,
ticket-sellers, and newspapers which it is
claimed advertised the scueme, were pounced
upon as soon as evidence was forthcoming
~—or at least as soon as the provincial elee-
tions were out of the way. But various
lotteries which; have from time to time
held under the auspices of the
Roman catholic charch — and against
the promoters’ of which evidence was
vite_ as easily obtainable as against
those of the other schemes referred to—
have been left undisturbed, and have
quietly raked into the coffers of the church
the proceeds of their enterprises.

We are informed that during that recent
catholic church lottery in Longon, a priest
stationed not far from Sarnia called upon an
old Irish woman, a resident of the town
and s widow, who had in her possession a
valuable old Irish watch; a relic of her late
busband, Capt. De r, also a miniature
ship, and usiog certain church persua-
sives, induced her to give up those loved ar-
ticles, those links which were to her strong,
binding memories of the past, to be thrown
into this lottery scheme. Now, we have no
objection to this matter or the means tsken
to procure prizes for this church lottery—
this great charitable and christian move;
but simply narrate the above, which we be-
lieve can be fully substantiated at any mo-
ment, merely to call attention to the point
that there were other lotteries held in Lon-
don besides the Masonic one; and would
simply ask, why this church lottery was
passed over unnoticed ? Perchance, we are
impertinent, If so, we haveno apology to
offer. All we desire is the broad exercise
of that good old British rule—British prac-
tice—freedom and fair play to all. We
ask ‘no rights, no ‘privileges extended to us
or our order, that cannot be given to ail
other subjects under our glorious old flag.
These we will by all peaceable mesns en-
deavor to obtain ; but we must have them
even if, as of old, we have to resort to sterner
means, Our watchword again must be civil
snd religious liberty and the freedom of the
subject,

ONTARIOU'S BEALTH.

Review for the Week Ending March 10—
The New Health Officer.

The provineial health bulletin for the
week ending March 10 contains the follow-

mg:
A weather .ot the
week shows a  very considerable
change from that of last week,
the temperature being much colder than
the average for each day. Not only is this
the case, but the changes of barometric pres-
sure have been' extreme and frequent
Cold winds have generally prevailed. Along
with these we notice the coincident tact
that while amongst diseasas of the respira-
tory organs bronchitis has stood its ground,
influenza has rapidly advanced in degree of
prevalence, and tonsillitis in area of pre-
valence, Pneumonia seems on the whole
to have slightly decreased in degree of pre-
valence, Neuralgia and rheumatism seem
to have maintained to a large extent their
previous position both in regard to area and
to degree of prevalence,

Amongst fevers there is nothing worthy
of mention, unless it be the fact that, while
intermittent remains in districts vir., v
and X, as one of the six most prevalent dis-
eases, its degree of prevalence has every-
where very markedly fallen,

Amongst zymotic diseases .there is none
which shows any upward tendency except
measles, and this has very noticeably in-
creased, Last week showed it to have made
a great advance, while this weck has seen it
still increase until instead of being 4 5 it
smounts to 5.15 per cent, of all diseases.
This fact is lurgely due, however, to its
epideinic appearance in one or two localities,

ipbtheria, noticed last week as having de-
creased in prevalence, still remains at a
comparatively low point in degree of preva-
lence, Scarlatina, although recorded as
occurring here and there in the province,
has this week fallen from amongst the
twenty most prevalent discases Smallpox,
to which attention was drawn last week,
bas fortunately, to all appearance, been
localized, as mno further instances of its
outbreak have been recorded.

All will notice with pleasure the step
taken by Toronto in appointing a city
bealth officer. It is to be Loped that this
appointment is but one of many which will
be made by municipalities during the com-
ing year, and that the good effects of such
appointments in the restriction of contagious
diseases wiil yearly become more and more
manifest, :

HIS COMMITTEE.

The Leader of the Opposition on the Con-
stitationality of the Premier's Course
~The Privy Couucil’s Decision Misin-
terpreted.

