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An lo-Saxon Unity.

Mr. David A. Wells, of Connecticut, is
perhaps the ablest advocate of free trade
that his country has to boast of, and he
also takes high rank as a statistician and
men of figures,  He expects to attend the
meeting of the British association at Mon-
treal; and, being in that city last week,
was interviewed by a Witness reporter.
He is strongly in favor of closer commer-
cial relations between the republic and the
dominion, and in fact of Anglo-Saxon
unity on the grandest scale. In answer
to the question whether there was any
desire for annexation on the other side, he

said : :

“No, I1donot _think thereis, , The general
#ppinion s that the United States quite
enough of territoryas it is. The proposal for
the apnexation of so sm4ll a place as Cuba is
not entertained warmly, and will, not impro-
bably, be rejected. At the same time it is
difficult to see how the influences which will
draw thetwo pe ple er are Ymnz to be
successfully resisted. I have always said
that we n the United States could adopt &
policy which would compel Canada to come
into the union. It will neverbedong b&rorce,
however. There is no thought.of that, though,
of course, with our vastly superior forces it
could be done. The policy which we would
adopt for the purpose, however, is the exaot
antipodes of that of forde ; it; would be by
abolishing the commercial ers which we
have erected, and by bg’ﬂdmg up mutual in-
terests as we would do.

“That closer relations will grow up between
Gireat -Britain, the colohies and the United
States there ean be no doubt, but the nature
of these connections itis im le to foretell,
The relatigns, whatever they may be, will
grow out of closer ‘eommnie! rehﬂona
which must take place soon. the Uniite
States and Great Britain both become | free
trade nations that would settle the free trade
question for the world. Other nations would
be compeiled to follow. Were the Anglo-
Saxon race to become united, it would domin-
ate the world. It is possible it may; but it
will be in the time when that pernicious
fallacy that one nation can ony prosper to the
detriment and at the cost of another is ex-
ploded and has disappeared for ever.

It will be seen thaf, Mr. Wells looks all
around the globe, ‘far ahead in time.
For our present attention the smaller qunes-
tion of reciprocity or no reciprocity may

suffice,

Large Export of Cheese.

Up to August 2d the season’s export of
cheese from Montreal is unprecedentedly
large—reaching a tetal of nearly halfa
million boxes. The following shows the
number of boxes exported from Montreal
up to same date, in the years named :

It thus appears that in five years the ex-
port of cheese has more than doubled. The
Gazette says: ‘‘The make has been well
sold up and factorymen have wisely kept
their shelves clear, and prices have been
satisfactory. The market price for finest
to-day is 10 cents, whereas at this time last
year 93 cents was the best obtainable.
The export movement of butter tells a very
different story. To date the exports this
year are 8,581 packages, an increase of 315
over 1883, but a decrease of 1943 as com-
pared with 1882, of 21,636 from 1881, of
46,684 from 1880, and of 20,923 from 1879.”

He appears to have been very indiscreet in
his effort to write a spicy letter, and be-
fore he can set himself right, if that be
poasible, he will have to set some of his
prominent allies wrong.
