°  Frauce Is Growing Sane.

The refusal of the French Budget Com-
mittee to endorse the .demands of the
War Office and to provide for an in-
creage of the army by 35,000 is one of
the sanest steps of recent years. Had
the demand been granted the improving
relations now witnessed between France
and Germany would have been imme-
diately checked.  Moreover, the inci-
dent is further regarded as evidence that
the more soberminded  politicians of
Paris are beginning to realize how little
s to be hoped for ofiensive purposes from.
the Russian alliance.

Japan Studying European Methods.
Japan has evidently been studying the
-methods of European diplomacy, as well
as western principles of = warfare. A
cable: despatch of yesterday indicates
that she has already agreed with Russia
pot to annex Corea, But she means to
hold that peninsula till it can govern
itself, as England holds Egypt. Further,
she does not intend to part with a foot
of Corean territory for the purpose of
granting Russia a nice free port. Such
is the néws sent from Yokohama for
European consumption. It i_s not easy
to see where Japan will obtain, her com-
pensation. The same reason that pre-
vents her from absorbing Corea will
also prevent any annexation of Man-
churia. Russia would not tolerate
Japan in possession of any part of the
Asian continent, and it does not seem
at all sure that Japan will seek to cap-
ture Pekin. . 1
Despatches published this morning tend
rather to show that Japan has pledged
herself not to interfere with the treaty
ports, of which'Pekin is one. All recent
news, therefore, about the march upon
that eity .is apparently intended to
frighten the enemy. The demoralization
and unpreparedness of China are so great
that if thej impending battle west of the
Yalu River proves to be a distinct Japan-
ese success, it is not improbable that
the Pekin Government may immediately
though indirectiy sue: for peace. Already
England is endeavoring to pateh up a
settlement. For the present all the
powers are apparently acting in har-
mony. The time for discord will ar-
rive, if it come .at all, when. terms of
arrangement come upon the table.
France and England Dickering.
Negotiations between England and
France, respecting outstanding disputes
in Africa are reported to be slowlyj pro-
ceedinz. No result is  expected until
Baron de Courcel reaches Lofdon and
Lord Dufferin returns to Paris. Many
Frenchk politicians are endeavorinZ te
make Ezypt the basis of all other settfe-
ments,
The last week has witnessed a remdrk-
able declaration, which:looks like a re-
turn to reason on the part of one at
least amongzst the responsible Paris news-
pers, The Debats seems to concede that
E}gland cannot evacuate Egypt, unless
she has some effectual guarantee that the
country will not fall into the handsf of
an anti-power. ;
Unfortunately, the Egzyptian issue is
now mixed up with a. new enterprise.
The recently developed design of France
to tapture the upper waters of the
Nile, and so_ to approach the Soudan from
the: southwest, has stimulated many Engz-
lish politicians to retain their hold upon
Ezypt. We are assured by The Standard
that in the negotiations now proceeding
the: Ezyptian question forms no part.

A Declaration Looked For.

London, Oct. 14.—Special cable letter:
The successive declarations made this
week by the; Right Hon. George Shaw-
Lefevre, President of the Local Govern:
ment Board; the Righf' Hon. Herbert
Gladstone, First Commissioner ofs Works ;
Sir John T. Hibbert, M.P., and Sir
George O. Trevelyan, Secretary for Scot-
lapd, that the Government had definitely
décided to deal with the question of
abolishing the vetoi powér of the House
of Lords, have .prepared the public mind
for a statement from Lord Rosebery on
the subject upon the occasion of his mak-
ing a speechi at Bradford on Oct. 27.

Expectant interest in this matter
has become so keen that the Premier
will not darel to omit from his address
an explicit pronouncement of the Gov-
ernment’s policy. In his recent declara-
tion Herbert Gladstone said the time
was near at: hand when the Government
should publicly announce their intention
in regard to the House of Lords, and ex-
pressed his opinion: that the Prime Mini-
jster’s statement would undoubtedly meet
with the entire concurrence oi the rank
and file of the Liberal party.

Sir John T. Hibbert, though not a
member of the Cabinet, has the close con-
fidence of Lord Rosebery. His fore-
cast of the: course to be adopted by the
Ministry in dealing’ with the House of
Lords question is that the -first action
will be taken through a resolution intro-
duced in the House of Commons immedi-
ately on the reconvening of Parliainent,
affirming the principle of limiting “.the
veto power of the Peers and next
through & bill to' be introduced later, in
which the same principle. shall be em-
bodied. ~The great advantage of this
plan_lies inpthe fact that thé resolytion
could be carried aiter a debate of not
more than a. week’s duration, while the

consideration of the bill would be apt

to take upt the time of the entire ses-
sion, and might then' be rejected. . With
the reeolution thus g)ussed the Govern-
ment could well afford to allow the
bill to drag: along until the dissolution
of Parliament.

“l KILLED MONTGOMERY GIBBS”

A Woman Confesscs to the Clevelpnd
Policé' That She Murdered the <
Young Buffalo Lawyer.
Cleveland, Oct. 14.—“Clarence Robia-
son did not do it.” Let him go. It waslI
who committed the murder. I killed

Montgomery Gibbs.”

This was the statement that startled
the police anthorities on Saturday morn-
ing. Sarah Robinson, who had been
cloeely questioned by the detectives,
finally admitted that she had killed the
young lawyer, whose mysterious mur-
der in Delaware-avenue, Buffalg, has
since April 28 baffled the police.

. The woman’s husband, Clarence - Rob-
inson, was convieted of burglary a few
days ago. The Buffalo police thougnt
be was iniplicated in: the more serious
crime and questioned 'him closely, but
without effect. = When they told his
wife that they suspccted her husband
she burst out with a confession. ‘The
police think she either told the truth or
lied in-order to save hér husband.

