The Department .is anxious at as early

a date as possible to know if; any society
intends holding a spring stallion and buil
show, or seed fair, or both combined.
Section 21 ot the new Act, sub-section
{b) and (c) reads as follows :—
i\ “‘Societies that hold a Sprmg Stallion
' Show, a Spring Bull Show, orjajcombined
« Spring Stallion and Bull bhow shall re-
ceive a grant equal to one half the sum
i expended in the holding of such show,
< but such sum shall not exceed fifty dol-
+lars.”
“Societies that hold a Spring Seed Fair
shall receive a_grant lequal to one half
¢ the sum expended in the holding of such
. fair, suéh sum shall not exceed twenty-
five dollars.’
Agriceltural societies can if they wish
hold a compined Spring Seed Fair and
Cattle Show. The maximum government
pgrant will be $75 where a combined show
18'held. Itisof great importance that
these spring shows should be held, and
‘the Department 1s anxious to further in
every way possiblegthe holding of these
_fairs. If you decide to have a séed fair
“or horse and cattle show urder the sec-
tions quoted above we can arrange to send
you expert judges for your stock. At
these spring fairs farmers are given an
opportunity to see and examine carefully
and select the stallions that will be used
in the locality. Bulls can be exhibited
and offered for sale, and agriculturists
who have seed grain to sell will find pur-
<chasers.
The Department is willing to send you,
without cost to your society, lecturers in
the different varieties of grain, seed,
potatoes, etc., that experts consider would
“be best suited to your soil and climate.
With this end in view the officers of the
++Seed Division ot the Department of Agri-
culture at Ottawa have agreed to furnish
a number of expert lecturers to attend
ovur Spring Seed Fairs.
It will be neeessary for your Board of
Directors to decide as soon as possible if
1t is your intention to take up this valu-
able agricultural educational work in
your vicinity. Societies must notify this
Department not later than the first of
March if they decide to hold such fairs.
We will furnish any information that may
be required.
