Marriage on a Small Income.30 PARLOR SUITS;

Again and again l as the question been 
discussed as to whether a young couple 
can venture to marry on a small income. 
One yomtg husband says 4 It does seem 
to me that $750 a year is ample for two 
people to live on. It, of course, depends 
largely upon the dispositions of the per­
sons ; but a young roan and woman of 
good common sense and economical habits 
ought to lay up money with that income. 
Nine dollars a week looks small, but let 
me make a little calculation Fifty-two 
weeks at $9 per week amounts to $468. 
Rent for 52 weeks, $120. Living for 52 
weeks $208. Clothes for 52 weeks, $100. 
That leaves a balance of $40. The bal­
ance for Incidentals, medicine, etc. This 
is my wife’s last year’s account in brief, 
and what has been done can be done. We 
do not, however, eat 4 25 cents worth vf 
meat at a meal’ (but we have all we want, 
and the best), nor do we dress in broad­
cloth or silks and satins, but onr clothes 
are good and substantial, and compare 
favorably with Ike dress of our neighbors, 
and we live in a respectable neighborhood. 
I do not say this to brag, bat ft does seem 
to me that a hatband and wife who wished 
could get along on $9 a week. My wages 
are now $12 a week, or $624 a year. Out 
of this I expect, Providence permitting, to 
save $200 this year toward a borne.' Now 
this is rather a hopeful picture for young 
folk, and proves that a young couple or 
an old couple, can live, pay rent, and 
clothe themselves tor a small sum weekly. 
Tens of thousands of them have to do it 
in the United States for less than $6 a week 
for each, and an income as limited as that 
need not be au insurmountable obstacle to 
a young couple joining themselves in mat­
rimony, provided they understand and are 
willing to accept the consequences. For 
$6 per week people can only expect houses 
or rooms, clothing, and fare which that 
sum can provide. If they have been ac­
customed to living on a scale twice as 
great (and that is very modest) they must 
expect privations, or what they regard as 
such. No matter how excellent tho 
management, a certain Income can only 
insure a certain living, made good, bad, or 
indifferent by the economy, or lack of 
economy practised.

MACHINERY!A. C. VANBUSKIRK,-AND— 4 Do you mean to say that yon made that 

egg without the assistance of a hen?* ask­
ed a New York Sun reporter of a Newark 
egg manufacturer.

4 Yes,’ he replied,4 and if you wish I 
will show you something of our process. 
Come.'

He led me through a room in which 
was stored boxes upon boxes of eggs, 
and into another large, cool room in the 
rear. Everything was clean and neat. 
Several strange-looking wood machines, 
totally unlike anything I had ever seen, 
stood in different parts of tbe room. Six 
or seven men were operating the machi­
nery , which moved noiselessly and with 
gnat rapidity. 1 followed my conductor 
to one end of the apartment, where there 
were three large tanks or vats. One was 
filled with a yellow comjiound, the second 
with a starchy mixture, and the other was 
covered. Pointing to these, the proprietor 
said : 4 These contain the yolk mixture 
and the white of the egg. We empty tbe 
vats every day so you can judge of the 
extent of the business already. Let me 
show you one of the machines. You eve 
they are divided into different boxes or 
receptacles. The first and second are the 
yolk and white. The next is what we 
term the 4 skin’ machine, and the last one 
is the sheller, with drying trays. This 
process is the result of many years of expe­
riment and expense. I first conceived the 
Idea after making a chemical analysis of 
an egg. After a long time I succeeded in 
making a very good imitation of an egg. 
I then turned my attention to making tbe 
machinery, and the result you see for 
yourself. Of course it would not be policy 
for me to explain all the mechanism, but 
I'll give you an idea of the process. Into 
the first machine is put the yolk mix­
ture----- ’

4 What is that T* I asked.
4 Well, It's a mixture of Indian meal, 

corn, starch and several other ingredients. 
It Is poured into the opening in a thick 
mushy slate, and is formed by the ma­
chine into a ball and frosvn. In this con­
dition it passes into the other box whore 
it is surrounded -by the • white which is 
chemically the same as the real egg. This 
is also frozen, and by a peculiar rotary 
motiou of the machine an oval shape is 
imparted to it, and it passes into the next 
receptacle, where it receives the thin, 
filmy skin. After this it has only to go 
Into the sheller, where it gets its last coat 
in the shape of a plaster of Paris shell, a 
trifle thicker than the genuine article. 
Then it goes out on the drying trays, 
where the shell dries at once aud the in­
side thaws out gradually. It becomes, to 
all appearances, a real egg.’

