•radically wrong with the Maritimes. 
May I he permitted to suggest what, 
in mv opinion, has caused the evolu­
tion from a bustling rich and pros­
perous suction of the Dominion to a 
condition of industrial quiescence, 
verging on stagnation? Nova Scotia 
(in which the writer is vitally inter­
ested), produces agricultural pro­
ducts, -fish, lumber, coal and steel. 
General manufacturing, wilji few ex­
ceptions. is non-existent, and 
must be for many years to come. (>i 
the hundreds of branch factories 
which have been set up in Canada by 
American concerns during the past 
twenty years, to supply the Canadian 
market r.ot one of them has been lo­
cated in the Maritime Provinces. The 
only fair conclusion that can be 
reached is that our future must come 
from the development of our tarijis, 
forests, fisheries and mines. With the 
exception of the latter, we must look 
beyond Canadian soil for a market 
tor our products. Our apples go to 
Britain; our salt fish which is the 
backbone of the industry, to the West 
Indies and South America ; our lambs 
to the United Stales; our lumber to 
the same country or Britain. It has 
been often said that we should be­
come a great dairying province. If 
we ever did so and produced more 
butter than could be consumed fn th 
home market, we should have to loo 
for a market for our surplus in the 
same direction.
