A Caledonia despatch of May 28th 
says:— This community was startled 
this morning by the announcement of 
W. H. Banks, editor of the Gold 
night from a visit to Annapolis, Lie 
native town, and was in his usual 
health when he retired. At four o’­
clock this morning, Mr. Banks arose 
to watch the comet, in which he wee 
much interested, and again retired a 
short time afterwards. At six o’clock 
he left nis bed to take up the duties 
of the day, and within an hour pass­
ed suddenly away, death being due to 
heart failure. He was a native of An­
napolis and formerly edited the Aa- 
napolis Journal and Spectator of 
that town. He came to Caledonia 
some twenty-two years ago, and es­
tablished the Gold Hunter. Mr. 
Banks was a man of kindly and gen­
ial disposition and highly estggme4 
by all who knew him. He leaves a 
wife and two sons, one in Caledonia 
and the other in New York. The pass­
ing of Mr. Banks will be a severe loss 
to Northern Queens and a matter of 
great regret all over the county. Mr. 
Baoks was about sixty years of age.

before the autumn, if then. Entitled to 
another sitting, it is possible that it 
may be taken.
