Laver orR LoaF CAKE.—Beat two cups
of sugar and a half cup of butter to a light
cream ; add the yolks of three eggs-well
beaten and one cup of milk. Stir in by de-
grees three cups of sifted flour, to which
two heaping teaspoonfuls of baking powder
have been added ; then add the whites of
the eggs which have been beaten to a stift
froth, and flavour to taste. Bake in three
‘‘layer ” cake tins or in a long pan.

WARM GINGERBREAD.—One cup each
of sugar, molasses, butter and *‘loppered ”
milk or cream, four and one-half cups of
flour, one teaspoonful of soda, sifted twice
with the flour, one tablespoonful of ginger,
oneteaspoonful of mixed mace and cinnamon,
three eggs, beat together molasses, sugar,
butter and spices until they are very light ;
putin the milk, beaten eggs and finally
flour.  Stir vigorously for five minutes and
bake in a ‘‘card.” Break instead of cut-
ting it and eat with iced milk as an accom-
paniment.

GRAHAM BRreEAD.—One pint of Graham
and one pint of wheat flour, one teaspoonful
of sugar, one teaspoonful of salt, two tea-
spoonfuls of Royal baking powder, one and
one-half pints of milk. Sift together Gra-
ham flour, sugar, salt and powder, leaving
out the coarse bran which will be found in
the sieve ; add the milk ; mix quickly into
a smooth, soft dough, which pour into two
small greased tins and bake at once in a
rather hot oven twenty-five minutes. Pro-
tect with paper ten minutes.

Lay each flat or a dish,and make a long
gash with a sharp knife just above the back-
bone. Through this extract the bone, cut
each fish into quarters, dip them in beaten
egg, then in cracker crumbs and fry in hot
lard. Drain off every drop of fat from each
piece and serve on a hot dish. Garnish with
parsley. You can, if you like, cut the boned
fish into oblong strips, skewer them into
rolls, then dip in egg and cracker and fry.
Cooked in either of the forms indicated they
bear a marvellous resemblance to English
soles.

First,
bccausq God commanded man to keep the Sabbath
"day holy ; and second, because our herses require rest
from labour on the seventh day ; therefore, we, the
hackmen of Montreat, belizving that we should act ip
accordance with God's law, do hereby agree to abstain
from labour on Sundays in future, and request all
hackmen not to bring out their cnrriages for hire on
Sundays, and may God help us and keep us steadfast
in this resolution,

AVFAIRS in Bu:garixz are still in a troubled con
dition. Russian intrigucs arc as active as ever. As
yet,. however, threats and wiles have failed to
weaken the patriotic ardour of the Buigarians. The
Sobranje have clected Prince Waldemar of Denmark
as.suaccessor to Prince Alexander.

WHILE referring to the case of the notorious crimi-
nal who,under the name of Keatinge,becamea populea
preacher in Ireland, the Belfast I#ifness draws a
very obvious moral, which it thus sets forth . The case
of the “*Rev. Dr. Keatinge” ought to serve as a
warning to all who are inclined too readily to show
the hospitality of the pulpit to strangers. Dublin
Episcopalians are horrified, as well they may be, at
the-idea of an ex-convict and ticket-of-leave man
under police surveillance having been preaching, bap-
tizing their children and administenng the Lord's
supper to them for weeks. No wonder. This thing 1s
really revoiting. Expensive as the lesson s, how-
ever, it will not have been given in vain if we all learn
that the lapse of eighteen centuries has not obviated
the necessity of paying strict attention to the inspired
command, * Lay hands suddenly on no man,” and «f
people are taught the folly of crowding to hear stran-
gers of whom they know nothing save that they are
strangers, and ncglecting the ministrations of their
own pastors, Keatnge, or whatever his name 1s, has
svidently devoted s life to crime, cnime of the most
unholy kind. It is to be hoped that he will again be
secluded from public life fora  hile. But the reforma.
tion of such a hardened sinner 1s another question.

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PROTESTANT POPES.

The present agitation, raised by politicians and
others, about the relations of Catholic and Protestant
citizens, is a very unfortunste thing in a mixed com-
munity hike ours ; but 1t may be utilized for good pur-
poses. It is a great pity that Canadians cannot
dwell togethet n unity, We are laying the foun.
dation of what we hope will be a great anation ; we
aru subjects of the same sovereign ; we meet in busi-
ness and 1o the social circle ; some of our inost oblig-
ing neighbours and friends are Catholics ; the pres.
ent generation of Catholics and Protestants will soon
sleep their last sleep in the samesoil and give in their
final account at the same judgment bar. More's the
puy that they cannot hive peaceably for the little time
tiicy are to be here.  The folly and sin of quarrelling
-are all the more appatent when we remember that
the quarrels arc often fomented by the basest of men,
in the basest manner, and for the basest purposes.
Still the little breeze—which every good citizen hopes
will soon pass over—may be utilized for some good
purposes while passing. One good purpose would be
to ask 1f any of the objectionable features of Popery
still linger in our Protestantism—well, say in our Pres-
byterianism.

Protestants object to the Pope for two reasons
among many others--beczuse he has too much power,
and because he claims to be infallible. We have
never made a special study of the functions of Popes,
and cannot say with scientific accuracy to what ex-
tent these objections hold good, but no doubt there 18
a great deal of truth n them. Do Protestant eccle-
siastics ever show any disposition to claim and exer-
cise a little too much power? Are there no Protes-
tant Popes, or Protestants who would hike to exercise
the power of little Pcpes? Honestly now, are there
no Presbytenan Popes, or Presbytenans who would
like to act as Popes? ** He wants to be a Little Pope,
18 an expression nct unfamiliar to Presbytenan ears.
Sometines we hear i1t applied to an ¢lder who 1s
never sausfied unless the session does just what he
pleases. Somectimes it 1s applied with painful truth-
fulness to the moneyed man of the small congrega-
tion who threatens to stop everything by stopping his
subscription, unless the little congregation does what
he orders to be done. And—tell 1t notin Gath—
the weil known phirase: “ He wants to be a httie
Pope,” 1s applied more frequently and perhaps more

* truthfully to ministers than to any other class o€ men.
1s there one muddle-aged reader of THE PRESBY-
TERIAN who at one tune or another has not seen
some minister trving to play the part of a Pope?
Congregations—alas too many—have been wrecked
in just this way, the pastor tnied to be 2 Pope and the
people kicked against the Popery. The results are
well known. Not every Presbyterian minister prac-
tises the theory that congregations are governed by
sesstons and boards of managers and deacons' courts
—no! by pastors who aim at being Popes.

There are few Presbyteries that have not at one
time or another had a Pope, or a member who tricd
to be a Pope. We have often heard that in the oid-
en ume Fresbytenal Papes thought nothing of tell-
g congregauons to call Mr. A or not to call Mr. B.
{n other matters, arbitraty power was freely exer-
cised. Personally, we have never seea a Presbyterial
Pope exercising his functions to any great extent.  In
days gone by, we often heard of these things from
esicemed and worthy ministers, swho had both seen
and 72/t .

The fact that a Presbytenal Pope was often night
does not alter the question. His Holiness of Romeisno
doubt often nght. The Family Compact were possibiy
sometimes right. The truth 15, we ail hike power.
Human nature takes kindly to the Pope business.
When we object to the old gentleman at Rome be-
cause he claims and exercises absolute power, let us
keep a sharp eye on an older geatleman within, who
may give us mach more trouble than the old gentle-
marn at Rome 1s ever likely to give us.

