EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Militia Report contains some complaints from General Middleton
which should, but probsbly will not, receivo attention  They are mostly as
to inefficient equipment. In the Cavalry and Mounted Iafantry Schools of
lack of horses, in the hospitals of hospital clothing, and generally of short-
ness of ammanition, targets, &c., while the weakness of the Sthool Corps
operates to render the acrvice unpaopular.

Senator Frye treats the modus vicend: with the scorn natural to the
haughty and fiery spirit of a tail-twister, because, as it seems fit to him to
assert, Canada has no rights worth paying for, yet he threatens all sorts of
things because the privileges which he contemns as valueless ars withheld
from the United States without a guid pro quo. This is the sort of logic
which commands the plaudits of a considerable proportion of our neigh-
bors of the Great Republic.

A certain amount of siacerity may underlie the German Emperor’s
rescript affording a certain recoguition to some of the tendencies of socialism.
The Emperor may be more sincerely enlightened than many will give him
credit for being, but it is 2 question whether the majority of socialists will
appreciate a mauifestation made at a critical moment when the Government
finds itself menanced with an inundation of socislism which may displace
the balance of power. Some, however, seem gratified, and coms what may
the rescript is an ineffaceable tribate to democracy.

The Cairo correspondent of the Times gives some very interesting
details of the intercourse between Emin Pasha and General Gordon, which
80 to show that though both were enthusiasts of the highest order, Emin
Possesscs on the whole a greater sobriety of mind. We intend when space
allows us to give one or two illustrative extracts.  Meantime it is satis-
factory, in view of the hinted differences between Emin and Stanley, to be
told.tl!at the latter spoaks of Emin in the warmest terms, dwelling on his
administrative ability, his tact with the native tribes and the peculiar
gentleness of his nature. In many respects he was like Gordon, but, when
his officers deceived and betrayed him, it is remerked that he was easily re-
aseured by empty professions of penitence, whereas “ Gordon would have
hanged the 1ebels first and have felt needlessly contrite afterwards.”

There is quecr reasoning current among Canadian would-be Americans
as well as among American tail-twisters. A Toronto contemporary sets
down the Canadian emigration to the United States as due to the ruinous
rate of taxation, Yet the annexation press is doing its best to subject
Canada to the higher tariff of the United States, or, according tv its own
theory, a etill higher and more ruinous :ate of taxation.

All who know Toronto, and indeed hundreds who o not, will rejoice
to hear that the University Buildings so seriously injured by the recent
disastrous fire can be restored to their former beauty, which has, as it has
been well put, “been an inspiration to all Canada.'” ‘The louss of the

splendid library is to a certain extent irreparable, but the legislature of
21 Ontario will vote S160,000 towards the restoration of the institution, and it
3|i8 certain that all that can be done by the liberality of the citizens of

Toronto will be successfully accomplished.

It ia perhaps to be regretted that ex-champions of the ring and the oar
do not always see when it would be to their credit ‘o decline further con-
tests of 2 rerinus nature. Jem Mace has recently suffered defeat at the
hsnds of Aitchell, and Hanlan is said to be couriing a reoewed experi-
ence of probably a similar nature. When men like these have accom-
plished a brilliant record, and have passed the hey-day of their strength, it
would be wiser to rest on their luure's. The old champions of the ring
never thought of returning to the arena after they had once tuirly retired.

The Empire of the tz2th instant publishes n full 4 tranzlation of a re-
markable d cument which, it says, was found smong ihe papers of Riel
after the battle of Batoche, The Empire being authority and sceming to
have no doubts in the matter it is impossible to disbelieve the zzenaineness
of the paper. It is exceedingly well worded and ¢ unpnsed, and displays
no trace of a mind in the slightest degree disordered, but the oweeping
strictures on the Catholic church which it embodies will probably cause the
people of Quebec to wonder how they could ever have been duped oo re-
garding the unhappy man as a champion or representative of their fanh.

