BOOXS AND NOTIONS, TornoxTo.
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THEY USE THEIR BRAINS.

S SOME people do and some do not

believe that business success de.
pends to a great extent on the use of brains
rather than hands, on the pia mater rathier
than the limb muscles. A strong example of
the benefit of brain work was cited by a re-
tailer a few days ago. When the recent
changes in the prices of the Toronto dailies
to newsdealers were published, he sat down
and carefully figured the matter out, and his
calculations just net him, he claims, nearly
two hundred dollars a year. He takes 150
dailies. If he would pay for these monthly
attwo cents a copy it would amount to $73
each month, or $468 for six months, this
being computed at the rate of two cents a
copy. But he doesn’t do this, he pays 150
subscriptions six months in advance, and
these cost him $2.50 each or $375 for the
whole number. Now the difference between
$375, or the cost by paying six months in ad
vance, and $468, the cost of the same num-
ber of papers when paid at the two cent rate,
is ninety-three dollars. This amount 1s
saved every six months on 150 copies, or
$186 every year. Take off $26 for interest,
loso etc.—a very liberal allowance—and the
dealer claims a net gamn of $t6o from this
piece of arithmetic. Now this 1s a huge sum
to save on a small adjunct of the ordinary
booksellers’ business. Most newsdealers
and booksellers say that there is no money
in seling daily papers, and yet here is a
dealer making nearly two hundred dollars a
yzar by a mere discrimination 1n the manner
of payment, Other examples might be given,

but each dealer must find these things out
for himself, by deep study, business conver-
sation, and intense watchfulness. These
savings are what make one man a million.
ane, 1n the same business in which another
is stacving. The active, intelhigent business
man caniot be left behind if he uses his
brains. Hire clerks to do the manual labor,
and do the brainwork yourself. Don't slave
doing work worth five or ten dollars a week,
when you can work in your office at work
worth $too per week. Hands are certainly
to be used, but so are brains. But the brains
are what make the wealth, not the hands,

PERFECTLY MADDENING

O wave a ted cloth before the eyes
of an angry bull, will raise no more
maddening thoughts in the cranium of Mr
Taurus, than will be raised in the mind,
brain, face and eyes of the ordinary whole-
saler in Toronto when he is asked how im-
port orders are coming in for 1ubber balls,
The honest dealer bubbles over mith right.
eous wrath, the less honest dealer with un-
righteous wrath. To find the cause of this
trouble, one would necd a search-warrant,
Sut still we have been lucky enough to re-
cewve a few pointers on the subject.

The wholesale merchants are jealous of
one another; the travellers are jealous of
one another, and the result 1s blood-thirsty
knifing and murderous slaughter—of prices.
Why this should be, no one can assert any
weighty reasons, but the lamentable fact
nevertheless presents itself in all its discour.
aging hideousness. Some firms who a few
years ago were engaged in handling rubber
balls have ceased to do so. They felt no
doubt that the business was not on a safe
and honest basis, and they dropped it.
Others are disgusted and discouraged, and
would drop 1t if they dared. What is the
cause of all this trouble? Purely and sunply
a want of honesty a want of honesty in
giving instructions to travellers—a want of
honesty in travellers, and a want of honesty
in retailers—these are the r'aces where the
dishonesty lies. Not that we would dare to
say that all of any of these classes are dis-
honest, only a portion of each is so tinctured.
Thetraveller comes nto the house aed says,
“So-and So are quoting below us oa rubber
balls, and 1 can't get orders.” The merchant
is perplexed. He doesn’t want to meet cuts,
but what is he to do? The retailer asks *he
traveller, *“ What can you quote me rubber
balls at." Hegets hisanswer. “Oh, I can
do better than that,” 1s the reply, Tke
traveller quizzes him, but he won't tell how
much better, and seeing he is a good cus-
tomer, the traveller is finally scared into of-
fering a Intle more discount, and the dealer
has, often dishonestly, made a gain. Some-
times the fault hes with the traveller, just as
often it lics with the retailer.

