-Apricots are an abundant yield in California, the heavy
erop being likely to fax the resources of the canneries and
driers in taking care of it.

-Peach growers in Delaware, U.S., announce there is
nothing ta interfere with one of the largest yields of
penches in nmaxiy years. Faulty fruit on the trees lias'
dropped and the branches are filled with large, healthy
penches

-At a recent meeting of the Retail Merchants' Associa-
tion, Montreal, the question of unlicensed peddlers was
brought up. The law regarding these roving traders is not
enforced, ani it was decided ta petiton the wholesale
trade respecting it.

-'-Efforts are now beingý made to place in the United
States several important contracts for sugar machinery te.
be installed in Cuban, Porto iican and Hawaiian planta-
tions. It is estimated that over $1,500,000 will lie expend-

ed by four estates.

-Fresno, Cal., advices report that the packers' combine,
which vill work in harmony with the Raisin Growers' As-
'sociation and pack its raisins, bas been finally organized.

HIDDEN JEWELS.

The arrest o M. La Sar, a New York jeweller, and a fel-
low-passenger registering as D. P. Vandandaige, Eastman,
Que., at Niagara Falls, N.Y., on the l2th.inst., brought to
light a diamond smuggling case of considerable extent.
The parties arrived in Montreal by the steamer Dominion
on the 10th inst., and the former béing recognized ut the
wharf by the deputy collector of U.S. customs hiere, as a
dealer lu dinands, lie decided to investigate iuto what
miglt be a movable rilie of South African wealth. On
Monday the pair left for Toronto,,not knowing, however,
lat they were being voluntarily protected at shoit range
on the train. Arriving at Toronto their movements .were
given in charge. to a special agent of the U.S. Treasury
Departmnent. From there the couple took boat to Niagara
Fails, stopping off temporarily at Lewiston. Subsequent-
]y they proceeded to Niagara and passed the Customs with-
out, any declaration of carrying a valuable portion of
Soith Africa on their persans.

naker is one resident iii the Dominion of Canada. The
former is a foreigner, the latter is as much a Britisher
as thc.Master Cutler.of Sheffield,or any nienmberf that
ancient.corporation.. 1ue English elitor who ild the
words "Amn erican" anId "tanadian" as in terclian geable, or
as synonymnous, as equally applicable to the sane people,
is as ignorant of the conditions of this continent as one
who docs not know what cirènîstances differentiate
France from Giermany.

We draw bis attention to two facts. Canadians own
allegiance to the Queen of England as Queen also of
Canada, ýwhile nericans are meinbers "of a Republic
ruled by a Prcsidcnt. . Canadians allow th' mnanufac-
tures of Shefield and Great Britain generally,.to enter
this country at a lower rate of duty byconethird than
those from any non-British country. while Americans
impose almost a prohibitive dutyon Sheane goods ama
ail those enteripg fron any foreign country. Our Eng-
lish contemporary, who is so badly nixed, shoul d visit
the factories of the older firns of Sheffield, where he
would- soon lcarn that an" American" is not a 'Cana-
dian,"as lie supposes, and :that Canada has made great
efforts to enlarge imports of, British goods, while Ame-
rica's policy is dictated-by a clesire-toexclude the maniu-
factures of Great Britain.

TheSheffièld firmsahose -cards appear in.this jor-
nal, represent the more progressive mannfactnecrs of
the town by the Sheaf, the -ivalin, and the Don, who
are enterprising enough to be pushing their wares in
this, the Canadian, market.- Their :goods are given a
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preferential allowance of 33î per cent. of the ordinary
duty.on imports inte this Dominion for the express pur-
pose of enabling the manufacturers of Sheffield, and of
other British industrial centres to compete with their
Amerîcan rivals to whiom no preference at all is granted.

We say advisedly, that the 'samples exhibited at the
Cutlers' Ha], Shemcld, were not "Canadian,» if they
are correctly described by our contemporary. He
wvrites: "Showiness is one characteristic in Canadian
table cutlery, and, in sone branches, inisrepresentation
another. Thcy .stlanp their knife blades "Sheffield
Cutlery Works,' and thcy use the word 'R1ogers' (without
the 'd') -to misguidce buyrs wlho are not too, well in-
foîrmed on lie fricks of Ie trade. The cutlery sam-

