Ave we to
revive the bad habits and antiquated passions
of the pust, merely that we may give some
semblance of sanity to this latest feminine
eaprice.

From all accepted qualifications for the
franchise woman is irrevocably shut out.
Manhood suffrage ignorves her very existence,
because she is not a man, and thevefore not
qualiiecd. The property qualitication or the
ability to pay taxes nccessarily excludes her ;
for even those few women who occupy that
})osition have, almost always, attained 1t by in-
heritance from some man, who probably would
have been the last to desive that his political
rights shonld descend with it to such a level ;
at any rate, as the taxes ave paid hy her out of
his property, it ought surely to he optional with
him to bequeath or withhold the vote attach-
able to such property, or at least define in his
will to which party " it shall be given.
Military service ¢ives probably the truest right
to the franchise and this, of course, excludes
woinen until tha far-off time when war shall
cease.

But there are other and far more potent
reasons for her exclusion. We can take high
moral ground. We can sing (if you will par-
don occasional false notey) the cause of peace
and domestic felicity, Is it not a fact that
every social, intcllectual, or mutual improve-
ment, socicty finds it neetful to debav politics?
and yet it is seriously proposed to venturc the
intrusion of political rancour amid the other-
wise invariably peaceful councils of famnily life.
The consequent scencs which fancy conjures
up are too }mrrowing to be dwelt upon. Itis
bad enough for the wearied pater familias to
be harassed at the evening meal with such
queries ag ** Did yon remember those tickets?”
*“Did you go early and get us good seats?”
&e., &c., eve ever his heart is thawed out from
the freezing process of the duy’s disappoint-
ments, but to he grected by a Grit wnl% and
danghters with resultant chuckles over the re-
sult of those Prince Edward Island elections,
which have made his Constrvative soul siok
within Lim, would probably drive him to the
verge of Innacy, or—which is the same thin

Purther, it is safe to contend that the fran-
chise is not needful o the perfecting of woman,
Hitherto we have had no woman-suffrage, yet
the world has not lacked brilliant women,
Therefore the sullrage is not essential to the
In'oducti(m of clever women.  Could anything
be clearer? 1t is in fact men who do the siy”
ferage when women are clever,

But a still more solemu aspect of the case
demunds your agonized attention. Amid men
in this age the spirit of liberty is rampant.
Men everywhere insist and dilate upon the
right of cuch individual man to rule and
govern himself—at least on all matters of per-
sonulity or opinion. “Those who attain posi-
tions of authority are finding it impossible to
make their rule aggressive in directing the con-
duct of others, but are forced to assume more
and more the attitude of umpire, stunding by
only to sec fair play, interfering merely to pre-
serve the equal liberty of all.” This phase of
modern life and men is very depressing to uny
properly Dbalanced mind, since it is one of
man’s acyuired instincts fo wish to have some-
one to rule over absolutely. Some outlet must
be afforded this tendency, and it is swrely a
self-evident proposition that as women and
children arc less gifted with that “might”
which- makes “right,” their function 1s to
aftord opportunity for this governmental
faculty, Were women to atfain *‘cqual
rights "—and the granting of the franchise is
undoubtedly the first step towards it—there
wounld he, literally, no subordinate class, for
the equal rights of children would logically
follow. Such a word as * ohedicnce” ren-
dered by one human being to another might
have to he dropped out of the dictionary, and
everybody knows that no dictionary could be
complete without it. Rule and authority
would thus have received their dcath-blow ;
and unless we could find some principle of
*right ** which is not founded upon “ might,”
owr past and present principles of statecraft
and governance would crumble into hopeless
ruin.  Unless, therefore, you are prepared to
abnegate all authority over anybody except
yourself, prepare to fight against this woman-
suffrage movement to the bitter end. To this
end these solid and potent arguments arve set
forth. Use them vigorously—and all may yet
be well. Neglect to use them—delay but a
few short years—oand our masculine power and
prestige may be forever lost ! lost!! lost!!!

lent ‘em ‘bffered, an’ to which, unless given
[:-voluntatily, an employer hab noright. Dere
am no doubt dat de sprend ob education an’ de
consequent development ob thought among de
workin’ folks hab s great deal to do with dis
epirit ob democracy and self-respect. De true
position of Missis an’ gal am dis. I hab a cer-
tain amount ob work to be done, an’it am
got to be done someway or oder. Fo' reasons
ob my own, I canuot, or don’t hab to do it, or
find it pays better to hire it done. SoI get
hold ob a gal an’ I say to her, look heah, you
hab time, strength, ability ; for de conscientous
use ob dese in my household I'll give you so
much wages, board an’ lodgin’ for 8o long a8 we
ohoose to agree, de usual courtesies ab civilized
lif¢ to be mutually exchanged as a mattor of
course, 'Cordingly my cooking is done, my

house l(egt tidy, my youngsters cared for, an’
my mind mighty relieved ol a great many
worries an’ cares. More dan dis I hab no
reasonable right to.demand ob de pussen I em-
ploy. De work am done, I pay de sum agreed
on, an’ de galan’Jam quits. Die is de case
with all other labor, why not in dis? But
when in addition to dis, I parade de vanity in
my nature 8o much aa dat my gal shall curtsy
to me, shall allus say Master an’ Misses in
de possessive sense, shall allus say yes ma-am,
an’ no ma-sm in de bery humblest manner;
shall woar a certain kind ob cap to denote her
inferior place in de household, shall not be
allowed to wear a dress made after de same
pattern ob my own; dat my children shall
neber on any ’easion be addressed without
Master or Miss to dere christian name; fo’
de Lewd | is it any wonder dat with growing
intelligence an’ mo independent thought, de
young an’ smart gals ob our day an’ generation
refuse pint blank to acknowledge any such
barefaced difference ob distinction. Respeet
dat am respect an’ not hypocrisy, must come
spountaneously as de natural result ob admira-
tion for de stirling qualities, de kindness an’
ladylike deportment ob de employer.
