He pleaded that the
petitioners bad rmade ont such a case as en-
titled them ta interim interdict, so that aun
opportuînity might bc allowed for the full
trial of the question. The Sheriff, in respect
of the novelty and limportante ofthe casE,
granted interim interdict lu order that the
state of possession might not bu altered until
the case louid bu funy tried.

Ex-Go. W. E. M. Arny, who was appointed
Governor of New Mexico by President Abra-
ham Lincoln in 1802, and who is one ofi the
lineal descendants of the Hyde brothers the
famous East Indian merchants, arrived in thisa
city a few days since an his way to Erigland.

The Goveruor sails in a few days for Lon-
don, where b will prosecute the claim of the
Americasn hoirs ta the whbole of the personal
property of the Hyde brothers. The case is a
remarkable one, and lias been in litigation for
nearly a centiury, resembling, ln its frequenacy
in print, the remarkable case of Jarndyco vs.
JiTrndyce. The celebrated Hydie estate, it will
be reneiiiibered, ircludes all of the combined
accumulations of the Hyde Rierchants. The
tour brothers jointly embarked lu business lu
the Lst Indies as merehants and traders, and
in i) retuirned to Enagland with aun immense
fortune. They returned ta their native lant
sinp>' tainveatlinrsai festatoand danosit tUe
blanice, iathe shape ai geilc sud Est IndilL
secuirities, in tle Bank of Eniglanîd. They
ahort>y afterwards reuîrned toithe ESat Indies,
aud did not long survive. The boira of the
estate in England set up a claim in 1878 fur
the whole of the estate, but the Americns
beirs held the case in Chancery for nearly a
century. liecently it was decided that the
English claimants alone wert entitled ta the
real estate, but that other heira, whether re-
iding in America or elsewlhere, were en±titlerd
to a ajust proportion of persanal property. The
decision was taken advantage of by what
is known as the Bacon heirs ; they made
a seuttlement and were paid in ful]. Tho
Hyde huirs in this country are twenty.six in
number, and are represented by Gov. Arny.
There i deposited lu the Bank af England
between $70,000,000 sud S100,000,000, wehich
wlll be divided among tUe American beirs
just as son as the>' establlish theur rigcht ta
participate lu tUe distribution of the enor-mens
suin. The Bacons were the first ta take ad-,
vantage of the, decision af the, higher court',
sud are now ready ta assist their American
cousins ta obtain their share. Lord lar-en-
don, who ws recent>y ln tUe country, sud
whoe donaated tUe land aut af the Hyde i-eal
estate now kuwn as Hyde Park, bas signifiedi
bis willinguess ta aid the Anmerican heirs toa
obtain that which bas been so long withheld
f-rm them. Gar Arn>' thiaks be should be
wiiling ta lendi bis assistance, since the
English branch bas eujoyed tUe real estate
for man> years.--N. Y. Star.

Accent and Pronounelation. t

It is a good sign when the public piîess1
nds time te let politics alone for a moment c

ud devote some of its space te culture. It

s a sign that the country ls prospering andla
hat the Government of the day la firmly t
stablished. When wars are raging, famines c
npendiug or great calamaties appearing
bove the national horizon, the press as a
ule does net bave leading articles on suci J
ubjects as the culture of the masses, classical t
ducation or the accent with which Canadians 1
hould speak the English language. This t

ast named subject la being discussed in the t

press at present. We noticed in the Ottawa s
Ciizen that in the matter of accent it i ad-
'isable te imitate the sweetness of the Eng-
ish in contradistinction te the sharp, nasal
manner of the Americans in speaking. i

