Nsw York, Bept. 25.—To ;invoke the in.
gpiration of the Holy Ghost for thelr deliber-
ations durlng the FProviacial Oouncil the
Oardinal Archbishop, his coadjutor and the
sufiragan bishops of the Province of New
York jolned yesterday ln a solemn Yotive
Magg at St. Patrick’s Oathedral, The minor
digoitaties of the dlocese, the body of the
olergy, monastic and secular, and 8 great
concourse of the laity contributed by their
prazence to the solemnlty of the occaslon,
and umited thelr prayorsto thoke of thelr
spiritunl superiors for divine guldaneo for
the Oouncil,

Aftor the Mnss and a Sermon by the Right
Rev. Bishop McQuald, of Rochester, in which
the purposes of the Council wers outiined
pnd its policy to sgome exient foreshadowed,
the august body was duly organized acaqgprd-
Ing to immemorial forms. A ahort secret
goselon wes then held, and an adjournment
wag made until this morning, when the bual-
negs will be regulaxly begun. In the even-
fogisolemn pontifical Vespers were glven,

The obsexrvances of the day were oarried
out with all that pomp and clroumsatance with
whioh the Roman Oathollc Ohursh surrounds
her eaored rites, Nothing that scceseorles of
tolor, melody, or ceremonial conld add was
wanting to the Impressiveness of the occaslon,
Merely as a pageant, the stately scencs that
passed In the Cathedral must live alwaya in
the imsgination of every one who witnessed
them. But, Indeed, thero was more than
met the mere ontward senges o excite deep
fesling and lasting memory. Hard and cold
should ke have been, indeed, who conld have
Enelt amid the thoussnds of worshippers ac-
gsembled and not felt some sympathetic
thrlil of the fervid devotlon, the earneat gup-
plication that filled thelx hearts,

Touchlng above all else was the presence
o the spiritual father of this great assem-
blsge. IFeebly bearing the walght of his
years and labors, the venerable Cardinal Mc-
Olotkoy went through the trylng task of pre-
elding over the ceremonies. Bapported by
the loving care of his assistant, the Oardinal
went bravely through his task, falthinl, des«
pite his great weakness, to the demards of
duty, His tottering step, his trembling hand
and his slnking volce were noted by his pec-
ple with deep sorrow, and hie great devotion
Ssomed to strike all with a desp censge of the
solemnity of the honr.

THE THRONG OF WOREHIPPERSH.

The great Catbedral filled up silently, but
wpldly., Foran hour before tho ceremonial
began, people poured in through the great
western doors in hundreds until every geat In
every pew was ooonpled. The slde passages
were thronged with those for whom no seats
conld be found, and a row of 1adies and gen-
flomen extended along either side of the
oentre alele, But g0 quletly did this groat
congregation coma together, g0 smoothly was
1t handled by the ushers that, to a percon
eltting In the front and watching only the
altar, it was a surprise, on suddenly looking
around, to find himself inthe midst of s0 vast
A gathering.

An occaslona! acolyte glided from the vee-
&ty to the nltar and HE the {spsraor made
- foms slight preparation, then nolselesaly dig-
Appeared. 'The falutest rustle seemed to fill
the alr; the far off cound of Sabbath chimes
came flostlng in from the world without;
there was a strango tranquillity In the dimly
Ut eltar space ; purity and peace relgned amid
the lofty arches of the roof.

But nt last a stight atir pagses through the
orowd and all assume an alr of expectation.
Ooming from afar m straln of melody steals
through the great pertals Into the church.
Nowit1s loat ; but once agaln the ear oatohes
the meagured cadence so vaguely that it mny
éven yet be the chiming of soms distant bella.
Once again the sound 1s borne away by the
fiokle nir without, but ehortly weturns, olearer
and stropger. Now the voloes of the oan-
torp, strong and eoleman, give out the chant;
then the fresh young voloes of the choristers
:t;l;g ;p a cry of gladness, like the carolling

THE O'DONNELL TRIAL,

OPENING O} THE OASBE FOR THE PRO-
SECUTION—OCAREY’R SON BWEARS
THE PRISONER SAID HE WASBENT
TO DO IT—INTERVIEW WITH MRS,
OAREY.

Loxpox, Bept. 25,—0'Donnsll wag brought
to the Police Cocurt at two o'clock. The
room wan filled with a large crowd o!
spectatora, Speclal precautlons to prevens
‘regcue were taken. Mr, Poland, In opening
the case for tho orown, reconnted the pagsage
on the steamer of the Carey family and
O'Donrell, aud repeated the detalls of the
muzder. He sald O'Donnsll's asgsertion that
ho ected in self-lefence would be contra-
dicted by Oarey’s eldest sor, whe would
awear that his father had no pistol, Mr,
Sullivan, M. P, counsel for 0'Donnell coma=
plained that his eolloftor had been refused
accees to the prisomer. The maglstraie
allowed the prisoner to retlre and concult
with bis solicitor, James Parlsk and Thomas
Jonee, employees on the steamex Melrose,
and . eye-witnesses of tho murder, repeated
the testimony they gave at Oape Town. A
bullet found upon the floor of the cabin and
a platol taken from O’'Donmell were iden-
tified. Jones swore that O'Donnell “sald to
Mrs. Oarey sfter the shooting, ¢ Bhake hands,
Mrs. Oarey, I did not do i)' Oarey's &on
testified that after witnessing O'Donnell
shoot his father heran to the latter's berth
and obtained his revolver, bat had not time
to give it to him befora one ol the officers
took it, He heard O'Donnll £ell his mother
he was «gent to do it." This statement
oreated a sensation In ocourt. O'Donneli's
revolver bore the name of a manufacturer in
New Haver, Oonn. The captain of the Mel-
rose testified that he found an elecirlo ms~
chine In the prisoner’s luggsge. It Wwas
thrown overboard, Mrs, Carey was called
but was unsble to testlfy to-day owing to
fatigue.

Mr, Marven, inspector of the Fort Ellsabath
Police, testified that an extract from a newa.
paper was found fa ('Donnell’s box headed
«Irish Rovolntionists In Amerlos,” with a
gupplement of ihe # Freeman'’s Journal,” con-
tainfng a portralt of Oarsy.

Poland agreed that every faoility ehonld be
glven tho prisoner’s golicltor doring the trial,
which was adjourned tiil Friday.

Bouquets and other predents hiave been sent
to Millbank Prison for O'Donnell by symps-
thizers.

