.other Words, that whereas they are 62-7 of the popu-
pulation of the county they are duly represented on
"the jury panel by-being 10 per cent. of the jurors
summoned 7' - We dre well aware of the specious
answer generally given in explanation of thia injus-
tice. We are gravely told that the jury must be in-
telligent and reepectable, nud that, although ic par-
ticular localities the Catholics may be in & numeri-
cdl superiority, they ara lamentably inferior to Pro-
testant neighbors in edncation and position. The
asgertion reminds us'of . a state of things that was,
but that happily no longer exists. Itreminds us of
the days of persecution, when Catholics were driven
trom their homes and possessions, and forced to find
a refuge in the recesses of the mountains. It reminds
us of the times when education was denjed 'the Ca-
tholic, when he was refused koowledge except he
wished to exchange for it the precious inheritance of
bis faith, and when his teacbers were bunted like
wild ceasts from the land, and he himself was com-
pelled hy mercifol ‘and enlightened rulers to grow
up ia ignorance, and bring forth his children to a
doom of intellectual bondage. It reminds us also
that hardly a generation has paseed since this state
of things underweat a chapge, and it would, indeed,
appear rash to suppese thatin thicty years the Ca-
tholic population of the North, liviag in the midat of
persecution, heirs of suffering and misfortune, have
advanced with such giant strides that they can now
stand Bide by side with those who are the favoured
children of a powurinl Government and supreme
-oligarchy, ‘their equals in iutelligence, if not in
weslth, and their proud rivals in the oest and noblest
atiribates of bumanity, And here, too, we- find the
truthtelliog returas of the census sustaining oor po-
sition.

I would humbly sngpgest a Bill, exiecding both to
Epgland and Ireland, securing to the tenant repay-
ment, if he iz evicted or his rent raised; for all per-
manent improvemeats executed with the copsent of
his landlord, given in writing and duly registared.

I am quite awsare of the difficaities that would
stand 1n the way of this—difficulties as to what are
permanent improvements; to - what amount of "cost
they might be permitted to run, how they would af-
 fect entails,-&c. i I am sure that the lawyers: would
pick holes by the dozen in the best Bill that could te
drawn. But there are.two great evils to be remedied.
In-England, the wasted condition of entailed ¢states,
where landowners are either nnable to makeany out-
lay or have no great interest in their beirs; and in
Ireland, the injury to the landowners’ interests and
to the capital of the incoming tenant by tepant-right
on the one hand; and on the other hand, the wrong
dooe to the tenant who may have executed perman-
ent improvement, iz derying him compensation if
teoant-right be not recognised. But lawyers are a0t
infallible, and the matter is ome of such simple
equity and public advantage that I could even doubt
the justice and advantage of any state of the law
which might interfere with it to make it impoasible.

T'have little donbt for such a bill ever passing, for
the plain rerson that no political capital could be
made out of it by either party, but I thank you much
for having permitted me to lay before your English
readers some Irish notions, on which I would fain
bope some thinking men may reffect.

But there are other and
bigher duties than those of mere representation which
are now thrown upon the Queen, alone aod unassist-
ed—duties which she cannot neglect without injury
to the public service, which weigk unceasingly upon
ber, averwhelmug her with work and anxziety. The
Queen has laboured comscientiously to discharge
these duties till her health and strength, already
shaken by the utter and ever-abiding desolation
which has taken the place of her former happiness,
.bave been seriously impaired. - To cail upon ber to
undergo, jn addition, the fatigue of those mere State
ceremonies which can be equally well performed by
other membera of her family is to ask her to rua the
risk of entirely disabling herself for the discharge of
those other duties whieh canuoot be neglected with

out serious injury to the public interesta.”

_The body of an infant was found in Stafford-square,
Qommercial-road, Peckbam, A policemsn going
his rounds saw a parcel tied up very carelessly I¥ing
in one of the gardens of the square, and on opening
it found that it contained the body of a fine child.
It was wrapped in some iinen and paper, and the re-
mains of this poor ckild were alzo conveyed to the
workhouse,—ZLondon Standard.

