This produces habitual anxtety, des-
ipondence, and melanchely. The cause of thus
118 indced sometimes constitutional, but it more
| frequently arises from the want of a proper gov-
ernment of the thoughts. We ought not to sufs
fes our imaginations to be thus gloumily employ-
ed, for it 15 @ serious duly to maintain a disposi-
tion of cheerfulness and hope.

We should by effurt direct our minds te bright-
er views und gayer prospects. We shouvld re-
member, thal whatever may be our sitvation, it
is that in whickh God has chosen 1o place us, that
we never can be separsted from hus narental
care, and that whatever suffesings may await us,
they will be appointed ig mercy, will be measur-
ed to us by ouratrength to bear them, and may
be mads the means of our greatest and final hap-
piness.

There is & government, of the thoughts more
impottant, particulatly to the young, than pes-
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haps all others, which relates to the objects of
seuse, and the excitement of the paesions.
There aro msny who willingly corrupt their
minds with thoughts, which they would drcad
that any eye should Witness—excepting that of
God! ‘They will summon up imagee of pcllution,
will excito and quicken wishes ot guilty induig-
enco, and riot in imagination aumid scencs o
wanton licentiousnesrs, These  thoughts we
ought with the utmost vigilance and resolution
to cexpel from the mind  We should fly from
them ta accupation or socivty as from tho paths
of death, and whanever they arise in solitude,
turn away our minds lo contemplations of solem-
nity and awlulness. We should remember and
fecl that wo are in the immediate prescace of
God, and that his cye scarches our inmost
hearts. We should direct our imaginations to
that world of purity which nothing that defileth
can enter, ond where angels and perfected spi-
rits dwell; we should look forward to that day of
final judgment, when our most secret thoughts
shall be revealed, and remember that none bat
the pure in heart will at last see God in peace.
