GREAT RITAIN.

Quebec pine deals, however, are consid-

erably higher than one month ago, the

advance at Liverpool being of an average

of Lt per standard.

The Department of Trade md Com-
merce ai Ottawa have received an inquiry
from a Glasgowv firn for clothboards, and
inviting quotations from Canadian manu-
facturers.

The North.-Western Hemlock Manu-
facturers' Association, at a meeting held
in Milwaukee on August 7th, adopted a
new price list, fi.ing the base price of
hemlock at $9.75 for short lengths on a
Wausau raie of freight.

In the Chicago market short piece stuff
in pine is selling on the basis of $15 to
$i5.5o, and No. r boards from $19 to $20.

Common inch averages about $15. The
shingle market bas shown a lttle more
activity. Prices on eight-inch white cedar
shingles are in the neighboihood of $2.

Seaman & Conpany, of Port Arthur,
Ont., have the contract for supplying the
necessary tinber for the construction of
bridges. culverts etc., for the Ontario and
Rainy River railway. Mr. Seaman states
that low water bas delayed operations,
fully six million feet of logs being tied up.

All fear of a shortage of logs for the
Ottawa mills this season is said to be
passed.
