An Ordinance to provide tor the improvement

of the Roada in the neighborhood of, and

leadin}^ to the City of Montreal, and to raine

a tund for that puipose.

(Assented to 15th June, 1840.)

WHEREAS the siate of the Roads in the neigh-

borhood of, mid leadinji; to the City of

Montreal, iw such as to render their improvement an

object of immediate and urj^ent neceswity, and it is

therefore expedient to provide means for effecting

sneh improvement, and to create a fund for defray-

ing the expense thereof, and the expenses necessary

tor keeping the said Roads in permanent repair

:

Be it theretore Ordained and Enacted by His Excel-

lency the Governor of this Province of Lower
Canada, by and with the advice and consent of the

S[>ecial Council for the affairs of this Province, con-

stituted and at-sembled by virtue and under the

authority of an Act of the Parliament of the United

Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, passed in

the first year of the reign of Her present Majesty,

intituled, "J.w Act to make temporary provision for the

•' Government of Lower Canada ;
" and also by virtue

and under the authority of a certain other Act of

the same Parliament, passed in the Session held in

the second and third years of the reign of Her
present Majesty, intituled, "^/i Act to amend an Act
^^ of the last Session of Parliament, for making tem-
^^ porary provision for the Government of Lower
" Canada ;

" and it is hereby Ordained and Enacted

by the authority of the said Acts of Parliament, that

it shall and may be lawful for the Governor of the

said Province, by Letters Patent under the Great

Seal of the Province, at any time after the passing

of this Ordinance, to appoint not less than five, or

Prnamble.

upon the amount of such rent, or upon arbitration

to fix the same, the said rent shall be settled and
determined by the judgment of any Court of
competent jurisdiction, to be rendered in an action

Fourthly -The main Road commonly known as

the continuation of the St. Lawrence Street, and

leading in a north-westerly direction from the City

boundary to Mile End Tavern, and thence in the

same direction to a point on the eaid River d.es

Prairies, in the Parish of Sault au Becollet.

Fifthly.—The Road commonly called the Road of

the Cdte St. Catherine, from the said Road thirdly

above mentioned to the said Road lastly above

mentioned, and thence to the Road next hereinafter

mentioned.

Sixthly.—The road commonly called the Victoria

Road, from the boundary of the said City and Town,
towards the north-east, running to the north-west

until it joins the Road last above mentioned.

Seventhlv.—The Lower Lachine Road, from the

boundary of the said City and Town, towards the

south to, and one hundred yards beyond, its junction

with the cross Road leading from the said Lower
Lachine Road to the Upper Lachine Road, herein-

after mentioned at or near the Village of Saint

Henri.

Eighthly.—The cross Road last above mentioned,
and throughout its whole length as above defined.

Ninthly.—The said Lower Lachine Road, from a
point one hundred yards below, and ti the eastward
of the Church of the Parish of Saint Michel de

Lachine, to its junction with the said Upper

" Road," in this Section shall be construed to mean

(Assented to Slst December, 1840.)

WHEREAS it is expedient to amend a certain Preamble.

Ordinance, passed in the third year of Her

Majesty's Reign, and intituled " Aii Ordinance to

" r)rovide for the improvement of the Roads in the

" neighbourhood of, and leading to the City of

" Montreal, and to raise a fund for that purpose,"

and to extend the provisions thereof to ticrtain

other Roads and for certain other purposes :—Be it

therefore Ordained and Enacted by His Excellency

the Governor of this Province of Lower Canada, by

and with the advice and consent of the Special

Council for the affairs of this Province, constituted

and assembled by virtue and under the authority of

an Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom

of Great Britain and Ireland, passed in the first year

of the Reign of Her present Majesty, intituled, "Irt

" Act to make temporary provision for the Government

"
of Lower Canada ;

" and also by virtue and under

the authority of a certain other Act of the same

Parliament, passed in the Session held in the second

and third years of the Reign of Her present Majesty,

intituled, "-An Act to amend an Act of the last Session

HKR Majesty, hy and with the advice and con-

1. That part of the Montreal Turnpike Roads
known under the name of the "Victoria Road,"
shall hereafter hv deemed to ho a separate road and
as not forming part of the other turnpike roads in
the neighhourliood of Montreal.
