THE PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM OF
PARIS

Public' schools differ in many respects
in Paris from those of this country.
Children in the French capital enter
the primary department when as young
as six> years and remain until twelve. i

If they are to continue their education, .
the higher primary schools receive
them for a few years longer, until they
are ready for the secondary schooling,
which is given in colleges or in the pro-
tessional and trade schools,

Not only is the instruction free, but
the city helps the boys and girls to live
in the mean time: ‘They do not learn
atoné from books, but even in the pri-
mary schools the girls are taught the
arts of cookifg and hougekeeping, how
to go to market and how to make and
mend-— their dresses. Theadéoyﬂ are
taught, it they wish, the tr s of join-
ery and blacksmithing. s

From the very beginning,- states a
writer in an exchange, boys and giris
ure put in separate schools, altho the
course of Instruction and the discipline
are practtealiy the same for éach sex,
The French public school buildings re-
mind me of An orphans” home. They
contain a kitchen, dining-room, a shop

of ‘the nation and treat them as such.
Only those who can afford it are sup-
Posed to contribute towards the main-
ténance of the schools. The children
receive alt books, paper and stationery
Iree of charge, whether they are rich or
poon, and a hot mea! gt the public ex-
pensé,: Lunch consists of a bowl of
soup and a plate of steaming hot vege-
tables, They are expected to bring
1~hf»£r own bread, and if they wish to
drink milk instead ot water, must bring
(lmt themselves. Sometimes mothers
Turnish them with a bit of friut or pas-
rty by wey ot dessert, which they are
allowed to eat with their lunch.

1f tho parents are poor, their children
are given the lunch free and are also
furnished with a sufficient quantity of
bread and milk. If the children-who
come to school are not in the opinion of
the' teachers, sufficiently warmly and
comfortably dressed, enquiry is at once
made to ascertain the cause. Should it
be found that poverty is responsibie
f-vr‘th«?ir poor appearance, the school
;xxumonties supply them with suitable
t‘»é}th:ng. For this purpose an appro-
briation”is made by the city, and con-
iributions are solicited from the rich.

I'he children in the public schools
li)z'k\'; 178 holidays in the year and the
F'?:I‘ls‘ school authorities: assist the pu-
pils in gpending their vacations wigely |
and well. Vacation journeys paid by |
the city are frequent. The children who |
enjoy these free trips to the country
are chosen from all who have behaved |
themselves.

“7FOR NATIONAL MUSEUM,

The Polish ‘National Afliarice of the
United States of North America has

presented to the National Museum at |

‘Washington quite an extensive and ‘in-
teresting serfes of coins of the King-

| dom of Poland issued during its day

of -independence. The .collection has
only recently been placed on exhibition
in the west hall of the old building of

the National Museum. The series com- '

prises ' 312 pieces of money, most of
which are silver, ranging in size from
cur old silver three-cent piece to the
present day silver dollar.

TUpon examining the dates on the in-
dividual coins one is surprised to idis-
cover that the series begins as far
back as 1386 and covers -a period of
442 years, during which time many
changes took place in the government
of Poland. In fact, an cutline of the
history of Poland is recorded in this

very series by the portraits of the sev-
eral rulers on the obverse faces of th»
coins. Aside from its historical value,
this remarkably complete collection
shows the progress in numismatics
during neariy nve centuries; each ruler
seemed to bave had original ideas as
to e¢olnage, and the successive issues

varied accordingly. |

The Polish c¢oin collection forms the
most extensive exhibit of this nature
in the museum at present, altho ther:
are many rare and remarkable coins
in its possession. The formal paper
donating the collection to the National
Museum is itself of interest, since it
expresses the leyalty and good will of ;
the Polish ditizens of the United States, |
and recalls,the close and friendly re-
lations besween the Poles and -Amerl-
cans which sprang up early in the his- |
tory of the country.