Special Despatch to The Worid,
Orrawa, March 16.-—~The long-looked-
for debate on the government liquor Ii-
cense policy took place in the commons
today. It wiil be remembered that the
speech from the throne contained & para-
graph to the effect that the judgment of
the privy council, delivered last June on
the appeal of Russell v, the Queen, goes to
show that in order to prevent the unre-
strained gale of intoxicsting liquors,
and for that purpose to  regu-
late the granting of shop, saloon ahd
tavern licenses, legislation by the dominion
parliament will be necessary. The premier
this afternoon moved that this paragraph
be referred to a select committee of seven-
teen members with power to send for
persons, papers and records, and to report
by bill or otherwise. The oppusition felt
that in proposing this course the govern-
ment wished to evade the responsibility of
introducing new legislation, and therefore
were prepared to make an onslanght on the
proposal,

Mr. Casgrain opened fire by contending
that the motion was out of order, inasinuch
as it dealt with s question of trade, which
should first be considered in committee of
the whole,
The speaker thought the resolation con-
tained no proposal in the shape of a bill or
measure, but simply referred the matter to
a committee, who could deal with it as they
pieased, and he therefore ruled it in order,
The motion was about to pass, when Mr,
Blake, in a tone of surprise, asked if the
government had nothing to say in explan-
ation of their conduct,
Forced to  his fest,
Macdonald said that on
the diversity in the law, habits
and  circumstances . in the  different
provinces, he thought it best to refer the
question to a committee who would inquire
into and report on the subject, out of which
& measure might be evolved not identical
in every province, but still calculated to
assimilate the provincial lawe, This was a
neat way of “shirking the responsibility,
but the leader of the opposition was prepared
for thereply. -

Mr. Blake spoke for two hours with an
interruption for recess, and commanded the
attention of both sides of the house, He
rebuked the government for their delay
and oscillation in the matter, and reminded
the house of Sir John’s promise a* Yorkville
during the June campaign to restore the
power of issuing the licenses to the munici-
palities, of his subsequent approval of the
stand taken by Mr, Meredith at the con-
servative convention at Toronto in Septem-
ber, and of nis inconsistent replies to the
licensed victuallers and prohibitory alliance
deputations, He contended that since June
last the government had plenty of time and
ample means at their disposal to -enquire
into the liquor laws of the different
provinces, but they had mnot
seen fit to do so, and had disappointed the
country, which expected something after
8o many distinct pledges. While by no
means agreeing with the government as to
the jndgment in the Russell case, Mr.
Blake countended that the government
snould have introduced a measure in accor-
dance with their promises and not left the
matter to a committee, 1The whole foroe
of his speech was cirected against the un-
constitutionalism of thbe procedure. He
quoted British precedents, both liberal and
conservative, to show that in these kind of
cases it invariably devolved upon the
government to  propose remedial
legislation, and mnot to throw the re-
sponsibility on a committee, whose only
duty it wasto report upon facts. He op-
posed the motion on principle, denounced
it as an infringement upon parliamentary
procedure, and said the cabinet wished to
burden the committes with work
they  were  themselves paid  to
perform, As to the . judgment
in the Russell case, he argued that it was
misinterpreted by the speech from the
throne, and that it merely dealt with
prohibitory legislation, and did not inters
fere with the rights of the provincial legis-
latures to regulate the liquor traffic and
issue licenses therefor. The hon. gentle-
man’s speech was undoubtedly an able
effort,- It showed careful preparation, and
was a logical and conclusive déemonstration
of the inconsistency and unconstitutionality
of the government’s position. There was
deri-ive laughter from the opposition when
Mr. Rykert got up toreply to him. The
man of the scrap-book made a characteristic
speech. He kept entirely away from the
question raised by Mr. Blake, and devoted
himself to an attack upon that gentleman’s
standing as an authority on the constitu.
tion. It was felt that Sir John had made s
mistake in putting: up such a weak
and univfluential man to apswer Mr.
Blake's  brilliant  speech, and  that
the government might bave ' treated
him with litdle more respect. The
opposition did nat offer to reply to the mem-
ber from Lincoln and the house divided on
the resolution, which was carried by a vote
of 211 to 63,