She Tells the Story.

Buifalo, Oct. 14.—Mrs, Sarah Robinson,
the woman brqught here last night from
Cleveland, charged with the ‘murder of
Montgomery Gibbs, made 'a statement
to the police to- . According to her
story she and he¥ husband set out on
that night witb”the intention of holding
up some omne. They selected a long dark
block in Delaware-avenue, and walked
up and down laying in wait for the
first well-dressed man that came along.
Gibbs was the man. ’

When Robinson demanded his valuables
Gibbs struck at him, and Robinson fired
two shots, one of which inflicted the fa-
tal wound in the temple. The police
and the public; kave always entertained
the theory that the murder was com-
mitted by someone who thought Gibbs
had wronged hint or a relation. The
Cleveland people will get a reward of a
thousand dollars in case Robinson is con-
victed of the crime.- Chief Detective
Cussack believes that he has a sure case.

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DEATH AT A LEVEL CROSSING

THREER KILLED BY 4  RAILBOAD
TRAIN IN BUFFALO.

The Two Children of John N. Scatcherd
and Their Aunt, Miss Wood, Hurled
Into Eternity—The Little Girl, Who
Was Driving, Did Not See the Engine
and All Were Killed.

Buffalo, Oct. 14.~While driving across
a' railroad track this afternoon the car-
riage containing the two children of
Jobn 8. Scatcherd and Miss Emily 8.
Wood, their atint, was struck by a freight
engine and the three occupants killed.

At 6 o’clock Miss Emily 8. Woods and
two - daughters of John N. Scatcherd
went for a drive along the Niagara boule-
vard. Miss' Wood was one of the best-
known society womeh of Buffalo. Mr.
Scratcherd is a millionaire; the best
horseman in Buffalo the Republican
state committeeman from the 381st dis-
trict. {

The children who went with Miss Wood
were aged 11' and 5 years respectively.
The eldest girl was driving, and Miss
Wood was reading aloud from a news-
paper. Seeing the belt line passenger
train approaching at the Parkside cross-
ing the girl whipped the horse over
ahead of it. A Central freight train
going east escaped the notice of the
occupants of thes carriage.

The engine struck the carriage and
threw it clean up on the pilot, break-
ing it to pieces. The two girls were
almost ipstantly killed, and Miss Wood
died soon ajter being removed to & near-
by house-~ Mr. and Mrs. Scatcherd are
nearly yne from. grief.

Mrs. Scatcherd .is ‘a sister of John
Farley, Q.C., of St. Thomas. Her hus-
band js well. known in Western Ontario,
and has afbrother engaged in the cattle
business near London, Ont.

IS THIS THE BOLD TRAIN ROBBER?

George Cq;ter, Ex-Convict and All-Round
Thug, Supposed to Be the
Ringleader.

Washinzton, Oct. 14.—There i every
reason to suppose that the leader of the
zang which perpetrated the bold train
robbery at Aquia Creek, Va., on Friday
night has been identified. He is Georgze’
Carter, a former resident of the neigh-
borhood, an ex-convict of Sing Sing, a
railroad engineer, and a man who has
been associated with many scenes of
robbery, and bloodshed.

Carter is about 81 yeafrs old, 5 feet
101-2 inches high, weighs a little over
160 pounds, and in all respects resembles
the man who fired the shot .throuzh: the
door at the express messenger and sub-
sequently threw the stick of dynamite
which shattered the eides of Adams’ ex-
press car and made the robbery
Carter is described ap a man of dark com-
plexion, with' high cheek bones, brown
hair, deep set eyes, large ears amds
sharp and angular face, with two mo
on the left cheek and one on the er
lid'of his) right eye. In addition thereto,’
the thumb and index finger of his riglit
hand have been shot off in one of his
many desperate deeds, Carter was sen-
tenced to a seven-years’ term of im-
prisonment in Sinz Sing in 1898 for
robbinz the house of the superintendent
of Blackwell’s Island.

He escaped from Sing Sing as he had
previously escaped from one of the Vir-
ginia jails, where he had been imprison-
ed, awaiting a trial for burglary, In-
ghctments are also pending against him
in other parts of Virginia and Pennsyl-
vania. The suppesition is that he has
associated with himself someone familiar
with the manipulation of matters in the
Adams’ express car. His own experience
as a railroad engineer enabled him to
do the rest with the assiptance of three
or four men, v

CHINA’S FIGHTING FORCE

Is a Disorganized and Badly Armed Rab-
ble of Tramps.

New. York, Oct. 14.—The obstacles in
the way of carving China up for an all
round , distribution, such as the Russian
Novosti has suggested, would be very
great. But these obstacles would not
for the most part beurnished by China
herself. It is true that she has a popu-
lation of many millions, and she posses-
ses arsenals where cannous, rifles and
ammunition of the most modern type are
turned out in considerable quantities.
But ‘there is no country in the world
where scientific ‘warfare is less irgelli-
gently studied or understood. -
““The Chinese army,” says a highly quali-
fied English observer, “under Chinese
oificers, even with muskets in its hands
and cartridges in its pouches, is an un-
disciplined rabble of tramps, about as
well qualified to withstand a European
force as a body of Hyde Park procession-
ists would be to repel a charge of the
Life Guards.,” All history goes to show
the facility with which China, notwith-
standing her overwhelming numbers, may
be womsted by a determined ‘finvader.
Twaq and a half centuries ago she yielded
to a few hundred thousand Tartars, who
founded ithe present dynasty. Four
centuries before that she had bowed be-
fore the Mongols. In recent times many
territorial losses have borne testimony”
to her weakness, Tonquin, Annam and
Clojchin China, have -been taken by France;