4 How many eggs can you torn ont in a 
day ?’

4 Well, as we are running now, we torn 
out a thousand or so every hour.'

4 Many orders ?’
4 Why, bless your soul, yes. We can­

not fill one-half of our order». All we can 
make now are taken by two New York 
wholesale grocers alone. We charge $13 
per thousand for them, and they retail at 
all prices from 12 to 30 cents per dosen* 
We sell only to the wholesale houses. I 
suppose plenty of those eggs are eaten in 
Newark as well as other places. Col 
Zulick, Bill Wright, Honest Andrew Al 
bright, Joe Haines, Jodge Johnson, Judge 
Henry, and all Newark’s candidates for 
governor are living on them.

Berlin Society of Natural History by Herr 
H DuWitz, which go far to prove that the 
feet of flies cannot possess tho sucking 
properties ascribed to them, for they are 
hard and destitute of muscles.

He watch d 
the exudition of the sticky matter from tho 
feet of the fly, by fastening one to the 
underside of a piece of glass, and exam In. 
ing it through a microscope. A perfectly 
clear liquid was seen to flow from the ends 
of the foot-hairs and to attach the foot to 
tbe glass. When the foot was lifted up to 
be put down in another place, the drops of 
sticky matter were left on tbe glass exact­
ly on the spot where the foot-hair rested,. 
Leydig discovered certain glands in the 
folds of tbe foot in 1850, and from them, 
the adhesive fluid appears to flow down 
through the hollow of the hair. A similar 
adhesive fluid appears to Ve posse seed I y 
bugs, many larvae, and probably by all 
insects which climb the under sides of 
leaves of trees and plants.

We have been watching with some 
luteihm tiie progress of a discussion in 
Vit- Yarmouth 1 Jerald between an Aii' 
n ipoli* County correspondent, signing 
hiiin-ell * Gutlieltnu*,” and Mr. Thor. 
B. Crosby, secretary of the Yarmouth 
Co. Agricultural Society. The question 
at issue relates to the fairness or un> 
fairness of the manner in which prizes 
are distributed at the annual Exhibi­
tion connected with this Society. As 
our own County is somewhat mixed up 
trith the matter, we feel it to be our 
duty to express an opinion on the 
merits of the case.

The particulars of the case are in 
brief as follows : Last autumn Yai* 
mouth opened its Exhibition to general 
public competition. Prize lists, very 
ereditalde in tbe main, weie sent out 
pretty fieely through the country. 
.Some of them came to our County. One 
ot our most enterprising manulactùr 
ers, seeing that prizes were given for 
certain articles in his line of woik. 
decided to attend the Exhibition and 
compete for two premium*, one 
amounting to $6.00, and the other 
$5 UU. The terms of entrance were 
distinctly set forth on the list, namely, 
that exhibitors, on payment of a lee ol 
$1 00. should be entitled to the pre­
miums offered, 
complied with, and the Annapolis Co. 
manufacturer was awarded both prizes, 
thus becoming entitled to $11.00. Judge 
of bis surprise when he found that but 
$5 00 was allowed him by the Yarmouth 
Exhibition managers. The curiosity 
was explained by his attention being 
called to a bye law which, we venture 
to aliii m, not one man in a thousand 
would understand without the aid ot 
Mr. Thos. B. Ciosby, or some other 
person in the secret, and a bye law 
which, however explained, is ridicu­
lous, unfair, and dishonorable to the 
last degree. It reads thus: No exhi­
bitor shall draw in premiums more than 
five times his subscription or entrance 
fee ; balance to revert to treasury.*’ 
And this precious information is not 
given in the regulations where it 
,eUould appear, in connection with the 
terms of entrance add awarding of pre­
miums, but at the very tail end of a 
number of bye laws, in small print, as 
jf of but little importance.

Now this bye law, it will be seen, 
Really conflicts with the premium list 
end the terms of entrance.

The remainder are occupying 
bouses on the high ground or third stories 
of buildings in the water. There are 
provisions fur several days aud people are 
provided with boats.