Popes of the smail varnety are not confined to the
Presbytenian Church.  The Methadists have.theirs.
The mecanest kind of 8 Pope is a Methodist Pope.
The Metbowsst Eope often manages to putunhiswork
i 2 sneaking kind of way. His most arbitrary act is
ver likely to be “sicklied o'er with the g e cast®

of a very sickly kind of piety. He is more likely to
begin his work with prayer than a Presbyterian Pope
is. You often sce a Methodist Pope in small coun.
tey stations. Sometimes he is a zcalous, earaest,
hard- working, good Christian man, who, aided by his
family, runs the station and runs it very successfully.
A Pope of that kind often does a great deal of good
in any Church— Methodist or Presbyterian—but when
a man has almost absolute power without grace, pru.
dence and sanctified common sense, then comes
the dceluge.

Let no idle fault-finder construc any thing in this
paper into unfriendly criticism of the noble, zealous
few, who in many a small congregation are doing
their utmost for the cause of Christ. May the hand
that traces these lines lose its cunning when it writes

such people too often not to have the deepest sym-
pathy with them in their sclf-denying cfforts to do
Christ's work. There are, unfortunately, too many
who stand icle and sneer at the few zcalous workers,
aund try to annihilate them by the genial, Christian
and highly charitable remark, that they *are puiting
themselves forward.” We do not belong to that
party : we would rather be buiied ; we have been
discussing Popes—not workers. As a yule, Popes
are not workers. If any man secures influence in a
congregation by carnest, honest work ; by liberal
giving and consistent living ; by living a good useful
life himself and training his family well ; with all our
hearts we say: “ Blessings on you, brother, you are
just the kind of Pope we need in this Church®
Give us a hundred Popes of that kind in every con-
gregation. The power to be condemned is official
power, wielded by grasping and perhaps unsanctified
hands— power that drives if it can, but when it can-
not drive wriggles and twists and schemes and pulls
the wires From that kind of a Pope. lay or clerical,
may all Protestant Churches be speedily delivered.
Space forbids any discussion of the other quality of
a Pope—infallibility. Have we no clergymen who
consider themselves well-nigh, if not absolutely in-
fallible® Have we no clders who speak as if it were
utterly impaossible for them to be wrong? Did any-
body ever hear a member of our Chureh speak ina
manner which conveyed the idea that he thought it

men are as plentiful in this country as grasshoppers
in a Kansas cornfield. Of course none of them say,
in so many words, they are infallible. Their tones,
their manner, their actions, their dogmatism proclaim
that they think themselves infallible

\We condemn Popery for its intolerance. 1s there
no intolerance among Protestants? \We condemn
Popery for its bigotry Is there no bigotry among
Protestants ®> There is a fine field for profitable dis-
cussion herec. We may take a ramble on this rich
pasture ground atan early day. Meantime, some of
those who profess to be trying to keep the Catholic
Church right might do alittle work nearer home.

The name of home has a magic power. There is
music n the word. It awakens in almost every
bosom a thousand recollections of touching tender-
ness, of fond affection and of purest love. Home is
the centre around which the best and noblest emo.
tons of the human soul revolve. Home is the
magnetic point to which the needle of the maringe
an lfe’'s stormy sea is ever directed, It is the
thought of home--the home of his childhood—-which
cheers the emigrant in a foreign land, which comforts
him 1n all his hopes, and sustains -him under all his
tnals. 1t 1s the hope of returning to that home
which rouses him to energy, and which nspires lim
with boldness in the hour of danger.

As rooted and nourished with care in the family,
but transplanted and fostered in society, the idea of
human friendship 1s set forth n another higher re-
lation by Solomon 1n the language, * There isa friend
that sticketh closer than a brother.” As planly wum-
plied in this precious statement, home is the school
in which we are taught the practice of truth, in-
structed 1n the proprieties of life, and imbued with the
spinit of human kindness and Christian philanthropy.
How 1s 1t so, and for what ulterior end? Home 1s
the cradle designed to foster in us pure affections,
the nursery designed to form ip us good habits, and
the place of practical instruction designed to train us
to act in accord with tke will of others and to confirm
us in well-doing, all in order that men under the
plastic influences of home which they carry with them
into the world, may there walk with uprightness,
work righteousness and speak truth in their heart

The third aspect of love which we note is the friend
ship among the members of society. Love may be
awakened in us all at once by the presence of its ob-
ject, but friendship is gradually formed in us by con-
tact with the frequent manifestations of love, Friend
ship so formed is one of fine harmony, pleasant inter
course and permanent duration. It may begin in a
casual way, but when once begun and established
the length of time or the intervention of distance does
not bring it to a close. The distant sounds of music,
as they vibrate through the long drawn valley,.are
not more pleasing to the car than the tidings of a far
distant friend. A young man incidentally rzt a
young, woman with whom he formed an acquaintance,
which ripened into friendship and ended in wedlock.
Thence arose a new scries of things in the evolution
of time. There is continuous afiection sustained by
the hearty co-operation of the one with the other
through married life ; there is the presence of chil-
dren dancing like sunbean s in the household ; there
is the exercise of all those amigble qualities which
give sociéty so many attractions as well as throw surb
hallowing influences over the recesses of domestic

life g Just as the circle caused by a stone cast inta
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the water extends to a distance in a series of concen-
tric circles, so does the culture of home extend to all
the strata of society in genial and plastic influences.
There is the disposition to friendliness among men,
the recognition of one another in the walks of life,
and the good offices of neighbour to neighbour;
there is a desire to injure the feelings of no one, but
to do right to every one and to follow honesty as the
best policy ; there 1s a sense of propricty, honour
and justice in the transactions of busincss ; there s
safety of person, security of property and mutual
confidence, conditions necessary to enterprise, in-
dustry and success. It is similar in regard to house-
holds, the peculiar and private residences of men,
which shut them out from the world by sacred en-
closures. Families visit cach other, attend the par.
ties of each other and live on terms of fricndship
with one another, Members of onc famlily may be
bound to members of another family in close and in-
timate friendship, as in the case of Jonathan and
David. Jonathan, who loved David, was the tried
fricnd of David, and David, who loved Jonathan,
was pierced to the inncr heart with grief on the fall
of Jonathan, *“How are the mighty fallen in the
midst of the battle! O Jonathan, thou wast slain in
thine high places. I am distressed for thec, my brother
Jonathan ; very pleasant hast thou been unto me;
thy love to me was wonderful, passing the love of
women.” Members of one family marry members of
another family and fortn new homes, become new fac-
tors in the social system, and scrve their own part
thercin with profit to themselves and to their fellow-
citizens ; whilst they are privileged to enjoy the swects
of wedded life, to unbosom to each other what they
cannot even hint to their neighbours, and to speak of
men and things in a manner which they cannot do
outside of the domestic circle. Numerous indeed are
the links that connect individuals with individuals,
famnilies with familics, and communities with commu-
nities, whilst they are all indispensable to the public
weal, to social happiness and progress in civilization.
Moreover, there are coteries of philosophers for the
advancement of pure knowledge, associations formed
by philanthropic men to promote the material or
the moral good of socicty, and assemblies of people
in the churches Sabbath after Sabbath to hear the
Word of Truth., There is still to be mentioned a
{riendship, which 1s the source of all genuine or un-
mixed friendships among men, Itis the friendship
of man to God, our greatest and our best benefactor.
“ Enoch walked with God ; and he was not, for God
took him.” * Abrabam belic.ed God, and it was im-
puted unto him for righteousness , and he was called
the friend of God.”