The Toronto Globe is spreading itself con amors on the exodus. As»
notwithstanding certain statistics of an approximative character, its real ex-
tent is as yet enveloped in mist and haze. it is naturaliy one o the pet
grievances of the pessimists and Jovers of the Unied Siates. Tne Globe
says :—* The returns from the public lamds have been 1asignificant, and,
instead of a population of half a million or mure, the oflicial census shows
that the Territcries consined only about 125,000 souls, ot whom not more
than 50,000 were immigrants from foreign parts. Larming from the North-
west to the Dominion at large, we find that we have, at tBe best. scarcely
succeeded in retaining our natural increase in population,  Mr. Charlton’s
carefully prepared cstimate places the number of native Canadians in the
United States at 1,047,000. Is addition to these, Canada has lost over
250,000 immigiants, who undoubtedly went across tho border. Counting
the children born to parents who have left Canada tu settle in the States,
we have suffered a total loss of three and a half million souls.” Tnis is no
doubt delightful reading to fainthearted, weak kneed and uupatriotic
Canadians. The figures may, or may not, be more or less correct, but it
is satisfactory to know that we have now not much m.re than a year to
wait before the actual census will give us reliable data.

Grecek is far from being, as is popularly supposed, 2 dead laoguage.
Not only has it both survived and dominated Roman supremacy and
Turkish conquest, but the ancient spirit of the magnificert tongue survives
in modern Greece, and the desire for education there means a desire for s
purified Greek laoguage. The press of Athens is conspicuously active;
small as the city is, 1t supports some first-class journals. Romoaic.Greek,
or Neo-Hellenic, bears 1 very close resemblance to the Hellenic, or clas-
sical Greek, in fact, does not differ more, if so much, from the Doric.
Great efforts have been riade in recent years to purge the Neo-Hellenic of
barbarisws and foreign terms, and it is now written with such purity, that
good scholars in ancient Greece will have litlie difficulty in understanding
Tricoupis’ history, or an Athenian newspaper. The modern literature of
Greece abounds with historical and biographical works, and especially with
popular and patriotic ballads. If the works of its bgst authors are not
better known, it arises partly from the extremcly coflceited supercilious-
ness with which acholars in gencral are accustomed to look on cvery pro-
duct of Greek literature not within a certain artificially circumscribed
domain called classical, In reality there is very little difference between
lancicnt Greck and modern Greck, and .every. day that difference becomes
ess. .
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The report of the Commissioners sent to Scotland and Holland to enquire
into the metheds of the Entopean fisheries and curing estabhishments will
probably prove to be «f considerable value to the Maritime Provinces if
gooud use is made of the information acquired.  The Commiissioners seem
to have come to the cosclusion that Canadian herring is not properly cured,
and that its commercial value consequently stands lower than it should do.
Scotch methods ot curing are highly praised, and it is recommended that a
Scotch herring-caoper and a crew of Scotch herring-zutti. g girls be impor-
ted to go from point 10 point to afford instruction in the Scotch modes, and
that the business of cavung hernng be encouraged. 1t is further advised
that fisherinen cease to be their own curers and that merchant fish curers
take up the business.  An Inspector of herring-fi-hery is also advocuted.
1t is probablo that these are suggestions quite worthy of serious atteution.

It 18 repuited that o new departure is being made in the fresh-beef busi-
ness whl.ch, if successful, will have the effect of practically driving the Chi-
cago article out ot the Canadian market, There was, the Chronicle says, to
arrive at St. John last Monday week, a consignment direct from Winnipeg
over the C. P. R. of three carloads of Manitoba beef, each car containing
forty-five carcasses. ‘The beef is said to equal in quality the Chicago arti-
cle, snd can be put on the market at the same figure  Some of it is to be
forwarded to Halifax. The C. P. R. cars are said to be specially fitted in
a manner superior to anything in use on other roads. We trust the venture
will prove a success a, i the event of its doing so, it will form an impor.
tant example of the ability of our provinces for mutual supply. It is infin.
itely preferable that the mouey spent by, ray the Maritime Provinces, for
such external supplics as they may require, should go into the pockets of
our fellow-countrymen in our N. W. possessions than itto those of the giant
establishments of a foreign city.

A movement of considerablo import is noticed by the St. John Kvening
Gazelte. A moeting of master carpenters and proprietors of plining mills
was, 1t appears, recently held at which the following motion was adopted :
‘ That we accede to the request of the men that nine hours constitute a
day’s work on and after April 1st next, but the men to work ten hours each
day should any employer €0 desire, aud all wages to be paid by the hour.”
This is another step towards the genoral recognition of the claims ot work-
Ing men to hours of labor which will not entirely debar them from some
leisure time in the twenty-four hours, and consequently some opportunity
for recreation and culture, which latter is undoubtealy desired by many.
That the principle of a cu:tailmeat of the old hours of laber wilt soon be
universally admitted is, we cunsider, assured by the late great strikes in
England and the socialist successes in Germany, and our own employers
are no doubt acting wisely in accepting the situation betimes, and not wait-
mgkto be driven to acquiesence by all the evils and exasperations of a
strike. ’