Just at this season of the year all the
houses send out a price list, quoting certain

prices, subject to certain discounts, for rubber
balls, The prices vary very little, but the
discounts vary very much. In the first place,
import orders placed before January first ate
subject to a discount not allowed alter that
date. But the trouble is that circumstances
other than market fluctuations send that dis-
count up and down-more irregularly than the
movements of the barometer. Competition
overcomes business rules and often business
integrity

This cutting would not be so disastrous if
it were confined to rubber goods only. But
the trouble 1s that the evil is more or less
general in all branches of the book, station.
ery and fancy goods trades. 1t makes busi-
ness very unsatisfactory, and in many cases
brings profits down to starvation level. This
unsoundness of business methods is leading
to sxtreme unsoundness in the financial con-
dition of some of the firms. But it is to be
hoped that nothing disastrous will result.
There should suiely be enough honor left
among the retailers and wholesalers to rid
the trade of this mean and dishonest prac-
tice.

AN INSOLVENCY LAW.

T a recent meeting of the dry goods

section ot the Board of Trade, it
was decided that the Dominion government
should be asked to act at once concerning
the proposed Insolvency Act, as the country
was suffering trom the lack of a proper
Bankruptcy law. The need is much felt
among all classes of mercantile trade. A
wholesaler of this city remarked a few days
ago, that accounts in the Maritime provincer
were so uncertain, that when word arrived
that a merchant had failed down there, his
firm simply closed the account into the loss
and gain account, and tried to forget that
they ever had such a customer. But the
bill proposed last lession had many senous
defects which should be remedied before
passage; the main objection to it, being its
comp'icated and lengthy nature. The main
feature of the bill were as follows: Creditors
have power to attach the property of insol.
vent debtors who refused to assign; unjust
preferences are prohibited; provisionis made
for the equal distribution of the assets among
the creditors, and provision s also made for
the discharge of insolvents. There areto be
no official assignees, but, except 1n counties
or districts com:nmng,cmcs with a popula.
tion of more than 20,000 the sheriff of the
county or district (and in the Province of
Quebec the prothonotary) is to be a guard-
1an, and in counties and districts where there
is a city of over 20,000, the Board of Trade
is to appoint a guardian to take charge of
the insolvent estates and call meetings of
creditors, and at such meetings liquidators
are tobe appointed by the creditors. These
provisions are apparently all night but they
might have been written down in a more
concise form.
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THE PERSONALTY TAX.

NOUGH has been wnitien concern.

ing this pernicious municipal tax to
supply a student with five years' reading,
but still it-1s with us, The cities of the
United States have been trying to free them-
selves from 1t, but with only moderate suc-
cess. In Canada, the leading cuties from
Halifax to Victoria have labored withthe
problem, but sull the oppressive and imiquat-
ous tax 1s used by our mumcipahties. The
rulers of this country are too conservative
altogether. The fathers of the mumcipality
think that what was good enough tor the
grandfathers 1s good enough for the grand-
sons, In fact they find this problem too
heavy for them, and for fear of making new
mistakes, they retain the mistakes of the
past.  This 1s a nice rule of thumb, but 1t s
exceedingly disastrous to the welfare and
merals of the community.

Equalty should be apparent in all systems
of taxation, but it 1s not onec of the re-
sults of the personal property tax., Part ofa
community's personal property cannot be
found by even the shrewdest assessors; and
when part cannot be found, the part that is
found bears its own share, and the share of
the unfound part.  For example, supposea
municipality tried to tax a man on lis bank
deposits—docs any sane man think those
deposits would be there, when the assessor
came to cxamine the books. They wonld
be withdrawn, Theoretically they are tax-
able in Ontano; pracucally they are exempt,

Moreover, a personal property tax 1s inex
pedient. It drives moveable property away
fiom the municipalities which impose the tax
most thoroughly. Now in cities, the value
of real estate depends altogether upon the
accumulation or personal preperty upon 1t ;
and to drive away this moveable property
is to create in this way, a double loss 1n
assessable property.

Some torms of personal property are al-
ready exempt, and thus the burden falls

more heavily on the other classes. For
example, in Toronto all machinery in actual
use for manulfacture is now exempt, by a by-
faw,

But the greatest and gravest objection s
the fact that a man must penjure himself or
pay more than his share of taxation. Sup-
pose you have two men dong business with
$50,000 capital, mostly in form ot merchan-
dise, one claims that his deots are so great
that he 1s worth alinost nothing, and he gets
off with an assessment of $5,000. Many
men make such a statement who have few
or no debts but do 1t to escape taxation
The other, being mare honest admits a
net worth of $50000 and is taxed on
that  He pays ten times as much taxes
as the other, and periaps makes less
profit. Tax debts as well that 1s make no
deduction for them, and the assessment is
unfair and double taxation results.  Exempt
debts, and fictitious debts are created with a
view to cscaping taxation.