ples arc suppilemncted by sanples of edged tools and
other examuples of imanufacture in which Shefmield firms
arc conccred." We have to go from home for news of
home. We have handled a considerable amount of table
cutlery in Canada, in a varicty of places, the stamp on
which we ahiys notice when such goods are new, and
so far we have never scen a "Rogors" knife, without the
" n," nor any indeed made in Canaan cither showy or
plain. But it is cvident fTrom the description quoted
above of Aicrican table knives, of "carvers" especial-
]y, fthat fli "howiness" refcrs no. to Canadian, goods
but Aumerican. 1Housokeepers in Canada. who are able
to kcep first-class, costly table cntlery are not so green
as to be cheated by cleap goods of the false brand va-
ricty, nor do Canadians prefer shoddy "showiness" to
high quality and plainness. Buyers of Rodgers' table
cutlery in Canada are net so unsophistieated as to bc
deceivei by chcap substitutes, nor arc our hardware
iierchnts so dishonest as to palm off such goods as

genuine.
Frorn the w'hole tenour of the description given by

our Engisli co:ntemporary of the samples shown at Out-
l is'. Hall, Shemfield, We arc convinced that they were
of American mnaauncture, not Canadian. At the sae
tine wo are well aware that a class of ecdge tools, not
cutlery, is mnade in Canada of oxeclent quality whicl
are popular and bear lie maker's own brand. The iar-
ket here for Slefreld goods is extensive, the very name
inspires confidence. and, as suci warcs are allowed a re-
bate of one-third the ordinary dluty, their sale in Can-
îîliî niiglit he widely efeidd by greater enterprise.

QEU ll lS AT, CXNADI.AN OFFICE, LONDON.

We freely adinit fhere beiig an opportunity for Ocea-
sional service te Cainadian trade bei-n'g offered at the
Giovernient Office, London. But mainy of the inY-
fuiries recived iere relatilig to Canadian trale dCO not
ippear to s as eilculated to serve, what is supposed to
be, tieir -purpose, wille others are seeking a very round-
about way of reaching flie point aimed at, and the rêst
nay be disnissed as bordoiing on absurdity. Of the

lafler class take. as one instance, an inqiiry as to Ile
address of a Canadien manufacturer of fot bats. If
ile aniiqlirer were in lie trade he must know tia.t felt
lints have long leen incdo in Canancli. Messi.q. James
Ccr'istine & Co. (Liitfed), Vhose advrtiseent is on
ouir front page, are kInown te Ic de abroad and aft
home as extensive meiufacurers ind deniors in felt liafs
cf sîUporior qfiiualifties. aînd for which flicy Oi)ini.ilOd a.pi
iiedal so laing igo s 1878, at tfli aris ibition cf
Ihaf yen.. Ift i di(ibifkto necei.suelh iin engniry s any-

thing but a joke, indeed there is a vein of humour run-
ning through the periodie lists of "Trade Inquiries."

Taken ser10uslý these inquiries indicate an extraor-
dinary lack of what ought to be elementary. knowledge
to those engaged in either buying or selling goods. A
merchant who is not posted on the markets where his
class of business inay be done is poorly equipped, he hes
not not learnt his business thoroughly. To buy well
is the very base of success, as gcods well bo'üght are al-
ready half sold. To purchase to the best advantage the
buyer nust know where and fron whom he cain buy
well. There is no medium equai in efficiency in giving
this vital, this essential information, to a commercial
paper like the "lJournal of Commerce." The retail
trader, for a trifling annual subscription, bas in our col-
umns a weckly display of the cards of leading manufac-
turers, commission houses, and merchants. Compared
to so continuous a display of business opportunities a
"Trade Enquiry," made through the nmediun of an offi-
cial office is altogether too transient to have any value.

The inquiries published are also higily vague, inde-
finite and lacking in the essentials for usefulness. Many
of these queries remind us of "Children crying in the
night," wanting they know not what, but feeling op
pressed by their lonliness in the prevailing darkness.
There is a helplessnesss displayed by these Trade In-
quiries which is pitiable, for it indicates a lack of the
necessary energy' savoir faire; capacity for self-reliance,
kçnowlecge of the sources of trade information, without
which business success can hardly be achieved.

If the manfacturers and merchants of Canada have
any goods they would like to place on the British mar-
ket, why don't they say so. and lt British buyers
learn their address and what goods they have to oier?
To niake a governmnent office a medium of bringing
byers and sellers together is very much like a yoeng
fellow going to. a matrimonial agency for a wife in-
stead of picldng out one for himself, or like a lady
visitor to Montreal going to theý City Hall to ask
where she couild Imy a onnet.