The Canadian Bpectalor inl its last
ssue also dev.'tes its attention te accent, and
thinks that Irish immigration, and particu-1
arly the tact f OGaelh and Irish servant
nurses being se prevalent la ur bouses, bas
given a tone te the accent of our young
ladies. When speaking of tone," we, of
course, do net mean, nor does our contet.
porary, that it lin a high tone thus given-
quite the contrary ; in fact, it would imply
that it bas either modified or corrupted the
pure classic sound thoir ancestors brought
trom England with them. Whether this
statement be true or faIse matters net; the
pectator is fond of showing cause and effect,

even in trifles, but ve are g'ad te see a journal
which pretends to be cultivated discussing
the question of accent, which belongs te the
reglon of culture. It would be absurd te
dony that the accent with which we should
speaK our mother tongue la an important
subject in a civilized community, where the
interchange of Ideas la perpetually going on.
The young man with a good address-other
things being equal-þae a better chance of
advancing in life than he that bas not.
Accent and pronunciation are two of the
chief adjuncta of a good address, not includ-
ing grammr, without which elegant pro-
nunciation or a fine aceent are like the pro-
verbial gold ring on the nose of a Guinea
pig. If a combination of accents condure
te a good one, just as a combination of races
make a great i eople, Canada should be
happy, for ie bave lu the Dominion four
distinct nationalities no one of them greatly
preponderating in numbers, namely French,
Irish, Scotch and English. Each of those
nationalities brings with itit peculiar infiec-
tion of voice, the blending of which produces
the distinct accent of the Canadian, which
accent we venture te assert, though net per-
fect, la about the best the British Empire can
afford. True, the Irish falling inflection pre-
dominates, but, perhaps, that is net such a
great misfortune as the Spectator would im.
agine. It may, perhaps, be objected that the
French element should not be taken into ac-
ceunt when speaking of the English language,
but it is notorious that in thia Province at
least, where most of the people speak both
languages, the rising and falling Infiections
so marked a feature lu English la.consider-
ably modifled by.the French monotone. The
first great attribute taobe desired in all lan-
guages la plainnes eof expression, the easiest
and clearest manner of conveying ideas se as
te strike the ear of the bearer ait once, and
that we submit la observable ail over Canada,
from Sarnia te Gaspe. The native
et British Columbia and the native of Hall.
facx can speak te one another without difii-
culty, their accent la almost the same, their
method of pronoguning.ewordi the. same.

Jewish Population of the Warld.
The total number ofthe Hebrew race to-day

le about what it was Iu the days of King
David-between six and seven millions.
There are in Europe, according te the latet
stataclcal Information, about five millions; In
Asia, 200,000: lu Africa, ever 80,000; lu
America from a million tea million and a-
half. More than half of the European Jews
(2,621,000) reaide lu Rusais; 1,375,000 in
Austria (of whom 575,000 in the Polish pro-
vince of Galicia); 512,000 in Germany ( 6 1,-
000 In the Poliah providence of Posen) ; Bou.
mania la credited with 274,000, and Turkey
with 100,000. There are 70,000 in olland;
50,000 in England; 49,000 lu France; 35,000
in Italy ;-Spain and Portugal bave between 2,-
000and 4,000; 1,8. 0 in Sweden;-25 inNorway.
Nothing la said about Denmark or Switzer-
land. The number of Jewish residents in
Berlin is given at 45,000-nearly as many as
in the whole of France, and more than in
Italy, Spain; Portugal, and the Scandiuavian
peuinsula aitogether. The rmujurity of the
African Jews live in the province of Algiers.
But they are to be found in Abyssinia and aill
along the north coast, and even in the Sah-'
aran cases, frequently acting ai intermediaries
between the Mohamedans and Christians. Of
the Asiatic Jews, 20,000 are assigned to India
and 25,000 te Palestine. The population of
Jerusalum la given as 7,000 Mohamedans;
5,000 Christians, and 13,500 Jews; these ltai
are classified as German, Spaniah, or Arabie
Jews. The report gives ne detailsconcerning
America, except that l New York there are
tisty synagogues.

But h vwili not do fer the jeurnalisite make a
pursuit of tickling men's ena ;e must seek
to effect things. If the journalist's object la
merely to write pleasing articles, bis la eoeeef
the poorest busineses in thteworld.

The
writer of pleasing articles la no better at 50
than at 30 ; indeed, he ia not so good,
for at 50 he bas lost the zest in ink and
paper, and a fresh proof which ho bad
at 30.