O'Donne!ll was conveyed to Nawgate
Prieon, owlng to instruotions given ab the
last momsnt., An extra foroe of police has
been etationed at Newgats. On leaving the
ocontt he ralsed hia hat to the crowd of sym-
pathigers, who clspped bands and cheered
him. A still larger crowd groamed and
higged. _

Mra,
Carey was dressed 1a deep mourning and ox-
cited speclal Intorest of the spectatore. and
murmurs of sympathy wers hoard. She re-
counted the incidents of the voyage, corrc-
borating the other witnesses In regard to the
clrcuamstances of the murder, except that ghe
gwore that after her husband was shot she
said to O'Donnell: * You shot my hugband,”
when O'Donuell replied : ¢ Don't blame me,
I was sent to do it Whereupon & woman
who was with him eald: % Don't mind,
O'Donnell, you are no informer.”

DusLiy, Bept. 29.—Tho Pearlfamentary sam-

palgn in the North of Ireland s dally bsoom-
log more exclting. The extremely high state
ot party fecling haa already led to bloodshed
in several instances, and from preeent indfoa-
tions the Province at Ulster promlises scenes
of the livelleet character. Frantic appeals
bave been made to the Orangemen, Inciting
them to attack the Catholics, and threats have
been freely uttered that Bslfast rowdies will
bs brought to support the cauge of ¥ law and
order” with bludgeons, but the Natlonal lead-
ers refuse fo be terrorizad.
At Dungsnnon a monster Lesgua meeting
wan held, ot which Thomas Power (’Connor,
membor for Galway; Willism Q'Brlen, M. P,
editar of United Ireland, and Mi. Healy, M. P,
wera the gpeskers, Thousands of people
wera present from neighboring towns, all
fully determined #¢ resist any attempt
on the part of the Oravgemen to re-
peat their demonetration at Dangarvan yes-
terday. Boon after the spesches began and
while Mr. Healy was deep in his denuncle-
tions of the Land Aot, a prooession of Orange-
men accompanied by several bands of muslo,
and rapidly inoreasing in numbers as it
moved along, marched dowa the maln street,
Just beyond the Boyal School they halted,
organized a counter meeting and werc ad-
dressed by Mr. J, W. Macartney, H.P, and
Mr. Harman,

To prevent a renewsl of tha rlotous proceed-
ings of yesterday, a troop of lancers, 100 1ao-
fantry and 300 police ofticers hnd been sent
to Dungannom, vut this presautlon failed to
deter the torbulent element, brought from Bel-
fast and other places by the Omngemen, from
atternpting to break up the meeting of the
Homse Relers. Thelir cflorts were, howaver,
frustrated by the comstabulsry ana lancers,
who patrolled the strests.

At the olose of the League mecting an at-
tempt was made by 8 body of Orangemen to
mob M:, Healy s8 he was ontering the Post
Offico. A stropg force of police drove them
baok and escorted Mr, Healy to ths rallway
station in esfety. Three of the ringleaders
were sarrested. As the traln oconveying
Mesars, Healy, O'Oonnor and O'Brien slopped
at Poitadown 1t was met by a howling mob of
Graugemer, who overpowered the guerd And
assaulted Mr. O'Connor, agalnst whom the
1ll-{eeling appears to be chlefly directed. Ho,
however, esoaped with torn olothing and o
fow brulses.

KING ALFONSO.

The Bing's Reception in Paris.

Pang, Bopt. 29,~Immense crowds of the
woikingmen of the lower classes of this city
congregated to.day outslds of the rallway
station, where King Alfonso of Bpain was ex-

scted to allght, and along the Bue Lafayette,
President Grevy, accompsnled by hias Oabinet
Msnisters, met King Alfonso at the rallway
station. The crowd hooted and hissed the
King upon bhis appearing, eaying ¢ Down
with the Uhlan King!' The soldiers and po-
lica had great trouble In keeping order. The
houges and baloonies along the roate traveraed
by tie King were thronged with people. The
clamor continned in all the streets through
which tho cortege pasged, and lnsulling cries,
directed at the King, were continuslly ratsed.

Brrimy, 8ept 20 —It Ia cald that King
Alfonso has abandoned hia intention of in.
specting the Uhlan rggiment at Strasburg,
owlug to the sensitivenéds of the Parlsians re-
garding his acoeptance of the coloncicy of
the rogiment.

At an interview betwesn King Alfonso and
Presldent Grovy, the latter apologizsd for tue
behavior of the mob in the name of the
French people who, he aald, should not be
confounded with the anthors of a hostile mant-
fostatlon. He begged the King to glve
France n fresh proof of sympathy by accept-
ing an invitation to a banguot at Elysee this
svening to be attended by all the Ministers,
when the true gent!ments of Franoo towards
the King would be shown. Al{oneo replied
that he had come to Parls animated by the
mokt frlendly sentiments towards France, aud
us a proof of this filendship he would accept
the invitation. The King wentto the Palace
at 7 o clock.

The King does not admit for a momsnt that
the ppirit shown by the mob, which was
exclied by the faleo statements
of eanerghict agltators, repiesents the
French natlon.

A SEVEN MILLION SURPLUS.

If surpluses in the public revenue were &
sare Indlcation of the general prosperity of a
country, then Canads ought to be prosperous
to an extraordinary extent. The Oficial Ga-
zette contalns n statement showing that the
ravenue of the Dom{alon for the fiscal year
ending 30th Juno last has been $35,888,334
sud the expenditure $28,805,224, leaving a
gorpins of $7,083,110; and {bls 18 excluslve
of amounts ecorulvg from land sales. The
revenue 18 In excess of Bir Leonard
Tiley:s estimato by the sum of $1,083,105
snd the expenditure 18 greater by 4477
then he oalculated on. Of cca:ss surpluses
are much more degirable than defioits, but
then thera maat be a lmlit to them. It does
vot lncrease the prosperity of the country nor
the comforis and contontment of the pecpio
to squesss anneceesary millions oui of them
to slnk 1n the Governmentitreasury, When
a government has all the money it requires
for an effective and efficient administration of
the public sffalrs, It should no$ go on piilug
up idie millions in Its coffore at the expense
of the imdividual citizsne, Now, ws
hold that a sarplua of sevon mil-
lion dollarg 8 ‘ont of all pro
portion with the small populaticn of
the Domiunion, especially when tho peoplo
have expended nearly iwonty-nine millions
1n tho sdministration of the Government.
Wo hear considerable noise belng made over
the fact that the Uniltad States revenne pro-
duces & surplua ranging from eighty to ore
hundred and twenty millions a vear., The
leadiug organs of reform and the more honeat
statermen of the Republic are working with

all thefr onergles to decrease this enormous

revenue, a8 they consider it to be the cause
and source of most of the corruptlon and
public robbery In the Ualted Btates. If these
exoessive revenues did not fill the Amerlcan
Treacury, there would not be éo many at-
tempts or so many succegsfal effiorts made to
plliage it on the part of the rullng powers.
But the enormous eurpluses in the American
Revenus are not much greater than the
Canadian surpluses, whean the populations of
tho two couniries are compared. Exczesive
surpluses are, therefore, an ovil in themselves
and should not be encouraged. The people
of to-day shonld not be called upon to store
up millions for the benefit of the psople of
the futare. Let every generation take care
of itself and pay 1t3 own way.