Tee SweeTs or TranspomrTaTION. — The case of
Sir John Dean Paul. the frauduleat London banker,
excited much attention in England eome little time
ago.- A recent copy of the Madras Times gives some
“curious information concerning -him. Immediately
after he was sentenced to penal servitude, Lady
Paul realized all the property settled upor her, and
proceeded without delay to- Sydney,-where she pur-
chased & beautiful seat in the suburbs., Her busband
having arrived at the penal settlement in another
part of Australia, as one of a gang of the convicls,
the wife of the convict baronet applied to the Gov-
ernment for his services, and was permitted to em-
ploy him as her ‘assigned servant! We need
scarcely add that having tbus released him from
uopleasant restraint, she placed all 1he newly pur-
chased property in his hauds, aod hus since led a
very quiet life in his company.

The Jupanese Ambassadors who visited thia conn-
try last year have published their diary through the
bookseller Fouyah, at Yeddo, Among other thiogs
it i3 therein said that the people of the wost are very
little different from each otber; the dresses are the
same as well as the weapons, throngh one nation
munages them better than nnother; the French,
above all, appear to excel thercin. Ceremonies and
honours are very easy, aud the honours to be paid
to.a sovereign are very nearly the same as to a per-
son of inferior rank, one tales his bat off, makes a
gmall reverence, aud therewith the thing is finished.
At our sudiences with the princes they were not se-
parated from us by a curtain ; eveu the Princess was
not veiled, and sits as high as the Prince. The
lords were very civil, even too civil, for they allowed
us to eat and drink more than was in accordance
with our ceremonies. The lower classes were less
civil, and tvoequivecally demonstrated that they
thought us ugly. Ameng the women there are
maoy handsome ones--among uthers, the Empress of
the French: They run like a man. In order 'to ap-
pear taller they wear a high bonnet. : Even fastion-
able women dance very much; they hang on the
arm of the men, and one sees the men frequently run
along the street in the arm3 of women. - We believe
them to be their own wives. Women in general co-
joy too much liberty, and the fashionable ones wear
the same dressss a3 those of the lower class, The
dress of the women, especially at night i3 notal-
ways decent. IExcepting the Dutch women, all
other European wowen stand below the French.
The men are stiff, rough, and a little proud; they
wear no weapous, and very seldom the distinciion of
their rank. Itappears that evergsbody, and even the
fashionable people frequent the cafes.  High officers
even frequent the theatres. We were sorry we counld
vot uaderstand everything there. " Almostevergbudy
had a-spying glass, which, perheps frowm - distraction
was always directed at uz. Tbhe merchants ure
protd and the shopkeepers do not like one to turn
their articles too much about. It annoyed us very '
much o see raw meat exhibited in the towns, Eut-
ing meat'is often very healtby, but why exhibit it to
every one ?. - In Parisand London:-they run (walk)
very fast, just ag they do in our cosnury; when there
ig a fire, 'The houses are'so high that they' rhust be
destroyed at -the ficst earthquake.. They appear,
howerver, to stand againat fire.— Times.: . .

General—~An ext+nded spirit of desertion prevail-
ing smong the recruits recently received {rom the
North, in some ot the regiments of my command,
hns led me to make sowe inquiries resulting in ap-
parently ‘well authenticated information, which I
beg respectfully to communicate in this unofficial
manner, deeming 1L required by humanity, no less
than by our c.mmon desire to benefit the service.

-There seems v be little doubt that many, in factI
think I am justified in saying the most of these un-
fortunate meu, were either deceived or kidaapped,
or both, in the miost scandalous and inhamen man-
ner, in New York city, where they were drugged
and carried off to New Hampshire and Connecticut,
mustered in and uaniformed before their conscious-
ness was fully restored.

Even their bounty was obtained by the parties
who #ere instruwentul in these nefarious tramsac-
tions, and the puor wretches find themselves, on re-
turcing to their senses, mustered soldiers, without
ruy pecaniury benefit. 'Nearly all foreiguers, mostly
sailors, both ipporart of and indiffurent to the ob-
jects of the war in which tbey thus suddenly find
themselves invulved,

Two men were shot here this morning for deser-
tion, and even thirty more are now awaiting trial
or execution. These examples are essential sz we
all undersiand ; but jt occurred to me, Geaneral, that
you would pardon me for thus calling your atten-
tion to the greater crime committing in New York
of kidnapping 1bese mea into positions where, to
their ignorance, desertion must seem Jike a vindica-
tioa of their owan rights and liberty.