Pittsburg, Feb. 6.—Tbo rivers at thi* 
point parsed the range line last night, and 
at noon to-day had reached 21 feet 6 
inebc*, the highest stage since 1852. 
Despatches from bead waters of both rivers 
report the water still rising, while here it 
is creepiag up into tbe streets at the 
of eiyht indie* per hour. Miles of pro- 
perty iu this city on the south side and in 
the Allvghoney are submerged, aud hun­
dreds of families have been compelled to 
vacate their houses All the mills and 
factories on tb** banks of both rivers have 
suspended operations, and connection 
between Piitsbnrg and Alleghaney by 
street cars is entirely cut off. The sc boo s 
have been closed. Railway traffic on all 
the river line* is greatly retarded, and tbe 
Baltimore and Ohio, PitUbnrg and Lake 
Erie, Pittsburg and Western Pittsburg, 
McKeesport and Alleghaney Valley routes 
are entirely suspended. The greatest suf­
fering and the damage reported in tbe 
vicinity are in the Youghiogheny regions, 
where the mining hamlets and portions of 
the town* lying on low lands bare been 
inundated, and hundreds of families forced 
to desert their house* and fly before the 
coming flood. In some places it is found 
neevasary to anchor the bouses to trees 
and rocks to keep them from drifting off 
to total destruction.

The scene along tbe route of the great 
gorge which extends thirty miles up the 
Youghiogheny River beggars description. 
So far as learned no lives have been lost, 
but Hie pecuniary damage will reach hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars. $11 the 
lower part of AtlegLaney is under water, 
and it is estimated that 1,500 houses in 
Alleghaney city alone are inundated. The 
water and gas supply on the north and 
south sides have been cut off. and. If the 
rise continues a few hours longer, Pitts­
burg will be without either gas qr water. 
Fears are entertained that the T6th Rt. 
bridge over the Alleghaney river will be 
washed a «ray. It was declared ovate this 
morning and travel was suspended. If the 
freshet takes it off it will probfb\y tike with 
it the railroad and Rand St. bridges. Only 
one fatality been reported up to, this time.

Louisville, Ky., F« by. 7:—Shipping- 
port and Portland are flooded and already 
over 800 people have been driven out of 
their homes. Tbe Government building 
ie the only house not submerged in Ship- 
piogport.

An interesting experiment on the 
saving of ensilage reoently took place 
on the farm of Mr. George Bolster, Cur 
rabower, a gentleman who conducts an 
extensive system of agriculture in this 
county. As we believe this is one of 
the first tests successfully carried out 
in the Province of Munster of the ef­
ficacy of the ensilage system, which is so
calculated to assist the establishment 
of winter dairies in the South of Ire­
land, we have taken some pains to as­
certain the details of Mr. Bolster’s ex­
periment. Ensilage it may be mention 
ed, for the information of the uninitat 
ed, is green food, such as grass, etc., 
preserved in its succulent state for use 
in the winter and early spring, when it 
is no longer to be found growing in the 
fields, and when, therefore, in its ab­
sence cattle .must be provided with 
turnips, mangles, dry hay or beer and 
grains, etc., all of which are either ex 
pensive to the farmer, or, in the case of 
winter dairying, necessarily impart a 
a more or less objectionable flivor to 
the butter produced. It will thus be 
seen that if natural food, such as grass, 
etc., can be provided in the winter 
season, when the price of butter is at 
its highest, and advantage of no unim 
portant nature is at once to be derived 
from its use. A silo is the pit or re­
ceptacle, made as air-tight as possible, 
in which the green food is stored for 
preservation. To turn to Mr. Bolster’s 
case, the silo was a house 14 feet long 
by 8 feet wide, and 9 feet in height. 
On the 1st of July last be commenced 
to fill this chamber with grass out from 
hie lawn. The grass ia stated to be 
long and rank, the lawn being rich 
and overshadowed by trees. On the 
date mentioned Mr. Bolster got the 
grass out into two inch lengths, and 
put in a sufficient quantity to make a 
layer of four feet high. On this planks

A VERY NICK CAKH —

one that may be baked in a loaf or in 
round pans for jelly c ike, or be used as 
the basis of a gateau —is the delicate, 
fine cake known as snow cake. For 
this oake, use three quarters of a cup 
of butter, two cups of sugar, one half a 
cup of milk, one teaspoonful of al­
mond, 2£ cups of flour, 1 £ teaspoonfuls 
of cream of tarter, one-ball a teaspoon- 
ful of soda and tbe whites of eight 
eggs. Cream the butter and sugar, add 
tbe rest of the ingredients in order, 
and, last of all, the whites of tbe eggs 
beaten to a froth. This ia a delicious 
cake, one of the nicest of the white 
cakes. As tbe cake is often used as a 
jelly cake, having two layers, between [ 
which is spread some nice jelly, it may 
be a good time in which to give tbe 
rule for tbe boiled frosting, which is 
spread over tbe top of the cake. This 
frosting is given as being very nice, 
easy to make and to manage, and is 
usually successful. The only danger 
will be in beating the white ol the egg 
too still. If this la done, the frosting 
will crack, the whites of the eggs se­
parating into flakes, and, and it will 
not look so nice and smooth aa it other 
wise will. To make this boiled frost- 
ing, boil one cup of granulated augar 
and one cup of hot water, without etir- 
ring, until the eyrup taken up 
skewer will thread or rope. When 
tbe syrup ia nearly at this point, beat 
tbe white of one egg until foamy, but 
not dry. Add to this beaten egg one 
•altspoonful of cream of tartar, or, if 
you have no saltapoon to measure by, 
a quarter of a teaspoonful. Pour tbe 
boiling syrup in a line stream over the 
egg, stir thoroughly, and when it is 
smooth and beginning to thicken pour 
it over the cake. This is an easier way 
of making than when the white of eggs 
and sugar also are used, and it is much 
less work to get it smoothly and evenly 
on the cake.