CO-OPERATION IN FOREIGN MISSIONS.

PROCEEDINGS OF CONFERENCE MELD AT
EDINBURGH, 6TH OCTOBER, 1886.

A conference of representatives of the mission
boards or committecs of the Presbyteman Churches
of the United Kingdom, mnvited by the European
Branch of the Foreign Mission Committee of the
General Presbyterian Alhance, was held in College
Buildings, Castle Terrace, Edinburgh, on Wednésday,
October 6, 1886, at eleven am. The object of the
conference was to ascertain the views of the various
Churches on certain questionis beanng on union and
co-.gperation in Forcign Mission Work, remitted to
the committee by the Council, held at Belfastia June,
1884.

There were present from the Church of Scotland—
the Revs. J. M*Murtie, Convener, Dr, Herdman,
James Williamson ; from the Frec Church—the Rev.
Professor Lindsay, Convener, Principal Robertson,
Calcutta, Dr. George Smith, Rev. A, C. Gricve,
Bombay ; from the United Presbyterian Church—
the Revs. Dr. Thompson, Professor Calderwood,
James Buchanan, Secretary, Mr. Duncan M‘Lafen ;
from the Quiginal-Secession Church—the Revs, W.
B. Gardner, F. Hobart, J. Sturrock and C. White,

Central India; from the Presbytenan Church of-

England—the Revs, W, S, Sweason, john Maheson
acd Mr. Hugh M. Mathesen; from the Welsh Cal-

vinistic Methodist—thie Rev. Josiah Thomas ; from
the Presbyterian Church of Ireland—the Revs. W,
Ncatty, Ahmedabad, James Carson, Manchuria,
George Macfarland, Secretary , and from the Com-
mittee of the Alliance—the Revs, Dr. J. Murray
Mutchell, Convener, Professor Blaikie, Secretary, Dr.
Thomas Smith and Colenel Young.

On the motlon of Dr. Murray Mitchell, Convener
of the Allinnce Commiittee, seconded by the Rev. Dr.
Herdman, Mr. Hugh M. Matheson, of London, was
called to the chair.

The meeting was cpened with prayer by the Rev,
Johin M*'Murtric, and Professor Blaikie and Rev.
James Buchanan acted as sccretaries.

Letters expressing intereSt in the meeting were
read from M. Baptiste Couve, Bordeaux, and Pastor
Fritz Fliedner, Madrid.

There was also read a letter from the late Rev. W
Fleming Stevenson, D.D., written on the day pre
ceding his lamented death, expressing his great in-
terest in the conference, and his purpose of being
present if health permitted.  On the motion of Rev.
W. S. Swanson, seconded by Dr. Murray Mitchell, a
resolution expressive of sorrow for his carly death,
appreciation of the valuable services rendered by
Dr. Stevenson and sympathy for his bereaved family
and congregation was adopted.

Dr. Murray Mitchell then made a statement as to
the purpose for which the conference had been called
together, and mentioned the chief points to which
the Belfast Council requested the committee to direct
its attention.

Afer full and friendly conference on each of these
points, the following resolutions were unanimously
agreed to :

1. It is in the highest degree desirable that Mission
Churchesshould be encouragedto becomeindependent
of the home Churches—i.e. self-supporting and self-
governing - self government naturally following upon
sclf support.

2, It is desirable that Churches organized under
Presbyterian order, and holding the Reformed faith,
should be plaged under a Presbytery within territorial
boundarics suitable for effective government ; and
that such Presbytery, wherever constituted, should,
as far as practicable, include all the Presbyterian
Churiches within the bounds, by whatever branches
of the European or American Churches originated.

3. In the incipient stages of the native Church, it
is most desirable that the Foreign Missionaries
should be associated with the Presbytery, either as
advisers ouly, or as assessory members with votes,

4. It i1s undcsirable that Presbyteries of native
Churches should be rej. csented in supreme courts at
home, the developn:«t and full organization of
independent native Churches being what is to be
aimed at, whether these are founded by a single
foreign Church or by two or more such Churches.

The conference agreed to record their high satisfac.
tion and their gratitude 0 God for the opportunity
afforded to the representatives of so many Churches
for conferring together on important questioas con-
nected with the progress of the Gospel, and for the
brotherly and Christian spirit which had marked all
their deliberations.

It was also agreed to recommend that the Churches
should sbserve the week beginning with the last Sab
bath of November, as a season of special prayer for
missions.

The conference agreed to transmit the above reso-
lutions to the Alliance Committee, and it was stated
by Dr. Murray Mitchell, as Convener, that that com-
mittee intended to forward these resolutions to the
mission boards or committees of the various Churches,
in the hope that they would submit them for con
sideration both to their foreign missionaries, and to
the stpreme courts of their respective Churches, and
communicate the v sult to the committee, so as to
cnable then to prepare a full report for the meeting
of Counci!, to be held in London in 1888,

The thanks of the Conference was tendered to Mr.
Matheson for his conduct in the chair,

Rev. W, B. Gardner closed the meeting with prayer.

JOINING THE CHURCH,

Ought I to make a public confession of faith and
join the Church? This most important question s,
no doubt, agitaving the minds of many ofjthe readers
of these pages. The first person with whom most o
you would discuss this question would be your own
pastor. He would probably sayto you:* Yes, my
friend, you had better do so, provided that you have
already jowned Jesus Christ.” 1f the Son of God be
within your heart, then you are spinitually-alive ; you
have experienced the new bitth ; you are prepared to
hive the Christian life because Helivethin you, If you
only make membership in a church the mamn thing, if
you unite yourself to nothing stronger than a com.
pany of frail, fallible fellow-creatures and expect them
to tow you along by the power of thewr prayers and
fellowship, then you have but a poor chance of suce
cess :n this world, or of heaven in the next,

The first questions for you to settle are, Have you
been born anew by the Holy Spint? Have you by
sincere faith united your heart to the omnipotent
Saviour? If so, then your public acknowledgment of
this fact by connecting yourself with a Christian _
Church 1s the completion of the process of joining the
Lord Jesus. Heart-union first, then open confession.
Chnst demands both ; and when both steps are taken,
you have become one with Him. Your heartis by a
mysterious butreal process linked to His snfinite heart
oflove. Youjoin your weakness to Chust's strength,
your ignorance to lis wisdom, your unworthiness-to
His ments, your frailty to His watchful oversight,
your poverty to His boundless resources of grace.
Your spintual destiny is bound vp with your Lord's.
Because He lives you shall live atso, and you will be
kept by the power of God through faith unto full
salvaion, A glorious conception is this, and if, by
God's help, you are making this a realnty, then go
forward, the sooner, the better.

But perhaps you sull may be troubled as to the
evidences of this inward work of the Spirit, and may
inquire what they are,  * Just what ssittobe a Chris-
tian?” and, “ How ought I to fect?” and, “ How
ought I to be and to do¢"~—these may be the querntes
that are agitaung your mind. My own habit as a pas-
tor has been to put into the hands of all who propose
to umte with the church a series of questions, of which
the most vital and comprehensive are the following .