. Our esteemed contemporary the Militia Gazette, noucing our appeal to
it to aid us in advocanung the claims of the D. A. G's. to the rank of full
Colonel, evidently inadvertanily, slightly misinterprets the spitit of our
remarks. It was only by way of illustration that we cited the cases of the
Deputy-Minister and the Surgeon General as instances of a dispanity unwar-
ninted by relative positions, We are not aware that those particalar appoint-
ments have in themsclves occurred to any of the D. A G's. as a grievance.
The unimpugnable grounds on which we have advocated the concession of
rank are the facts of their being virtual Commanders-in-Chicf of large dis
tricts of country containing bodies of troops which, to say the least, exceed
on an average the usual proportions of strong brigades, aud in many cases
show divisiopal strength, that the Home authornties have appointed Briga-
dier-Generals ofVolunteers (the rank which we, indced, think ought to be
accorded to our D. A. G’s.) and that the limitation tc the rank of Licut.-
Colonel places our national officers in an iavidious position in relation to
officers of the Imperial service when they come in contact.

Unhesitatingly as we have always acknowledged and maintained the
benefit to Canada at large ot the splendid cnterprise of the C. P. R., we
bave taken more than one occasion 1o deprecate anything like laying the
Dominion at the feet of 2 monopoly. Consequently we heanily welcomed
the intelligence that the Grand ‘Trunk was about to mnake a decided effort
te resch the sea by a comparatively short line of its own, which should also
bave the adventages of being entirely within Canadian territory, and of
seeking our own city as_its terminus.  We are happy to learn that the pro-
jected direct line from Edmunston to Moncton is awakening a considerable
amount of attention and is commending itself to the good will and
sdberence of the commercial aud general public. This line, under the
name of the Temiscouata Railway, is already in operation from River du
Loup to Edmonston and the map shows an almost bee-line thence to
Mooctqq, a distance of 209 miles as already tentatively surveyed, with every
probability of being decreased to 199 miles. This is the distanco which
will have to be constructed. The reports of the preliminary survey are
that the country through which the line will pass is for by far the greater

well adapted for farming settlement, abounding in timbes, and present-

10g but few engineering difficulties of any importance. The comparative
i in connection with the projccted line between Halifax and
Moatreal have beeg given as follows:—By Interclonial Railway 856 ; by
the Canadian Pacific 756 ; and by the Grand Trunk proposed new line 753
miles, with a prcbability of its reduction by ten miles. Wetruit to sce
the new enterprise of the Grand ‘frunk pushed forward without delay.
Competition is the life of a country, and the advent of the Grand Trunk to

Halifax will be cordially welcomed.

While Russia is eaid to be massing troops on the Roumanian frontier,
and to have made a heavy pecaniary demnd on Bulgaria, the recent atroc-
ious massacre of Siberian exiles, and the unspeakuble atrocities inflicted on
cortain radies by the Governor of a Russinn prison, have not only horrified
the rest of Europe, but will undoubtedly intensify the determination and
activity of the Nihilists, while in the face of such crimes they will secure a
more world-wide sympathy., Under the extreme centralisation of the Rus-
sian Government, the ultimate responsibility of such deeds rests with the
Czar, and, if the life of that miserable potentate has (partly from his own
cowardice) been hitherto that of a toad under a harrow, it would seem to be
quite on the cards now that some of the teeth of the harrow will shortly
bite a9 ellectuzlly as they did his far braver and more worthy father.

———

Like every other occurrence or infliction which has gained any amount
of notoriety, the influenzt epidemic has brought into the field the usual
crop of fussy faddists, w ho are cager to ventilate some absurd notion which
they flatter themsolves has an air of originality.  Somo of these wise (and
delicate) folks have discovered that the raising of the hat to ladies in the
street *“ may be attended with no small risk,” “ and that the influenza has not
bzenreported as raging very seriously in the turbaned orient, so that there may
bz something to say for the new keep- our-hats on movement.” Granting
that there may be some risk in a frequent uncovering of the head while the
epidemic is prevalent and the weather cold, the attempt to constitute a tem-
porary precaution a permanent abolition of a convenient custom of courtesy
is, we think, as ill judged as it is likely to be futile.  The manners of the
day are by no means too much over-laid with the little formalities which aro
the outward expression of deference and respect ; the raising of the hatis a
convenient outwatd sign of the regard which men of breeding rightly feel
to be due to woman as woman, and we should not only be very sorry to
see the custom decline but we should like 10 know how otherwise a lady
is to be recognized in the street, unless by somuthing like a modified mili-
tary salute which, we think, would hardly be sutisfactory. What a deal of
unnecessary corsideration of trividlities is forced upon an unwilling world
by inane quid-nuncs who, it would seem, can have nothing to do but to ven
tilate sperfluous and irritating fads.