There is a strong tdea abroad that a man
who is engaged in commerce should pay full

taxes. These men are the bone and sinew
of our country, and their burdens should be
lightened. In Toronto the merchants are
suffering very much, as they pay the double
share in many cascs, due to faulty assess.
ments ; and then this double share 1s again
doubled by reason of the exemptions of other
classes.

Now the personalty tax should be done
away with for the above and other rcasons.
A tax on realty 1s better because realty 1s
visible, easily valued, and permanent in loca-
tion , it derives an increased value from
public secunty and Fublic works , anditisa
permanent source of revenue, A personalty
tax might work tairly as a Dominion tax,but
1t 1s useless as a municipal tax.

The Dry Goods Sectionof the Board of Trade
are about to ask the provinual government
to appuint 2 commission to investigate the
subject. This s the least it could do towards
learming truth. The dry goods merchants
of this city are well knowledged in this mat.
ter and know whereof they speak. The most
indefatigable worker for this reform is Mr.
Paul Campbel!, of Jno. Macdonald & Co. ;
but the movement has the sympathy of
nearly all the ledding inerchants and other
public men of the city.

HOLIDAY GREETING.

Before we speak with our reaaers again,
the Chastmas trade and festivities will have
been cnjoyed. No matter how bad the holi-
day trade, Chnistinas day will bring kwnd
wishes of *Peace on earth, good will to
men.” The troubles and trials of business
will be laid aside, and through this youthful
Chnistian country, the Nativity will be cele.
brated with glad and joyful feelings. Amnd
gentle music and pealing of bells, all the
world will be glad. Perhaps to no other set
of business men, more than to the readers of
this journal,1s Christinas a marked day, No
sooner is one enjoyed, than another is being
prepared for. Their duty it 1sto furnish the

people with the tangible expressions of good
will which pass from one friend to another.
We wish each and all our readers a
genuinely Merry Christmas and the bright-
est of prospects for the New Year.

A BUSINESS GUIDE.

Mr. C. C. Flenung, of Owen Sound, a
member of the Instuitute of Chartered Ac.
counts of Ontario and the author of several
works, has issued a book, entitled Expert
book-keeping, an advanced work in coanec-
tion with this subject, which has never been
treated by any other writes tn as special a
manner, It deals almost entirely with the
formation, ncorporat:on, and bool -keeping,
of joint stock and loan socieues, churches,
partnerships, auditing, investments, munici-
pal book keeping, etc. It contains both the
Dominion and the Provinuial laws relating to
corporations. Besides this it contains a great
deal of ioformauon which s valuable and
useful for all kinds of book-keepers and busi-
ness men. lc will be of special benefit to
officers, shareholders, etc., of all classes of in-
corporated coucerns, as well as to students
of the advanced branches of book-keeping
The author has treated his subject 1o a clear
yet exhaustive manner, and has produced a
classic work on this subject. The book is
elegantly gotten up and contains 337 pages,

THE TWO LAWS.

HERE are two great economic laws

whitch are always spoken of either

in conjunction or in contrast. One 1s the

law of increasing returns and the other the

law of dimimishing returns. Business men
should know them thoroughly.