These Trade Inquiries are not only too transient to
be of value but too restrictedi. What an exporter or
importer needs is. information as to where the buyers
ind sellers of certain classes of goods arc e to found,
with Iheir respective naimes and addresses. It is of lit-
fle, if any use, to hear an .enquiry once froi one per-
son whose naine and business address are con-
cealed. Merchants also prefer to commnicnioate direct-
ly with buyers and sellers vithout any suc internie-
liary as a. governmnent official. This journal brings

bofh togehil;' it is like a wholesale teleplione servic
as it esaiblishes private direct connection between thou-
sands of traders who can then conduct negotintions as se-
cretly as they choose. A copy of this journal enables
a shingle to be h nig out continuously in sight of buy-
ers and sellers in every market all the year round. It
is akin to and serves the purposes of a permanent, ever
open, imercantile exhibition. Thiere are those in trade
who secim in love witi obscirity They are so shy of

pelicaring -to want blsiness they aire like the flower
which is "born to blusl unseen and waste its sweetness
on the desert air." But the up-to-date trader loevs to
hlaNlengeobservatio Re does not wait to be hunted

up îby n governinent enquirv offlcô, but goes right into
the midst Of the market where luis display card makes
h'is busines known and where h ineets thmose from
whliem he cea 1uy vi;h advatnge and those to whon
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he can seI with profit. The '1Iradé,11ntries" sys-
temis. meant well, but it is .so narrow, so vague,aso
roundabout, so lacking in business virility, as to bc, al-
most imbecile.

JASTEIRN TOW\NSUI1S BANK.

The Directors of the above Bank in their annual lle-

port presented at the meeting on 6th inst., express Con-
lndence in the statenent proving acceptable to the
shareholders. They had good reason, for the results
of last year's business were eminently satisfactory. The
net profits were $1544li, wich provided $105,000: for
two half-yearly dividends at rate of 7 per cent, per
annum, $15,000 as bonus of 1 per -cent., to shareholders,
and left $34,411 to be carried to profit and loss. By
this transfer the aiount at credit of Profit and Loss
was raised to $76,406, froi which sun $50,000 was
taken to add to the iteserve Fund, which, by this change,
was raised to $900,000, being 60 per cent. of the paid
up capital. The profits last year were $15,143 in ux-
cess of those of prévious year. The increase of busi-
ness in 1899-1900 was very gratifying. The circula-
tion rose fron $924,012, to $,1A7,707, an, increase of
$223,695. The deposits on demand increased $20,372,
and those payable after notice, $305,906. The dis-
counts rose froni $6,803,397 to $7,134,045, an increase
of $330,048. The growing business calling for larger
resources the Board decided to increase the capital from
Ji to 2 millions, a by-law authorizing whichi was paàsed
unaninously at the meeting.

The delay in opening out in this city was explained
b have arisen from the difficulty of secuiing suitable
premises at a reasonable rental in a cent1-ýu position. We
fear the prospect is not bright for securing such premi-
ises at a lower figure tlan the present. But there arc
locations suitable by converting a store into a bankina
ollice. The hcad ollice of the Dominion BJank, Toronito,
when Ilirst opened, vas, originaly, a very narrow store,
with muic huhbler accommodation and equipiientà
than any branch bank in this eity. It is better t staxi
narrow and low and rise and: expand than burdein a new
onterprise vith a rental, etc., disproportionate to th(
business. The British Columbia business at Grani
Forks w-as repoited to: have proved successfuil. Th(
Lastern Townships will cre long have its own building
in St. Hyacinthe*aid Granby, where i is doing a good
growing business, as under Mr. Firavoll's able and popu

If .lhey camue a few days' notice would most likely en-
sure themt a profitable charter, but for ee drawback.

a 'lidat wback is one of vital importance to this coun-
try. IL is lite unfair and iiost unjust discrimintationî
of the marilne ilisurance coimpknies against tlifeSt.L
rence route. IL looks as if Lere were a combinatioi
and conspiracy umong these comîpani-es and other inter-
terests, Io restrict, if not to destroy, the popularity.fâf-
the St. Lavrecmte route, and in a measure make il sub-
survient to favoured interests elsewhere.

The present conditions ouglit net to be allowed te
continuo for an.y leigtlh cf tinte. There is assuredly
a grCat future bufore this country as regards its facili-
tics for intercourse with the ittaritnie countries of the
world. Concerted action in some way will have to be
taken te break the apparelt' huge conspiracy te dis-
crimitato and raise the marine iusurrance rates-in the
Canadian trade. IL appears L us, that the Dointioin
UovernîoUAt coulId in no way do botter service to the
country thian by devising sote mteans by which the mua-
chinations-to use a muild terti--of those now in cen-
trol of he iniluence and power 3ritish underwrriters, can
be defeated. IL is evident that soute party, in the in-
terests of the Atlantic ports, -soutli of Canada-are
bound, if tley can do so, te prejudice the Canadian
route in the itminds of underwriters, and i is te o eared
that somte of our local men are implicated therein.