AN DNMANNERLY GENERAL,

The wnseemly condnof of Major-General
Luard, at the militis camp at Cobourg, last
weelk, bas attracted widespread attentior, and
should be made the subjsct of a rigorous in-
vestigation by the Minlster of Militla. There
already exlsted throoghout mititary oiroles in
the Dominion a very unfavorabls opinion of
the Imported Msjor-General. He was iooked
upon asa haughty and overbearing personago,
but at Oobourg he proved himself both by
manner and utterance sn Impertinent and
vulgarly bred fellow.

The Inspection of the varfcus regiments
agsembled in camp showed the eguipments
and uniforme of the officers and men to be in
8 very creditable oondltion, and thelr general
appearsnce was admired by all. After the
inepection was conciuded, the Major-General
aszumed command of the different corps to
put them throogh a sham battle. According
to expetienced military men, he displayed a
consplcuous lack of ability as an cfficer and
s lsmenotsble ignorance of the simplest
miiliaty tactics. Tho froops werd almost
demorelizsd by his abeurd and contradictozy
ordere. Aund to ndd to the confusior, he drove
through the ranks ranting, swearlng, and in-
sultisg the officers and men, ‘The langmage
he used was of the moat profane description
ever heard on a parade ground, and wes
directly contrery to the Queen s regulations,
Some of the officers to whom he addressed
foul language and lncorrect orders, rebuked
and disobeyed bhim on the spst, A crowd
of civilians who hestd him make an
insultiop wmesauit upon a group of cfficers
who had assembled behiad his saluting flag
after the inspection parade, characlerlzed hia
utterancee as most Indecent. But his super.
cillous and brutal behavior did not end on
the field; the Msjor General carried his iil.
breeding to the feative board. An Invitation
had been extended to him by the Comman-
dant and the officers commending corps,
which ke acoepted. While at table an officer
happened into conversation with Col. Wil-
liame, M,P,, abouat the amount of encourage-
ment extended to the Militia by the House of
Oommors at Oitawa, General Luard, over-
hearlng the remarks, suddenly jolned In
the dialogue, snd launched forih In a flerce
attack upon the members of the Federal
House.

gelf,for Mr. Parnell, apeaking at the inangural
mesting of the present campaign In Dubliz
eald that « 16 18 no longer & question with the
@ groat body of Englishmen a8 to whether the
s Irigh people should have self-govemment,
“but as to the amount of gelf-government
“ which they would bs willing to accept,”
Oommenting on this utterance ot Mr, Parnel}
the Globe esys: « Undoubtediy the best ang
wigest polivy would be to give to the Irish
people at once, a8 large and full a meagurs of
Home Bule a8 any reasonable Irlghmen
could demand, and as a dus regard
for the integrlty and strength and dignity of
the Emplre would permit. The Irish pecple,
should once for all recelve back the unlimited
power to manage thelr own affalrsny they
think best, and should be sllowed to particl-
pate fally in the management and control of
Imporial affairsa, Noroom for bickerings or
contentions, for jeslousies or snmeplolons,
should bs leif, and the Irlsh people should
feel Batiefied that Enogland bas no wish
or deslre of ever agaln meddling In
Irieh offalze, or of restralning or cor-
trolling the aotlon of the Irish Leglalaiura,
Porfect corfidence would thus be created,
snd this would gqunickly lead to mutuai re.
spect, esteem, snd good will, 1t iseo ev!-
qGentiy for the good of both countries to be
thoroughly united that self-Interest would
strengthen thelr attachment, and Ireland, iz.
stead of being, ag she long has besn, a monace
to the Empire, & source of weakness and den-
ger, would, we belleve, soon becoms ife pride
acd Ite strepgth. By many In Great Britaln it
13 stili belleved that if Ireland werto ailowed to
crganizo her strepgth sven under a faderal
system ghe would uase that strength on the
first opportunity to establish ber indepengd.
ence, and that a general conflecation of the
property which English and Bcotch gettlere
obtained by confiscation wouid follow. Bome
even fear that (atholic ascendency would fol-
low leglslative independence iImmediatzly,and
that the Protestants of the ccuntry would be
stripped of their properiy and deprived of all
clvilrights. These fears are utterly ground-
lerg, and we hope thatatthe preeent day they
{nfinence comparatively few people in either
country, Much msy be done by way of pre-
paration, which would serve to dissipate suoh
apprehensiong wherever they still exist. But
suck apprehensions, even 1f they had some
foundation In facot, skould not be held suffi-
olent to prevent justice belng done to a people
who deserve to be freo. The real danger to
the Empire, the real danger to the propeity
rights now exlsting, and to all that the Brit=
1sh peoplo should mokt value, 11es In thelden
that Home Rule may with safety be much
longer refased to the lrish peopls.” Itla
geldom that the cause of Ireland and the
rights of her people are 80 ably and honestly
sdvocated outside of journals whose spesial
misalon it 16 to protect and advance thelr in-
tereste, as has been gallantly done by the
Toronto Globe.

The meeting
passed resolutions expreesing in an emphatio
manner, confidence I the Irlsh leaders; falco
pledged itgelf to the policy in local and pare
lismentary elections best calonlated to pro-
moto the Irish cause; 6o that all future can-
didater, in that part of England, for the House
of Commons must adopt the plank of Home
Rule in their platiorm if they desire to ensure
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gratulated Ulster on its campalgn agalnct
landlordism ead bigotry. A moset timely ren
golntion passod Ly the meeting was that dee-
nouncing mob viclence and reprobating antiy
Irish journais for hounding on Protestants to
outrages in one or iWO paris of the North
of Ireland, 'There 18 not the slightest
doubt thnt the ruling powera in thab sec-
tlon of the country, as well ag the Bel-
vants of the Castle, are at the bot-
tom of the recent Orange riots. The people
of Leeds eaw it and coudemned
the forentara of discord and wirife gt &
vory ouvortne ~momeat. We believe:
that before Mr. Parnell aud his sollesgues
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will have got through with the agitation In
Englond, Be wiil have demonstrated to the
English Premler and Government that public
gentiment throughont Great Britain a8 well
g5 Treland, preponderates largely in favor of

THE DUKE OF ARGYLL.