Fathgr G—— arrived with about ten sleighs laden
with men. Eatering the house, be began disputing,
ané then assailed the missionary 1n & tirade of
low and vnbecoming words, calling him pick
names, such ap, °‘Yankee Specunlator, ‘Lum-
ber Dealer,’ ‘ Buyer of oats ;' and also called him se-
veral txmes a :brute.’ The crowd was now increas-
ed to thirty or upwards. The house being small,
was fall. Words were lond and attitudes threaten-
ing. The missionary thought best to leave, and did
g0, but Mr. B——, the man of ‘the house, went after
hrm,and asked nrm to return, promising to protect
him. When they got in, matters looked worse in-
stead of better, and Mr. B— advised him to go
awzay, as it seemed dangerous for him to stay any
longer. Omne man, who invited the missionary to
drive with him, had to escape for fear of the violence
of the crowd. Mr. B— went to ihe stable for the
priesl's horse, and by this lime the missionary got to
the brow of tlte hill, about four acres from the Iwuae,
when b man on foot overtook him, and two others in
s sleigh following, tried to drive them bofore them
dowa the hill, evideatly wishing.to get him out of the
sight of the people, who were etendmg looking on
from the house in pumbers about twenty, sll of
which were French Canadians, with the exception
of one woman. Seeing their intention, he wished
to get out of the road, and thus evade them, but he
was knocked down aod kicked ia the face. He then
got over the fence, but wag followed by this ruffan,
where he was again koocked down, and kicked
sbout the fuce and head, inflicting bruises and cuts,
while his companions kept shouting * fesse ! fesse I'?
One of the cuts might be described thus,—a deep
gash about two inches long, and the flesh literally
torn from the inper corner of the eye and left sus-
pended there, and which can never be brought back
to its proper place. They left him exhausted and
weak, but, to his praise and credit, a bold resoclate
baned\an who had not lost all the finer feelings of
humonxty, tied up his head, and ventured to escort
aad assist bim to walk about three miles whers he
would be safe. Though thiz man knew that he was
placing himself in & dapgerous position, where he
could expect no better treatment from the mob which
came with the Rev. Father G—— than the mission-
ary had received at their hands, still, he could not
bear to see a fellow-sufferer exposed to the mercy of
those who had lost all feeling, and extended to him
a helping baod in she hour of need. Since then the
missionary’s Jot has been cust among kind friends,
who have attended him with all possibie care. ~ Dr,
L —-'s gervices were obtained, and he has paid 6 or
7 visits, and be thioks that one of his eyes hag re-
ceived an incurable injury, and itis still so feeble
that it cannot bear the light, and, doubtiess, will be
s0 for o considerable- length of time. The above
cruel deed wag perpetrated in a French settlemeént
several miles from any English inhabitants.

It1s false that the priest called the missionary
“a Yankee speculator, a lumber dealer, @
buyer of oats and a brute.” But it is truethaty
the missionary in question baving forced himeelf
lnto the house of Mr. B. without even annoupc-
ing bunself, bis name, or business to the owner
the priest told him that he knew not who, or tvbat’
Le was, or whether he might not be an American
speculator, The tera © brute” never passed his
—the priest’s—Tlips,

It is false that there was anything menacing in
the attitude of the people present at this discussion,
It is also false that the missionary was warged
to leave the premuses, because Lie wasin danger :
but 1t is true that the owner of the house gare him
a bint to be off in pretty plain terms, telling him
that if he wished to go no one would mterl'ere
to detamn him.

If we compare this account given by our cor-
respondent, with that of the Witness, and parti-
cularly with the pascage which we bave under-
lined—we shall find that it is supported by strong
internal evidence.  Mr. B.” says the writer in
the Witness “ went to the stable for the priests’
house.” From tius it would appear that the
priest was an invited and a welcome guest—or
Mr. B. would not have taken the trouble to put
bis horse up in the stable; and consequently we
must reject the version given by 7" to the eflect
that the priest uninvited and unwelcome drove vp
with a large retinue to disturb a peaceful religious
meeting held in the kouse of which Mr. B. wag
the owner. Had the latter looked upon the
priest as an intruder he would not have put his
horse up for him in the stable. Again it is ev:-
dent that the missionary must have cleared off
before the priest left the house, for 7" expressly
saysi—

# Mr. B. went to the stable for the priest's horse,

and by this time the missionary got to the brow of tie
Lill, about four or frve ucres from the house .V