As this oake is also tbe basis of tbe 
gateau de Princesse Louise, it is as 
well to attend to the making of that 
delightful and highly ornamental dish 
just here. Take the cake as for Wash­
ington pie or jelly oake, and out oral 
tbe centre of one of the cakes with 
some large round cutter, leaving only 
about an inch and a half or two inches 
at the edge ; set this circle into the 
whole, uncut oake, haring spread a 
little >Hy just the width of the upper 
round, which forms » rim. Fill the 
centre with Bavarian creams, heaping 
it quite high and garnish with candied 
cherries and plums.

7 JO2 19 Just opened a complete line of Fall and2 28ascertain the result of his labors, and 
was rewarded by finding the mass in a 
very satisfactory state of preservation. 
The ensilage is of a light-thrown colour, 
and so far as can be seen, retains all 
the nutricious characteristics as well as 
the weight of grass when originally 
stored. At first the cows partook of it 
sparingly, but, after a few days, took 
to it with a keen relish ; their milk has 
increased since they have been led 
upon the ensilage, and they look in 
excellent health. Mr. Bolster states 
that one acre of grass made into ensi­
lage would provide more feeding than 
two acres made into hay ; be says how­
ever, that there is always some danger 
of disappointment in case the construe 
tion of tbe silo is defective, and if it is 
not sufficiently weighted and suitable 
measures adopted for exclusion of the 
air. He remarks that the system might 
proye a boon to farmers, inasmuch as 
double the quantity of provender can 
be procured at the same cost as other 
food : also, that space can be economis 
ed and water obviated. Dairy farming 
may thus be conducted in a more pro­
fitable manner than heretofore, and 
winter food secured irrespective of wet 
weather. We have been afforded an 
opportunity of seeing a small quantity 
of butter from Mr. Bolster's dairy, pro­
duced by ensilage fed cattle, and we 
testitiy that it does not seem to possess 
any of the rank flavor apparently so in* 
separable from that derived from cows 
which are nourished with the usual 
classes of winter hand feeeing. It 
should be added that similar experi. 
ments to that initiated in this district 
by Mr. Bolster have also been conduct­
ed this year in tbe midland Irish coun­
ties and also in various parts of Eng­
land and Scotland, and returns demon­
strate that where proper precautions 
have been adopted these experiments 
bavé met with much success.—Irish 
Exchange.

Stumbling Ho mbs.—The Pittsburg 
Stockman, in a recent issue,says : 4 Some 
good horses are addicted to stumbling 
while walking or moving at a slow trot. 
A well versed veterinary states that 
there are two causes that would tend 
to produce this faulty action ; one, a 
general weakness in the muscular sys* 
tern, such as would be noticed in a 
tired horse ; the other, a weakness of 
the exterior muscles of tbe leg, brought 
about by carrying too much weight on 
the toe. To effect a cure, he adds, 
lighten tbe weight of each front shoe 
about four ounces ; have tbe toe of the 
shoe made of steel instead of iron, it 
will wear longer ; have it rounded off 
about the same as it would be when one 
third worn out, In order to prevent 
tripping; allow one week's rest ; have 
the legs showered lor a few minutes at 
a time with oold water through a hose, 
in order to create a spray ; then rub dry, 
briskly, from tbe chest down to the 
fodt. Give walking exercise daily dur 
this week for about an hour twice a 
day, When you commence driving 
again omit the slow jog, either walk or 
en 1 iiim along at a sharp trot for a 
mile or two. then walk away, but do 
not speed for at least several weeks. 
By this means the habit of stumbling 
from either of the above causes will be 
pretty well overooqte.'