Have you seun yourself to be a sinner against God?
Have you not only repented of past sins and sought
forgiveness, but do you hate all manner of sin, and
desire and pray to be delivered from the power of
evil? Is your hope of acceptance wnh God founded
upon the Lord Jesus Chnist, and upon Him alone?

ave you surrendered your heart to Christ, and are
you willing to follow Him whithersoever He shall lead
you? ls it your solemn purpose, in reliance on His
grace, to cleave to Christ as your Saviour and guide
to the end of hfe ? In order to maintain your Chris-
tian hfe, do you make conscience of secret prayer and
the reading of God's Word as your rule of duty ?

You will observe that thece interrogatories embrace
the two core-ideas of Christianity, which are to hate
sin and to love Christ, to turn from sin and to follow
Christ. These are the scriptural signs of a genuine
spintual hfe in the soul.  That life may be as yet very
feeble ; it may be only the weak pulse-beat of a haby;
the “blade” of grace may yet be very small ; but if
the lifeis there, then seck to strengthen it by prompt
and hearty contession of your-Saviour. In the New
Testament cases, a conversion to Christ commonly
was followed by a prompt acknowledgment of Christ.
Open your heart to God , ask Him to search you and
to lead you ; and if, after honest searching and self-
testing, you are persuaded that Chrisy has begun to
live within you, then take your stand for your Saviour.
The Church was not intended to be a pasture-ground
and a field of activity for mature Chrisuans, but also
a training school for the young, the inexpenienced and
the immatrre.  The fold of Christis a place in which
not only the older sheep may wax fat and flourish,
but the lambs may also be iro!ccled from hard win-
ters. Do not_come in with the idea of remaining
always as a lamb—especially as a “cosset,”"—but
enter the Church of the great Shepherd to grow and
expand your lungs and to beconie strong in the Lorg.
The phrase “a petfect man” (in the fourth chapter of
Ephesians) really significs a full-grown man ; yet how
can you ever reach that unless you begin?

To join the Church before you have joined the
Lord Jesus is a mockery, and will be a source of un-
told misery also. May your conscience, enlightened by
Pra,er, keep you from such a rash and ruinous step
But if your soul has joined the Saviour, then give
Him your whole self, your whole influcnce, your tims,
your talents and eniire life. Not much.can you give
Him at the best, but give Him alt i a public and

erpetual covenant.  Jom His Church for- eternity.~~

The origin of this hymn is interesting. According
to Henry Ward Beecher(“Plymouth Pulpit,”page 410),
it took uts rise from the case of a young woman born
tc splendour, but disinherited by he. father, because
of a great offence—her conversion to a faith which he
despised, and her quiet but resolute adherence to her
profession.

There arc parents in a certain sensc believers, and
profess to be Lelievers. There are many that have
Just enough of faithto shield their consciences, and
save themselves from being counted infidel. They
believe 1n a kind of mutual protective Chnstianity
which takes care of their anxicties and fears- a Christi-
anity which allays all theit troubles in this respect, but
nothing more.  The idea of a perfect manhood, a
cleansed conscience, a purified beart, an imagwmation
radiant with heavenly truth—the idea of a great over-
whelming affection that like the sun pours its rays
down upon all their faculties—the idea, in short, of an
entire consecration as the result of such downshed-
ding has Lever entered their mind. The world, the
world, the beautiful world, with its ambitions and its
pleasures, is their all. In these circumstances think of
a daughter, young, beautiful, opening up 1 all the
graces of early womanhood—one who 1s the coyest,
sweetest thing in the whole neighbourhood—one who
has studied in the best schools, and has taken on the
most graceful finish they can impart. She 1s born
to splendour, and that was a great day in the noble
mansion, when skhe first saw the light. She1s an only
child, and many a suitor looks on in her direction.
Many a one rises up to call her blessed, for with an
open hand she dispenses to tho poer, and with an un-
cons ious charm she makes her way to every heart,
and, but for some noisy, ranting preacher, might have
occupied a grand place in the world. It was vexa-
tious to such parentsto see such an one brought under
s power, to see the chid that was the joy of their
hearts and the pride of their hfe carned away with
religious excitement.  Their hopes are crushed. The
father 1s:n a rage, and the mother isn grief; and
they will not bave it so. How does the child act dur-
ing the storm? With simple modesty she is patient
but tenacious, and bears the storm that 1s-without by
the blessed peace that is within,  She s still loving
and more obedient than ever, except on this one
point. Having tasted the better portion, she will not
give 1t up, and so great, some umes, has bLeen the
rage of the father, that he has acwally dnven the
child from his door and dispossessed her of every
thing. I am here staung the case n a general way.
I mean a case of fealty to Chnst amid great tempta-
tions ; and it was really such a case as I have drawn
that gave birth to this touching hymn,  Kewrning
from a ball, the daughter of a wealthy man in England
heard a Methodist service going on. She went in,
and by the blessing of God was converted, and when
she made known ber faith and puspose o her father,
and stuck to her purpose agaiast all remonstrance,
h‘jc. cast her off in 2 rage and dispossessed her of every
taing,

This is something like the representation given us
by the great Congregational divine , but Ds. Hat.
field who lLas eamed the right to speak on

such matters, gives us another version of the gernesis
of this hymn, He thinks it took lts tise from
the conversion of the author, the Rev. F. Lyte,
then \182‘5} curate of Taghinon, Ireland, 1t seems
that this distinguished clergyman, to whom we owe so
much for his great hymns, such as this hymn and
Abtde with me, fast falls the eventide,
was called to sec a brother minister who was at the
})oint of death, and found himself entirely unprepared
or offering to him the consolations of the Gospcl.
This led him to ook into the grounds of his own hope,
and he was convinced that his heart had never been
savingly rencwed, Together they sought and found
the Lord, His friend ﬁxcd n peace, and he hunself
lived to serve the Lord as he had never done before.
His was indeed a real consccratipn. This took
place at tho time “825) when the hymn was written,
and Dr. Hatfield thinks that probably the poct’s con-
version was the occasion of its genesis.  Still there
t- nothing inconsistent with all this in the represen-
tation which we have cited. Both of these mny be
perfectly true, and the poet in drawing from his own
experience would be in a position to do ample justice
to the case of the young woman whose loyalty to the
Great King in the arcumstances must have touched
s poctic sensibility,

1 would not here refer to the hife of the author, de-
hightful as the theme is, reserving that for auother
occasion—my annotations on the hymn,

Abide with me,

certainly one of the great hymns of the Church, and
having a genosis than which there is nothing more
touchingly beautiful in the language. Astoits power
—the power of the hymn under consideration—the
power of awakening the godless to scrious thought
—as well as the power of stimulating, refreshing, en-
couraging those that have alrcady taken Chnistian
ground, it has had a wonderful history. It is our on=
great consecration hymn, and should be used on
stated occasions, when consecration is the theme of
the preacher. The writer can never forget its power
in this respect—how that on one memorable Sabbath
| cvening  when specially addressing young women,

after pleading with them to take higher ground and
consecrate themselves afresh to the Lord, oac re-
mained to speak with him and tell him how that
under the divine blessing all her scruples had been
overcome by the appeal, backed as it was with this,
the cloging hymn.  She had lingered long, hesitated
much, but now she could resist no more, hold out no
longer , and so she quietly, unoslcntahously made
herself over to God in a covenant never to be forgot-
ten.