We have before us the new catalogue of the Legislative Library, com-
piled and arranged by the talented gent eman who holds the position of
Librarian.  We have said * the new catalogue,” bat in point of fact there
has not hitherto existed anything more than a list, destitute of system,
arrangement, infurmation or references.  Mr. Crofton’s work has conse-
quently been & very laborious one, but it is done with such masterly com-
pleteness that we can only wish the collection itself were more worthy of
the arduous work bestowed upon it. Every work of any sort of
consequence is indexed under threce headings—the author's name, the
title of the book, and the subject ; and the subject groups have been sub-
divided into the several branches treated of as, uader the heading ** Law,”
Bankruptcy, Insolvency, oic; Criminal, Equity, International hiw, etc;
are thrown into distinct lists ~ The cross references are voluminouy, and
much information calculated to assist the searcher and readet is copiously
scattered through the volume in notes which are placed just where they
ought to be. Mr. Crofton has worked under many disadvantages, but he
has, as might have bzen expected from him, produced a catalogue of the
first order.  In his preface the Librarian alludes to the efficient aid he has
received from his assistant Mr. H Piers, a young gentleman who gives pro-
mise of one day making his mark in literary paths. The Legislature and
the reading public will, whenever they avail themselves of the privileges of
the library, feel that they owe 10 Mr. Crofion’s knowledge and ability a
considerable debt of gratitude. The catalogue is exceedingly well printed
and handsomely bound.

Nostrums for certain diseases, with some apparent guarantees of exper-
ience of their effects, appear from time to time in the secular press, while
medical journals are, so far as we are aware, silent as to the curative virtues
attributed to them. Suppusing them, or any of them, to be of real value,
there are mauy valid reasons why the profession should be slow to afford
its sanction to them, yot it is impossible to say when private or local cxper-
ience may not be justified We are, it is true, unable to pronounce on the
reliability of thuse who in an ordinary nowspaper paragraph vouch for the
soundness of a generally unknown remedy, yet there is always a possibility
of the validity of the informtion. Diphtheria is 8o fatal a malady that we
have already (in our issue of the :17th Jaouary) noticed an alleged remedy
which seemed to bear an aspect of considerable plausibility. We now notice
another which appears to presenta hikelihood of efficiency, and at all events
has every indication of being given in good faith, It issaid to have been
known and used by the colored people of Louisiana for years, and is noth-
ing m. e nor less than the pure juice of pineapple. ¢ The remedy is not
mine,” the gentleman quoted as authority is reported to have said, it has
been used by negroes in the swamps down South for years. One of my
childten was down with diphtheria and was in a critical condition  An old
colored man who heard of the case asked if we had tricd pineapple juice
We tried it, and the child got well. I have known it tried in bundreds of
cases. I have told my friends about it whenever I heard of a case, and
never knew it to fail.  You get a ripe pincapple, squeeze out the juice and
let the patient swallow it. The juice is of so corrosive a nature that it
will cut out the diphtheretic mucus, and 1f you wili tcke the fruit before it is
nipe and give the juice to a person whuse throat is well, it makes the muc-
uous membrane of his throat sore.””  We do not of course pretend to offer
an opinion but merely give the statement for what it may be worth,

LETTER TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Caryl.—His Holiness the Pope, it is said, is absorbed in
the gloomy. task of superintending his own monument, and the deponent
further saith thet this is to be a sepulchral urm, over which will stand s
life-sized statue'of the Pope, supported by colossal statnes of Religion and
Justice. It will take three years to complete the urn, which is to be of
porphyry, and the cost {of the urn alone, that is,) is set at $25,000,