Suppose a farmer to have a hundred acresof
land, which he is cultivating with a small
capital in the form of a few smplements and
one horse. He hires no laborers, but he and
the horse work steadily on through sprnng
ploughing, seeding, haying and harvesuny.
He cannot cultivate the land thoroughly, has
to neglect his fallows, and do his work super-
finally. The earth yields gratefully and his
grains of all kind amount to 300 bushels,
He has lived and made a tew dollars note
to go into the old sock. Now, suppose
that bnight-eyed son of his conies home from
business college, and he says, * Father, let
us get some more horses,another waggonand
hire a laborer, and let us cultivate this land
properly.” Itis done. More labor s put on the
land and the next har rest time sees a heavily
cropped farm and a huge return of 1,500
bushels of all kinds of grain. The net pro.
ceeds in money are 3500 more than before,
the wages, ‘ntesrest, etc., are $200, and three
hundred dollars extra gain1s made. Thiss
an llustration of the law of increasing re-
turns.  Apply more capital and receive a
greater rate of profit. This applies to busi-
ness also  For example, by investing $1350
in adverusing, $300 mnay be gained. Here
tne extra tnvestment brings 1 a gain equal
to double itself. This 1s increasing returns,
With $5,000 stock a man may do a business
of $15,000 1 year and a net gain of $1,000,
aftor deducting expenses amounting 10 $3500.
With $10,000 stock a man may do $30,000
worth of business and have a profit of $3,000,
from which must be deducted expenses
which have arisen to $750 or a net gain of
$2,250. This is the law of increasing re.
turns.

But there is a pojot where the law ceases
to operate. As soon as a farmer bas his
farm well cultivated, under drained, etc, a
further investment may lower the rateonthe
whole investment.  When a business man

has reached the limit of possible consump-
tiop he must invest nomore.  Some people
claim a business man never reaches this
limit ; that the law of diminishing returns
never begins to operate on his business, but
that further investments, if judicious, will
always shightly increase the rate of return on
the whole investment. But this is a case
of circumutances. The law may never apply
10 <ty dealers, but it applies very stroskly
to dealers in the smaller towns where the
scope 1s imited. But as scon a certain point
1s reached the law of increasing returns
ceases to operate and the law of diminishing
returns begins to take aits place. This point
then should be the goal of all business men
Invest carefully, but invest until you think
you have reached the point where the two
laws make an equilibrium and then rest on
your oars. Every business man must ascer
tain the pont of equilibrium for himself.
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THE HOLIDAY BOOK TRADE.

EALERS of all grades are now

bLusily engaged in the hollday
book trade. Tho wholesalers
nhave been very busy durmg the past
fnonth shipping goods. 8S8omo of the
houses have Deen forced to work thar
employes jong hours in order to keep
up with orders.

Chrwtmas papers have sold very ex-
tensively, most of these being distrib-
uted Ly the Toronto News Company,
which has secured almost complete cun-
trol of the market, Retmlers scem
to be well pleased with the yprices
and the manner and time of shipments,
tost English publications being fssued
sunultancously here and in London,
England. Very few copies have drop-
ped into the hands of the dry goods
awen, and, consequently, prices have
been well maintained. But where the
dry goods men did secure copics by
roundabout meansg they at once
slnughtered prices. Happily thelr sup-
ply was small,

Tho minor annuals are hkely to have
a smaller sale this year than uusal.
Some very cheap annualy, with very
ucatly colored covers and trashy con-
tents have been pold freely, but the
best of the smaller annuuls scemn to
be declining. In the larger annuals the
trade in Ontario ‘has been badly cut
up by a ury goods houso sending out
copies of Leisure Hour and Sunday
at Ilome for $1.50 post pawd, and Boys®
Own and Girls’ Own at $1.60 post
paid. The postage averages about 24
centy, 80 that the profit must bo very
small. But this low retail price is hav-
mg o very bad elfect on the sales
Ly regular booksellers.  We under-
stand Glso that general cutting is Le-
ing indulged in by some wholesalers ;
but that after the scason is over the
matter will be investigated, and the
trade put on a sound bagis. Justice
should be done to retailers, and this
can only be, by maintaining rigld pricea
and preventing the dry goods stores
securing stocks.

IFull sets of an author’s works in
cheap bindings, and -also editions de
luxe are in good demand, expecinlly
for those of wtandard authors of fic.
tion. Books ©of poecms are also in good
demand. 0dd volumes in artistic bind.
ings, such as ;whitc morocco, are being
much eaquired after. Light colored pa-
per, cloth, and leather bindings are in
good demand gencrally.

WALL PAPER.