Much of the timte taken up by the Ministers in Par-
liaiient in discussing mtatters peculiarly partisan, on
which lite prosperiiy cf the country does not necessarily
depend, imight and should be devoted to finding soen
means attd adopting sonte measure that would relieve
lte St. Lawrence route of the presett incubus, froin the
evit ell:eûts of which il is sullering.

'Thu presuL governmnctt, like its predecessors, have
donc uiueh by the intelligent -expenditure of noney to
reider tiis route as safe for shipping as any other in
the world. 1l is for thent te sec that the expenditure
ias itot been made in vain ainild rendered conparatively
nugatory by parties interested in other directions. It is
(o be regretted that the Report of the liarbour Con-
wissioners for 1899 is not yeL publishod.

.HANDLING UNPRIOFTA]3LE GOODS.

Tite retail iterchant who begins business with the
kunowledge hat there are one or Lwo staple comnodities
on whiici le catnot expect anly profit, usually arrangep
tie selling price of his other goods te iake up for those
uprolitable sales. 1e is aise awarc of the fact that no
otier dealer is mtttkinig muoney on then, and consequent-
y distmtisses tiem front his mtind as lie does insurance

mtîoney and taxes. There are seme goods, however, on
whicl hlie retailer shîould make a good profit, but in
itia.ny cases lie does ntoL. Tie profits are held by the
manufacturer, who, advcrtising largely. and having his
goods wo]l cstiblishel, keeps the price at a figure which
permits of little or e profit cither fortlie wlïlesale
dealer or the retailer.

That suh, a state of distribution is permitted to'con-
tinue is ofteii discussed, but, il is only "durino recent

niontlis thlinyeconcerted action bas taken place. The
matter under discussion is the sale of baking powders.
Certain brands of this staple, well known to the trade,
are leld at such high prices that the retail dealer has
really no net profit in their sale. One of these brands
custs binm for full pound cas 47 cents per pound, for
one-hialf pounds 25 cents per can, and for quarters 14
cents per cai. Why so miany retailers persist in hand-
Jing these hiigh priced goods instead of pushing the sale
of bakiug powders that are fully as good and which
would give tiein a fair iargin of profit is to an extent
unknown. One retait grocer spoken to on the matter
said " Well, 1 mnust keep it because I've got idaily
calls for it. I know .it is no better than many other
good powders, but i lias become introduced, end the
people ask for it." Yet this grocer, in conmon with
other retailers, will continue to keep an article on his
shelves which does not allow hlim a living profit. He
knows where the profit is held. He knows that lie is
ciarging his customenrs a stun nmuch in excess of what a
first-class article can be retailed for, after leaving him
a fair profit. He knovs that tiere is no hope in the
liear future that lie will ho given comnpensation for ail
this profitless dealing, nor a chance to begin mnaking a
profit on its sale. He' knows that he eau arrange with
any reputable inimnufacturer of baking powder-any,
firn who risks its reputation on the output of its goods
-te put hin up anu article bearing any new brand he
wishes te have labelled, which he can retail for twenty-
five te thirty-five cents a pound, and niake good money
on it. le knows that his regular customers will rely
on his word of honor, backed by a guarantee, that the
brand of his ovu whii he is introducing is all that he
claims it te be. Why then, wvith these facts before the
average progressive retailer wiho coîmmands a fair trade,
does lie net secure a brand of bakiug powder of his own?
While he is introducing titis powder, lie is practising
the art ef selling and proving his ability at being able
to convince, once he knows he is right. Every can that
goes out lias net only proveti a profitable sale but is
a standing advertisenent for his store. Even this
should not be overlooked.