During the past year a Royal Oommission
has been {nvestigating the cozdltion of the
fenantry in Scotland, The evidence adduced
pefore the Commissioners was not of a nature
to fatter the Scotch lapdlords, or give them
s charaoter for folr dealing with the impover-
1shed crofters. In many Instances, to which

pothing of mercy—towarda thelr too dooile
gerfe and too patient victims.”

fical mesy, grand “ Te Deum " of pralso &t
the ond of mass, and solemn benediction of
all present by the aged Oardinal, the work ot
the Fourth Provincial Councll of New York
was bronght to & close yeaterday. Tho mass
bogan &t ten In the morning and the
cersmonfes lasted until half-past two,

Tke Oordinal presided throngh all. As
at sll the opuobllc geeslons of the
Counci!, there was a vast concourse

of people present. Not the pews only but
the passageways In the Oathsdral were packed,
and even in the streeia around many gathered.
All present were sbsorbed 1o the sgolemn
spectacls that In ever-varylng form and he-
wildering splendor was passing before them,
the Cardinal belng the central objact of at-
tontlon, Well did he bear the trying ordeal
of the long ceremony that was fatigulng even
to those who had no part in 1. It is the first
Provinoial Oounoll over which he presided,
and is the fourth in order,

'The Iaat which o¢curred here—twenty-two
years Ago—was preelded over by Archbisbop
Hughes. Oonsldering tho age of the vener-
able Oardinal, this Council may be looked
upon a8 the crowning work of hia long Iifo of
clerical labor. I was calledat his desire, to
strengthen discipline within the Catholic
body bere and help o propuagate the Cathollc
‘alth, Withhtim in the deliberations of the
Council wereagsociated the bishops of the pro-
vince—Blshops Loughlir, ot Brooklyn ; Mec-
Qaaid of Rochester; Ryan of Buffalo; McNierny
of Albeny ; Wadbams, of Ogdensburg ; Wig-
ger, of Newark ; O’'Farrel), of Lronton; Qor-
roy, of Ourium ; and Archbishop Oorrigan, the
Omdina’s condjuter amd successor. Yke
asme) of these men repregent a Catholic pc-
rulation of over two millions of people.
Thelr decislons und those of thelr asslstsnt
theologiang will when spproved by the Holy
See be blndlng upon the consclences of a pspn-
Iation aslarge almost as coms of the minor
European kingdoms, Bat tho declsioun and
gecrees of thla Important cvuncil sra wider
reachiong than the great eccleelasticel provivce
of New York, They will go forth to all the
couniry and to all ths world, end can hardiy
fail to cffect splrltasl Illle in many places
outside of the province. Wkat the decraes
recolved on will ba remeins to bs seen whon
the approval of them comes beck from Bome,
That will take some time,and mesnwhilethe
archblskops or thelr represeatatives of the Ca-
tholio Church In this couniry are summoced to
Romoa in November to consult with the Popson
matters affecting Catholic lifo and progresn
in t2is lend. The decislons of the Fourth
Provicclal Conncil of Rew York will bo there
before them. Thoee declalons will doubtless
largely inflaence the Holy Bee in its judg-
ments on matters of Cathollc faith and prac-
tice in thie country. On the returm of the
arcibishops a national council of the whole
Qathollc Ohurch in the Jnited Btates will be
hold, gulded largely by the instructions and
advice received in advanco from Leo X111,
and hia counclllors,

THB OPENIXG PROCBIBION.

Yeaterday’s ceremonies opsned with a pro-
cession of the chorlsters, clergy (regular and
gecular), theologians and cfficlsle of the
Councl: and bishope. It sntered from the
gaoristy of the Cathedral.

T'he procession emerged from the sacristy
door and entered the churoch, windlng its way
around the chancel ralls, which were draped
in purple hangings, set off with tassels of gold
bolllon. The sanctuary that was bare before
and lighted only by the &oft colora from the
stained glasg windows high above and the six
tapers that burned on eltherside of the taber-
nacle, was now ablazs with color and moving
with life.

THE MAS4, :

The mags was & solemn pontifical maas ot
the Holy Trinlty, celebrated in thankegiving
for the completion of the Isbore of the Ooun-
oll. The musical portion was divided he-
tween the Cathedral cholr fu the organ loft
and the chancel cholrin the Liady chapel on
the Qospel side of the altar. The masa by
the Cathedral chotr, azslated by & grand cho-
rug, was Haydn'e No, 16 In B flat, with Gou-
nod's ¢ Ave Verum” (slx paris), as an offer-
tory pisce. The music was rondered under
the supervlsion of Mr. Willlam F. Pecher,
the cathedral organist. Mles Martinez was
goprano, Mra, Ford, alto; Mr. Lenolr, tenor,
ond Mr, 8telabuck, basdo,

After having sald tho introit and oponing
prayers of the mess the Cardinal, attended hy
ki minfsters, ascended tbo throme onthe
lower Goapel side of fhe sanctusry. The chan-
cel cholr sang the muslo of the Introit. The
mass proceeded as usual when celebrated and
ghanted 1o presence of a Cardinal, Daring
the singing of the ¢ Gloris” and other parta
where the whole aggembly, from the Cardiual
on his throne to the littls altar boy was
seated, the sanofuary presented o magnif-
oent epactsole. At the background rose
up the beautiful altar, needing no
ornament other than it8 own bern-
ty, glstenlng with many colored
marbles and with the brez:in taber-
nacle as A blezing centre. Nsar it, to the
right as the gpeotator lcoked, sat Arohblshop
Oorrlgan surrounded by bis sttending minie-
terz, Dows from thom sirelohsd 10w Gpon
row of theolegians and bishops in thelr vest-
mente of whito and gold, with here end there
a hreak of ruzset or black or Lrown, betokens
ing the presence of gome member of
n religions order. Over on the cther
slde of the pganotuary were bishops
agoln ranging oclose to the Cardiosls
throne. On the throns ent the Cardinal,
"ander his toworing canopy of carven oak and
gold, gentle and venerable fn bsarlag, with
hoad howed In reverence and hands that
trombled slightly aes, when lhe rltual de-
manded, be grasped the orosler, the emblem
of his pastoral authority. Arcund him were
hls ministers, a giittering group. To the
right and left of the sancluary gates were
other rows of ilchly robed officlals of ihc
Oounoll, and outside the gates the white sur-
pliced clergy and altar boys, with the great

throng of psople that filled the Oathedral

behind them, As the mssz want “n tus
aspect of the ssnolmary comstantly changed
into every veriety of form, combication and
color,

THE SERMON.