So that unless the priest went off without lis
horse—the missionary must have got a considera-
ble distance from the house before the priest left
it. This exonerates the latter from all charge
of complicity in the subsequent misadrentures of
the missionary, of which our correspondent 1s able
to give us no details of his personal knowledge.
If any blow was dealt to the said missionary our
correspondent deplores and condemns it ; but the
language of the former was so grossly insulting
towards his bearers whilst ir. the house, that it is
exceedingly probable that he met with the vio-
lence which he provoked. On these points how-
ever our mnformant bas ne personal knowledge,
and enters to no details. By the account
given 1 the Watness it would appear that the
assatlants of the missionary were only three in
number—¢ one on foot, and two others in a sleigh
following :” and seeing that * from eight to ten
persons” are by the same account represented as

Among Mr. Leor Doutre's vouchers there were
two receipts, the body of them in his own handwrit-
jng, the signatures in another handwriting, purport-
ing’to be thet of the persons to whom the names be-
Jonged. These signatures, however, turned out to
be forgeries, and it was perhaps, not unnatgral at
first for the Commisvioners axd the Government to
believe that Mr. Lean Douire was the forger. He,
however, explains the matter in this way, that he
bad gent a messenger with the receipts to be proper-
Iy sigoed ; but that this man, looking upon the whole
thing as a matter of form, and haviog the same loose
notions about public morality which we have already
sllnded to, saved himself the trouble and cost of &
journey to the courtry by signing the names himgelf,
Mr. Leon Doutre’s pretension, therefore, is that so
far ag the forgery was concerned, he was not the
person who defrauded ; but the person who was de-
franded.

A Bill was laid before the Gracd Jury charg-

g the aforesaid Lieon Doutre with this forgery :
but as this Bill was thrown out, he is entitled to
1he Jegal benefit—though of his guilt 1 the other
dirty piece of business ¢ there is,” as the Herald
says, ¢ no doubt.” '

This same Leon Doutre took some part
in the machinations which led some few months
ago to the dismussal of Messrs. De Lisle, Schil-
ler and others from their situations; aund these
machinations were severely commented upon to-
wards the latter of Japuary last, by the Lven-
ing Telegraph, which resuscitated against DNou-
tre, the old accusation of torgery. Hereupon
the latter instituted an action for libel,

The editor of the Telegraph thus menaced,
gaturally turned his attention to the certamiy
forged documents upon which the charge was
originally based.  These documents could not
be found ; and on enquiring, it turned out that
the papers 1n the affair of Doutre, had, at the in-
stigation of M. Dessaulles-—a particular friend of
our fraudulent acquaintance Leon Doutre, and
the lately appointed Clerk of the Peace—been
sent to Mr. Holton, whilst toat gentleman was
still in office. This seemed strange ; but the
business appeared blacker still, when upon
examination of the papers, which Mr. Holton
had received from My, Dessaulles, it appeared
that the two most important of all, the forged
documents upon which the whole case, as against
Leon Doutre rested—had disappeared. In jus-
tice to Mr. Holton it must be added that these
documents must have been abstracted from the
rolls before the papers were sent from the Court
House to bis office ; so that he at least is above
all suspicion of complicity in this affair, The
real criminal of course 15 not yet known; but
people naturally askthemselves ¢ cuz dono 77
who had an interest in concealing or destroymng
the tell-tale papers ? - As tending to throw some
light upon these questions, upon which we offer
o opinien of our own, we copy the following
from the Montreal Gazette of the 291h ult :—

Tas Couar Housk Conspiracy.—We are informed
that, in the case -of Mr. Leon Doutre for forgery,
after the indictmente were thrown out in March,
1857, the papers were placed by Mr. Schiller, Deputy

StrANGE FrEaxs oF Justice.—We have
seen with surprise, and we will add with pain,
that the sentence of death passed upon Barbinas,
convicted of poisening his wife with arsenic, has
been commuted to imprisonment for hfe in the
Penitentiary. The reason for ths strange step
we do not know. 1t has indeed been urged that
there are doubts, not as to the extent, but as fo
the fact, of his gwilt. Certainly 1f such doubts
there be, and 1f. they are reasonable, or such as
any reasonable bemng can entertam, the prisoner
should have the lull benefit of them ; but the
logical consequence would be, not a commuta-
tion, but a total remission of the sentence.—
There is, there can be, no question as to the
degree of the convict’s culpability, for i his case
there was not one mitigating circumstance. He
18 either ¢ guilty” of murder, and one of the
worst of murders, or he is *not guilty.” If
« guilty” he ought, by every law of God and of
man, in justice to society and in justice to him-
sell, to have been hung; it “ not guilty® of mur-
der, what is he imprisoned 10 the Penitentiary
for? Alas! the administration of justice in tiis
Province is a farce, or rather a lottery., Like
kissing it seems to go by favor ; and thanks to the
inconsistency of our rulers—Jenient where they
should be inflexible, and unrelenting only when
mercy should temper justice—the people are fast
beginning Lo lose that respect for the law with-
oul which laws themselves soon cease to be
operative, or a terror to evil deers. Not so much
in the severity, as in the certainty of the pun-
1shment does the secunity of society consist ; and
the vacilhating, inconsistent action of our Execu-
tive towards criminals under sentence of death,
deprives us of this, the most essential guarantee
against the enemies of our persons and our pro-
perties. The only approximation to a rule or
principle that we can discover in the administra-
tion of the laws, as towards convicts, is ths ;
that the vilest, the most execrable of murderers,
those the least worthy of Executive considera-
tion, e.g., abortionists, and wife-poisoners: have
their seatences commuted to imprisonment 1n
the Penitentiary : whilst those whose offences
have in them peculiar features entitling them to
most merciful consideration, and pleading forci-
bly in mitigation of sentence, are, as a general
rule, hung without scruple.