THE VISITING PREACHER.

Let hum guard sacredly the name and position of
the pastor. He can casily strengthen the pastor, or
he can as easily weaken and wound him. Pleasant
things spoken of a pastor by an outsider often go a
fong way with a church. They are the leaven of a
precious help, and are oiten treasured and repeated
to the pastor’s advantage, Itis éust as casy tocripple
a pastor. He can be cnticised or praised s0 dubi-
ously as to excite suspicion against lum. Some minis-
ters bave an open car for picking up ugly reports of
a pastor, and then go out and whispening abroad the
tate of disaffection and trouble. We know a brother
who, after spending a day or two in the congregation
of some other preacher, is almost certain to come
away with hideous stories of the man'sunpopularity
and dissausfacuon. He seems to ferret out all the
unlovely secrets of the paster and his people, and to
find a wicked joy in spreading them far and wide.

THE NEIWW THEOLOGY.

There are medical works published with the title,
* Every man his own doctor.,” On the utie page of
the “New T hcologr" might be inscribed, “ Every
man his own Bible, -

Here is a man for example—a Christian ; we will
not say a Presbyterian ; but an ordinary Christian—
who gets drunk and abuses his wife.  You remon.
strate with him. You tell him that the Bible says that
no drunkard shall inherit the kingdom of God, and
that it cnjoins upon husbands to love their wives.
Yes, the man rerlics, that is very true; the Bible
so teaches. But [ have thought over the matter, and
my * consciousness” has decided that under certain
kinds of mental pressure it is not a sin (per se) for a
man to become intoxicated or abuse hie wife; so !
have eliminated that from my Bible,

But your reply, pethaps, 3 that the man is not in
possession of a Christian consciousness, and my an-
awer is: * What right have you to say so? Wheoere
is your standard of judgment, a standard that he is
tound to respect, it you are a disciple of the new
school of theology, and accept its fundamental prin-
cirlcs?" I have & right to condemn the man because
1 bave an objective and unchangeable standard of
divine truth, viz.. the Word of the living God.

Now, I admit that this is an cxtreme casc—one
that, under the present condition of the Christian
communion, is not likely to present itself ; but I hold
thut a theology that cannot cover such cases is radis
cally defective—dangerous not only to the spiritual
life, but ulso to the morals of socicly.

There is not a defender of the * New Theology ¥
who would not, I presume, indignantly reject the doc-
trine of Papal infallibility, and yet the only percep-
tible difference between it and the doctrine in ques-
tion is, as it seems to me, simply a matter of mul-
tiplication, the resultant of which is manifestly in
favour of the Pope. .

The “ New Theology #” may have a mission to per-
form~—in fact, we have no doubt but it has. It will
scrve to gticken a deeper interest in the scicnce of
theology—the greatest of all the sciences, and yet a
science which has been wofully ncglcctctf during the
past quarter of a century or more. The result is
that qur present-day Christianity lacks backbone.
It is of a molluscous nature, and can be easily
“ flattened out. We need a keying up in doctrinal
religion—some people, at least need it. 1 believe
the issue will come to be so sharply defined that
men, and especially public teachers, cannot longer
“straddle the fence,” to use a pohtical phrase. They
will be compelled to come out squarely for or against
the truth,

As for myself, I believe in the * Old Theology,” so
far as its essential principles are concerned. 1 be-
lirve in it, because it recogmzes the Word of God as
the ultimate source of appeal in the scttlement of
what is and what 1s not divine truth. 1 do not claim
perfection for itin all its details, but I do claim that
1t honours the Bible and fairly sets forth iis teachings
on all vital matters pertaining to the salvation of the
human soul, and the building up of God's kingdom in
the world. In short, | believe the “Old Theology,”
because I believe the Bible, and I am not ashamed
of it, either, If I didn't believe this Bible in its tota-
lity, and in all its parts, to be an inspired book, I
would be an out and-out-infidel. I respect an honest
infidel, but I have the utmost contempt r 2 trimmer,
either in politics or religion. Christianity, while any
thing, is every thing. When it becomes refined,
modified, relaxed, it ceases to exist except as a mere
form without power. It become simply the quintes-
sence of nothiagness, upon which the soul can never
be nourished. There can be no -niddle ground be-
tween taking the Gospel in all its original authority,
as containing the only ground of pardon, the only
means of sanctification and the only passport to hea-
ven for mankind, and absolute infidelity.  If the sin-
ner expects to be saved on the ground of the Gaos.

1, all the conversion, all *ke penitence, and all the

oliness of character which were nccessary when
Peter’or Paul przached are aow necessary for him,
without the least modification or abatement. It is
equally true that there ever has been, isnow, and ever
will be to the end of the world, one and the same
standard of Christian character. Every particle of
self-denial, of devotion to Chiist, of willingness to
labour and suffer in His cause which were demanded
in the days of the Apostles ard martyrs are de-
manded now, upon the part f everv believer. There
is no change in the covenant God made with man ; no
lowering of the claims of divine law  The appeéal to-
day s and always has been, * Let the wicked forsake
his way, and the unrightcous man his thoughts, and
let him return unto the Lord who will have mercy
upon kim, and unto our God who will abundantly par-
dor.” These are the unchanging and unchangeable
conditions >f mercy and pardon and peace, and finally
of entrance inta those mansions thac Clirist has gono
to prepare for His own _eople.—~Rev. Dr. Suthkerland,
Rockford, Hliinoss.

Tho way to measure the depth of the love of
Chuist 1s to begin at the throne and go down to the
cross, and to the foul abysses of evil.

THE PULPIT AND PUBLIC OPINION.

The minister of the Gospel is in une sense a pub-
lic servant, and is supported by the voluntary contri-
butions of the people. It is only necessary to con-
sider this simple statement a [ittie to sce that this re-
fation of the minister to the people is the source of a
very subtle and very })owgrful temptation to make the
pulplt a mere echo of cuizent opinion. If the people
are not pleased thecy will not pay, and ahhough the
preacher may not be conscious of any lack of inde-
pendence, and, as a rule, is not conscious of it, it
nevertheless is a very difficult thing for him to ~siape
the logic of the fact that his support depends upon
the favour of the public. Nor is this all of the case,
nor the worst of it. A man who differs much in his
opinions from the people about him, and especially if
he is vchement in the advocacy of his opinions, is
stigmatized as peculiar. He must conform to the
ideas and customns of his contemporaries,or fall under
the odium of having an unbalanced mind. Elijah
would be called a cranik, and John the Baptist a lzna
tic, if they should appear now and denounce popular
vices as they did in their own times. 1t is so in every
-age. The true prophet is never a universal favourite,
and the temptation to unfaithfulness is, therefore, very

reat.
8 And yet no worse woe can befall the human race
than a man who comes to his fellows under the autho-
rity of divine sanction, but instead of proclaim-
mg the whole truth of God, becomes a panderer to
public opinion, and a coward under the menace of
public disfavour ; a man who consents to error, and
Is dumb in the presence of wrong, because he fears
that an independent utterance of God’s truth will
cost him something in public favour, and possibly in.

money. A sneaking pulpit is an offence in-the sigh® -

of Gu., and 2 curse to mankind, The Word of the
Lord has infinite authority, and it is the vocation of
the minister of Jesus Christ to declare the whole
counsel of Gad, and thus bring public opinion into
canform’ty with divine revelation. And there never
was more demand for this admonition than now.—

CHRIST IN THE ACE:

 Christ present in our times,” is a subject we are
somewhat ant to overlook. We are natarally much
more quick to observe the siygns of gloom and misery,
of sad sorrows and still sadder sins, than we are to
notice the signs of the coming of the divine kingdom
and of the day of Christ.