“ More to his credit,” Marisune says, ““ to givo the money to the poor,”
snd one hears this every tims mention is wade of a large sum of money
being spent for any one object. Now, would it? Marianne and these
other fault-finders do not atop to comsider that this money is peid out to
working people ; that from the artist to the stone cutter, in the case of the
sepulchral urp, esch one is benefited individually, aud their debtors and
creditors indivectly share in the profits. Take the case of the lavish enter-
tainments given by society leaders, where thousands of dollars are spant in
preparations for » single night's plessure, The pessimisis groan over the
wicked waste of money, and show their own thoughtlessness at the same time,
Whero does this money go to! Suppose it is spent for a ball at Newport,
Well, there are the engraved invitations, the young penwoman to direct
them, the new gowns, the flower decorations, the elaborats supper, the
music, perhaps a pavillion on the lawn is temporarily erected, and so forth
and o on. And who, pray, gets the money but working people wha earn
their living by supplying thess wants? And it is not alone to well-to-do
caterers and fashionable stationers, etc., to the leading and prosperous that
the money goes. The gardener who supplies the florists, the extra force of
waiters made necessary by the big supper, the dressmakers and hairdressers,
cabmeon, in short the people who depend for work from day to day to live,
share in the patronsge. An order to Worth for a gorgeous gown means
wotk and pay for the cutters and fitters and sempatresses, trade for the
shops that supply the goods, orders for the looms that weave, money for
workmen, snd so on slmost indefivitely. Thousands of dollars for one ball,
or for a dozen, means just that much money put into circuiation into ths
bande of labor.

So His Holiness may pyy 50,000 dollars for his porphyry urn if he likee,
It means that amount of money for the artists and artisans, and through
their material prosperity, comfort aud happiness for their families, trade for
the butchers and bakers and tailors and carpenters and book-makers—Ilet us
bope——who supply them with the essentials of life,

“ Giving to the poor,” to come to that, is pretty imperfect charity, if by
that is meant alme-giving. Of course the time often comes whin a donation
outright seems the only means of allaying sctual suffering, but really the

‘poor man needs most of all to be helped 1o help himself. If abody’s alone

in the world, and a helpless invalid, and without visible or invisible means
of support, of course humanity must take care of him, but he is the
exception. Giving to people who ought to be self supporting destroys their
self respect, helps to foster pauperism, and to degrade the standard of life

in this and for succeeding generations. .
The Associated Charities are doing grand work in preaching thess
doctrinee, weeding out the worthy poor from the unworthy, and thoss who

rust be supported, from those who need not * alms but a friend,” and most
of all in teaching thess ideas to the publis at large.
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There are thoso Porleys that you wrote about come time sgo. If Mr,
and Mra. Perloy woro slone in the world it would not matter #0 much, but
they have all those children, nine, I think you sasid. Now, my dear, you
will havo a groat deal to anawor for if you help to panperizo those young
peoplo who are growing up to be tho contres of uine difforent families in
the noxt generation. ‘Tho father is aickly and unable to work much of tho
timo, and tho mother is shiftless and ignorant, n common enough combination
and a sorrowful enough oue,

It is diffioult enough to do tho beet thing for such people, and to lose
ua littlo time as possible in doing it.  Sometimes lighter work ean be found
for the man, so that he can work with wmore comfort, Kindly and patiéntly
touching in o friondly, not in a patronizing, manver somelimes works
wonders in the lives of such weak, incompetent women. I this Mis,
Perley is hopeless, then bend all your energies toward saving tho childron,
Sometimes homes can be found for them with well-to-do middle class people
who will mako good foster parents. If the Perleys wiil not seo that such a
course iy for the best advantage of their boys and girls, then you must
offsut tho home influonce with others that you can bring to bear on them.
If tho childron must for decency’s sako bo clothed by charity try to bhave
them earn at least ostensibly what. is given them.

Cooking claeses for girls, carpentering classes for boys, or tho other
industrial arts aro saving graces in apy community of liboring people.
‘Training, training, training of hands and brains and eoula is what is going
to save tho Perley and all tho other unfortunate childron that aro going to
be the men and women of a fow years later.

Tut, tut] Everything gets monotonous upon occasion. We must cat
to live, 80 do not wasto timo lsmenting that it is three times in £4 hours
instead of once a week. Vary your cooking enough to keep it intorosting.
Here is a receipt for blanquetto of chicken that youn will find nico :

One quart of cold boiled chicken cut in delicate picces ; one large cupful
white stock, (the liquor in which the chicken is boiled answers nicely,) three
tablespoonfuls of flour, one tesspoonsful of lemon juice, one cupful cream or
milk, yolks of four eggs, salt and peppor.