~\ HE hulk of the orders for spring
delfvery have been placeds and
the domestic manufacturers
have fncreased their hold on the trade.
There can be no doubt that the domes
tic papers of this year are favorites in
their particulnr clussrs, and the houses
are fubilant over a wonderful fncrease
in orders. And thik inspite of an influx
ol United States travellers never be
forc cqualled in the history of the
trade. Ench factory which js repre
sented in what is commonly known as
the American Wall Paper Trust, has
the privilege of sending out travellers,
the only condition belng that such
traveller shalls besldes bis own suwm-
ples, carry those of one other factory.
Every factory went a represcntative
inte Canada this year, for the reason
that the volume of thix year's sales
will to a great extent determine the
status of cach factory next year. The
conscquence was that cach factory was
breaking its veck to get orders: and
the staff of travellers waxs increased.
All the jobbers from the United States
got & hustle on and started in for the
Canadian trades until the poor buyer
had to buy, before he had any show
whatever of keeping selling ag-ats at
arm’s length.

The glimmer whites were the leading
tino this Year. They arc displacing
grounded browns for the simple rea-
son that the duty on cach iz the saue
and conxequently the browns mnust be
»old at npearly the same price retail
as the whites in order to mnke the
same profit. But retailers caunot do
this. It 8 Just as hard to sell n brown
for 10 cents ns it is to sell a white
for 106 ccnts consequently orders for
browns are meagre. Ingraing are sell
ing Inirly well. The city trade xell o
fair quantity for busincss offices, pub-
lic halls and like insututions.  The
rural trade is tnking them more frecly.
Gilta have sold well except in the
cheaper grades, where sonie buyers
vubstituted  glimmers. Independent
borders did not sell as well as in form-
er scasons., although a fair volume
was sold to match domestic papera.
8till the match borders have the su-
premacy, and secrmm inchined to ancrease
thelir lcad very faxt.

Mecesars. Gage & Co. report a  sale
fully up to cxpectations in all the lines
they carricd.

C. M. Taylor & Co. clnim a better
rcagon than usunl in both domestic
and trust goods.

Yet that firm
during the past two years has had to
work day and night to keep up with
the demands of their customers. It
uecounta are n.  paid when render-
cd the first month, then the second
month’s rendermg should Le carcfully
tooked atter. AN ACCOUNT SHOULD
NEVER B RENDERED A THIRD
TIME. Thus and thus only will any
retait ook, atationery, or Inncy goods
business be run on o proper and safe
bvasis. The dealer who renders his ac-
counts once & year—suy January Ist,
is coming oun hiy debtor just when
everybody clse is hitting him hard.
Then it ix like pulling tecth—hard on
the debtor and worrying on the cred-
itor.

A mauiden, beautiful
in body and in mind, living wlith an
aged uncle, who dies and leaves her his
wealth, and another maiden, heautiful
in body, but bred in the slums and fore-
ed to work for her bread in amill,
arc the two leading characters. The
rich mill owner’s son pretends to love
both. The consequence ol cach love
is set forth clearly in an uble satire
on one phase of society, which society
people wish always to conceal. Though
the subject is a delicate one, and one
which delicate peoplo avoid, yet tho
author has certainly treated it in an
able manner More {8 suggested than
is said, and the whole is clothed in
that casy, pleasing, sympathetic style
of which the author is mistress.

The theory probably s that of the
book Wy anythmng in 1t it will need no
pushing, and that af it doesn't sell
itselfy the origlnal investment tn 1t
was & Dusiness mistnke and the matter
fue) as well e dropped and a new
vein tricd. But that this assumption
dous ot always cover the ground has
been proved again and agamn in the
case of booky that were advertised.

To take one example, ** Len Gan-
sett,”” when first published by o Boston
tbousce, mnde but n moderats suceess.
The reguintion first edition was xold,
and the author's royalties probably
pait for his paper and nk and e
more. The book appearcd ut the pub-
luhern' catalognic—and nowhere else.
Then o Wnengro house bought  the
platen and advertised the hook, and it
yold wito the teny if not hundeeds of
thousands. For avother example, who
questions that the free idveriwing giv-
en  Looking Backward” dows not ace
count for 1ts phienomenal xole ? Every
one felt he must read 1t, not go much
bocaume of the suttnsic merits of the
baok (there have been othier books on
the same theme with superior cluims
s Literature), bhut beenuse people were
talking about it. What is the renson
that the older and more conservative
publishers du not consber the advisa-
Lility of adopting similar taetics ? It
canpot e that they are indifferent to
the sale of thewr publieatfons. One
may probably assume that they would
LO Qiite 03 well pleased to have n
book sell thousuands mstead ol hun-
dreds as the author would. Yuor bovks
nre advertised and they pay. Good
books ought to puy bettar of advr
tincd equally.