The progressive retailer should remember, as he sees
lis shelves sustaining goods on which others have made
a big profit, and in the sale of which heis not profitably
considered, thtat " what inan lias donc iman ean do." He
does not require te go into expensive modes of 'advertis-
ing. Al he requires is to arrange wi th a reliable mana-
faéturing firmi who will not hesitate te guarautee every
pound of baking powder sold hùn. Then, vith a suit-
able label aflixed, introduce it te his customers, who will
in turn introduce it for him, se that in reality he is
gain.ing new trade by his energy and adding materially
to lis profits by holding unprofitable goods in the rear
and shoving that which lie kznows will prove as satis-
factory te his trade and allow him a fair margin ·of
profit. Should the retailer iot wish to gel a label of
his own, tere are reliable, w'ell known brands now on
the matkef, which retail aet a reusomably low figure, and
in the sile of which the retail deler is a profitable
sharer. Wcre sucht brands puslhed as they deserve by
sending out oie ouice saiples for frec distribution
tieir evorth would speecily become known and would
resulf in added profit.to the manufacturer and retailer,
while provinga seurce 0f economy te the public.
In sonie of thé States te the' South lore than a little
intorest hîis been ceiteriing.of late in the sale of various
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baking powders, some of which are controlledi by the
Trust. One of these liigh priced makes froin which the
retailer lias net yet derived .any living profit. was pre-
sumned to, he composed nearly aitogether of creain of
tartar, which is a comparatively expensive ingredient.

In a recent test case at Minneapolis, Minn., the assist-
ant professor of chemistry at the University of Minnesota
and chemist for the State Board of Hlealth-testified
that lie lad analyzed the baking powder in question and
iound it composed as follows. Creani of tartar, 51.04
per cent.; bicarbonate of soda, 24.706 per cent.; starch,
18.1 per cent.; absolute available carbonic acid, 11.6..per
cent.. There were alse traces of sulphuric acid and cal-
ctuifiîinid ainionia.

It behooves the retail grocer to look carefully into
the result of his sales, for all lues of merchandise are
being brought into liner grooves fron whicli it is more
dilicult to extract any profit.- Anong them the above
should call for carly and active attention.

TIE HONBLE. J. K. WARD, M.L.C.

Our hiihly esteida'vatea n fîllow citizen, the Hom.
J. K. Ward, moteiber of the Legislative Council of the
Province of Qucbcc, leit hare tday fii a trip to 'Europe
by the S.S. Dominion. lie'¢was acompanied by his
own and'his sonui-lm's iamily. Mr. Ward lias been
one of Canada's iost successfut luinber manufacturers.
He was bora and reaircd in the Isle of Man. Although
A is nearly 60 years since lie left the island lie lias not
forgotten the old language of his native Mona, and is
still a Manxnan to the core, as he has evidenced during
his ntany years of prosperity. It goes without saying
Llhat lie will visit his historic old island home, the breezy
salt aii. of whIicli will, we trust, in a neasure renew lis
youtlil vigour. The great interest taken by Mr
Ward iii tlic Na tural listory Society of this City and al
affairs of a cognate nature to its objects doubtless ariseý
froma the closeness with which Manxmen are brouglt in
te continual touch witl Nature. We take this oppor
tuîîity of reproducing the remarks of Mr. Wnd bn thi
recent motion ta abolish the Upper louse in Quebec o
which lie is a menmber. lu so voting he opposed hi
party, showing thereby a mnily independence se rare i
Canada amoigst the memnbers of our legislative assem
blies as t enititle him te the couniry's honour.

Be-
lieving in its usefulness 1 require better argînients Ind
reasous fhan bave been advanxcedc by the speakers who
have uprecded me, and v1io favor-abolition, to justify
me in voting for the Bill."

'THIE ROYAL 0CI.TY OF CANADA.

Wlte lte Royal Scciety of Canada was lirst proposed
to be founded there were not a few wlo looked upon
lte slcie with iisgivings, as being liable to fall under
Lite intîluetîeo cf politiciais wlto would iianipulate the
institution in lte interests of Lteir party. 'J'lTe reasoin-
ableness of tiis fear lias been dcmonstrated recently by
Lte election cf a person as L"eilow of lte Royal Society
whose elaimt to this distinctiii e ithitier literary nor
scientiiic.

IL was poiiited out some Lime ago thtat ien of wide
culture, imarked literary gifts, Joug expeCrience in liter-
ary labours, anid eiiîeiice in thtat important and ce-
vated section of liteature to wliîch Lley were devoted,
were practically excluided fromî lte Royal Society, while
somte wtho were tieir inferiors in literary power were
lhonoured by election Lo a Lellowship. The explana-
Lion was giveni1tL, tiiese lesser liglîts referred Lo, had