Blehop O'Farrell, of Trenton, ascended the
pulplt to preach the closlng sermon of the
Uouncll. He chose his text from I. John,
v.4—4Thizs g tho victory that overcometh
tho world, our faith,” Tho sermon wasd &an
eloquent exposltion ot the work of the Oatho.
lic Vhurch In the world, Tke preacker took
up the various epochs in the historyof the
Chureb, tractog its strnggles and its fri-
umphs, There was the first epcch
covering 300 yeats, the age of the
nnarfyra, Then did the Ohurch purlfy the
world by the blcod of her children. Every
clasg age and was represemnted smong thorte
martyra. Allthe power of Romo was ralsed
against the Church, and still she triumphed
by her fatth. After the ege of martyrs came
the age of beresy. The fizet victory was won
by the blood of the children of tke Churoh;
the sscoud struzgle was a battle of miund,
Herestes swarmed In the fourth century to

CGeatroy the islr face and  beauty
of divine truth, Arlus, Nestorine,
Eatyctlas aud Peloging  rose up

to lead the minds of Christlane away from
tho truth, And as God earller sent heroes
to sbed thelr blood for the falth in face of
persecuting Bome, 60 agnin He eent doctors

After the aga of heresy cama tho age of bsr-
barlsm In one senss, o!f reconstrzction in
anotker. God willed that the Church should
show It:elf a5 the ranewer and builder up of
the goclal world over the rulne wrought by
barbarlam. Thls epoch lasted for a thonsand
years, There 18 no hlstory nobler than that
of the Chiistian Ohurch daoring those thou-
sand years, Out of barbarlsm and paganism
united, and agalnet the parslons of nataral
man, the Church had io make a new
mace and bulld ©p soolety. And at tre
end she gave & nnited Chrisfendom snd a
Chrietlan commonwealth to the world. The
orders came to teach the arts of peace ard
preserve lteratare out of barbarlam. The
Churoh covered Eurcpe with schools, colleges
acd great univestities. Bhe skowed hor love
tor tbat patural truthk that comsa from Ged as
surely as revealed truth, And thua she beat
puck barbariem and ignorance. She gave to
the world Booaveuturs, Duns Scotue and &
host of others, and to crown all the angel of
the schools, 8: Thomas of Aquip, wlose mind
seemed to have grasped almost all homen
kuoowledge. Biuo bullt up all the kingdoms
of Europo sud gave than thelr laws and cui-
toms besad on u Ohifstian foundation,

Aft:r those thousand yearr, jast a5 a now
world waa opening up with new inventlona

Iam:l a burst of melody from both organs and
hundreds of tralnad throats followed, Tarn-
ing toward tho congregatfon, Cardinal Mc-
Oloskey declared fhe Council olosed, and ke-
stosred the Papal bencdiotion.

THE 'DECREES.

It would appesr from what can ba glesned
regarding the deliberations of the ocouncll,
that the following polnts embraoce the grava-
men of the decrees:

3. Declating agalnet the orectlon of icm-
plea devoted to the worship of God which are
not entirely free f:om debt, and recommend-
ing the spesdy payment of exlating debta-on
such edifices.

4. Proclaiming anew the doctrino of
the CLurch titst cducation without religion
ie godlieas, aud deolating it to be tho par:-
mount duly of the clergy to provent loss of
fsith «nd morals in tho ohild by fustating
that tho parents shall compel it to attend
parcchial schools until it hag been confirmed
in the praotloe of its religion,

5, Refusing to countenancoe the care or
keeplng of parlshioners’ savings by parish or
nszlstant priests, or dabbling ju financial mat-
ters not direotly conneoted with thelr own
ohurches or schaola,

6., Becommending mora care and discre-
tion in the manngement of church property.

7. Condemning the use of figured or what
1s generally known as florid music fn chuzeh
oholirg, and holding up for general adoption
.the Gregorlan, OCecllian and Palestrinian
music or chant.

8. A modified enforcsment of the cavon re-
garding immoral, atheistical and material
books, snd the forbidding of the reading
of works tabooed by the « Index Expurge-
torius.”

9. Dlscountouancing the charges made
for geats at the High Mass on Bundays and
fenst daye, and recommending varlonus other
mothods for collecting church revanuss,

10, It is also presumable that there 8 a
decree on the subject of marriage, maEkicg
the pubiication of the bauns more strict than
heretofore, and dlaccurazing, as far as poasl.
ble, what ave known af “mixed marilages’—
that ¢, warringes betweon pursons of & differ-
snt religlous falth.

Mr, James Goodwls, of Ottaws, widely
koown 48 a promiuent contractor, ond for
Someo yoars resldent In this clty, died st the
Windsor Hotel on Beptember 301h, Mr,
Goodwin bhad bsen In bad heslth for some
time past, and had only Saturday morn.
tag returned from o visit {0 tho Qld Country,
having boen a pagssnger by the 8%, Parlsian,
He was born In the County Kildare, Irslanc
on the 24th of Msy, 1819, and cougequently
was 64 years old. Tho doceared, who came
to this country from Ireland at an early ege,
settled In Oltaws, then old Bytown, sbout
forty.three years ago.  For some time pre-
vious fo that he had been engnged In making
logs In the township of Huatlsy. Upon
arcivicg fn this olty he commenced busls
ness a8 a confractor, The first contract of
any importance which he secured was one on
tke Bideau Canal in 1846, Owlng to the price
of labor having rieen coneiderably after he
made his estimate for thls work, tho contraos
proved dieestrons to him from s fizancial
polut of view, snd he left for Oalifornis
with & view to bettering his fortunes.

DEATH OF EDWARD CARTER, Q0.

The suddan demise of Mr. Edward Carter,
Q.C., one ol our well kncwn and respected ollf-
zens, which occurred on Qhursday last from
an affection ot iha liver, will cause general and
widespread regret. The decedsed gentleman
had pot been in the hest or health for some
time paat, but was stfll actively engaged In the
profersion In which ho had galpned gueh
prominence. It appears that the late
gentlemian met with a very painful
acoident o few days ago, whioh, thorgh
not at the time regarded as gerioue,
proved a great shock 0 his rystem, which had
been much weakened by continual indisposi~
{ion, snd accelerated the end. Yesterday, Eow-
over, the worst was feared, and finally death
gupervened, The decoased wWas 8lxiy-one years
of age, and was jooked upon &8 one ot the most
inlentedand olsar-headed members of the Mout-
real Bar. Mr, Carter was born at Thres Rivers
in 1822, his father beolng the late Dr. George
Qarter. Mr. Carier followed his classical
studies &t tho College of Nicholet. In 1833 he
camo to Montreal, but in 1847, hawving com-
menced the study of tho Iaw, he entored the
ofMlce of Messre, Aylwin & Short, Quebec.s
His patrons were eminent Ilawyery, both
of ‘thom  mmbeequently  becoming  dig-
tinguished upon the Benol, In 1812 Mr. Carter
becnmeo a clerk with Hon. ¥. W. Primrose,
whoso omg he exohangzd for that of Mr. (now
Hir) John Rose, where he completed hiq inden-
tures, belng admltted to practico 1n 1845,
tnlents soon secured for him 8 numerous clien-
telle, his specialiles heing criminoal and
municipal affaire, &8 well a8 prerogative

writs.