It would appear that a very large increase of
crime has been observable for some time past in
the Counties of Leeds and Grenwille.

His body was
recovered this afternoon, Owing to some cause there
was & littie delay in the arrival of tke fire police and
hose reels, and the pressure of the water was for some
time rather light. In consequence of the
natare of the burping material, however, these
circumstances had littlo influence over the
control of the fire in the building itself, which was
an impossibility, and the adjoining buildings were
protected by strong party walls, A cask was blown
into the street with a loud explosion, and the premi-
ges opposite, belonging to Mr. Jobns Heory Evans
were somewhat damaged, At one time there was
seme danger of the flames from the rear of Atwater's
extending to the store of W, Nivin & Co., and goods
were also removed from the fine block sdjoining on
St, Paul st., by & party of Grenadier Guardsmen, de-
tached for that purpose. Portions of Mr. Lovell's es-
tablishment were also damaged by water, which was
thrown in by way of precaution, Hose was laid to
every available hydraut in the neighberhood, and
about 11 o'clock the flames were brought under. At
the time the fira taok place the books were placed in
the safe, but everythiog in it was found uninjured
after the fire.

- We read in the Echo de Fourviere :—At. the end
of last August Monseigaeur Melchers, Bishop of Oz-
nabruck, 1n Hanover, and Vicar Apostolic of the
North made a pastoral - visitation smongst the Ca-
tholies of Schleswig, of Bolstein, and of Denmark.
In Copenkagen he confirmed a hundred persons,
amongst whom were seventy-eight converts from
Protestantism.

hundred years, that is since the establishment of
Lutheranism in those countries.~One can easily
imngine the reception given to the prelate by thase
Catholics who were 50 long abandoned, They were
singularly struck by the conduet of the King, who
invited to his table the venecrable prelate, and all the
priests who accompenied bim. This kindpess of the
King of Denmark ceased to surprise us when we
learned, a sbort time ago, that the Prince was a Ca-
tholic in secret, and that he trequently showed to
priests and to other persons severs! objects of piety
croszes aud medals, which he carried about bim, His
Protestant mother brought him with her to Rome at
the time of the Jubilee of 1825, and divine grace
having touched the beart of that Princess, she was
converted iu & malady which sbhe had at the time,
and of which died in th capital of 1his Christien
world, where her tomb is to be seen in ike cemetry
of the Vatican.

Brastau, April 1.—The National Government has
publisbed a proclamation relative to the late Impe-
rial ukases, in which it recommends the peasants not
to pay the Russian authorities for the acquisition of
land which they have possessed fora year past by
virtue of the decree of the National Government.
This decree meintained the indemnification of the
landed proprietors by the State.

Tae STrENGTH OF THE Russiay Aryy.—‘The an-
pual report addresged to the Emperor of Russis,’
says the Presse, furnishes significant detsils respect-
ing the actual state state of the Russianarmy. It
appears that in 1863 the Russian army in active ger-
vice comprised 364,422 mea of infantry, and 93,453
men for the special arms. In 1864 the infantry has
been increased to 694,511 men, and the special arms
114,150. To thess pumbers must beadded 127,000
men charged with preserving order in the provinces
and 200,000 more apertaining to the reserve. The
Russian army therefore, forms a grand total of 1,135,-
670 men. What an enormous barden for the budget
of r country, Surely there can be no more elogoent
cozdemnation of war than such figures.