We find an illnsteation of this in the sphere of our
home telationships—in the profounder reverence with
which children are regarded, and inthe more humane
and enlightened agencies which are brought to bearon
their development.

In the Church and outside of it the words of Christ,
“ Suffer little children to come unto Me, and forbid
them not, for of such is the kingdom of i\caven,” are
receiving an terpretation which not long ago would
have been regarded as the rankest of all heresies, and
as a sure sign of * falling fromn grace.”

And along with the more exalted sense of the dig-
nity and honour of childhood, which that interpreta-
tion gives, there have grown kindlier and more bene-
ficent agencies for its educaiion and growth,

The bocks, for example, which are now provided
for the culture of the child-mind are removed from
their counterparts of a few years ago, by a gulfnearly
as wide as that which separated Lazarus in Abra.
ham’s bosom from Dives in his torment. I do not
refer to the wonderfu) progress that has been made in
the art of iflustrating them, nor to the fact that some
of the foremost artists of the day have not deemed it
teneath their thought and skill to make cxprcssivc
the story book of alittle child, but to the difference
there is in their chdracter and aim.  The moral pro-
gress 1s much greater than the artistic, and is the
more significant because its movement is usvally of a
slower and more gradual kind.

The literature for children, known years ago by
many who are here this morning, was not rich in
quantity, and was poorer stillin quality, Often it did
more harm than good, and tainted the minds it was
meant to stimulate and purify. It started with the
assumption—based not on the teaching of Jesus
Christ, but on the theological dogma of the total de-
pravity of man—that every child was born into the
world full of “envy, malice and all uncharitable-

ness,” with infinite gifts of craft and guile, and assum-.

ing that he was totally depraved, it did its best to
malke him prove the assumption true.  The literature
of to-day, as a rule, stands in sharpest contrast with
it- There are fewer pages you have to sew together
lest their impure atmosphere should poison your chil
dren’s minds. It recognizes more clearly the good
and noble elements that are to be found in every
caild, and appealing to them it obtains a readier reply.
And atove aﬁ, it makes known to them the Father of
men, not o0 much as One who is swift to note a
chid’s transgression and to punish him for his sin,
but as One to whom the youngest may go for help
and sympathy, who will gladly overlook his failures,
and tenderly aid him in every prayer and struggle.
Yes, the truer understanding of Christ’s words in

reference to children has uplified them in our rever--
cnce and regard.  They rank higher in our thought'
and love, because we see how high they ranked in:

His. Aad so new regarding them, in the light of
Christ s words, as born into the kingdom of heaven,
we do our best to keep them there, instead of w.iting
until they have gone through a weary wilderness of
wandenng, and have returned to the home they ought
never to have left, and have returned through par-
oxysms of repentance, burdened with memories of
shame.—Rev. Henry Shaw.

HOME, SWEET HOME,

Modern society iz so full of the leaven of Christi-
anity that most of us have very little idea what a
soutal revolution Christ has alrcady achieved One of
the most startling evidences of thisis the fact that
what we mean by the word “home” is a pecu-
hiar and characteristic product of Christianity. When
Christ came there were no “ homes” in any country
ander heaven. In Palestine, whicre there was the
nearcst approach to the Christiar ideal, there were
fatal defects, The Jewish *home " was and is the
strength and }iloryo the Jewish race  Dut the Jew-
ish home fell immcasurably below the Christian
" home,” because the Jewish faith tolerated a lax sys.
tem of divorce, and, yet more, because it tolerated po-
lygamy. With this partial eaception, there were o
“homes"” when Christ was born. In the Roman
Empire the marriage tie was fearfully lax, and the
father had fpowcr even to kill his children. Nameless
forms of infanticide were openly advocated by illustri-
ous authoritics. In Grecce the same infamous doc-
trines prevailed. Even Socrates treated his wife and
childien with heartlessness, and Plato founded his
ideal Republic upon the most ingenious and clabo-
rate arrangements to prevent the existence of “home.”
We nced say nothing of the social organizations of
Asia and Africa, for they continue to thisday It is
well known that there is no *home” in Arabia,
India, or China, except where the Oricntal religions
have given place to Christianity. The savage tribos
of Africa are equally incapable of understanding the
delight with which we sing “ Home, Swect Home,"
In fact, “ home " is su absolutely a Christian creation
that it existed nowhere when Christ came, and it
exists now only where the influence of Christ is felt,”

It is, therefore, quite natural that the cnemics of
Christ in Europe and America are notorious for their
hatred of the “home” Most of them preach and
practise very lax views of the marriage tie, and are
incessantly engaged in trying to substitute the State
for the home, They arc well aware that until they
can destroy the Christian “ home” they cannot des-
troy the Christian religion.—A/ethodist Times,

TESTIMONY OF THE MONUMENTS,

The Chnstian world 1s getung rather tired of the
cobweb historical and anu-Biblical criticisms spun
by the German cnities.  They are fast being dispelled
by the spade and pick-axe. It was apparently
proved that Homer was a miyth, and ancient Troy a
deluston. Yet Dr. Schliemann has disinterred the
captured cnty, found traces of the fire which destroyed
it, and proved that the * Jliad” and ancient tradition
were night in designating its site and surroundings,
Genesis and Damiel, both alleged publications of a
later age, have been shown to be so minutely in ac-
cordance with their professed cras, that the hypothe.
s1s of posthumous invention becomes incredible. And
now Jeremiah is added to the list of accurate narra-
tors, for the digging at Tahpanhes has made it evi-
dent that he was thoroughly acquainted with the
architectural details of Pharaoh’s palace. We might
greatl{ extend the list of seriptural confirmations, but
enough has been said to show that evidence has been
dui from the dust which overthrows many a carefully
elaborated hypothesis of the sceptical theologians of
the Fatherland. A good deal more is to follow, for
the work of exploration and disinterment is yet in its
carly stages. Thus far not a single discovery has
shaken the accuracy of the Holy Writ, while light has
been thrown upon not a few obscure passages, and
the complete truthfulness of important statements has
been demonstrated. There was never greater reason
for cheerfulness among the defenders of the faith,
Every rescued monument adds a new stone to the
walls about Zion.— Western Christian Advocate.

THE discussion on the eldership, to which weal
luded in cur last issue, promises to be interesting
Dr. Howard Crosby, ex chanccllor of the New York
university, and one of the ablest men in the American
Church, has come out in favour of the theory that
eldersare ail of the same order.  In a published letter
he says:

The ruling clder (us I take it) is a spivitual ruler in the

Church (the deacon being a helper in temporal things).
Hence he is included in the category of 2 Tim. fii. 1-7,
¢ bishop and eclder” being synonymous (comp. ver. §).
He difiers {from the “minister” (so called; only as not
preaching (1 Tim, v. 17.) The Church has only clders
and deacons as officers.  The elders are all of the same
order, and hence should be eligible to the moderatorship.
This is, to me, theonly cunsistent doctrine- -atherwise elders
are 0! elders, but deacons.
Pnnapal Caven, we understand, is reading this epistle
with one of his exegetical classes this session,  Per.
haps, when the class comes to the passage quoted, the
esteemed Principal may find tumne togive us hus views
on the question.