Put tho butter in the saucepan, and when hot add the Hour.  Stir till
smooth, but not brown. Add the stock and cook two minutes ; thon add
seasoning and cream. As soon as \his white sauco boils up add the chicken,
cook ten minutes. Beat tho yolks of the eggs with four tablespoonfula of
milk, and stir into the blanquette. Cook about balf a minute longer.

This can be served in a rice or potato border, in a ¢ croustade,” or a hot
dish, or with a garnish of toasted or dried bread.

Try it.

Domintoz.—McCarthy's bill for the abolition of the duval Ianguage ques.
tion in the North-West Torritories “ns accupisd the attention of the Com-
mons to tho exclusion of all other business, and as wo have in previous
issues reforrad to it at longth, it will bo suflicient hero to stale that Sic
John Thomwpson's awendwment, Joaving the matter to the North-IWest assem-
blies to Lo dealt with after tha next genorsl elections, has commeonded iteolf
to the commoneense of the housre and wus supported by many prominent
Liborals, Of the 216 membeia of the House of Commons, but 16 wers
absent or paired of), leaving 199 membera present at the divieion, Of these
149 voted for Sir John Thompson’s umendment and 57 were oppored to
it, This is au overwhelming victory for commonsense. ‘T'ho debato will be
Jong rewembered in Oitawa as having called forth somo of the most bril-
liant speeches that have bLeen heard during the present parliament. M,
Kirk, of Guysboro, has mado an attempt to have the lobster season ox-
tended slong tho southorn and esstorn coasts of Nova Scotia. Thero is
some reason in his contention, but the Minister of Marine and Fisheries
wuet needs bo prudent in o matter which is of such vital importancs to the
peoplo of this provinee. It is intimated that the judgeship, msde vacsnt by
the death of Judgo Smith, is to bo filled without delsy, and speculation is
rifo as to who is to be the lucky snecessor, Parliamentary craunks are not
wanting, as is cvinced by tho fact that a wember 1ocontly informed the
government that several of its employeos in the civil setvice were membors
of the Jmperin]l Federation Loague, and complained that as this movement
was political in its complexion, no government employeo had the right to
becomo a supporter of it. This is indeed rich. Sir John Macdonsld has
anpnounced that Houn. C. H. Tupper has Yeen sent to Washington to repre-
sopt Canwda ju the negotiatious mow gone on bLetween tae British Am-
bassador and the U S Secretary of State with reference to the settlement
of the Behring Sea difticultics. Young Tupper is said to be & chip of the
old block, and if so Cunadian intorests may with sufety be left to his
guardisnship, 1t is proposed to lower the duty upon lime to the level of
the American duty. ‘This i3 reciprocity in tarrifis which is wutusily ad-
vantageous. An attempt hos been made to lov' + the duty upon seed corn,
but as this {uvolves a chapgoe in the tariff the Miuister of Customs holds
thet the proposed abolition of duty should bo diecuseed when the budget is
brought down. This is imwaterial if the objectionablo duty is removed.
Clark Wallace, who has gained a certain notoriety owing to the imtrodue-
tion of his anti combine bill, has not had a wink of sleep for the past week,
ouing to the representatives of tho labor unions protestations against several
clauses of his bill. Cintk hes amended hia propoeed act so as not to have
it apply to lsbor combines, snd now be sleeps peacefully. Attention hass
been called to the alleged fuct that the reports of the Geological Survey are
practically useless, owing to their being published in such a form as to be
available slone to scientific men. It is clsimed that tons of these reports
lie undistributed, and it is cleimed that if they had been properly adited the
demand for copies would be wide spread. This is & matter worthy the con-
aideration of our Nova Scotisn reprosentatives, who +hould see to it that
what is done is well done, and dove in such a way as o be of adventsge to
the country. A Bill 1especting cheques, drafts, &c., psssed the Commons,
and we have it seems narrowly cacaped tho nuisance of the croesed-cheque
system, which many who bave hud to cash cheques in England where they
have no bank account, have s -metimes foun1 to very snnoying. Mr. Bluke,
we tLink 1ightly, deemed it unsuitable to Cansds, and Sir Juhn Thompson
consented to withdraw the c’'ause In a debate on the erectivn of public
buildings in towns Mr. Mills sdvocated the principle that such erections
should ba ghided by the revenues collected in such towns,