As matters now stand, an author s
really forced to consider whether be
prefera the amprint of n first-claan pub-
g Wiouse and small royalties, or
theamprint of n rourth-rate house and
woud Linancial returas.

Underq e present plan the chiwf bur
den of advertwing a book falls upon
the gratg.tous reviewa glven by the
newspapers an exchange for acompli-
mentary copd. The manufacturcr of
soap or khomn would know thit he was
condemnag hunsll to Insolveney i he
intrusted the writing of advertisements
ta the haphnaard prase or condemna-
tion of people to whom he might send
n complmentary sample, but the pad-
tuhier ix bound by tradition, and dans
ot dispense with the thme honored
custuni. Mot of these copies are not
aotired at all et cach spoils a sale),
and as for the reviews that are given,
it is wafe (o kn) hiat fn mn cases out
uf toll, perhipx on ineteen ciaed out
of twenty, they are of no value what-
KOCvLr.

The average nowspaper revsewer has
absolutely no wden of what a proper
bouk review implies. He will dismtss

n ook with a few stilf phirases of ap-
proval or dirapproval, as the case mnay
tr © whifeh have leent used 80 often
that they have lost nll expresgivencss,
and which really give no adequate fden
of its character.

e may poxsibly tell the thread of
the plot on which the stor) Is based
(Wineh ix urdalr to the author and un.
k.id tou the readir), but that gives no
notion whatever of the main feature
of the huok, the way m wliueh the
plot s handled. Or from his attitude as
o critic he may dsipose of the claims of
the author nltogether, and fix his place
in the world of literature a8 nutocratl-
cually as though he were Czar of all the
Runsitg, jnstend of belng o humble
member of n republic where cevery
wan has a right to his own oplnion.
Whatever e Joes he i8 very apt to do
it with the theor)y that b 18 dispuslug
of the book, and that the object of his
review i to deseribe, classify, and dly-
nuss the work before him. His atti-
tude suggests that after he has pass-
c¢d upon it, it would be rather hnper.
tinent for the reader to take it up
independently. Such reviews as these
are neither interesting in themselves
nor faiwr to the author or the publish-
er. A8 advertisementd they are worse
than nothing ; they kill curlosity in-
stead of stimulating it, and lay the
book bLY instead of inducing anyone
to take it up. And yet a properly
written review would probably be the
wost effective of all ndvertisements.,

It is 0 question whether the solution
of the peblwhers’ problem does not lie
vight here. I, instead of trusting the
writing of reviews to the iil-pald and
wmcompetent hack writer, he suve his
comphnientary copies and enagage in-
stesitd o wramed review writer, or ex-
pert advertiser, if the term suits better,
to write o deseription of the book in a
muanner caleulnted to attract instead of
repellng atteation, he would find him
self fmancinlly vetter off in the end.

A book review should give o taste of
the book aitself. 1t should be written
a0 A8 to anvite further acquaintance.
1t should not be a finality. 1t 13 not
by any means necessary that it should
be fulsomely laudatory. The ll-advis.
il puthor who tried to pufl his own
book by referring to it as *a great pro-
duction’ and ** n masterly setting forth
ol the case,” may have been sunply
ignorant, not unmodest. He took for
s model the poorly-conceived book
reviews, of which the dally and weekly
papers afford freouent cexamples. A
would-le purchaser dovs not care
greatly for the dictumr of some un-
Kuown buok ravawar, and lus put-
chiae would hardly be wmflucnced by
weannglea puils of the sort indfented,
What e dovs want to know is the pur-
pose and style and churacter of the
book, and he will then judge for him-
sell whether he wants it or not. Of
course thus may all be put forth in the
light most favorable to the book. There
is nothing unfafr in this I we are jus.
Lhied In ;viug our pictures and our
fricnda the bendit of the best light pos-
#ible. But puttuys 1t forth in the best
Ight does not mean thiat it shall be
mdwmeriminately pralsed. It does mean
that it shall be nterestingly treated,
aml this s where the skl of the re.
view writer comes In. He must be able
to make WS review as lnteresting ns
a review as the Lbook on which he
writes 8 Intereating as a hock. In
other words hic must posseas the qual-
twes of authorship to the extent of be-

ing able to tell a story or c¢xpress
his opinlous In something besides the
commonplnce words which serve as a
medium for communicating news and
stock prices.