publisied a book, while Lieir superiors, in. a literary
sense, were only coittributors to reviews, magazines, or
journals. It is toc iotorious to need proving that lte
degrue cf literary culture, experience, native gifts, widce
reading, req1uisite for achieving success in lte field of
higli cluss jouriialisi, is iiicoiiparably greater than is
exhibited in ite works of imany authors of books. Indeed,
Lere is a coiiiiiuous outflow of books fron pablishers
wiich hîave no niiotive waliover beyond the autbor's
vaniLy to appear as an authior. In lte iield of author-
ship, "Pools rush in wlhere angels fear to tread." But
let anuy yro, any raw aspirant for literary honours, try
to estabilsl a reputation as a contributor to a high
class epheneral publication, such as a Review, Maga-
ziie or Joanal, and ie will quickly discover that, while

publishmers will issue ainy book, however foolisi, for a
consideration, editors require al high dcgree of literary
skill coitbined with lte staying power for continuous
vork wliîch are the resalts of long years of literary

study, of close observation of men and tlhings, a natural
gift for litcrary expression, and capacity for arranging
qieldy aînd presenting arguments, references and data,
forcibly and brielly.

To puL Liose so cultiired, and so girted on a lower
plane than a mecre autihor of a. book, which may be, s
maniy tire, a, monurent of literary incompetence aid
iidacity, is o disionour lte literary calling. Yet, this
hias been lic policy of tlie Rloyal Society of Canada.
Recntly ait exceptionu lias beet mîtade by electitg Lte.
edilor if a political organ as a Follow of this institu-
tiont. . The 1 pricipal groiund tierefore is stated to be
lis services iii onavourng Loraise the Lone ef the'
Canadian press. Now, here are 'living writers who,
long years before titis new Felloi camlle on tlie scene as
a journalist, were maintaining, not the tone only but

the literarystyle of Canadian journals at a far higher
standard than the ucowspaper lias ever reached of îvhich
te person newly ionouored is editor. 1L is an insit to

the public iîutelligence to speak of an editor's services
in raising ithe toie of te press whose wiole efforts are
devoted Lo degrading tie press by the unscrupulous par-
Lisanshîip required of ma Party orga.nist. l the news.
paper tider his -editorial control, there have been giub-
lished a namber of lte nmost vulgar, mtîost malicious per-
sonai attacks ever printed in thie press of Canada. So
far as can be judged by any allusions in the leaders of
[lat organ, there iiiight be no historie, philosophical,
drainatie, or poetic literature; they are remuarkable only
for verbiage run, to secd. The Royal Society having
made an exception to its established policy in order'to
ionour one vio lias done nothing to honour the press
of Canada, nor contributed one note of distinction to
its literary repute, simply proves that the Royal Society
of Canada lias been înanipulated by political partisans,
as was anticipated would be its fate when in enibryo.

THE HONBLE. MIR. TARTE IN PARIS.

Several prointinent Englisht papers have pointed out,
thtat the Ilonble. l.r. Tarte seemus to regard himaself as
onaly the representative at Paris, of the French in Que-
bec, end not as lte representative of the Dominion of
Canada, or . Minister of Lte Britisi Crown. The best
interests of Canada, both conmnercial and political, are
liable to be very seriously injured by the course taken
at Paris by the Minister of Publie Works, as iL conveys
an utterly false impression qis to the affairs of this coun-
try. Mr. Tarte seins to be using his opportunities in
France solely to acquire popularity vith those of bis
own race there snd iere. This is extrenely injudicious,
as well as highly questionable froin the standpoint of
ionour. The language he lias used in speeches will
give the people in Great -Britain the idea that Canada
is, or likely soon to be, a French Colony.

T:his notion will be conlirmed by English visitors to
the Paris Exhibition finding all the officials in attend-
ance to be French, which lias already excited sharp cri-
ticisîm in English newspapers, and enquiries froîn visi-
tors as to whether Canada is really a British Colony.
So little is known ii Great Britain and Europe as to the
exact status of this country and in'regard to iLs popu-
lation tiat it is iutost îtmfortunate for the Canadiai: de-
partment at the Paris Exhibition to have been so or-
ganized and its maiinagement so arranged as to en .tiirely
atislead visitors fron the United Kingdon, the otier
British colonies, and foreigners generally. A native of
Tours, France, now in this city, received a letter a few
days ago, w'hich, translated, reads, "I was not aware,
until I visited the Paris Exposition, that our language
wuas universally spoken by Canadians, itor tiat yeu were
really under the tri-colouir."