Kind and generons In dlu{)oslllon, he galued his
full share of the good wili of kis fc!low cllizeng,
and was held in very geneial esteern. His death
wlmlcnuao genuino 0orrow amopgst o very large
clrcle.

The ancestor of Lord Lsnedowne and arohi-
teot of the estats now ownsd by this your
new Governor General s thus described In
Webl's ¢ Compendium of Irish ‘Blography”:

# Dr, Willlam Petty, ono of the most suc-
coasinl of the many adveniurers enriched by
Irleh confiscatlons 1n the 1Tth ocentury, was
the son of a clothier, and was born at Rumsaey,
Hampshire, England, 26th May, 1623, He
gucoeeded {n obialning the sppolntment of
physlolan to the Cromwellian army In Ire-
Iand fn 1652 and some time afierwards en.
tered Into a contract with the then govern-
mont to gurvey the land of Ireland. He
made some £10,000 out ot this job, aad with
this and otber sums a3 easlly obialned In
thois’dsys of plunder, Dr. Poity mads laige
purchases of ths gonflacated lands of the Irish
1ebelg, and laid the foundations of the prasent
Lansdowae estate In Co. Kerry.

The fiest Marquls of Lansdowne (when
Earl Bhelbourne) had soms official conneoction
with Canada. He waa appointed head of the
Board of Trade in 1763, and in that capacity
ke was required to report upon the organizi-
tlon of the government and the settlement of
the boundarles of the thsn newly-acquired
Oanadlan territorles. Ho was sirongly op-
posed o the Independence of the Unlted
Btates, snd declared in the House of Lords,
on the &th of March, 1778, " the momont that

sithe independence of America is agreed to
© by England the sun of Qreat Britain ig set,
¢ apd wo ehall no longer be o powerfal or re-
tgpectabls psopls,” He held the post of
Bacratary of Stats in the Bockingham Minie-
try In 1782, when Grattan and the Volanteers
won the measure which conoeded Irish legiz-
Iative Independence, and the task of piloting
the bill through the Houss of Lords was en-
brusted to his hands.

Coming down to the period of tho great

faming, Mr, Stewart ‘Irench, ln his ¢ Reall-
tles ol Irish Life” thus describes the state
of thinge on a portion of Lord Lansdownse’s
ettate in '47 and '48: ¢ A% least 5,000 pec-
ple must have dled of starvatlon within the
Unlon of Kenmare, They died on the roads,
and they dled in the fislds ; thoy died on the
monntains, and they dled In the glens ; thoy
dled in the rellef worke, and they died in
their homsss. 8o that whole stroeis and vil-
Iages were left almost without an inhsbitant,
and a$ last some fevw, despalricg of help from
the country, orawled into the town, and died
at the doore of ths resldents, aud
ontside the Union walls” The pregent
Lord Lansdowne owns over 120,000 acies in
Ireland: 1n Dablin Oounty 2,132; 1o Quaeen’s
County, 8,980; in Meath, 12,995; In Limer.
ick, 1,526, ond in Kerry 94,083, Tho father
of the present ngent epnd tho grandiather of
the Marqule, under tho name of « Ruleg of
the Eatate,” devised a code of Inhuman laws
whlch were rizidly enforoed. Tho prosent
sgent and Marquie carrled out those rules
previcus to the Land Losgue. One of the
rule3 of the Lonsdowne estato was that no
tenant should masry without the agant's per-
mission. This decrso included the ohildren
of the tenants. One young couple, both - of
them the children of tenante, defied this rule,

The child was heard asking some one to put
bhm upright. In the morning there 15 blood
upon the threshold.

Bhe was served with a notlcs
to quit, which was withdrawn on the pay-
ment of three gales of rent.

HOW TO BUJCESSFULLY TRANBPLANT

o 1TREES,. _

Many think 1t cheaper and better to take
up large treca from the woode, and transplant
them to thelr grounds ¢r to the roadside, than
to buy nursery traes. - As & role guch trees
dia; they iafl because proper precauntlons |
have not been taken, In digging up the
treo all the roote outatde of a cfrolo a fow fest
in diamoter are out off, and tie tree is resat
with 1ts full head of branches. Whoaver
bas eeen treeg Im the foruat that wera up-
tarnod by a tormado, must havo been
struick by the manoer in -which the
raotsa run very mear to the gutface, aund
to a great oistacce. Wien the roota
of thoso trees are cut cff at two or throe feet
from the trunk, few or no Abrous or feedlag
roota are left; and 1? tho mass of topa 13 lelt,
the expanilon of the bude in the spring will
not e responded to by a tupply ot sap from
thu roots, and death must follow. 1f such
treed have the tops completely removed,
leaving only n baro pele, they wlll uaually
grow when transplanted. The tres is little
more than an Immense cutting, bat thers are
roots enough left to moct the demand o! the
{fow shoots that start from tho top, and
growth abovo and beiow grouad are well
bsalanced. Wao bhavo seen maples, ulme,
and basawood traes, fiftscen {eel or
more high, transpianted in this manner, with-
ont o saliure. Bome trecs treated Inthis man-
ner were planted In our nefghborhood about
ten years ago, ‘I'hey have now ag fing hoads
a8 ore would wish, and show no sigus of
former rough treatment, ‘'ress in pasture:,
or ou the edue of tha woods, aro batler fura-
{shed with roots. Thesa ehould be prepared
for tfrausplanting by digging dowa to the
roots, aud cutting cff all that cxtend beyond
the desired distacce. This will causge the
formation of fibrous roots near the treo. 1t
will be safer to take two ycars for the opera-
tior, catting half of the roots each year.
Bach treea may be removed In safoty, espe-
cially 1 a good share of the top {3 removed
3tt;ansplnutlng.—dmarica:z Agriculturisl for

ctober.

THE OOW PEA FOR ENBILAGE.