By the way, how is your prayer mecting doing this
fall? Prayer meetings usual ; {all off in attendance
duzing summet.  The men do oot auend in summer.
some of them do not attend 1n summer nor any other
season. When the evenings get cool and lengthen,
in September and Qctober, attendance at prayer
meeting is sup,osed to come upto thebest. How is it
with your mecting? Are the people well out, as Dr,

Burns used to say? How about the social qualities
of the meeting? Do the people walk in stifi as posts,
sit as unsympathetic as graven images and then go
silently—perhaps we should almost say sullenly—out ?
Or do they seem to enjoy the meeting and often shake
hands and lave a little friendly chat at its close?
How about the spiritual atmosphere of your prayer
meeting? Do the people sing heartily, histen to the
exposision appreciativsly, and do the brethren who
occasionally lead in prayer do so with appropnate.
ness and a reasonable degree of fervour?  If so, you
have a fairly good prayer meeting, assutning of course
that the attendance is fair. Do the people sit with a
dissausfied, fault-finding atr, take no interest in the
meeung and sigh for exciteiment and Sam Jones? it
50, your meeting would bear some improvement.

THE liturgy question keeps cropping up in the
Yresbytenan and Congregational Churdhes on the
other side of the lines. It seems to be onc of these
questions that will not down. The Association of the
Congregational Churches, at their late meeting in
Chicago, appointed a committee to consider the
Iiturgical enrichment of the Congregational service,
It 1s asserted that a large number of people go over
every year to the Episcopal Church, and it scems to
be assumed that all or nearly all go over for the sake
of the Iiturgy. There s a huge faliacy just here, that,
so far as Canada 1s concerned, may be easily d: tected.
L.et any body make a list of all the Presbytenans he
knows that went over to the Episcopal Church, and
ask himsclf how many went over for the sake of
taking part in the prayers.  The moment one begins
to do that, he finds himself beginning to laugh. The
idea of the majority of them becoming Episcopahians
because they did not get an opportunity to pray in
their own Church is so transparently absurd thatat
excites the nsibiitics.  One in a thousand may have
gone over for that reason, but the nine hundred and
ninety-nine went for reasons of a very diflerent kind.
The question of using a modified hiturgy occasionally
is one that will bear discussion on its merits. So far
as Canada is concerned, the discussion will be gravely
prejudiced by saying that Presbyterians become
Episcopalians from pious motives, and go over
because they want to pray. The few who have gone
were not specially noted for praying before they left
—at least the vast majority of them were not.

A CORRESPONDENT of the Chrsstian-at- Work
writes wn this way of a Sabbath spent in Toronto :

\We arrived on Saturday evening, and soon began to real-
ize the quict of the city. O Saturday night all salvons are
clused at seven o'cluck, and ateso kept closed until Monday
murning, so that illicit selling is a very 1are thing. The
quict oFlhc Sabbath surpasses that of Edinburgh, or of any
Amugican city. I asked a friend to guide me to the homes
ol te.c pourestand the lowest of theinhabitants, but could not
find any of the usual signs of disorder, No sttcet cars runon
the Sabbath, no newspapers are published and no mail goes
ort; yet Torunto grows, and is not a whit behind the times,
Her statesmien bave found out that rightecusness exalteth
a nativn, while sin is a reproach to any people. \We do not
know that thiscity has a greater Eroponion of religious peo-
ple than our Umied States cities, but we do know that her po-
iitieal ecunonists have found out that law. and order are
capital for the working people as well as the churchmen,
and that the highest of police regulations i olcgal insistance
upun Sabbaih test. There is also a strong temperar.ce senti-
ment 1n_the cummuniy, althuugh there is not any aciive
prohibition movement.

Toronto is noted for a good many things. The rapid
growth of the city, the educational institutions, the
large number of young men who come here to study,
the cleanliness of our city press, the good order on
the streets and several uiticr good things have often
been pointed out by visitors. There ist athing, however,
that strikes a stranger so much as our Sabbaths. We
have, many say, the best kept Sabbath in the world.
And the Sabbath is no better kept :n Toronto than in
many othex parts of Ontario. Let Ontario honour
Gud by remembering the Sabbath day, o keep it
holy, and God will honour and prosper our beloved
Province.

SABBATH HARVESTING.

THERE 15 likely to be another commation in Scot-
land over the Sabbath question. Hitherio that land,
su strong in Presbytenianism, has. been noted £ 1 its
Sabbath keeping, but 1t 1s semarked that consider-
able change ts observable in the manner sh which
the sacred day 1s now noserved there. When great
corporations urge the. performance of work on tbat
day vigcrous protests are usually made ; but whea

some distinguished ecclesiastic gives utterance to
opinions calcul. . d to lessen the people’s respect for
one of lieaven's est blessings to weary toilers, there
is no question that sesious harm results. Quite
recently no less a person than Dr. Cunningham, of
Criefl, who has been the recipient of the highest
honours in the gift of the Scottish Church, said in a
sérmon, * When the season was Iate and the weather
threatening, it was a religious work to go to their
fields rather than their churches, and to save the pre-
crous fruits which God had given for the sustenance
of human life.”

When a faithful servant of Christ inculcates some
manifest Chrnistian duty, practical obedience 1s often
felt 1o be difficult.  This monition of the distinguished
Scotush divine harmomzes so completely with sclfish
human nature and the worldly spirit that mnany would
only be too glad of such sanction to cover their incli.
nation. No doubt some who listened to that sevmon
would have scrious misgivings, and were they to act
upon the suggestion there would be qualms of con-
science not casily gotrid of, It might be that Sabbath
harvesting would be sheltered under the plea that t
was a work of necessity and mercy,but whothat was in-
clined to take advantage of the license given by the
above declaration would not be equally jusufied 1p
urging the same plea for engaging in other secular
wutk. Has there been a single inXans e of the pro-
posed or actual infraction of the Sabbath law, where
the requitements of necessity and mescy have not been
put forth?  The opening of art muscums, the sunning
of pleasure excursions, labout in post offices, ratlway
traffic and such like have in _very instance heen
sought on the plea that it was both necessary and
mercifu! that the quiet of ®ic Sabbath should be
broken, and the great purposts of that sacred day put
aside by theit introduction. If farmers felt free to
work in the fields on Sabbath duting harvest, would
not many of them,inclined to follow Dr. Cunningham’s
advice, reason, not illogically, that if Sabbath labour
was justifiable in that case it would be in many others ?
There is not an occupation followed, but would afford
occasion for similar disregard of the requirements of
the divine law, ’

The real question is not, Is this or that particular
practice permissible on the Sabbath? but, Isthe eternal,
immutable moral law given by God to man, not only as
atest of his obedience, but designed for his kigbest wel.
fare here and hereafter, binding on the conscience ? It
isall verywell to speak of the scrupulosityof the jewish
observance of the Sabbath, but th2 law itself is one of
the Ten Words which the lapse of centuries cannot
invahdate. Is 1t better to obey the law of God, or
follow the opinions of fallible man, in such cases?

We who value the seligious privileges wnd the
manifold blessings that the sacred day of rest brings,
will view with alarm every proposal that seeks to in-
fringe on its entirety. It is a God-given, precious
hentage not to be surrendered to human dictates
however plausible.