ProviyciaL.—The last sesaion of this Provincial Legislature, which was
tonvened to meet on Thursday of last week, was not favored with delightful
weather, as the heaviest snow storm of the season took place on that day.
The speech from the thrcae was terse and business-like. It represented
the industrial and geners] prosperity of tho province as being satisfactory.
It noted the fact of the complrtion of the Nova Seotia Central Riilway, and
of the proposed construction of the E.st River Railway connecting the iron
mines of tho East River with the I. C. Railway. It stated that the ex-
penditare of the special ro~d grant had resulted in 8 great improvement in
the main highways. It refetred to the rveturns in the Crown land office
as having becn exceptionally good, aud in short, pictured everything as
lovely und the gouse as habgivg high. The adoption of the addrees in
reply to tho speech was moved by Mr. Roclie in a practical speoch and ably
seconded by Dr. Haley. Dr. McKay, taking out bhis surgic:l inatrumenta,
andertook to probe and lav bare some of tho alleged inconsistencies which
appeared in tho sprech. He exposed the peculisrity of a Liberal Govera-
ment which disfavured national encouragement to native industries being
elated over tho success of the industries of this Province, Ho slashed away
at the Gavernwent’s railway policy, which ho said was inconsistent with
Governmental health, and while he plastered the N. S. C. Rsilwsy Co, for
having completed its road, he lacsrated the Government for not having
previously given encouragemont to the iron industry, He clsimed that the
Goverpment’s road policy was disjointed and that the method of expending
public monies on this servico was sbamoful. He wound up by giving his
patient, the Government, a soothing pill on account of tho satisfactory con-
dition of the Crown land office. Provincial Secretary Fielding in a calw
dispassionate manuer undertook to answer tho criticisms of Dr, McKay,
He said that his Government always wishod to represent things as they are,
when the country was suflering from depression it was best to acknowledge
it, and when prosperous to rejoice in it. Ho defended the road policy of
the Government and declsred ‘the people to be in favor of it. Ho charged
Dr. McEKay with inconsisterey in that in 1887 he hsd deprecated the ox-
penditure of Provincial funds in subeidizing railways. Dr. McKsy denied

that he took this position, and afirmed that what he bad said had refersnce
to & debite upon the repest issue, in which the matter of railway subsidies
waas incidentally introduced.

Then followed a strong party ﬁght. in which the suppotters of the Gov-
ernment endeavored to fasten upon the Liberal-Conaervative party the railway
policy which they asserted Dr. McKay had laid down as the proper one to
follow. The mombers of tho non-rai'vay counties wers conspiguous in the
attack, but the purpose for which the cunalaught was planned was wo solf-
evidont that it is uot necessary for us to point out to our readers anything
more humiliating than the political exigencies which ~ .ced pertizins to use
theso taclics, The provincial secretary introduced a weasure giving the
School for the Blind suthoiity to sppoint as directors of the institution cer-
tain members of the local governments of the neighbouring provinces. It
waa stated that there existed a disposition on the part of the New Brunswiock
and P, E. 1. adwinistrations to recognize the institution ss one of an inter-
provincial character and to give pecunisry aid to the mansgement.

COMMERCIAL.

The past week has developed no important or material alteration in the
tone of general trade.  Of course, as the season progresses, the nsatursl
increase in activity in buniness circles makos itself noticeable, This, in
fact, is about all the change noticeabls, for—to put it pointedly and briefly
—trade has been moving forwerd with no change worthy of note, Some
merchants commaent {avarsbly on the fact that some of their customers who
asked for a little extension on their paper have fulfilled their promises, on
the whole, in a satisfactory way. Of course there is as always s reverse side
to the medal but, un reviewing the whole field, we believe that things are
turning out better than was expected, and we know of some who maintain
thut they are distinctly on the mend. Cantion is, however, the generall
accepted watchword. It hasits advantages ss well as its drswbacks. Althoug
it may restrict the volume of business, it acts as & healthy cheak upon indis-
criminate operations.