Those reviews should then be hrought
systematically before the people who
would naturally be interested fn that
sort of & Look., The man who manu.
factures farnung anplements does not
advertise in the New York dally papers,
nor docs the wholesale grocer put his
notices in o law magazine, Every ad-
vertiser may be presumed to hauve some
iden of how to reach the people who
would be probably purchasers. If not,
that should e the first consideration,
The goods must be brought to the peo.
ple, dince it has been demonstrated
that the mountain will not come to
Mahomet. 1t publishers don't realize
this, they are the only advertisers who
are still unconverted to the true faith,
Publshers probably have womething
©of the professmonal idea that hampers
lawyers and physicians. Book publigh-
ing is o dignilled business, and adver-
tising they feel Instinctively {s not a
dignified way of pushing it. But that
will depend entirely upon how the ad-
vertsing {s done.

There ix no need of advertising o
standard book in a gensational or un.
becoming manner. It would be injured
with its own clientele by such methods,
untl would not be advanced in the in.
terests of anyone else, But a scientifie,
or philosophicnl, or thevlogical work
can be ndvertised or reviewed as sug-
gusted above in & way that would
bring ity werits in 2 most agreeable
manner to the people who would be
most iaterested in it. The result will
Le to their advantage ay well as to
the advantage of the publisher and
the author,

It has been suggested that publie
readings from new books might dring
them befure the attenton of the puble,
but thiv micthod is too limited in its
application and too expeusive in exccu-
tion to be seriously consldered. The
plan, on the contrary, of having train-
ed writers review the Looks lustead of
untramned and  indifferent amateurs,
and of briging these reviews persist-
ently to the personal attention of the
people who would be interested in the
subject need be no more expensive than
the publisher wishes, and it would
tring the advertising of books up to
the mtelhigent and carcefully considered
plans of advertising which govern
other branches of modern busmess.—
Will B. Wilder in Printers’ lak.

AN INK MONOPOLY.

James Eddy, of Troy, N.Y., mukes all
the ink with which the United States
government prints its paper money.
Mr. Eddy's father invented the ink,
but he never told anybody how he
did ot until just Lefore he died. when
he let his son nto the secret. Had an
untimely accident gatheved the invent-
or to his fathiers bhefore he told his
son about the ink, the government
printer would have been in o bad way,
for Mr. Eddy’s invention is the ounly
kid of ink that will print of the pe-
culinr surlace of the fiber of which
gvernient note paper is made.

The present Mr. Eddy employs only
#iX men in the manufacture of his ink,
and none of them is in the secret. None
of them has yet scen Mr. Eddy in the
interesting uact of mixing the ingred-
wents of which the ink is composed. Mr.
Fddy locka himself up in his own room
two weeks in ecach year, and it i
there and then that he mixes stufl
cnough to supply the government with
mk for the ensuing twelve months.

The process of laeking hmsell up
surrounds Mr. Eddy with an ar of
romance something like that of the
man whom Balzac made to search for
the alkahest, the only difference being
that the allzahest fellow shut himsel!
up for a lifetime and got nothing,
besides alienating the alfections of his
wife, while Mr. Eddy locks himself up
for fwo weeks and gots $50,000 a year.

The awidely circulated story to the
effect that the man who invented rub-
ber tips for pencils made $200,000 is
contradicted by a Philadelphia paper.
The original inventor, it says, got little
or nothing. It was somcbody else who
got the moncy.—Ex,

STATIONERY NOVELTIES.

There is one part of the stationery
business which reguires the cxercise
of considerable invention and artistic
taste. That is the boxing of fancy
stationery. The paper is brouglt gen-
crally in bulk if it comes from Englund,

nd often when it is from the United

tates, and boxed up here suitable for
its intended spherc in the trade. Theo
designing of tablet covers also comces
under this department of stationery
work. Designs for these tablets and
papetries are generally made by cach
housc, and thus the brands are kept
distinct. The great point aimed at
id to produce a box that will be suit-
able to the contents and at the same
time comething that will catch tho
eye of the buying public.