The iMinister of Public Works is said to be iii Paris
in order to unudergo an operaition, which secns, how-
over, to icave 1im strength enough to be making visits
o othier cities and nîiaking flaiboyant speeches of a ra-

cial type. The opieration lie nîeeds is one by whicl his
tongue would be made not to hang so loosely. As oee
London paper said recently, he "talks Loo inuchI" IF
robust enoughito be atteuding tO lte itirests el Cant-
ada at the Exhibition, o lying around making speeches
in distant cities, he îust be strong enôugto ta lie lis-
clarging his duties as Minister of Publie Works. If in-
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capable of earning the salary he should resign the
office. As an invalid Mr. 'Tarte is a phénomenon.
Many of our citizens wvho are ln the prime of life und
health would break down ander flic strain of such self-
imposed, extra-official labours and excitements as those
which Mr. Tarte seens to be enjoying-or imisnsing.
He should take his chief M1.r. Laurier as a inoclel, whose
discretion of speech when in France was most coin-
mendable.

THE SITTATIOT IN CHINA.

A few lines will give a graphie idea as to what is go-
ing on ii China. An expedition is muoving towards
Pekin, iwhich is reportei to numiber 2,044 troops, con-
sisting of :British, 915; German, 250; Russien, 300;
French, 128; Anerican, 104; Japanese, 52; Italian, 40;
and Austriai, 25. We are not without doubts as to
the accuracy of this report, beyond there being an armed
force moving to the capital to protect the foreign lega-
tions. So heterogenous a body as the above describes
would be ailmost impossible to handle effectively for a
comnon purpose. It would be liable to coniplete anni-
hilation by being attacke'd by an overwheling force of
Chinese. The imurder by rabels of a Japanese official
of high ranik, and the destruction of the British Minis-
ter's residence, show to what extremities they are pr-
pared to go, as such acts are quite enough ta provoke
a war with Japan and England.

The United States Consul at Chin-Kiang bas cabled
his Governînent for protection by a war vessel being
sent up the river to that place, which is one of the
treaty ports, situated 125 miles from Shengliai and
about 300 southeast of Pekin . The missions in that
region, as in other parts of China are being raided, mis-
sionaries nurdered, and there is imminent risk of flic
whole body of tbem and all nativ.e. Christians in that
Emupire being driven aivay or slaughtered.

The rising, bowever, is not agaiïnst Chtiistian missions
as such, but only so far as they are a part of hie Euro-
pean settlement in China. Neither are the Chinîeso
relels in arms mercly agaiinst fti established govern-
ment, as tbey are acting with the avowed symupathy of
flic Epress. They have risen in rebellion against the
policy of bringing China into lne witb modern civiliza-
tion as opposed to the civilization thcy have lad for
muany centuries, which they had indecd when ail flic
inhabitants of Europe were in a state of barbarisn. The
Boxer movement is strictly parallel in motive to that
et flic eBoers. It is a rising against the "Uitlanders."
who, in this case, are Europeans, or Aimericans. If
the pro-Boers are consistent and legical they will be pro-
Boxers, and will do all they cai to encourage flic Chi-
nese to expel Europeans froi China.' We comimend
fhis Io flte consideration cf Mr. Bourassa and his sym-
pathizers liere and in flic Stafes, These persons are

nw in a. very awkwerd dilemme, as tlicy must eithier
defoni, flie Chinese movement or stultify theniselves as
dlefeTlers of flic Boer novemient, for flic two are iden-
tical in inspiration and purpone.

The chief dainger of the situation arises from uncer-
tainty as to flic poficy ,f Rlussia. Were that frankly
declared flic course et the ofther Powers would be clear,
but Russia is flic sij'penîe miaster of teli art of comceal-
ing ifs ultimate pîn3pose by tenporary declaretiatms. Ifs
.ardi are 'so played as fa befool 'i s adversary in thè ini

fial stages of the gane. There is a suspicion that the
Boxer rising was started nder Russian instigation to
afford that power an excuse for entering upon iz long-
coîisidered sclieie for seizinmg nèrtliern China. The situa-
tion is much too conplicated at present to be thor-
oughly urnderstood. Two things alone are clear, China
is in peril of disruption, and the peace of the world is
threatened by quarrels between the Powers by which
this tremendous operation imay be effected.

THE EEGENCY FOOD CASE.