The cow pes, which plays 8o fmportant a
part in Bouthern sgriculture, whether to turn
under to enrich she sofl, or to convert into
hay for stock, hag beon found {0 make a moat
valuable ensliage, capeclally for cows in milk.
This pes, 80 far as its herbage is concerned,
way be, a8 oar own experiments show, utilized
beyond the Soutuern Btates, In the climate
of New York City, while it will hardly ripen
its aeeds, it will glve a heavy welght
of green fodder, and 1s worthy of trial for en-
silsge. When cured ni bay the lcaves drop
evety time it 18 bacdled, a loss which can be
nltogether avolded whon it ia cut and stored
in asllo, 'This pes, which i3 a great bloss~
ing to Southern agriculture, presents @ great
number of varletics. A fow yoars mgo wo
throagh tto ald of soms frieuds in Georyts,
mada a collection of all the different Einda
we could procura. We recelved peas under
pearly fordy different nsmes;, bul found
that only aboot twenty of those
were really distioct, eo far as we couid
Judge by the appearance of the seeds.
A shoro of the varieties are cultivated in tho
Bouthern Siates {or food, bat Lhe mejority nzo
regarded as forage plents. Wo notlce that
some New York scedmen offer the seeda of
« Whippoorwlll” rnd otiwre whiloh are oa-
teemed In tho Southern Biates as forrge
plants, We kuow ro plant more worihy of
carefnl tost by tanie who praotios ensiiage,
thau tho * Southern Cow Poa.” Liko other
beans (for !5 {i much bearer o besn thsu s
pes), it vhould pot be sown until ihe soll Is
well warme:i and all danger of Iate frcats ia
ovur.—Amezican Agriculturist for October.

HOW TO CURE EGG EATING.

Sometimes the bablt {8 formed by the care-
lesaness of the kitchen mald, cr bousckesper,
in throwing the eg ehells into the pall acd
glving them with the other woato to the hene.
Thig should never be done, i you want the
hens to reapect their own eggs. Understand-
ing the eause of shis unthrifty habif, 1t 18 not
very dificuit to provide a remedy. From
n récons  experlence, we have found
the babit ia very much broken
by an abomdant sapply of crushed
shells. It bad grown so bad in a flock
o! twenty Light Brahmas, owing to neglect of
this rméion, ¢hat they devoured every egg,
without the ologest watching, at the caokle of
every laying hen. Giving the shells every
morning, the craviog cessed, and wo found
the eggs remaining in the nests uudleturbed.
As an assigéant to this remedy, we manufac-
tured on egg-irap from s commen nest-bex.
This I so simple sthat sny one mocustorned
to the use of $ools can maks it In an bour or
two. A slight Inclination of the board
upon which fhe nestegg 18 fa3-
tened will ocuce the new.lald egg to
roll away from under the hep, beyond her
reach, ns soon ad it ia dropped. The rear
board has the same Inclination towards the
osniro, and projects ov:r tho other board jar
enongh to protect the egg when it hns rolled
away. The epace betweon the boards is juost
wide enough to glve free pactage to the egge.
The egg-rox may bo lined with a hendful of
gawdunst, or ohaff, to protect the sheils from
orsoking. If the back board bo furnished
with hinges, it can bs used as n lid, to allow
ofthe yemoval of tue eggs. 1t isa complete egg-
trap, nnd .with tho oyster shells, In our case,
ahbated the nulssncoof egg eating. Many
think, that whon o hen has contracted the
habit of egg-sating, the shortest way i the
best, and instend of eating she Ia putina
condition to be eaten. But a good layer I8
too valuable to Le given Gp without an effort
to reform her bad habif, often acquirad
throngk the negligeuce ot the owner, The
egg-trap works admlrably, and seoures the
end desired by placlng It out of the power of
the hen to do mischlef,—American Agricul-
turist for Oclober.

The Bouthdown fleacs I3 abundant, of me-
diam finenesr, and praferabla to any other for
cortain kinds of goods, The wool, therefore,
solla qulokly and at falr prloes; bul whils
the wool contributes largely ta the profif,
mutton 13 the great thing with theae sheep.
Early lambs oan bs more easily obiained
from Southdown ewea than from any other,
and thege bring high prices from March Lo
Jame. Though more diffionlt and expensive
to produce Such lambs at the North during
theze months, at tho Bonth It may bs cheap-
Iy and easily done, and be a sourcs of wealth
to those who Judiclously breed and rear them
for Northern markets-—XMr, A.B. Artey, In
the American Agricullurist for October.

GREEN FOOD FOR BWINE,

Prof. S. B, Thompson, of tho Nebraska

Groen food makes thriftier and larger hogs.
Farmera who ralse many pigs, and fesd them
exclusively on corn, know that somo of the
shotea will cesse to grow at an carly age,
begin to Iny ¢n {at, and never reach tho sizs
of good, merchantablo hoga. This tendsnoy
to fatten prematurely, at the exponss of bone
gtowth, is not ssen ¢to any great ex-
tent In  grass-fed hogs. A plg fd
on buiky green food wiil duvolop & larger
stounach than cone fed on conocentrated food
like cozn; end when you coms to iatiexn if,
tbis enlarged capaclty will enable him to ont
ard digest moro core, and thus faitsn fastsr
than tiy other, and be n mors prefitable hug

to grow for miarket,
Grauwc-jed boga are healthler than thoso
grale-tcd. Every Intelligent breeder knows
tho advantages of foedlrw gresan food to sows
atout io farrow, They bave loss difticnlty
with thelr plge, are lues liable to destroy
them, will give more milk, nad nurse them
better. Grass-fod hogs are losa llable to
diseass, Tho dreaded hog cholera 18 not much
to be feared where hogs have tho runof a
good olover paature. Undonbtedly, if ex.
posed to contaglon. they would tske the
diseage, but they are not llkely to develop i,
For example, n farmer bad his hogs In a
small pen, destikute o} grass, with no water
except n muddy pool, which soon was mado
ad vile as possible by the hogs. Afier o
while the hoga began to dfe in considerable
nombers, with symptoms resembling cholera,
The owner was alarmed, took them out of
this pen, turned them on & patch of green
rye, and gave them water from a well. Tho
diseass was ohecked and the deaths ceused,
How may green food bo most oheaply pros-
vided ? Rye {8 the czop boat adaptad to this
purpoee, In the regivn west of the Misscurl,
"Chis should be sowa eatly In thofall, on
woll prepared soll, and if the growlng sessoa
continuea Iate in tha fall, so that tho xye Is
likoly to joint, 1t must po fed down clozoly,
Thoe best coudition for it to go Into winter, in
when it covers the ground with a thick mat
of low leaves with but little tendency to
sheet.  Ryse In this condition s fif to tura
a5 s0on 88 growth beglos in spring. 'Tho
smouvat of feed which two ecres of such
rya will furnlsb, fe surprislng. If not
t:d down too olose, and the gtcck bo turaed
off akout the middie of Muy or tian flrst of
Jane, tho ryo will siill makon fair crop.