FIT AND PROPER PERSONS.

IT 15 the general behief that the Parhiamentary elec-
tions are near at hand. The political parties are
organizing for the contest. There arc indications that
the strife will be ficrce, and the interest widespread.
1t would be pleasing if these contentions between op-
posing politicians could be carried on with less bitter-
ness and more chivalnc consideration for each other
than 1s sometimes too plamnly visible. Plain speaking,
free and full discussion, are, however,- -utial for a
thorough understanding of the pubnc questions on
which the respective parties appeal to the elector-
ate. Where feeling 1s keen it 1s natural that occasion-
ally there should be fire 1n the orator’s-words, and
somebody ts sure to get a scorching, whether he
deserves it or not.

Presbyternians, as wzll as thewr brethren of other de-
nominations, are 1a general keen politicians, It has
been their habit in the past to think and act for them-
selves. Not from them does the cry come for speciat
favours in return for their votes. No one is author-
ized in their name to pledge the Presbyterian vote to
eitk.r party. Strictly speaking, there is no such thing
as the Presbytenan vote. The column in pohitical
quotations where 1t would occur is a blank. It1s not
saleable. Presbytenans, it 1s to be hoped, vote as
Christian men undér a due sense of responsibility ;
they certainly vote as citizens, and esteem it a high
privilege to record an untrammelled vote for the men

1ne past history of Presbytenan-
tsmin tlus and in other lands bhas mude thuse who
adhcere to that system tenaci~s of civil and religious
frecdom, and the privileges won by awd of their efforts
they freely concede to all their fellow-citizens,

What should be kept 1n view in the coming contest
is that the true interests of the country should be the
first consideration,  Genuine patriotisin demands that
the welfare of the whole Dominion should be the aim
of every cuizen, not individual advantage, class inte-
rest or sectional preference.  Of no less importance
is 12 10 remember that personal fitness, moral and 1n-
tellectual, on the part of the candidate for athament-
ary honours shiould be a pnmary requisite.  As rulers
in the Church shuuld be of vlameless reputaton, so
ought those who rule the State be men of pure per-
sonal character.  une of the livc issues of the ume 1
the Temperance question.  In all the Churches the
necd of cffective legisiation for the repression of
the drink traffic is becoming more clearly recogmized.
Candidates who are sincere in ther advocacy
of temperance punuples ought to receive the
support of all good citizens. As Canada can only be
prosperous by means of the righteousness wlich
exalteth a nation, so we desire to sce both parues
elect the best men they €an put in the ficld.

SYSTEM IN WORKING AND IN GIVING,

THe Committee on Systematic Beneficence, of
which the Rev. T. F. Fotheringham, B.D,, is Con-
vener, appointed by the Presbylery of St. John, N, B.,
have issued a circular in which are to be found cer-
tain reccommendations. As they may be suggestive
to others, they are worth reproducing,

L.—That missionary meetings be “eld throughout the
Presbytery at such time &s may be most convenicnt for the
sespective congregations, but, if possible, before the new year.

1.—That the following subjects, or such of them as the
ministet and session of each charge may deem most neces-
sary, be presented to the several meetings and their import-
ance urged upon the people.

Caste distinctions have throwa speciz! obstacles in
the way of acceptance of Christian faith. When s0-
ciety is built up on these distinctions, and the honours
of lifc depend on the separation of castes, it is speci-
ally testing for the people to acceot the Christian
faith, which proclaims all menequal oefore God. On
mary accounts, it is casier to influence the lower
classes than the higher, and it is more easy for the
poor to come over to a faith regarded as the faith of
the alien  Accordingly our missinn has told more
on the voorer classes of the people, and they have too
often shown a disposition to look for some worldly
advantage as the reward of their adhesion to Chris.
tianity. But a true conviction, a real change of life
and expericace of the blessedness of Christian faith
have been the tests of membership of the Church in
India asin Scotland.

There are, however, cheering evidences of some of

THE LIQUOR SELLER IN POLITICS.

Theodore Roosevelt contributes an article to the Novem-
ber Cerfury, on ** Machine Polities in New York City.”
from which we quote the following : ** The strength of our
political organizations arises from their development as
30cial bodies ; wany of the bt * 3t workees in their ranks
are neither officeholders norye  3d henchmen, but merely
members who have graduzlly leasned to identify their for-
tones with tic party whose hall they have come to regardas
the headquarters in which 20 spend the most agreeable of
their leisure woments.  Under the American system, it is
jmpossibic for a man to accomplish anything by himself;
fie wust associate himsell with others, and they must throw
their weight together.  This is just what the social fone-
tions of the Io!ixica‘l clobs enable their members o do.
The great and rich socicly clabs are com of men who
arc not apt to take meceh interest in politics anyhow, and
who never act as 2 body.  The immense effect prodaced by
2 social organization for political pa -is shown by the
catecr cf the Union Leaguc Clab ; and equally stiiking proof
v be seen by every man whbattends 2 ward meeting. There
i3 thos, huwerer much to be regretted it may be, a tonstant

tendency toward the concentration of political power in the
hands of those men, who by taste and edveation are fitted
to enjoy the social side of the various political organizatious.
It is thic that gives the liquor sellers their enormous
influcnce in politics. Preparatory to the general clection of
1884, there were held in the various districts of New York,
10,007 primaries and political conventions of all parties,
and of thése, no less than 633 took place in liquor saloons—
a showing that leaves small ground for wonder at the low
average grade of the nominees. The reason for such a con-
dition of things is perfectly evident; it is because the liquor
snloons ate places of social resort for the same men who
turn the lucal political organizations into social clubs. Bar
tendess furm pethaps the neatest approach to aleisure class
that we have at present on this side of the water. They
naturally are on_semi intimate terms with all whe frequent
theit huuses. Theie is no place where more gossip is
talked than in bar rooms, and much of this gossip is about
olitics—that is, the politics of the ward, not of the nation.
"¢ tasiff and the silver question may be alluded to, but
the seal interest comes in discussing llc doings of the men
with whom they arc personally acquainted ; why Billy so-
and-so, the alderman, has quarrelled with his former chicl
supporter ; whether ¢ old X’ has really managed to fix the
delepates to a piven convention ; the reason why one fac.
tion bolted at the last primary ; and if it is true tgml a great
down-town boss, who has an intimate fiiend of opposite
political faith running ia an up-town distiict, has forced the
managers of his own party to put up a man of straw against
him. The bat keeper is a man of much local power, and
15, of course, hail fellow well met with his visitors, as he
and they can be af mutual assistance Lo one another. Even
.if of ditferent poliuics, their feclings toward each other are
influenced by personal considerations purely ; and, indeed,
this is true of most of the smaller bosses, as regards their
dealings among themselves, for, as one of them once re
marked to me with enigmatic truthfulness, ¢ there are no
politics in politics’ of the lower sort—which, being iates-
, Teled, means that a professional politician is much less apt
to be swayed by the fact of a man's being a2 Democrat, or 2
Republican, than heis by his being a persocal friend or foe.
The liquor saloons thus hecome the social headquarters of
the little knots or cliques of men who take most 1nterest in
local political affaus; and by an easy transition, they be.
come the political headquarters when the time for preparing
for the clections arnves ; and, of course, ths good will of
the owners of the places is thereby propitiated —an impor-
tant point with mnen striving to control every vote possible.”

That we may emphasize ani clearly ex-