Drr Goovs.—Spring goods are coming in quite freely from Englend,

but, owing to boisterous weather experienced, a considerable portion is dam-
aged by wet and frost, Country dealers have evinoed s beiter divposition
to lay in spring goods during the past week, and s larger volume of orders
has been experienced both from travellers and from traders direct. The
market for woollen goods has been quiet but prices are firm, though the large
quantitiea of 1ast fall’s shipments which remain unsold are a decided draw-
back v the trade and renewals will have to be graated in many inetinces,
A fair business is reported in white cottons, sud greys are begianiug to
receive more attention. On the whole remittances show a alightly better
record, but there is ampls room for farther improvement in this direotion.
The ready-made clothing trade for spring wear is reported to be looking up,
and conaide:able quantities of goods have already been ordered from Mon-
treal and Toronto by local dealers.
. Irox, Hanpwanre anp Mrravs,—There is nothing to note in the way of
general improvewsat in iron and bardware. The quiet fesling atill prevails,
Some transactions are spoken of, but they rolate to special causes which do
not apply in a general way. Therefore tnere is no radiosl alteration to
report since our last, and nune is likely to occur befors the spring movemeat
sets in. Buyers at present seem inclined to hoid off as long as poasible,
British market advices cite an easy feeling, but state that the mills seen to
be well supplied with orders. An improvement in the English speculative
msrket and late cable advices affirm that the depressing influences of the
recent failures in Glssgow have nearly all dissppeared. Scolch warrarts
recovered 3s.,and Middlesborough 5s. above the lowest point touched during
this month,

BreADsTUFFs. —The local flour market has ruled quiet with very little
doing. 'We have heard of no sales, but prices appear steady and unchanged.
Boerbohm's cabls says that nothing is doing in wheat, though corn issterdier.
The weather in Eogland is cold and wet. In Chicigo wheat has dropped
gc. Corn and oats have remained about atationary.

Provisions.—The local market has ruled quiet at unaltered prices.
Dressed hogs have been dull and quiet owing to the atormy weather which
checked the demand to s considerabls exteut, No aiteration in prices can
be noted. In Liverpool tallow sdvsuced 6d., while lard, bacon and pork
were steady. The Chicago provision market was unchanged. The catile
market there was firm.

Borrer.—Nothing new of special interest can be remarked rcgarding
butter. The condition of the market has somewhat improved, notwithstand-
ing the temporary check caused by stormy weather, snd some small {ots of
different grades have changed bands., Choice qualities are scerce aud are
not parted with except at a alight sdvance on prices. Jledium and stale
lots sre bat little dealt in and only at low figures. A Liverpool deapstch
says that an active trade has been experienced for continental dessriptions
and that arrivals appesr to be well clesred.  Some receivors there demand
au sdvance and the market shows indicstions of a higher range of values
next week. Really choice descriptions of American butter move alowly into
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consumption, Medium sorts are dull and extremely difoult to sell. To
do business in any quantity very low prices would have tn be submitted to.

Cnexsr,—As time progr :ses the tone of the market gradually stiffens.
We 69 not hear of any great business being done, but there bas been consid-
ensble picking up of late in & amall way which must in the sggregate
represent quite a reapectable quantity. The position of holdera of late-made
stock ie not essentislly changed and they are, if anything, firmer than before.
A Liverpool correspondent reports that there has been a botter demaud there
for all descriptions of cheess. Tho low prices current have evideutly
attracted the attention of buyera and a considerabie quantity ie reported to
have changed bhande recently. Although no incresse in values can ba
reported, still an underourrent of strength is visible,

Fauir.—The market is very firm for Valencia raisius, the stocka in Spain
being completely exhausted, sud in London there is hardly sny in flest
handa. New York is the heaviest hulder, but stocks there are much smllar
than at this time lest yesr. Some deslers expect to see prices go to 8o. before
the new crop arrives.

Svoar.—The excitemont in sugars noted in our last has abated, but a

0od enquiry has existed throughout the week, and ¢« fair volume of: business
lxm been aocomplished at firm tigures,

Morasszs ha~ been quist on the whole with a moderate demand at
quotations,

Txa.—Quietness still characterizes the tea trade, though a fair amouunt of
husiness has baen transscted in a j bbing way st unchauged quotitions, Ia
Eogland prices are very low, Teas wnich about thres months ago brought
8d. to 83d. are now offered at 6d. to 64d.

Corrxx.—A firmer feeliny is reported in Java colfsns which have
advanced about 20. per Ib. Rio is steady with few transsctions, -

Fisr O18.—0ur Montreal advices are as follows:—*¢ Stoam rotined seal
30¢. to 52c. Cod oil steady, Newtoundland at 37c. to 33¢., .ifax I2}c.
to 34c. Newfoundland cod liver oil 50c¢. to 53¢.”