A charge is made :igainst ti Militia Departiment
by Mr. Monk, M.P. le asked first for a. cannimittee of
emiuiry, this boieag refumsed, lue broglt down a specific
indicte nt. The affair relates to a supp'y of ait "enier-
gency food" for the Canadian contingent. r This food
is a condensed forni of nutriment on which health and
vigour miay ba maintained for several weeks, until regu-
lar food supplies cii b served. It is charged, that a
food of this nature, made in this city, which contains
60 to 70 per cent. of nutriment, ivas arranged to lic
supplied to flic Militia Departiiîent alter being satis-
factorily tested and approvcd, but that, inîstead of this
food being bouîght, a quantity was puichased wiieh is a
more imitation of the gnine, contaiiing only 17 per
cent. of nutriment. The substituted food w'as osten-
sibly made by a company in this eity vhich is stated to
have "nolegal existence," but Ihat, it wvas really im-
ported froin the United States, in rougli bags and put
into tins on this side, iwith labels indicating that it was
flic saine food as had successfiully indergone ai scientifie
test. The indictment sets foth the evidence to be
adduced in support of flic above very grave charge, with
a copy of a letter warnîing nga insit flic substitute, and
its lest clause rends: "That îînîder alil the circuinstances
above set forth the Minister of Militia and Defcnce. the
said Hon. Frederick Williniî Bordcen, was guilty ofgross
ond culpable negligence: (a) in making withl undue
haste tlie agreemmient herainabove referred to on flic 4tl
of Januàry, 1900, for flic supply of enmeregency rations
to the Canadiean troops in South Africa, witli irrespon-
sible parties; (b) in not having thc preparation of said
rations controlledi by comnpetent mon anîd flic supply
furnislie d to the troops earefully and rigidly inspected
and tested; (c) in neglecting, after lie hlad receivei said
letter of the 25th of Janunry lasf, to take the steps
commanded, by flic ordinary ules of prudence to en-
sure the protection of flic troops; and (d) in paying the
amonat of the said coniract, $4,660. in. a case wliere
lie mîust have known fthat any recovery oLf the saine wras
inipôssible, and witihoiut a.ny investigation."

For theli honour of flic Governnent and fli country
iwe irust the above indictment vill no he sustained. To
cispatch troops with a supiply of "eiergency feoc"
which is of snch a nature as to be incapable of furnisli-
iig flic ieccessary nutriment to sustoin lic and strengthî,
is ccrtainly- foc inlihumain a criie to have heea know-
ingly comiîit led by thIle Miniister of Militiî. A redoer
ivants to kinow if fth whol0 is iot mn adroit ildvertise-
ment.

The. investiga-
tion bas disclosei that tie Mayor- nf New York, six jus-
ficcs of tlic Supreme Court, and CIoter city ornciis are
sharhîolders in elic tust. I he trust company bas re-
coived varions privileges fiom elic dock hoard of the
city, mnemnbers of wlicli are bol ievcd to bave been grant-
ed sluies ho secuîre hhicir iiicrest ii concedlig special,
iionopoly' rvours o tlie trust The city government
and lie ice lryst are all bult proved to bave been; work-
ing together to fleece the citizen. ayor Van WyCk
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is so gravely conipromised that petitions for his reio
have been presented to the Governor of the State. T
Mayor's shares in the ice trust were seeurcd by him si
he became Mayor, under highly suspicious cirue
stances, as also were the shares bekl by otler, civic c
cials. It is certainly a remarkablcoincidence for
Mayor and other civic rulers to have beau, acquir
shares in tiis imonopolistic trust at exactly the sa
tine-as the trust was adquiring civie privileges of gr
valie. Two coincident or imimediately sequeltiail ove
are lot necessarily connected as cause and effect. T.
in this case. the connection is generally believed to, h
been the result of corruption. The trail of tlie Te

'Tle Nova Seotia Steel Company lias a mine in the saine
locality, and the mtîiners employed by both cômpanies
have made a demand for fifteen cents an lour, their pre-
sent pay being ten cenits.

-A writer from the, Philippine Islands reports a good
Outlook in the Iloilo district for the eultivation of cocoa
and manufacture of chocolate. Hundreds of tons of cocoa
mnaterial is said ta go ta vaste yearly for want of gather-
ing. .Natives vork only one or two hours a day, and are
not diligent enough to properly repair a brolken tool or
keep the shack seeure over their heads. Help can be se-
cured in\plenty at 15 cents per day and keep, or 25 cents
per day,.without board and lodging.

-That great stretich of land known as New. Ontario,
lying between the C.1.1t., line and James Bay te the north,
and east of the Manitoba line, will be surveyed ta some ex-
tent during tibe present year. Ten exploring parties, each
in charge of a competent land surveyor, are te take sepa-
rate routes. and note the-conditions, as they proceed. Stock
taking is the feature. They will report as accurately as
allowable the quantity and kind of timber, adaptability of
soil, mineral shoings, flr, etc. $40,000 Government
money has been voted for this undertaking.