The clover will do well
natil sbout the middle of June, Wheg,
if the weathor turss off hot and dry,
it grows quite slowly. Itis woll to havea
patch of oats sown noar and ready to tide
over this time. If oot noeded it can grow
{or the harvest. Daring tho hot weather of
July, August, and Beptember, noce of the
orops named atovoe can be fully relfed on, and
this 1s especially true where they have been
ted too olosely. Sorghum or Brown Dourra
may bn vown broadoast about the lact of May
and sgein themiddle of Juno, to ba used in
July and Auguet. Experlence shows that
Horghum may be eaten off olose to the ground
when & foot to elghteen Inobes higb, without
seriour injury. It wili come up again and
grow right along. It 18 alsc an excellent
plaut to stand dry weather,

tentlon of the Counoll, He referred to the
eondition of the Churoh In the early days
when Bt. Paal wrote, The faitbful had even
then thelr difficulties and troubler, and found
it necessary to meet in conclave to conslder
¢he questions that came up. And go, at the
»ldding ot the venerable ‘prelate who pre-
glded over the Councll, His Eminence the
Oardinal, the bishops of the province of New
York had assembled there with the daly ap-
pointed theologlans and offiolals to coneider
questions of grave importance.
A RETROSPECT.

The preacher glancsd at the history of the
country and recalled the marvellons growth
of the Cathollc Church here. Within toe
Lifetimo of the Cardinal, ho sald, the State of
New York had within its borders no Cathollo
bishops whatsver and only a few scattered
prissts and Catholios, ‘When Cathollcs were
go few and far between, whon ro dloceses ex-
fated, thero was no_rensonl snd no call for
counclls. Bat tc-day this country had eight
millions of Catholles, with over seventy
bishops and more than thirteen hun-
with relfgiona orders and
establishments . ia  abund-

Ohurch had met with
Iosses nlso. Mnny had uafortunately, for oné
reason or another, been lost to the falth, It
waa necoseary to guard against such lozges
and to preeerve to the isith, &3 well, the off-
apting of the Qatholio parents hore and the
thousands of Oatholics whe were annnally
peured upon thess ghores, Sothere was every
teason for tboss who had tke charge aad
guldance of suuls to mect and consider such
thip, bow tho falth waa to be presarvel
and how 1t was to be propagated. Never was
there a iinte when greater csre and watoh-
fulness were nseded; never was there
Hime when falser ideas regarding truth and
morals wero abroad. ¢ Liberty,” for instance,
wag @& word that had come to be gerlously
misapplied, the true meaning of which wss
ofter 111 understood, as well as that of the
words ©fraternity ¥ aud vcquality.* The
trop Uberty wes the liberty of Ubriat, and His
the true fraternity. There were false 1deas
abrosd, too, abous the marriage tle. Dlvorce
waa very prevalent, and was becoming more
and more cemmon, especially in this country.
It was becomlng m great public danger.
There were also other important social ques-
tons worthy of careful consldersilon and
regarding which there waa some uncertalnty
in the public mind.

Watters of ecaleslastioal/disclpiine werenext
consldered by tho preaober, who reviewed the
relations of the bishopa to the priests and of
the prissts to the bishops; aleo thoze of the
lalty to the Ohurch, The share of the Ini.¢
In the working of the Church was of vast im-
portance, and was becoming more Important,
every day. Without the generons nnd Intel-
ligent cc-operation of the laity tke bishopsand
priests could do but Mttle for the ad-
vancoment and development of the Church
and not In » materlal sense salone, but by
thelr counssl a8 well as thelr good works
wera the lalty called upon to asslst their pac-
tors, They might advise, but they should
also remember that they muat not cictate.
The Biskop closed a discourso that was ls.
tened to with marked attention by prelates,
clergy and people, by acking the prayera of
the falthful for wisdom to guide the deliber-
atlons of tae Council,

THE COUNOIL QRGANIZED.

Tho sermon ended, Vicar-Genoral Qalun
ascended the puipit and smnounoed fo the
congrogation that after some preliminary
prayers and ceromonliea the Counoll would be
formally opened. Thoge who choge to witness
the opening ceremonies might remain, Yery
many chose {0 remain and passed up toward
the altar, filllag the epaces lel vacant by
thote who chose to depart, The digni-
tarlee and officlals of the
then prepared for the opening of the gee-
glon. When all wero ready an antiphon was
sung by the chancel cholr «Exaudi Nos
Domine” (» Hear Us, O Lord!”) This was
followed by the readlng of the Qarcinal's
allooution invoking the bleesing of the Holy
Spirit on the Councll. The.ailocution was
followed by a prayer. Thenall knelt during
the chanting of the ¢ Litany of the Saints.”
The Oardinal, ceated at tho aliar
and vested 1m cope and mire, holding
hie orozier in his hand, arose and Intrc-
duced Into the Litany a special verae, praying
God ¢ to vialt, dlepose and blees the present
Synod” wTe Rogamus sudi Nos” (¥ We be-
seech thes to hear us ") pealed back In
snswer irom the cholr, A remarkable plc-
tnre waa that which appeared at thls point.
The Cardinal in his glittering robss of oloth
of gold sat in front of the bigh altar, facing
the bedy cf the church. To his right sat
Archblshop Tomigap, errayoed in similar
vestments, Oa the right and left two dea-
oons of honor stood, Before the Cardinal
was n table, on which the documents of the
Counell were placed when presented, Faclng
the Cardinal were the richly robed members
of the Council, with the sllent crowd looking
.on bebind. A second sllocntion succeeded
the prsyor, and doounaent foilowed dooument,
.all belng recited in the Latin tongue, The
¢t Litany of the Sainis” was foliowed by o
prayer, and a special gospel was read by the
.deacon, Father McGean.

THE PORMAL OPBNING,

Then the Oardinal belng dlvested of his
mitrs roee and intoned the « Venl Creator,”
which the chancel cholr took up, all present
.standing. Mere tho geselon proper opened,
The members resumed their geats and the
Omidinal deilvered amother brief alloouidon.
The secretarles of the Counoli—Dr., Ga-
prlele, of Troy Beminary, and Dr,
Patrick McBweeny, rector et 8t. Bridgets
Ohurch——ontered and left the decreee of
the Council on the table In iront of the
‘Oardiaal. Bishop Loughlin and Mgr, Quinn,
‘the promotories of the Council, then ad-
-yanoed to the table and movad the opening
.of the Oouncil. Ag they retired the secre-
taries advanced and Dr. Gabriels read the
-dectee of the opening of the Councll, the
titles ot the Osrdinal snd the names of the
officisls of the Councll.
